Both Mr, and Mrs. Honneus recognized
the parties nawmed as being present at the
time of the alleged shooting. It wus also
proved on the purt of the prosecution fhat
Justice could not be lLad in the parish of
Bienville until about a year ago.

Mr. Honneus was o Republican, and it
was for this that he was wounded so nearly
unto death and was obliged to fiy the
ish, leave Lis property there and save his
life. He has never returned there, nor bas
he dared to do so, since this murderous at-
terpt upou lis life.

Several colored witnesses testitied in the
case for the prosecution, but so great was
their fear and intimidation that they were
unable to identify any one who did the
shooting,

The defense was an alibi, which was
proved sufliciently satisfuctory to the minds
of the jury impaneled without the use of
the test oath, so that they brought in & ver-
dict of not gnilty.
