C o u le e  C ro c h e .
Tlie Opelousas Journal of a recent date 

says:
Last Sunday we visited Coulee Croche 

neighborhood, in the prairie about sixteen 
wiles sooth of Opelousas, in tho genial 
company of Rev. C. A: Rrazee, .who
preached at the Methodist church there on 
that day. We arrived just before Sunday 
school opened. There were present some 
sixty or seventy persons, about half or two- 
thirils of whom are children, young ladies 
and voung men. • Our reverend companion 
d e liv e re d  a powerful and impressive ser­
mon on death and the judgment. We 
never saw a more attentive and orderly 
congregation. There was no talking, whis­
pering, giggling or rattling of lcet during 
the services. It was a decided improve­
ment on what we have usually been ac­
customed to in congregations in town, and 
we were struck by it. After church we re­
ceived several invitations to dinner, but 
accepted that of Mr. Thomas Deane, who 
liv'bu near by. He gave us an excellent, 
welt cooked" dinner of various dishes, all 
of which were of homemade articles, ex­
cept tire flour bread, llis ham was equal 
to the canvas hams we buy.

This settlement in Coulee Croelie consists 
of about thirty families, principally Missis- 
sippians, who removed there the first year 
of tho war. They are well satisfied and are 
doing well. They live in a high, rich, level 
country. They are a moral and industrious 
people. Since tlieir settlement in _ Coulee 
Croche they have built a church, which they 
also use as a schoolhouse Both the church 
and school are in operation. Tlieir numbers 
have so increased, from time to time, from 
immigration, that the building has become 
too small. They speak ot enlarging it, or 
putting up another one. Their faruiB and 
plantations are well cultivated, and their 
crops look very promising. They complain 
of only one inconvenience—they have to 
come all the way to Opelousas for their let­
ters and papers. They want a postoffice. 
The weekly mail from this town to Plaque- 
mine Brulee could easily take Coulee Croche 
in the route; the distance would be increased 
only three or four miles each way. An effort 
is about to be made, we understand, to have 
Coulee Croche included in this mail route. 
We "hope it will succeed.

The attention of sugar planters and others 
interested in the manufacture of sugay 
would be well repaid and agreeably occupied 
t>y a visit to the extensive copper and brass 
establishment of Messrs. Daniel & Janies 
D. Edwards, on Delta and Front streets, 
between Gravier and Poydras streets, and 
examine the large copper steam Jtrain just 
completed by them for Messrs McCall 
Brothers' plantation, Ascension parish, Lou­
isiana, and now set up and connected to­
gether, awaiting orders tor shipment.

This is tho largest and most effective train 
of tho many this house has furnished the 
many planters of our State. It consists of 
five copper clarifiers, ten feet by six and 
three deep, with skim troughs and flanges, 
with all their mountings in highly finished 
brass columns and plates, with four inches 
opening finished brass cocks to charge and 
discharge same, with copper pipes all fitted 
and set up in their places. Also, four cop­
per evaporating pans eight feet in diameter 
and thirty inches iteep with troughs and 
flanges," and all their mountings, finished 
columns to support flanges and with finished 
plates^tnd finished charge cocks four inches 
opening, as well as discharge cocks, same 
size opening, with brass finished drain cocks 
and pipes for troughs, and all copper pipe 
fitted and placed.

Those interested in the mechanics of our 
city, should not let this opportunity pass of 
seeing what can be done by the mechanics 
of our city. 1'lie design and finish as well 
as the workmanship, reflect the greatest 
fcredit on Messrs. Edwards and their me­
chanics, and ought to be seen by all that 
they may form some opinion as to its excel­
lence as well as for the information of the 
ability of our mechanics to make machinery 
of this kind, particularly, and as cheap as 
any house East, West, North, or South, with 
whom Messrs. Edwards compete, though 
probably they do not make as much profit 
to themselves, owing to higher wages being 
paid here than in other places.

There is a cotton factory at Augusta, 
Georgia, run by a company which, at its 
organization, had a capital of $200,000, 
which has now been increased by its earn­
ings to $600,000. The par value of its stock 
is $100, arid for the past five years it has 
paid an annual dividend of twenty per 
cent, its stock is now worth $15o. It com­
menced with a modest amount of machinery, 
hut now runs 15,000 spindles, 600 loom's, 
consumes 130 bales of cotton per week, 
making a product of 25,000 yards per day.

Is there uot sufficient enterprise in Vicks­
burg with all its prestige and advantages, 
to commence a home manufacture of ourown 
home product 1 What high-minded, public 
spirited mau will be the first to step to the 
front in this enterprise 1 A single modest 
cotton factory here to set the ball in motion 
will, in time, be worth millions to this city 
and State, and will do more to promote 
peace, harmony and prosperity in Missis­
sippi than all the political meetings, resolu­
tions and turmoils put together.

Idleness and business stagnation are pro­
lific sources of crimes, disorders and internal 
strifes, hut business activity and life are* 
great civilizers and peace makers, turning 
the attention of the masses from idleness 
and a disposition to vice, to the sober and 
engrossing realities of manufacture and 
commerce, and at the same time bringing 
wealth and prosperity in its wake.

Under the system of free labor, the manu­
facture of our Southern staple, which wo so 
strongly urge should be retained at home,

. has built some of the finest anil most mag­
nificent cities in the North; then why, with 
all its natural advantages, can not Vicks­
burg emulate them, and from its present 
meagre population and modest pretensions 
arouse itself to emulate those Northern 
cities in population, wealth, prosperity and 
happiness !

It is a slander—aye, a crime, that the 
bounteous products of tho rich and fertile 
soils of Mississippi should be permitted to 
be employed iu the unnatural purpose of civ­
ilizing and enriching other and foreign cities 
and places to the utter exclusion of her own.

Will our citizens arouse to the fact that 
this, the largest and wealthiest city in Mis­
sissippi, is idling away her opportunities. 
Let the past be gone. Awake to the present 
and meet it squarely and manfully, and the 
future will surely find us enjoying the happy 
satisfaction of feeling that it is able to take 
cure of itself.

A gentleman writing from Santa Barbara, 
in the southern part of California, gives the 
following description of a grapevine in that 
locality, said to he the largest iu the world, 
planted forty years ago by a Spanish wo­
man: The vine, four and a half feet from 
tho ground, is one foot iu diameter, or a lit­
tle more than three feet around it; then it 
bulges out for a foot and a half higher, and 
much larger. At that height it branches 
opt, and the branches are supported by scaf­
folding, so that I could walk upright under 
it with my hat on. The brandies spread 
over an area of from 1000 to 1200 feet. The 
annual crop of grapes from this vine aver­
ages four tons, and has been as high as six 
tons; only think of it, from 8000 to 12,000 
pounds of grapes on a single vine. It looks 
almost incredible, but it is a veritable fact.

iToviding to r th e  orgmiizatHm of corporations, and 
lave agreed, upon the following stipulations, to 

govern the same as th© ch a rte r o f the  said corpora­
tion :

ARTICLE I.
1. Tlie domicile of th is  corpoiation is hereby estab ­

lished in the said city of New Orleans, and it  shall 
be designated and known under th e  nam e of the  
•NKW ORLEANS INSURANCE ASSOCIATION.”

2. It shall commence business on or about the 
fifteenth of September, 1869, and shall ex ist for 
tw'eoty-five years from the date of th is  charter, 
unless its  a flairs should be sooner liquidated and 
settled  up by order of tw o-thirds of the  stock ­
holders.

3. The President, o r in his absence th e  Secretary, 
shall lie the  proper officer upon w liom to serve c ita ­
tions in all su its against the  associat ion.

ARTICLE II.
The objects aud puri>oees of th is association are 

declared to b e :
1. To m ake insurance on dwelling houses, stores 

and o ther buildings, household furn iture, m er­
chandise and o ther property agaiust loss or dam ­
age bv tiro.

2. To make m arine and river insurance upon ves­
sels, freights, steam boats, goods, wares, m er­
chandise, specie, bullions, bills of exchange, com­
missions, profits, bank notes and o th er evidence of 
debt, bottom ry and respondentia in terests, and to 
m ake all ana every insurance appertaining to  or 
connected w ith m arine or inland transportation  
risks.

3. To cause them selves to be reim bursed against 
any risk upon which they have made or shall make 
insurance.

ARTICLE III.

1. The capital stock of th is association is hereby 
fixed a t five hundred thousand doilars, with the 
privilege of increasing it to one million of dollars, 
div ided  into shares of one hundred dollars each, to 
be paid for at the  tim e and in the  m anner herein­
afte r nrovided for in artic le four o f th is  charter.

2. Tlie association may commence business as 
soon as th ree hundred thousand dollars shall have 
been subscribed, but each fiscal year shall end ou 
December 31, tlie  first fiscal } ta r  to  end ou the 
th irty-first of December, 1870.

3. Transfers of stocks shall be made on the books 
of the association at its office, iu the city  ol New 
Orleans only, but not wliilt* any indebtedness to 
th e  association ex ists  ou the part of the  holder; 
nrovided said transfers have been approved by the 
Board of Directors.

ARTICLE IV.

1. All persons who have subscribed, or may here ­
after subscribe to the capital stock of th is  associa­
tion, shall furuiali th e ir note for tlie  am ount ot 
th e ir shares, payable ou the th ir ty  first of Decem­
ber, 1871.

2. Tlie notes furnished, as above provided for, 
shall lie reduced by a credit thereon of the  net 
profits made by the association in the  fir^t and 
second year, pro ra ta  to the am ount of earned pre­
miums th a t shall have been paid during th a t tim e 
by each stockholder.

3. At the m atu rit y of said notes, if the  net profits 
ot the association for the  first and second year have 
not ex tinguished the said notes, the stockholders 
shall pay the balance due thereon.

4. The uon-pavment of the balance due on the 
said notes, as above provided for. shall forfeit the 
en tire  stock to the  association, to gether w ith all 
acrum ulation thereon and all in tere st or benefits 
thereun to  belonging; provided th a t  the  Board ot 
D irectors m ay extend said paym ents for such time 
m s  they  deem proper; provided also th e  stock s o  
forfeited m ay be transferred  with the consent ot 
th e  hoard of directors.

5. No stockholder shall, in any event, be made 
liable for the  losses of the association in any larger 
sums th an  the am ount of his. her or th e ir subscrip ­
tion to tlie capital stock, and his, her or tlie ir in­
debtedness to the  association.

ARTICLE V.

1. All prem ium s shall be due aud payable cash a t 
the  end of each month.

2. Any losses or balance due on losses sustained 
by the association a t the beginning of its opera­
tions, and when th e  association shall not have 
sufficient funds to cover the  same, shall be paid 
pro ra ta  by tbe stockholders.

3. All partie s  wishing to insure w ith the associa­
tion shall subscribe to the capita l stock thereof, 
and become stockholder of the assoc ia tion; pro­
vided, however, th a t by ami w ith th e  advice and 
consent of a special com m ittee appointed for th a t 
purpose hv the Board of Directors, or upon the re­
commendation o f two or more of the  stockholders, 
risks m ay be taken  from others th an  the stockhold­
ers. and such parties insuring w ill become entitled  
to  such rebate as may be ts tab lished  lron itim e to 
tim e by the Board ot Directors.

ARTICLE VI.

1. W ithin th e  m onth of fanuary , 1871 and 1872, 
the president shall cause to be m ade a statem ent 
of th e  net profits o f the association, and shall 
cause th e  same to  be published in a t  least two of 
the  city papers for one m onth, together with a 
s ta tem en t of the  assets of th e  association, dis­
tinguishing the iwirtion of same which is cash and 
the portion thereof invested in securities and the 
n atu re  thereof. This publication shall be made 
under oath of the president and secreta ry , and 
sliali he conclusive and biuding upon all persons 
interested.

2. The annual s ta tem en t, to be made in January, 
1871 and 1872. as above provided for, shall be made 
up to  December 31 preceding, inclusive, in tho fol­
lowing maimer, to wit: 1. Showing the am ount of 
prem ium s reeeived ou fire, river aud  marine risks, 
each, deducting therefrom  t i e  am ount of same 
not term inated . 2. Showing th e  am ount of losses 
paid on tire,river and m arine risks, each, aud rein­
surance, re tu rn  premiums. 3. Showing the in te r­
est ou the portion ot th e  capital invested.

ARTICLE VII.

1. From and afte r the  beginning o f th e  th ird  
year, the  stockholders shall" pay no prem ium s ou 
the insurances effected by them.

2. But. in th e  year 1872, and in each and every 
year following, within the m onths of April, July, 
October and January , the  President shall cause to 
lie made a statem ent of the  losses aud expenses ot 
the  association, t-o which shall be added two and a 
h alf per cent profits uaid to  the  stockholders, ou 
then  stock paid iu full or on such p art thereof th a t 
shall have been paid, and th e  am ount thus formed 
shall be paid pro ra ta  by tb e  parties insuring ou 
tbe earned prem ium s of tlie sums insured.

3. The sta tem en t to be m ade w ithin tbe m onths 
of April, July. October and January, as above pro­
vided for, shrill be made to th e  th irty -first of 
M arch, th ir tN th  o f June, th irtie th  of September 
and th irty-first o f December preceding, inclusive, 
aud shall be published as above provided lor in 
section one of Article six,for tb e  annual statem ents 
to be made in January , 1871 and 1872.

ARTICLE VIII.

1. AN tlie powers of the  association shall be ex ­
ercised by a  Board of Directors to  consist of twelve 
persons, five of whom shall form a  quorum  for 
the  transaction  of business.

2. The first election of d irectors of th e  associa­
tion shall be 1 **ld ou the fourth Monday of Decem­
ber, 1870, and th e rea f te r  on tlie sail! dav in each 
year, a t  such place in th e  c ity  of New Orleans as 
the  Board of Directors shall designate, of which 
the president shall cause a t  least fifteen days’ pre­
vious notice to  be given in two of the~public 
new spapers p rin ted  in said c ity . The Board of Di­
rectors sliaH appoiut th ree of th e  stockholders of 
th e  association inspectors to preside a t  such elec­
tions: and it any ot the  said inspectors decline or 
fail to attend , the  president may appoiut o thers 
to fill such vacancies.

3. The Board of Directors th u s  e lected  are to 
take th e ir sea ts  on the first Monday in January  
afte r tlie election, and  to hold th e  sam e one year 
therefrom  until o thers are elected in th e ir stead.

4. Those persons receiving p lurality  of votes 
shall be considered duly elected. In the  event of 

j  election t. king place on the day aforesaid, tho 
president shall cause ano ther election to  tak e  
place within ten  days thereafter, and give* notice 
of the  same by advertisem ent in one or more of 
the  public new spapers published in th is  city.

5. The Board of Directors shall annually, a t  tlie ir 
first meeting, elect a president who shall, on his 
election, be ex-officio member o f the  Board of Di­
rectors, and who shall hold In© office until his suc­
cessor is elected and qualified. Tlie President 
shall preside a t all m eetings of th e  Board of Di­
rectors and a t  tlie  m eetings of the  stockholders of 
the  association, and sh a lf conduct the  business of 
the  association generally under tb e  supervision of 
tin1 Board of Directors.

6. In the absence of th e  president, the  Board of 
Directors shall elect one of th e ir m embers to 
act in tlie p ace and stead ot said president during 
his absence. The Board of D irectors shall also ap­
point all th e  o th e r officers and clerks of tlie  asso­
ciation.

7. The Board of Directors shall fix tlie compen­
sation of all officers and clerks employed or elected 
by said association.

8. They shall invest the  prefits of the  association 
as hereinafter provided for. They shall have 
power to  adopt such by-laws as they  may deem 
necessary and convenient for the  governm ent and 
regulation of th e  association, not con trary  to the 
ch a rte r or th e  ac ts  of the Legislature of tin s S tate 
providing for the  organization and regulations of 
corporations.

9. Each aud every stockholder shall be en titled  
a t elections, e ith er in person or by proxy, to  one 
vote on each  and every share of th e  capital stock 
which he, she or th ey  may respectively hold, but 
not to vote on any stock to him, tier or t hem tran s ­
ferred  w ith in  th ree  m onths prior to ta id  election.

ARTICLE IX.
I. It shall he law ful for the Board of*Directors to 

invest the capital stock and o th er moneys of tlie 
association iri bonds and m ortgages on real es ta te  
in the  parishes of Orleans dud Jefferson. They may 
also invest th e  capital s tock aud o ther cash funds 
of the association in any bonds or stocks crea ted  by 
or Ulster the  law s of the  United States, of th is  
S tate, or of corporations of th is  S tate, or loan its 
funds on pledge of any of the  aforesaid securities, 
bonds or stocks.

2. It shall be lawful for the Board of Directors to 
purchase any property which may be m ortgaged to 
th e  association a t  any forced sale of the same. 

ARTICLE X.

The followin'; named persons shall constitu te the 
first Board of Directors, "to hold th e ir office until 
the first Monday iu January , 1871, or u n til tlieir 
successors are elected or qualified. They a te  here­
by vested w ith all the rights and powers’ thereun to  
belonging, w ith power to fill any vacancies which 
m ay occur in th e ir number, and generally to do and 
perform  all acta an d  things uo t herein provided for
