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pected thief. He west carefully through 
t he Washington office, go as to make sure 
that there was no mistake. The letter, how­
ever, could not be found. Seven o’clock 
that evening found Seekcin at the hotel, in 
consultation with the proprietor and Mr. 
Brown. It was determined to arrest the
suspected at once. Tlie supposed culprit 
was called up. He denied all knowledge of
the affair, and Seekein was compelled to 
abandon the job for the time being.

Nothing more was known about Brown’s 
letter until three days afterward, when
Brown himself entered the postoffioe in a 
very excited state oi mind and inquired for

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The Flood.
[From the Jackson Pilot, May 5 ]

We gather from our -Meridian and other 
exchanges the following regarding the hi, 
water:

The Meridian Gazette, of the twenty 
eighth ultimo, gays that the train running 
over the Alabama and Chattanooga railroad 
to York, which left there at A. M.t was 
precipitated into Sowasbee creek, about tw
miles beyond the city. The engine, baggage 
and^mail, and second class cars were thrown
into the chasm and are a feartul wreck. The 
first class ear, containing nearly all the pas 
sengers, was arrested on the trestle, and 
consequently no lives were lost. The train 
hands, express messenger and mail agent 
got away from the debris unharmed. Many 
of the loose letters were swept away by the 
current, and several valuable trunk's shared 
the same fate.

The foundation of the eastern span of the 
bridge had washed out during the night, 
leaving nothing but the timber and iron 
when the train came along. An engine 
from the Alabama and Chattanooga road 
was dispatched to tlie scene of the disaster 
at once, but it was soon discovered the ein 
bankment on the western end of the bridge 
was giving away rapidly and unsafe for th 
engine to return. It remains on the mah 
span of the bridge awaiting the “falling of 
tie waters’’ and necessary track repairs.

The trestle at York is also washed out 
of line, and considerable damage done at 
different points between Livingston and 
the Warrior. The break at Sowashee 
Major Wheeler thinks he will be able to re­
pair to-day, and also take up the Selma and 
Meridian wreck, hut it must lie several days 
before trains can rim through.

The damage done the Mobile and Ohio 
road is not fully known. At Shubuta the 
telegraph wire was blown across the track 
and caught on the. driving wheel of the en 
gine. About a mile of wire was woand 
round the wheel before the engineer discov­
ered it.

When near Okatibbee he saw the embank 
ment wras washing away, and undertook to 
back down to Enterprise, but had only pro­
ceeded a short distance when it was 'ascer­
tained a trestle he had passed over half an 
hour before wTas swept off by the current. 
The train remains near Okatibbee and pas 
sengers came to the city on Captain Early's 
“hand car"’ line.

The tank house below town on this road 
was turned over and badly damaged, and 
the abutment of the bridge just above it 
carried away. There arc four breaks be­
tween Meridian and Enterprise. The down 
train was caught at Tamola, where infor 
mation came that Ponte bridge, just beyond 
Lauderdale, had been washed out by the 
flood. Between this place and Marion there 
are three breaks. The telegraph line on the 
Mobile road, south, is^Jowu in many places, 
and no information can bo gathered as to 
the extent of the damage below.

The bridge on the -Mobile and Ohio road, 
near Lauderdale, was replaced at ten
o'clock, Thursday night, when the bridge 
force pushed on south of Marion. The four 
breaks between this point and Marion were 
repaired yesterday forenoon, and about 
noon the construction train reached the city. 
Work at the tank below town, and at Oka­
tibbee is progressing as rapidly as possible. 
Captain Early thinks it probable that to­
night trains may go through. The down 
passenger was ordered hero last night, and 
will return on schedule. The freights over 
due came down yesterday afternoon, and 
will remain until the breaks south are 
repaired.

More families came over from Rankiu 
county yesterday, having been driven from 
their Louies by tlie high water.

A gentleman of this city, who, for a num­
ber of years has kept a careful record of 
the various stages of the Pearl river, re­
ports that yesterday morning the water was 
higher by seven inches thau for years back. 
In fact, it is probable that for seventeen or 
eighteen years no similarly copious flood 
has visited this part of the country.

Thus far no human lives have been re 
ported as lost, but the damage to property, 
which at present can not well be estimated, 
must prove considerable. At a late hour 
last night the waters were still rising. They 
must reach a stand within a few days, after 
which they will commence to recede.

A Detective Story—All a Mistake.
The Boston Traveller tells this story:
%>toe years since a gentleman stopping at 

one of the hotels in Washington (who_ _ no iuiou
this occasion will be called "Brown), sent a 
letter from the hotel to his wife in New 
York, containing fifty dollars. The letter 
was not received, and Mr. Brown visited 
the Postoffice Department to make a com­
plaint. In due time a case was made out 
and placed in the hands of a well-known 
and experienced detective, whom, for this 
occasion, we will designate as Seekein. 
After putting this and that together, 
Seekein came to the conclusion that the 
clerk at the hotel was the guilty party, and 
proceeded to demonstrate his convictions. 
With this object in view, he prepared a 
couple of decoys for the young man’s 
benefit. Letters from the hotel were for­
warded to the postofiice morning and after­
noon, so Seekein first went to work on the 
morning mail, hut his decovs turned up all 
right.

Seekem then started on another tack. He 
gave about $.r>0 (bogus) to Mr. Brown and 
persuaded lnm to write to Mrs. Brown, in- 
closiug the money, and leave the rest to him. 
The letter was written in a very conspicu­
ous place, at a dinifljt table at the hotel, it 
being so arranged that no one should see 
him write the letter except the suspected in­
dividual, who was called upon to furnish pa­
per and envelop. ^Ir. Brown remarked to 
the clerk that as Mrs. Brown did not get his 
last remittance he must send her some more, 
at the same time denouncing postoffices in 
general and the Washington office in par­
ticular. where, he said, ho had no doubt his 

' ' dimoney bad disappeared.
The letters from ihe hotel were received 

at the Washington vffice, and there was no 
letter for Mrs. Brown, of Fifth avenue. New 
York. Seekem was greatly elated, feeling 
sure that he had at last entrapped the sus-

Seekom—said he must see him—that it was 
of the utmost importance that he should 
see him at once. Brown’s wife had been ar 
rested in New York for passing counterfeit 
money, and was then held under $10,000 
bonds for examination. The murder was 
out and the hotel clerk was innocent!

Something had to he done immediately 
for the lady, and that night Seekem left for 
New York, visited the United States Com 
missioner, explained matters, and procured 
Mrs. Brown’s release. Now for the secret 
of this singular proceeding. On the after­
noon in question, when the letter containing 
tlie bogus money was sent to Mrs. Brown, 
the clerk took a walk down to the depot at 
about six o’clock, to see a friend oft', taking 
what letters there were in the hotel box 
along with him, and dropped them in the 
postal car at the depot—the train leaving at 
seven. Mrs. Brown’s letter went through 
to New Y’ork, and she subsequently went 
out shopping. She tendered in payment a 
bogus ten dollar bill, and, the storekeeper 
objecting, she offered*- another, which was 
also declined, the dry goods dealer inform 
ing her that both were counterfeit. Then 
she showed him the remainder of the fifty 
dollars that was sent to her, and he pro­
nounced it all bad. Meantime a clerk had 
been despatched for an officer, and Mrs, 
Brown wa^takeu into custody. The lady 
protested in vain, and was taken to a sta- 
tionhouse, where a friend of Mr. Brown's 
gave bail for the wife's appearance for ex­
amination. The husband was then noti 
tied.

A H urricane.
The Opelousas Courier reports as follows; 
A terrible hurricane passed over our 

parish on tlie evening of the second in 
slant, causing much damage at differentmag
points. On the Wartelle plantation, near 
Vlonudville, a sugarhouse was blown down 
killing two men and wounding three others, 
more or less seriously. Mr. F. Wartelle and 
two other men escaped death by leaving the 
sugarhouse a few seconds beiore it blew 
down. There were fourteen persons in the 
building at the time ol' the accident, four of 
whom escaped before the catastrophe. A 
carpenter named Gautreaux and a young 
man about seventeen years of uge were the 
persons who were killed by (he falling of 
the building.

A large building on Dr. J. A. Taylor’s 
plantation, near town, was unroofed and 
partly demolished, aud at Mr. Herbert’s 
place, in the same neighborhood, at present 
occupied by Mr. L. A. l’atiu, tlie root of a 
blacksmith shop was blown off and carried 
across the public road. Our town suffered 
no 6erious damage.

The Opelousas Journal has this about the 
First National Bank of Opelousas 

Not more than four or five days ago our 
energetic townsman, Joseph Bloch, of the 
firm of Block fit Dupre, commenced solicit­
ing subscriptions to the qapital stock

at Ojiclousas. He stated that upon the sub­
scription in this parish of one-half ($30,000) 
of the capital stock required, the other half 
would be subscribed in New Orleans.
