The L ast D em ocratic God-Send.
{From the New York Tribune.]

The most 'talkative of ottr generals lias 
been making a little speech in New Orleans, 
in which ho said just what might have been 
expected of him; that is, that he knew more 
about the state of the country tiian any­
body; that ho had more legislative capacity 
than the whole of Congress; and that if they 
would drop their attempt at government 
and give the charge of affairs to him, lie 
would restore order and harmony in no 
time. This is no new theory of the gallant 
soldier. He lias always believed in the gov­
ernment of the sword. He lias never af­
fected to conceal liis contempt for men who 
wear black coats and who paid for their own 
education. He did noble and glorious work 
during the war, when the fighting grew 
hard enough to tame liis tiightiuess and 
keep him down to his pace, but he never 
had a political idea which was not absurd 
and fantastic: and liis convention with 
Johnston, bv which he surrendered all the 
results of the war, was a most grotesque 
illustration of his incapacity to appreciate a 
political priuciplo.

Mr. Stanton never rendered the country a 
greater service than by bin prompt and de­
cided repudiation of this surrender, and the 
vast personal popularity of General Sher­
man was not enough to protect him from 
the general condemnation his action re­
ceived. He outgrew this blunder, seribus 
as it was, because fevery one recognized his 
gallantry and liis good intentions, and 
merely smiled at liis innocent ignorance of 
public affairs. During the four years which 
preceded the inauguration of General Grant 
as President, his distinguished friend and 
comrade was kept from any glaring indis­
cretions. partly by the strong influence 
which his chiefs good sense and prudence 
exerted upon him, and partly by the natural 
hope aud anticipation of succeeding him in 
command of the army, iu case of liis pro­
motion to the presidency. This brill* mt 
prospect helped, at least, to make General 
Sherman a partisan of Grant, aud conse­
quently sound and safe iu politics.

But now that the general has attained 
the legitimate summit of his aspirations, it 
is only natural that his uneasy activity of 
mind should sting him into occasional out­

breaks of eccentricity. As Richelieu thought 
himself a better poet than statesman, and 
so wasted his leisure in wooing ail ingrate 
Muse, our sanguine soldier is not satisfied 
with the command of the army, but itches 
to show the world what a sti^sman is dis­
guised in his uniform. There*s something 
fascinating about the general’s political 
utterances. They are so honestly and 
naively ignoraut, so destitute of aiiy con­
nection with known facts, so confident aud 
cock-sure of his own powers aud his own 
sagacity, that they have the same charm as 
the theoretical campaigns and conspir­
acies of a loquacious school girl. “ Let us 
soldiers have charge of the matter.” 
says the outspoken chief, ‘ and we will 
soon settle everything in a satisfactory 
manner.” How wonderfully this sounds 
like ayoungalady’s “ It 1 were President—,” 
which is al ways followed by some deliciously 
absorb misapprehension of the executive 
sphere and function. General Sherman 
does not seem to remember that the army 
only numbered a million of men, and that 
this was not a majority of the nation. He is 
equally unmindful of the fact that more 
than two-thirds of that army disagreed with 
him, and held the same just aud wise views 
of government that were sustained and put 
in practice by Lincoln and Stanton aud 
Grant. The glory of that army was that 
they were citizens before and'after they 
were soldiers, and General Sherman is a 
soldier, w ith no clear perceptions of the dig­
nity and worth of the citizen character.

In view of these patent aud notorious 
facts, the general’s speech might have been 
passed over w ith an indulgent smile by the 
country which knows and honors hint lor 
what lie is. foibles aud all. But it lias 
been given a singular aud unaccountable 
prominence by the organs of the opposition. 
One morning paper, which changes its 
favorites ofteuer than Haroun or Brigham, 
seizes upon the general and makes him a 
candidate for the presidency upon the 
strength of this speech. As the same paper 
will nominate a dozen or so more before 
election, we can not pause to discuss its 
merry-andrew performance of yesterday. 
But we feel bound to give one word of can­
did caution to another paper, which as­
sumes airs of leadership iu the Democratic 
party, and which, as it wnly changes posi­
tion radically two or three times a year, 
may b • considered as having some regard 
for its reputation for consistency.
It also makes this rattling speech 
of General Sherman’s the occasion 
for delighted editorials crediting the speaker 
with more than human sagacity and integ­
rity. It does not nominate him for Presi­
dent, but, on tbe contrary, timidly suggests 
that be bad much better stay w here ho is, 
at the head of the army—a good, per ma­
nent place, etc. It holds up to him liis pre­
decessor in the command of the army as an 
awful example of what generals come to 
when they begin to think of the White House. 
But these gentle homilies will have little 
effect upon the ambitious and arrogant 
mind of the brilliant soldier to whom they 
are addressed. He will be likely to accept 
as genuine all llie praise which is lavished 
upon his political sagacity, and will reject 
the rest as impertinent. “The White 
House gad-fly crazes when it stings,” aud 
the dilettante schemers of the .Manhattan 
Club had better beware how they make a 
candidate of Tecumseh Sliermau. We thiuk 
lie would make a bad President for all of 
us. He does not know enough of the 
first elements of political soieuco to keep 
his despotic and eccentric impulses iu 
check. But he would be an infinitely worse 
candidate for Tammany than for us. His 
rigid honesty, his flighty notions of personal 
honor, his overweening self confidence, 
utteily unfit him to be the servant and fig­
ure-head of that gang of groveling rogues, 
lie would smash into splinters any plat­
form they could frame before a month of 
the canvass was over, and if by any im­
probable luck he came to. he Presideht, we 
would expect, before tbe cabinet w;is 
formed, to see Boss Tweed kicked down the 
steps of the White House, slate, diamond 
breastpin and all, by the rash and splene- 
tive soldier, whose civil policy the ring 
could no more predict or follow than the 
flight ol a meteor, aud whose hard integrity 
they could no more mold to their scoundrel 
purposes than they could knead granite to
their daily bread.

A DIKE CALAMITY.

The City of Enterprise Submerged-Loss 
Forty Thousand Dollars.

|From the Star of Enterprise, May 3.]
The heavy rains which we have had 

through the spring seemed fully to saturate 
the ground and to sustain a high river, and 
have much retarded farming operations in 
the surrounding country, but ou last Wed­
nesday afternoon and night it appeared as 
if “ the windows of heaven were opened,” 
and dawn revealed the certainty of the 
river coming out of its banks. Early in 
the morning boats were in requisition to 
communicate across tlio fiat to the bridge, 
and the water arose steadily throughout 
the day at the rate of about one foot per 
hour, and in the afternoon it was over the 
business portion of the town, nor did it 
arrive at a standpoint until Friday at mid­
day, when it had attained a height above the 
recollection of “the oldest inhabitant,” 
a height of four feet above the great freshet 
of 1865, and three feet above the point to 
which tradition says it reached in the, until 
now, unprecedented tlood of 1833. Be that 
as it may, arriving at and going above the 
highest [ioin,t known to our citizens, it took 
them by surprise, and showed them that 
the$ had unwarily depended too much upon 
precedent floods, and caused them to bestir 
themselves during Thursday night to ele­
vate their goods: but in the night, with a 
scarcity of boats, and with the water to the 
top of the counters, this was slow work, 
and the consequence is that severe losses 
have been incurred, losses shared in by all 
of our merchants aud dealers, to a greater 
or less degree.

And wiiiie the individual losses have 
been heavy, our city has suffered severely 
iu having bridges carried away, sidewalks 
washed off, etc., damages which, in the 
present condition of the community and the 
exhausted state of the city treasury, will 
be difficult to repair. Not to mention the 
bridges at railroad crossings, on roads, etc., 
our line corporation bridge across the river 
is the most severe loss, and one that the 
good of the Community requires should be 
at once repaired, say by a pontoon bridge, 
formed with the many small boats on hand 
for pedestrians, with a ferryboat for wagons, 
for the present.

But notwithstanding the dire calamity to 
our town, it is in the country, with its com­
munications cut, its mills gone, and on the 
farms that the loss will he principally felt.

The merchant, with his store, possesses a 
recuperative energy and ability, not pos­
sessed by the farmer, who sees 'his fences 
gone, his growing crop drowned out, his 
land washed in gullies, and all the top soil 
gone or else covered with rafts of timber 
and debris, requiring mouths to get again to 
rights, and to pitch another crop, with labor 
scarce and dear, and provisions and proven­
der to a great extent consumed. With such 
a prospect in view and ahead, the stoniest 
heart is apt to he appalled, and the only 
help is the ready assistance of the merchant, 
which ours, at this time, are toe crippled to 
give; but let us remember that in “union 
there is strength,” and that stout and brave 
hearts, with mutual help aud forbearance, 
can overcome all difficulties.

In goiiig among our merchants on Mon­
day morning we found the stores like bee­
hives, with the occupants hard at work 
getting to lights, and no signs exhibited of 
dejection. The water level was about six 
feet above the sidewalk at Levy’s store, 
which is somewhat lower than tit the ex­
tremities of the row of business houses, 
consequently the middle stores of the row 

..suffered more severely than those at the 
north aud south ends, where the water 
barely reached the counters, wijh the ex­
ception of Kauipor’s, who was particularly 
unfortunate.

At the Shropshire House the water stood 
four feet deep in the diningroom, and being 
over the stoves in the kitchen rendered an 
issuance of cold rations unavoidable.

The waters abated very slowly, and it 
wa^ not until Sunday morning that land 
communication was opened and our mer­
chants could get dry shod in their stores.

The losses within the corporate limits of 
the town are detailed by the Star, but we 
publish only She aggregate—about forty 
thousand dollars.

RU stained great damages; no traits are 
passing aud we are cut off from all commu­
nication btn.li from above and below. At 
the Okatibbee railroad bridge, two miles 
horth, the earth at each abutment was 
washed awa.v for a considerable distance, 
and this side of it an embankment for 
about fifty or sixty yards was entirely 
washed away, bus at the present -writing, 
Monday afternoon, the damages have been 
repaired and it is expected that a train can 
soon cotue from Meridian. VVe can not as­
certain what damages to the road are sus­
tained below, but fears aro entertained of 
the Chiekasahay bridge below Quitman, 
and tbe trains from Mobile are only coining 
as far north as Waynesboro at this time.
No train has passed town since Wednesday 
night of last week, and the Mobile train ou 
Thursday uight reached within three miles 
of town and put hack to Quitman.

But there seeuis to be no cessation to the 
rain to allow work to proceed, it is now, 4 
P. M., raining in torrents, and yesterday 
(Sunday) afternoon and through the night 
the rain fell in seemingly inexhaustible 
quantity; and we have reason to fear that 
the river will be again upon ns. A severe 
hail storm passed east of us in a northerly 
direction, on Sunday afternoon, on the east­
ern outskirts of the town, with very little 
rain falling at the time, no wind, and with 
hailstones as large as hen eggs, fell quite 
plentifully.

Paris, May 10.—At a secret meeting of 
the commune on Tuesday, it was decided to 
insist on the resignation of the committee 
on public satety, and that the appointment 
of their successors he made immediate.lv. 
The commune also decided to meet three 
days of each week, except in a case of 
emergency, when sittings will be heltl per­
manently. Sessions will be held in the 
Hotel de Ville.

Delescluze announced that General Ros- 
sel adhered to his resignation, aud appealed 
to the commune to forego all animosities. 
The meeting was characterized with re­
criminations between the members of the 
central committee and those of the commit 
tee of public safety.
