AMERICAN NATIONALITY.
That the American people have been 

divided in their Tiews on the question of 
their nationality, or, in other words, the 
power or authority to which they owe 
their allegiance, ever since the founda­
tion of the government of the United 
States, is well known to every one at all 
familiar with tho history of the country. 
This division of sentiment first showed 
itself in the discussions that arose in the 
Continental Congress* under the confed­
eration that was formed to effect and ren-

scarcely necessary here to note the fact 
that nearly if not quite all the adherents 
of State sovereignty, as it was familiarly 
called, were found allied with, or were 
acting with the Democratic party. This 
was peculiarly so within the Northern or 
non-slaveholding States of the Union. In 
the South the same state of facts existed. 
Nearly all the original secessionists were 
orignally Democrats, and the Union men 
of the Southern States were nearly all 
opposed to the theory and policy of the 
Democratic party.

principle that all men are created equal. 
That this was the pervading sentiment at 
the time needs only to be affirmed. To 
the array of great men who then appeared 
on the stage of action must be credited 
in a large degree the result.

The condition of national hanks on the 
sixth instant was as follows: The national 
hank circulation outstanding is $314,972,440. 
and the national gold hank circulation is­
sued to date $140,000. The amount of secu. 
ritios held by the Treasurer of the Uuited 
States iu trust for national hanks was as 
follows: For circulating notes, $361,191,000; 
for deposits of public moneys, $15,866,500; 
total, $372,057,500. The amount of frac­
tional currency redeemed and destroyed 
during the week was $687,200.

The creditors of the First National Bank 
will he glad to learn that the Controller of 
the Currency has determined to pay them a 
dividend of fifteen per centum. The money 
will he paid here as soon as the receiver 
can prepare tho checks for the proper 
amounts, to be sent to the Controller for 
bis signature, when they will he returned 
to the receiver, who will deliver them to 
the proper parties. It may take twenty to 
thirty days to get all the checks ready. 
The checks will he drawn on the Assistant 
Treasurer of the United States iu this city.

WHICH S ID E ?

States. It is sufficient for our present
purpose to show that the constitution of | ôe banning these dissensions, turns 
the United States adopted by this conven­
tion partook, in some respects, of the 
characteristics of a national government 
and a federal government. In the compo­
sition of the Senate it is federal; in all 
other respects it is national. Soon after 
the adoption of the constitution the same 
divisions of sentiment arose. On the one 
hand, the Federal party, as it was then 
called, claimed that the constitution em­
braced within its scope and inten­
tion a national government, em­
bracing the entire territory included 
in its jurisdiction, both that which was 
regarded as territory or domain and that 
included withiu the boundaries of the 
then thirteen original States (colonies).
On the other hand, the Republican party, 
as it was then called, struggled long and 
fiercely for the theory that the constitu­
tion was a federal compact between the 
States; that it derived all its powers di­
rectly from the State organizations which 
were in existence before it was foimed.
It must be admitted that those in favor of 
the theory that the constitution was the 
creature of the State governments had 
the excuse for urging that view that the 
States were in existence and in the exer­
cise of governmental authority long pre­
vious to the birth of the constitution, and 
as such had made their impress on the 
minds of the people. Notwithstanding 
this seeming advantage, the advocates of 
a national government had the logical ad­
vantage in every issue where the question 
was fairly presented for solution.
In ail questions arising on the 
issue that came before the ju­
diciary for decision, the doctrine that 
tho constitution of the United States 
contained within its scope anti meaning a 
national constitution was uniformly main­
tained. In all the discussions at various 
times in Congress, touching the ques­
tion of national or local supremacy, the 
adherents of a national government always 
triumphed. Thus the contest would seem 
to have ended in favor of those v. ho main­
tained that the government of the United 
States was a national government, aixd con­
sequently the citizen^thereof owed primary 
allegiance to its authority. The defeated 
party or parties did not, however, yield 
implicit obedience to the decisions which 
had been given uniformly against them, 
but in 1860 sought to make another and 
final struggle for the ascendency of their 
theory, which was that the States, 
as such, had the first claim to 
the allegiance of its citizens. This
doctrine, though not for the first time 
put forward, was for the first time 
presented in a practical shape, in the 
form of the secession of a portion of the 
States from the federal Union. It is

them to his own profit and to the discom­
fiture of the silly wranglers. Such a state 
of affairs has often occurred in the world’s 
history; not only in military matters, 
but iu political; oftener, indeed, 

the latter, where causes of dis­
pute between members and divisions 
of the same party are constantly 
liktdy to arise. This is the present dan­
ger of the Republican party in this State. 
Its large majority, its thorough organiza­
tion, the admitted ability of many of its 
leaders, the apparent weakness and blind­
ness of the Democrats—all seem to promise 

long tenure of political power. But 
these apparent advantages of the now 
dominant party will infallibly become dis­
advantages, if they lead to factional dis­
sensions, as seems but too likely; if 
Messrs. Black, White, and Gray each 
tries to gather around him a little coterie 
of self-interested supporters, devoted more 
to his personal aggrandizement and the 
furtherance of his private schemes than 
to the success of the party. We know 
not of a more pitiable sight than a little 
group of intriguing politicians, gather­
ing together in secluded spots, and 
discussing their petty plans for out­
witting their self-made adversaries 
of their own party ; “ spotting ”
this man, and slandering that, and won­
dering “how Smith will go,” and de­
bating whether it is worth while to give 
Jones his price or not. It is pitiful; and 
especially when there are great questions 
before the country, involving the very 
principles upon which the government 
should be administered, and when there 
is a great opposition party always on the 
watch, and ready to take advantage of 
every blunder. “Which side do you 
take ?" referring to such factional squab­
bles, is an insult to an honest, patriotic 
Republican. He takes no side. He seeks 
the interests of the party at large, be­
cause (and for that reason only) he be­
lieves the interests of the party at large to 
be identical with those of the country. 
Messrs. Black, White and Gray, during 
the internals between the canvasses, may 
harmlessly meet, night after night, or 
morning after morning, each in his re­
spective sub-committee room, surrounded 
by his expectant followers, and indulge 
in that species of sub-committee gossip 
called, par complaisance, “talking politics,” 
but which, iu reality, is only rivaled in 
frivolity by the cackling of a coterie of idle 
old women; but when the time comes for 
action, it is to be hoped that the para­
mount clainxs of party allegiance will be 
recognized and acted upon by all, even to 
the entire destruction of every private 
■ffieme concocted in any factional in­
terest.

PRESIDENT-MAKING.
There is an evident mania for President­

making just now. The madness is not 
confined to any particular section of the 
country, though it shows itself with more 
virulence in some sections than others. 
In New York the mania has assumed a 
rather serious aspect, inasmuch as its at­
tacks are not confined to the party af­
flicted with this terrible disease. The 
most prominent cases are reported among 
the newspaper fraternity. The Herald 
and Bun are both afflicted at this time 
with the disease called “ President- 
making.”

Tho Herald has long been subject to 
the disease, but the attacks were not 
thought dangerous as long as their effects 
were confiued to the Herald. Unfortuna­
tely its last attack is accompanied by 
symptoms of a more serious character 
than ever before developed. And these 
symptoms are manifesting themselves in 
other cases. They are serious because 
they extend to prominent men in the 
country and threaten their destruction.

The Herald’s last attack extends to no 
less a personage than General Sherman, 
the gallant and impetuous leader of our 
armies; tho man who goes in for free 
speech and a free fight; who is as good 
with the tongue ns the sword. It would 
be unfortunate to have this brave soldier 
cut down^in the flower of his manhood 
by a simple flourish of the Herald's pen. 
He deserves a better fate. He has had 
many hair-breadth escapes from danger, 
and if he escapes the peril of the Herald's 
disease we shall think he bears a charmed 
life. Let him beware. The country can 
not afford to have him uselessly and ruth­
lessly sacrificed. He must avoid the foul 
breath of the Uerakl as he would the fatal 
poison of the upas.

When the disease first attacked the Sun 
its effects involved the fate of a distin­
guished civilian. Senator Sumner was 
proposed by the Sun while laboring in a 
president-making spasm, as suitable ma­
terial for making a Democratic President.

Other prominent men in the country 
have been threatened in the same way. 
Among them, Senator Trumbull, of Illi­
nois. The disease is spreading among 
the press of the country, and the conse­
quence is presidential candidates are “ as 
thick as blackberries,” long before the 
time for selecting a President has arrived.
It is not a dangerous disease, unless men 
are weak enough to give way to it It 
has never been known to kill the party 
directly attacked. It is most fatal to 
those indirectly attacked—the ones who 
are paraded before the country as presi­
dential candidates—would-be Presidents— 
at a time when they are not wanted, and 
when the people look upon them as but 
the cruel butts of a huge farce.

Steadily tlxe commune at Paris is being 
driven into a narrower circle. M. Thiers 
has proceeded slowly, but he has pro­
ceeded surely, always ready to be lenient 
but never willing to ?ield a solitary point 
iu favor of disorder. At first the R e pu b ­

lican  did not accept of M. Thiers with 
confidence, because his antecedents are 
not of a liberal character; but as he com­
ported himself in the fearful - struggle in 
front of Paris, there has developed in him 
different ideas from those with which he 
has been identified. Perhaps the situa­
tion has wrought this change. Perhaps 
M. Thiers is not the same man he was a 
few months ago. Perhaps he feels to-day 
that it is not necessary to serve an em­
peror or a king in order to save the State. 
It was generally understood when he ac­
cepted the presidency of the National 
Assembly that it was a victory of the royal 
party, as he was known to be a friend of 
the Bourbons. Since that time, however, 
he has been almost dictator, outside of 
Paris, and his head has negotiated 
with Prussia, mediated between England 
(jnd Russia, and directed the foreign 
policy of France. Having done this as 
President, what would be more likely 
than that Thiers should change to be a 
republican ? He has seen that a king is 
not necessary; then why not oppose kings 
as a useless extravagance ? He has cer­
tainly given some color to the suggestion 
that his opinions have undergone a 
change. First, he denied all sympathy 
with Bonaparte and the empire. Second, 
he ordered the departure of the Bourbons. 
Third, he has refused to be used by Bis­
marck. Fourth, he lias rejected every 
ofler from what he considers King Mob in 
Paris. Perhaps the safety of republican 
institutions in Europe was only tp be se­
cured by the conversion of a monarchist.

Every general or dictator that the com­
munists elevate in Paris soon quits in dis­
gust because the crowd below will not let 
him alone. This will end the revolution 
soon, for it must either have a leader or it 
must disband.

The Republicans in Kentucky are put­
ting on their armor for the coming fight 
for Governor, as if they already saw tho 
winning post. Several local elections
