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Eighth District Court—Decisions by Judge
Dibble.

In the suit of Messrs, Collins & Tabor,
proprictors of the Levikinna Siate Kegister,
claiming $3008 for judicial advertisements
in their paper from the city of New Or
leans, under a conteact with the City of
Jefferson, Judge Diblle has given plain-
tiffs a judgment for $2919, in accordavce
with the report of an expert appointed to
measure the said work.

In the case of the State ‘ex rel. A. S,
Collins and John Tabor vs. the Mayor and
Couneil of New Orleans, applying for o
mandamus to compel the payment of & war-
rant in favor of the Republican Standard
for $7562, in settlewent Jor an alleged un-
paid claim for publishing, based upon a
resolution ot the Coungil of the late City of
Jefferson approved March 16, 1870, Judge
Dibble delivered a written opinion in which
he refuses the writ, saving, in concluding,
“that the writ' of mandamus should not be
used for the purpose of settling disputed

cecounts.”

In passing upon this case the Judge nlso
says: These relators elaim nnder a reso-
lution passed by the Council of the City of
Jefferson. The resolution is not a nego-
tiable instrument, and, therefore, although
they may become the purchasers of the -
terest of the one for whose bo;u-m i‘tl \rnln
passed, they have no greater rights under it
1 the immwediate beneticiary. He or they
would, doubtless, have had the right to
compel the Controller to warrant for the
ameunt had that corporation continued,
unless the Couneil of Jeflerson bad first re-
pealed the resnlution.

In that eventhe or they wounld certainly
have had no remedy by mandamus, but
would have been obliged to resort to un or-
dinary action and to suit for damages, if in-
jury had been thus suspended.

New Orleans has become charged with
the debts of the late City of Jefierson,  The
creditors of that corporation huve the same
right ngainst their originul debtor, but no
greater, They wmust resoyt 1o an ordinary
suit.

In the ease of Bd, Thompson, 8. Williams
et uls vs. the Union Benevolent Asssociation
No. 4, and 8. Williwms, Ed. Thompson et al
vs. the same, Judge Dibble has rendered an
opinion dismissing both suits at plaintifis’

COKTS.

The plaintiffs in these cases had some
cause of complaint, and sued for the disso-
lution of the society aud a division of its
assels,

From the evidence, plaintifts had been ex-
pelled from the society before these pro-
ceadings were brought: consequently, they
have no standing in court to sue for a disso-
1ution of the society.

If they were improperly expelled their
remedy is by a writ of mandamus to be re-
instated as citizens; they can vot sue for its
dissolution. The Attorney General alone
can take such proceedings, but were they
members of the society they would lave
cause of action.

A Mandamus Upon the Aunditor.
Messrs. Livingston & Guthrie bhave ap-
lied to the Eighth Distriet Court, Judge
ibble, to obtuiu u mwandumus to compel

the State Aunditor to take up the warrants
of the President of the Board of Publie
Works, issued in behall of plaintitfs for
work alleged to be done under contract
with the State, in_clearing out the Dayon
Bartholomwew, aud to issue his warrants in
lien thereof upon the State Treasorer, The
bill under which plaintiffs claim is the bill
known as the Buyou Burtholomew bill, con-
cerning whicl Governor Warmoth aud See-
rotary of State Bovee recently bad a cor-
respondence, the Governor holding the po-
sition that the bill will not become a law
until the tirst day of the next session of the
Legislature, and the Secretary of State hold
ing that it is already o law, he having re-
cetved the same from the Governor's office
and promulgated it in the columns of the
ofticial journul.

The bill was sent to the Governor at his
private residence in time for it to have be-
come u law before the adjournment of the
Genernl Assembly, but the Governor holds
that be can only receive the bill ofiicially at
the State House.
