SUICIDE OF A MERCHANT

Hotly Found Last Evening

Last evening between three and tour 
o'clock Mr. II. P. McMaster, having missed 
Mr. L. Kogers, called at the room occupied 
by the latter, in the third story of the 
building corner of Gravier street and Hank 
place, where .Mr. Rogers had roomed for 
about four years. The room fronts on the 
corner, and is well furnished as a bedroom. 
Trying the door, Mr. McMaster found it 
locked, when he and Mr. Mott finally ef­
fected an entrance. Entering, they were 
horrified on beholding the body of Mr. 
Kogers lying on the bed, cold in death, the 
white sheets covered with clotted blood, one 
hand grasping a Colt’s revolver, the muzzle 
of which rested against the left side of his 
head, just where a bullet had penetrated. 
The right hand firmly grasped the weapon, 
and was 60 strongly held that it was diffi­
cult to withdraw it. When Coroner Creagh 
took the pistol from its position, the barrel 
was found full of blood which had not en­
tirely coagulated, aud which was emptied 
into a spittoon. Tims it will he seen that 
there is no particle of doubt that deceased 
committed suicide. Everything in the room 
was in its usual place, and on a marble-top 
table was found a letter addressed to R. P. 
McMaster, which is as follows :

In case anything serious hapjiens to me, 
I wish you to send what money there may 
be in your hands belonging to me, after 
paying necessary expenses, to my sister, 
Mrs. Julia Cutler, Middleliury, Vermont. 
My will iu her favor is deposited in Middle- 
bury. My furniture should be sold, and 
the proceeds, with my clothing, etc., should 
be sent to Middleburv.

My wife and child, as you know, lie in 
the "Girod street cemetery, vault No. 3, 
State alley. I was born August 11, 181-1.

All letters that may come to mv address 
should be sent to Middlebury. ft will be 
unnecessary to say more. You know how 
much I tliauk you for your friendship and 
kindness bestowed upon me through a long 
acquaintance. Ever yours,

L. F. ROGERS.
Mr. McMaster informs us that he has 

known deceased for many years, and es_ 
teemed him highly for his good qualities 
Our iufbrmant sleeps in a rear room on the 
same floor, and the two had months ago 
provided themselves with ropes and a lad" 
der, in case they should be trapped by fire. 
Deceased had been in the cotton factorage 
business on Poydras street, and at one time 
in connection with Mr. Woodall. Lately 
business has proved disastrous with him, 
ami in addition, his health has been very 
poor for some time. He has on several oc­
casions expressed a wish that the “ Lord 
would take him away.” Mr. Rogers came 
to this city many years ago, and married 
into an excellent family. He at one time 
was quite successful in business, but since 
the war his finances have not been in a 
flourishing condition. He was known to 
most commercial gentlemen here, especially 
in the central portion of our city, and was 
generally liked. His manner was mild, at 
times even retiring. It is believed he came 
to New Orleans about the year 1837. 
Among his letters was a document giving 
Mr. McMaster some directions as to how 
lie wished his property disposed of in the 
event harm should come to him. This 
document was written in 1866, but was 
well preserved.

Dr. Logan made a post mortem examin­
ation. when it was discovered tnat deceased 
must have held the pistol over his head- 
sending the bullet downward, causing al­
most instant death. Verdict, death hy 
suicide.

Without entering minutely into any 
explanation of the modus operands, we feel 
assured that this new light combines the 
three great requisites of efficiency, safety 
and economy. We learn that another ex­
hibition aud exposition of its properties will 
he given on Saturday evening at the. same 
place; and anyone interested in the sub­
ject of improved light will do well to call 
and examine it.

A large factory for canning pineapples 
will soon be in operation in Florida. It will 
be a new business at the South.

M R. G R E E L E Y  AT T H E  AM ERICAN 
UNION CLU B.

The rooms of the American Union Club, 
on St. Charles street, were densely crowded 
last night with members and guests, for 
the purpose of meeting and extending an of­
ficial welcome to our distinguished visitor, 
Horace Greeley.

A committee consisting of Messrs. G. P. 
Houghton, W. G. James and Ii. D. Mitchell, 
escorted Mr. Greeley from the St. Charles 
Hotel to the clubroom, where he was intro­
duced to the assembly hy J udge Houghton, 
who made a few appropriate remarks.

Mr. Greeley then addressed the audience 
to the following effect:

Mr. Greeley, stating that he had been al­
ready warned that the assembly before him 
was not a political association, but a social 
organization composed of the ex-soldiers of 
the United States and defenders of the 
Union, hoped that in referring briefly to the 
great public questious of the day he would 
not trespass ou their established rule. This 
city, and the presence of this audience here, 
was an evidence of the indivisibility of 
that Union, a uroof that a part could never 
he greater than the whole. Notwithstand­
ing the political heresy that the Union was 
the creature of the States, the city of New 
Orleans and State of Louisiana told a 
different truth. They told that this great 
sea-bound city, the metropolis of the South, 
and the territory surrounding was wrested 
from European dominion by the blood and 
sweat of the American people; that it was 
acquired originally by the money and 
diplomacy of the Union, and was designed 
as’ a refuge for the genius aud for the 
development of the resources of the 
American people. Where, he asked, were 
the Union a creature of the States, 
would New Orleans or Iswisiana have been 
to day i The Union had filled it with 
American people, divided it into territories, 
which became States; judged of their proper 
dimensions and of the proper time to admit 
them to equal privileges within that Union, 
it was a monstrous mistake to suppose the 
Union the creature of these States, and the 
belief identified as properly Southern 
lie considered heresy. That they be­
longed to the general whole, he did 
not pretend to deny, that they have 
rights he had alwavs claimed. [Applause.] 
His political creed had been founded on the 
sentiments of thegreat men the South gave 
to the Union. He knew of no one who wa6 
more to be believed in than George Wash­
ington, a Southern man, but a natioual 
Southern man. Never in the history of the 
country had its administration been distin­
guished hy greater dignity, integrity, purity 
or capacity. We had made no real progress 
in government since the days of Washing­
ton. Chief Justice Marshall, in the 
thirty-three years of his official career, did 
more to organize the government and put 
its theory into practice than any living man. 
He achieved more with his pen than all the 
swords ever used, with the exception of two 
or three. Washington’s farewell address 
was especially designed to do away with all 
narrow ideas of dismemberment, and no 
document of ancient or modern 
times did more than that fare­
well. If those were Southern ideas 
the speaker was a Southern man: if 
they were not, he was not. It was never 
contemplated that any State, however 

j large, should be empowered to nullify the 
tie. During his trip South, he had a con- 

j versation with a Mississippian, who claimed 
to have been a Whig and opposed disunion, 

j However, when his State went out, he con- 
j sidered his paramount allegiance should 
I remain with his State.

The doctrine, the speaker declared, was 
never learned from the Whig party. 
When there was a war of giants 
in the Senate, and Haynes, of South 
Carolina, talked of nullification and State 
rights, Daniel Webster answered it with 
a crushing denunciation that resounded 
throughout the whole country, and rejoiced 
the hearts of Southern men as well as 
Northern men. When at a later day South 
Carolina attempted to carry out that doc­
trine. Andrew Jackson, another Southern 
man. answered in a masterly proclamation, 
taking even stronger grounds than Mr. 
Webster. Edward Livingston, his Secre­
tary of State, and a native of Louisiana, 
very probably wrote that proclamation. If 
that was not Southern doctrine, then 
George Washington. John Marshall, An­
drew Jackson and Edward Livingston were 
not Southern men. As for him, though 
born in New Hampshire, and a resident of 
New York lor oxer forty years, he believed 
in the whole country. [Applause.] Had 
the attempt to divide it succeeded, it would 
have been another Boland, distracted by 
feuds, and eventually a prey to foreign 
arms; or another Germany, with smaller 
States at almost constant war for years.

Germany delivered herself from that 
affliction, aud to that he attributed her suc­
cess in the recent war. When nations or 
communities appeal to the argument of 
war they should abide by the decision. 
There was no withdrawing from that tribu­
nal, aud he believed no doubt existed as 
to what had been the result. Though 
he felt he was detaining his hearers 
longer, perhaps, than he should, there was 
another question on which he wished to 
touch. The Americans are a diverse race. 
We sprang from different nationalities of the 
world, as well as from different races. We 
have established the equal civil and poli­
tical rights of all classes. Circumstances 
devolved on us the necessity of making this 
declaration, and the time came when we 
were compelled to make it. There was no 
other way. We who defended the national 
life are prepared to give it a consistent, de­
fensive and logical execution. They are 
not kindred in race or blood, but they are 
here and are not likely to move away. We 
need all the talent and labor we. have, and 
have room for twenty times as many. Should 
our limits become too small to contain all 
they conld he easily enlarged. [Cheers.] 
Extension is only a question of time. A 
time will conte when the Canadas will be 
ours, just as Russian America is now, and 
the West Indies just as Texas is.

Let us live up to that,
All n a tu re 's  difference

all n a tu re’s pence.
If I don’t choose to invite you to my house, 

don’t invite me to yours. Take your place 
and win your spurs. There is opportunity 
for all. A’tien we can realize that, we can 
stand on our own two feet without treading 
on each other’s toes. We will find that in­
stead of being a cause of weakness, equality 
will he a source of unity and strength. I 
am disposed to acknowledge the equality of 
all races. God made some men black be­
cause they were iu places where it would bo 
an advantage to he black. Don't despise 
him, loathe him, or desire to trample on 
him.

If we had followed that rule we would 
have saved the aborigne, now nearly exter­
minated. I belieY’e the negroes are destined 
to increase and become a valuable element 
of tlie Union. They are not my enemies 
Yvho chose to be my enemies six or eight 
years ago.

I believe in sweeping away proscription 
ami disfranchisement. I feel that my coun­
try is crippled when she is not allowed to 
avail herself of all the talent in the country.
I was the, first advocate of the abolishment 
of all disfranchisement. The necessity for 
that has passed. It was not right to allow the 
enemies of the Union to control important is­
sues snd frustrate our armies by Union bal­
lot boxes; hut no such necessity exists now. 
I insist, in behalf of the whole American 
people, it is no grievance to Mr. Akin 
not to go to Congress, hut it is a grievance 
to Mr. Akin’s constituents. There would 
not be a Ku-Klux in the land now if there 
had been general amnesty five years ago. 
It would have reunited the people and 
healed the wounds produced by the war. 
For that he had struggled, and a time was 
not far distant when every American wonld 
have his fair say at the ballot box, and the 
majority rule. The lesson taught by the

war had been dearly bought, hut it 
was worth the cost. Pronuuciamicntos 
might do for South America, but they are 
not suited to this people, and he thought 
they had discovered that in one experiment.

The speaker was, of course, listened to 
with the most earnest attention, interrupted 
by frequent applause.

When Mr. Greeley sat down the numerous 
gentlemen present were introduced to him 
by Judge Houghton, and there was a gen­
eral shaking ol hands, which, however grati­
fying to the welcomers, must have been 
rather fatiguing to the welcomed.

The reunion was pleasant in the extreme, 
although recent continued fatigue compelled 
Mr. Greeley to retire at an early hour.

Mr. Greeley leaves New Orleans to-day 
for Texas. We understand that he will 
comprise New Orleans on his route to re­
turn home, and it is hoped that he can be 
induced to deliver a lecture when he comes 
among us again.

T H E  EU RO PEA N  W A R .

V iew s o f  G e n e ra l S h e rid n n .
A New York Times reporter interviewed 

General Sheridan on his arrival from 
Europe. The reporter says:

His views upon the European war are 
most interesting and valuable. He has 
traveled over a very large extent of the 
contested territory, aifd examined many of 
the forts, earthworks and strongholds. He 
was present at several of the principal bat­
tlefields, including Gravellotte, Sedan and 
various localities around Metz. While 
abroad he has met with the most cordial 
and distinguished attentions from all the 
authorities, and received especial and 
marked courtesies from the Emperor of 
Germany and his royal suite. He is very 
careful and considerate in the expression of 
opinion upon the merits and comparison of 
the several national armies. "Why,” he 
said, in response to a question from our re­
porter, “it is not an easy thing to sav who 
tights best. They are all good soldiers. 
But there is a wonderful difference in their 
respective peculiarities. The Germans are 
tremendously stubborn, and stand tire like 
a wall of stone. The French are more full 
of dash.”

He does not make any invidious com­
parisons. The grand success of the Ger­
mans, he says, was partly owing to the ex­
cellent training their officers have received 
in their militarv schools, and to the splendid 
discipline of tlieir men. The same thing 
may be claimed for the French. It is a 
wonder that the latter have stood out as 
long as they have. Their reverses are not 
due to a lack of prowess or skilled officers, 
but political troubles at home. Blaee both 
of those nations in the same prosperous 
state they were five years ago, and the 
present situation might be very greatly 
changed. Then, again, there is the <jues- 
tion of arms. The needle gun is ot im­
mense power. So is the chassepot. But 
these do not excel a perfect gun of our 
Springfield pattern. It is not fair to draw 
hasty conclusions in these matters.

The campaigns there were not comparable 
to those of our late war. Their country is 
an old one. It has been mapped out and 
surveyed, almost to the foot, for warlike 
operations. It is all known. The roads 
are older and better than ours. The terri­
tory is more thickly populated, and the bat­
tle-fields in closer contiguity. Their base 
of supplies and objective points are of 
easier range. Besides, they have made war 
a science for centuries. Military schools 
abound. Their soldiers are more absolutely 
subservient than ours. They have drilled 
reserves ready at all times, even in peace. 
Our country is immense, with inferior and 
scattered roads. The territory is not well 
known. We have but one military school, 
with a small number of pupils, and a small 
standing army. But in warlike operations 
they have more red tape than we do.

There are many improvements suggested 
to us by tlieir systems. But, after all. there 
is no such material as is found in the Amer­
ican armies. They are composed of every 
national ingredient, and have much eminent 
talent from foreign schools. Von Moltke 
is a man of tremendous and inherent will. 
He moves large bodies of men with rare 
success, and handles them splendidly. He 
cairies out his plans as a man recites some­
thing thorouglily committed to memory. 
The kiug, too, has a superb judgment.

The beauty of the Brussian military mind 
is it great carefulness. Bossibly at Metz, 
had the French people a strong government, 
and their military leaders been of the old 
Napoleonic force and dash, the fortune of 
war might now be vastly changed. Blace 
those armies here and they would be non­
plussed at the topographical difficulties we 
overcame. There is nothing like our army 
for our work. We have an excellent sys­
tem, hut it need8 changes, and can he vastly 
benefited hy some of the European exam­
ples.

G ood N ew sp n p e r Nonne.
L. U. Revias, a prominent St. Louian, was 

reported as about embarking in the news­
paper business, whereupon he publishes a 
denial, from which we extract as follows:

A gentleman called on me some weeks 
ago lor the purpose of presenting his plans 
for a new weekly paper, and asked me to 
write for it. I asked him how much money 
he had to back him. His answer was that 
he had none, but intended to make his pa­
per self sustaining. I told him positively 
that he could uot make it self sustaining, 
and thereupon parted with him.

1 know a little about a newspaper. Ex­
perience teaches good lessons. Three things 
are absolutely essential to the success of 
any newspaper.

1. Blenty of money.
2. A very peculiar and superior business 

ability.
3. Brains.
Without one or all of these a man is a 

fool that goes into a newspaper.
I know of nothing born into this world 

that is self sustaining but a flash of light­
ning, and it lives but a short time.

The Senate was engaged all day with the 
reporters of the Tribune, who refused to 
answer questions. Finally a resolution was 
adopted by one majority, in effect, confining 
the investigation to the acts of Senators, 
their clerks, families and to the officers and 
employes of the Senate.

The prisoners have till noon to-morrow to 
prepare their answers. Senate adjourned.

Weather Deport—Synopsis for the past 
twenty-four hours—The barometer lias 
fallen somewhat on the Pacific coast, with 
high westerly winds. It has risen from the 
upper lakes eastward to the Atlantic, and 
is now lowest on the lower Missouri and 
south of the Cumberland mountains. The 
temperature has risen during the day in 
the south Atlantic States. It has fallen on 
the lakes and Eastern States. The threat­
ening and rainy weather has moved east­
ward, and prevailed during the night from 
Ohio to New Jersey and northward, but is 
now almost entirely cleared away. Par­
tially cloudy and clear weather has pre­
vailed north andwest of Indiana.

It is probable that local rains will pass 
over the middle gulf coast, and that a storm 
of moderate dimensions will pass over 
Georgia aud South Carolina. A more ex­
tended rain is threatening the Ohio Valley 
and Illinois. Cloudy weather, with brisk 
northeasterly winds, will probably be ex 
perienced from Lake Erie northwestward. 
Fresh north westerlv winds are probable 
for the Middle and Eastern States.

The Southern Claims Commission here­
after will have open sessions Tuesdays, 
Wednesdays. Thursdays and Fridays.

Admiral Porter and General Sheridan 
were before the commission to-day, testify­
ing to the loyalty of certain persons.

The New York State Press Association, at 
an annual meeting held in this city to-day, 
May 17, adopted the following resolutions:

DMolted, That the press of the State and 
the country, acting tor the whole people, 
have a deep interest in a prompt and efli 
cient cable service, and that any discrimin­
ation whereby messages are delayed, sent 
out of time, or in any way displaced so as 
to delay their transmission, is a breach of 
faith, a violation of contract, aud a great 
wrong to tlie public.

Resulted. That the detention of messages 
of the New York Associated Press iu the 
London cable office, whereby important 
commercial and general new’s dispatches 
are delivered from one to seventeen hours 
after dispatches tiled at a later hour than 
those addressed to the New York Association 
were received, is not only a violation of law 
and equity, hut deserves a forfeiture of the 
charter of the company.

Resolved, That unless discrimination is 
promptly forbidden, disavowed ami pun­
ished, the public can have uo confidence in 
any cable service where such wrongs are 
tolerated or excused. If one party or class 
of persons can have their dispatches de­
layed in place of another class, then such, 
telegraphic service becomes rather an 
agency for speculation ami private advan­
tage than a corporation for the benefit of 
the public.

Resolved, That we express our sympathy 
and earnest co-operation with the New 
York Associated Press in their efforts to 
expose and reform the abuses of the cable 
service; and that a copy of these resolutions 
be forwarded to its members for publication.

It is reported that the port of Tampico 
has been closed.

General Palacios, commanding at M.ita- 
moras, supports Rolpo and will act like Lo­
pez. Juarez has ordered General Cortins 
to assume the command. He is now up the 
river concentrating his troops. It is antici­
pated General Palacios will resist and fight, 
and follow the pronunciamento of the third 
division.

It is stated throughout the northern fron­
tiers that a conflict before the election is 
expected, on account of the feeling toward 
Juarez at the border, in consequence of his 
opposition to the zona libre question.

An order has been received here directing 
an investigation for the defense of the 
claims before the commission.

London, May 17.—The weather is very 
cold, with snow in the north of England.

A French fishing vessel with twelve of 
the crew were run down in the channel hy 
an unknown vessel.

Iu the House of Commons this evening, a 
bill permitting hut putting certain restric­
tions upon the sale of liquors was discussed 
at length. Petitions both for and against 
the measure were presented and arguments 
were made on both sides of the question. 
The opponents of the bill proved tlio 
stronger, and it was lost by 82 majrrity.

The latest dispatches state that the Aut- 
euil and Versailles gates have been de­
stroyed. The neighboring commune bas­
tions are silent under a terrific fire. Fort 
Issy is now in the hands of the Versaillists, 
who are bombarding Betel. Vanvres, Gren­
ville, and Point du Jour. The latter posi­
tion is untenable.

It is believed the Versaillists are under­
mining the walls near Porte de la Muette.

The commune dissensions continue.
A terrific explosion occurred in the East­

ern portion of Paris, the effect of which was 
visible at Versailles. It is believed a Ver- 
saillist shell from Neuilly has exploded a 
powder magazine within Paris.

The Daily JYeics special from Paris says 
an important minority of the commune has 
protested against tlie continued existence 
of the committee of safety.

The Standard's special from Versailles 
gives a report that Fort Montrouge has 
been taken. The same correspondent says 
the Republican delegates will present to the 
Assembly a motion for the appointment of 
Thiers to the presidency of the lepublic for 
two years, and adds that a disturbance is 
expected.

The enemies of Thiers assert that he is 
delaying the ordering of the attack on Paris 
because he is afraid the end of his power 
will arrive when the army captures Paris.
