WADE HAMPTON'S HOME.

A Picture of Ruin und Desolntion in
South Carolinn.

[From a Columbia Letter to Cincinnati Commercial.]

I walked on some three miles from the
city, and was directed by some children to
the hill to the right of the road, where are
the ruins of General Hampton's famonus
residence—famons beenuse beantiful and
costly, and the former home of the most
distinguished descendant of a distinguished
family. Before the war the Hamptons were
the first of the first families. having de-
scended from a long line of ancestors
wealthy and warlike.

The old original Humpton was a revolu-
tionary general, and the family have since

kept up the reputation be gained as fighting
stock. o

1 turned from the road up amo
the trees as directed, and ina h{mrl, dis-
tan we to the ruins.  The site was mag-
nificent. From the top of this hill or rise
of ground the country spread out before
von, visible in all directions.
