W a s h in g t o n , May 18.—An order has been 

issued from the War Department, contain­
ing the President's Ku-Klux proclamation, 
which concludes as follows :

The President directs that whenever oc­
casion shall arise the regular forces of the 
United States stationed in the vicinity of 
any locality where offenses which are de­
scribed by the act of Congress approved 
April 20, 1871, may lie committed, shall, in 
strict accordance with the provisions of said 
act, be employed by their commanding ofii- 
cers iu assisting the authorized civil au­
thorities of the United States in making 
arrests of persons accused under (lie said 
act. in preventing the rescue of persons ar­
rested lor such cause, in breaking up and 
dispersing bands of disguised marauders 
and of armed organizations against the 
peace and quiet of the lawful pursuit of 
citizens in any State. When troops are em­
ployed in the manner indicated in this order, 
the commanding officer will, at the earliest 
opportunity, make a full report of his opera­
tions to the. proper superior authority.

“ TENN1K AND VIC.”

The Woodhiill-t'laflin Smndal in < ourt.
N ew York . May 15.—The Blood-Claflin 

scandal case was before Justice Led with 
this afternoon, and proved an immense sen­
sation, the courtroom being crowded. Colo­
nel James Ilervey Blood, husband of 
Mrs. Victoria Clafiin-Woodhull-Blood, was 
charged with attempting to kill the mother 
of Tennessee danin and Mrs. Victoria 
Woodhnll, female brokers on Broad street.

Mrs. Clafiin testified that the trouble arose 
because her daughters and Blood, who was 
in business with them, kept no books, and 
she said a peanut woman would do business 
better; that Blood threatened to kill her, 
and she feared lie would deprive her of her 
freedom by causing her arrest as a lunatic. 
The trouble was also caused by the witness 
complaining 'when there was no money to 
do marketing with. At one time Blood 
made a rush at her, but Mrs. Woodhull—a 
strong woman when excited—caught him 
by the neck and threatened to put him in 
jail. Sh? knew Blood in Chicago, St. Louis, 
Des Moines, etc., as I)r. Harvey. Mrs. 
Spears, a daughter of Mrs. Clafiin, testified 
that there was a good deal of hard feeling 
between her mother, her broker sisters and 
Blood, and that the latter bad threatened 
to wash his hands in her mother's blood.

Colonel Blood denied all, and said he was 
divorced from his first w ife in 1866, and the 
same year married Mrs. Woodhull; that he 
was from her divorced in 1868, and that she 
uow occupied a separate room from him in 
the same house. He was iu business with 
Vie and Tennie, and the trouble was that 
some of their relatives wanted him out of 
the family | The case comes up again to­
morrow.

Back-Set to i’lcnsonton
The Washington correspondent of the 

Cincinnati Gazette telegraphed Monday as 
follows :

The little unpleasantness between the 
Treasury Department and Internal Revenue 
Bureau, relating to the liability of parties to 
pay certain taxes on incomes, stock and divi­
dend finally culminated to-day in the 
triumph of Boutwell. The latter this after­
noon wrote a letter to Pleasonton, setting 
forth what action the law department had 
taken iu this dispute, and concluding as 
follows: “Concurring in this opinion, I 
have to request that you will issue the 
necessary directions to the officers of inter­
nal revenue for the assessment and collec­
tion of the taxes in questiou from the per 
sons and corporations liable under the 
ruling of the Attorney General."

Mr. Pleasonton immediately proceeded to 
issue a circular which will "he forwarded 
to-morrow, and which sets forth that the 
decision of the Attorney General revokes 
the previbus ruling ot himself on this sub­
ject, and which concludes by stating that 
collectors and assessors will govern them­
selves iu accordance with this ruling of the 
Attorney General. In defense of his ruling 
on this question, Mr. Pleasonton holds that 
it was a matter of both equity and justice 
to taxpayers that he should decide as he 
did, and that this same opinion was enter­
tained by a large majority of the members 
of the finance committees of both Houses 
of Congress when they were asked in re­
gard to the subject.

Mr. Bonner’s New Wonder.
Mr. Robert Bonner has made an excursion 

to Kentucky and visited Dr Herr at his 
beautiful aud convenient place near Lex­
ington. We now have a dispatch before us 
from Mr. Bonuer, in which he says that 
Mambrino Bertie is, in his opinion, the most 
extraordinary colt the world lias produced.

By a special dispatch to the Times, re­
ceived from New York last evening, it ap­
pears that the North Louisiana and Texas 
railroad has passed into tiles hands of W. 
II. Roberts and Charles A. Dana, for the 
sum of two millions of dollars. This can 
not but be good news for Vicksburg. It 
certainly means that the embarrassing liti­
gation in which the road has been involved 
is ended, and Ibatinen ol means are to con­
trol it, and make it a live institution. We 
presume, though without any positive in­
formation, that the purchase is in the inter- 
st of ilie Texas Pacific Railroad Company.

W eather. B usiness, etc.—Yesterday 

was a beautiful day, though rather too 
warm. It was clear and bright, and during 
the evening a cool, delightful breeze sprang 
up, which rendered it more enjoyable than 
ever. Business, we regret to say, wa» at a 
standstill. We never before witnessed such 
dullness as yesterday prevailed on the levee.

The arrivals were few, and those that 
came in did not have very large trips. The 
Pauline Carroll had a very good trip of 
freight and a lew passengers. The Wade 
Hamjiton had au average trip. Among the 
departures were the Susie Silver to Louis­
ville with a very light trip—the lightest of 
the season. The Lotus N». 3 for Red River 
liad a light trip ; the Mohawk and tow got 
off with big freight. The river here con­
tinues to recede. Rates are unchanged and 
firm, as last reported. Red, Ouachita and 
the Arkansas rivers maintain an excellent 
stage of water.

Tlie large and powerful steamer John 
Kyle will leave, as announced, to-day at 5 
P. M., for St. Louis and way landings. 
Captain William Thompson has command 
and Mr. William M. Brown is chief clerk. 
The Kyle is a fine passenger steamer, is 
speedy, and ably officered.

A special telegram from St. Louis, dated 
May 17. to Messrs. Stevenson & Verlauder, 
informs us that the steamer Henry Ames 
left there on Wednesday, and the Great Re­
public, Captain Donaldson, would follow, 
leaving on Saturday for this port.

By a special telegram from Franklin, 
Louisiana, to Mr George D. Hite, we learn 
that the steamer Cherokee passed there last 
evening aud will be in port on Saturday.

Orleans, and tie up until business offers."
