Its Progress nnd Prospects.
Notwithstanding the many impedi­

ments that have surrounded the great 
undertaking of the New Orleans, Mobile 
and Texas Railroad Company, the Re­
publican is enabled to .announce the 
completion of another very important 
link of this road. The last spike has 
been driven that secures railroad connec­
tion between this city and Donaldson- 
ville; and the iron horse, harnessed and 
upon the track, has actually traveled the 
distance.

But a few months have elapsed since 
the announcement of the driving of the 
last spike in the link of this road that 
connects New Orleans and Mobile with 
iron tie; and now we are able to announce 
that Donaldsonville is embraced by the 
same tie. The road between here and 
Mobile has been in successful operation 
for some time, dissipating all doubts as 
to the practicability and usefulness of the 
great enterprise to the people living along 
its line, and the time has arrived when 
all incredulity as to the completion of the 
work must vanish before the successful 
operation of the road between here and 
Donaldsonville. The progress made by 
the company within a year must be taken 
as substantial evidence that the time is 
not far off when railroad ties will connect 
New Orleans and other portions of Lou­
isiana with the great State of Texas. The 
work has extended beyond Donaldson­
ville, and is steadily progressing toward 
Houston.

Many of our people honestly believed, a 
year ago, this work never would be com­
pleted. They thought the obstacles in 
the way of its completion insurmount­
able. Others believed it was not the in­
tention of the company to build the road; 
that they were only humbugging our peo­
ple when a charter was asked for and ob­
tained from the Legislature. The R epub­
lican has been the constant friend and 
advocate of the road, because it thought it 
a good thing for the people, a good thing 
for New Orleans, and the towns, cities 
and country through which it would pass. 
We knew well the great difficulties that had 
to be overcome, the terrible swamps that 
would have to be subdued, and the immense 
amount of labor and capital and scientific 
skill that would have to be expended be­
fore the work could be accomplished: but 
our faith in Northern capital, energy, 
skill and determination to accomplish 
whatever it undertook was such that we 
had implicit faith from the commence­
ment that whatever was undertaken by 
the New Orleans, Mobile and Texas Rail­
road Company would be completed. It 
was, perhaps, this faith that afforded a 
representative of the R epublican an 
opportunity of being present and witness­
ing the driving of the last spike in the 
link of the road that connects our city 
with Donaldsonville.

Last Tuesday evening about four o’clock 
a few gentlemen accompanied the chief 
engineer of the road, G. W. R. Bailey, 
Esq.. to the town of Chattanooga, on the 
west side of the Mississippi, opposite 
Carrollton, where improvements have 
been made by the company and a depot 
is to be built. The gentlemen accom­
panying Mr. Bailey were mostly railroad 
men, and from what we could glean 
through a friend, were about to embark on 
an important railroad mission. Our 
friend asked us to join the party, and up­
on being assured that the trip would be 
“short and sweet,” we consented, and 
were introduced to the accomplished chief 
engineer, who tacitly took us under his 
wing, and away we went steaming up the 
road. Judge of our surprise when told 
that we were bound for Donaldsonville. 
We had never been there, and were led to 
suppose the journey one of considerable 
length—or, at least, time when under­
taken by the old mode. But a new mode 
was about to be introduced that would 
bring Donaldsonville and New Orleans in 
very close connections, so we felt easy 
upon the subject of time and the uncer­
tainties of steamboat navigation.

It was considerably after four o’clock 
when the train left, and the company ar­
rived at Donaldsonville in time to take an 
early supper with “ mine host” of the 
Magnolia Hotel, Mr. Charles A. Younger. 
The road was passed over in good time, 
and, after careful inspection, pronounced 
well constructed as far as completed. The 
train ran up to where the men were still 
at work laying down the track, which was 
about a mile from Donaldsonville. The 
company left the train here and proceeded 
to foot it the balance of tlie way, which 
operation served to sharpen the appetites 
of the travelers. Supper was promptly 
called for upon arriving at the hotel, and 
served up in excellent style.

After supper there was a social gather­
ing of railroad men and others around the 
festive board. The diningroom of the 
Magnolia was the scene of action. The 
Mayor of Donaldsonville presided grace­
fully upon the occasion, and in eloquent 
language depicted the many benefits this 
country and its people w’ould certainly 
derive from the completion of a system of 
railroads. He promised, as the Mayor of 
Donaldsonville, to afford all aid in his 
power to the company that were about to 
unite Donaldsonville and New Orleans by 
rail, and extend their road into Texas 
and to the Pacific Ocean. The Mayor 
talked like a live man—just the kind of a 
man to take hold of public works and 
help shove them forward. Among the 
gentlemen present were many efficient and 
experienced railroad men—men capable 
of forming and expressing an intelligent 
opinion and judgment upon all matters 
connected with railroads, and they did 
not hesitate to throw the light of their 
experience -upon subjects that deeply con­
cern the public prosperity. We saw con-

such men as Mr. Bailey, the able chief 
engineer of the road; John H. Ilsley, Jr., 
Esq., the general land agent and attorney 
of the road; Major Gordon and Benjamin 
McLeran, engineers for the road; Messrs. 
M. Dowling and W. P. Kennedy, of the 
firm of Reynolds, Dowling & Co., well 
and favorably known railroad contractors 
all over the United States; Mr. P. Fortier, 
a contractor of this State, highly ap­
preciated for his worth as an ener­
getic, capable and honest man; Mr. 
Dodge, Mr. O’Donnell and Mr. Pettingill. 
Among the gentlemen present who are 
not railroad men by profession, but who, 
nevertheless, take a lively interest in rail­
road matters, we will mention Owen Mc­
Leran, Esq., Mr. Charles Willis, Mr. 
Smith, the tax collector of Donaldson­
ville, Mr. Charles A. Younger, and the 
representative of the R epublican. Many 
speeches were made and toasts drank; 
and as the sparkling wine went round the 
wit began to flow in copious streams. 
The health of the chief engineer, Mr. 
Bailey, was proposed and drank as some­
thing important to the completion of the 
road. This toast brought Mr. Bailey to 
his feet.

He responded by going into a history of 
the road. He said the distance from New 
Orleans to Houston, according to the sur­
vey of the road, was three hundred and 
thirty miles—the shortest line, with less 
curves, the longest straight lines and 
lightest grade of any road on this conti­
nent. The health of the Mayor of Don­
aldsonville was proposed and drunk, to 
which Colonel Mason responded by going 
into an account of what Donaldsonville 
had done to encourage the building of 
the road to that place, and concluded by 
pledging to do all in his power to assist 
in works of public improvement.

This meeting was harmonious and 
pleasant throughout, and did not adjourn 
until long after the wee small hours of 
night had set in.

The next morning early the work of 
finishing the track-laying was commenced 
and finished. Mr. Dowling had the 
honor of driving the last spike, in the 
presence of many persons assembled to 
witness the finishing stroke to this im­
portant link of the road that is to lead 
through Texas. This done, a few more 
baskets of champagne were opened, and 
toasts drank. The officers of the road 
were toasted: the contractors who had 
faithfully performed the work were 
toasted, and the citizens of New Orleans 
and Donaldsonville were congratulated 
on the completion of a work that must 
bring them into more intimate and profit­
able relationship.

Judge Marks, editor of the Ascension 
Republican; Mr. Ilsley, Mayor of Mason; 
District Attorney Cheevers, General L. 
M. Thomas, Mr. Bailey and others made 
eloquent speeches upon this occasion, 
and everything passed oft- in the happiest 
manner possible.

Donaldsonville is handsomely located, 
with a front on the Mississippi, the Bayou 
Lafourche, and the road that has just 
been completed to that place. It has al­
ready a population bordering on two 
thousand five hundred, and, surrounded 
by rich lands, it is no doubt destined to 
become quite an important point of busi­
ness. An iron drawbridge will be erected 
at this place across the Lafourche by 
the railroad company. The founda­
tion for the bridge has been 
made. The road from Donaldsonville to 
Grand river—twenty-three miles—with 
the exception of about four miles, is 
graded and ready for the ties. From 
Grand river to Vermilion, some thirty 
miles, the work will be immediately put 
under contract. There is every evidence 
that the company designs pushing forward 
the road to Texas with all possible energy.

There is to be a steam ferryboat to run 
from the foot of Calliope street, in this 
city, to the Chattanooga depot, on the 
west side of the Mississippi, opposite 
Carrollton.

Mr. Bailey and his party returned to 
the city on Wednesday night, having left 
Donaldsonville late on Wednesday eve­
ning.

The company will announce when the 
road between here and Donaldsonville 
will be open for public patronage. We 
understand there will be an excursion 
party invited to make the opening trip.

I have just met the Rev. Dr. Newman, 
and his excellent wife. They were seated 
in a carriage in front of the great Methodist 
Publishing House, corner of Eleventh 
street and Broadway. After the usual 
greeting, I said: “Dr. Newman, come down 
to New Orleans and make a visit to your 
old friends. Y'ou have a host ot as warm 
friends down three as any carpet-bagger 
that ever went to any Southern city since 
‘reconstruction and the inauguration ot the 
new reign.’” The Doctor replied with his 
usual good nature : “Well, my Iriend, I am 
going down there before the summer sets 
in. I want to see my friends in New Or­
leans. I love New Orleans; for if 
there is much that is bad there, I 
know there is a large amount of 
good there also." I then asked him 
whether he would not deliver his celebrated 
lecture, “ From Oiean to Ocean,” when he 
visited Louisiana, and his answer was in 
the affirmative. I have heard that this lec­
ture contains some hits on the Mormons 
which are well worth hearing. We all re­
member that Dr. Newman went all the way 
to Utah to hold a discussion with the great 
apostle of Mormonism, and that when he 
reached Salt Lake City Bishop Young de­
clined to debate with him. Tlie doctor may 
be expected in New Orleans about the first 
day of June.

Louisiana matters have excited consid­
erable interest here of late, especially Gen­
eral Sherman’s speeches in New Orleans. 
Tlie Northern Democrats have been hunt­
ing for a man for a long time—a man who 
could fill their bill for President.

Judging from the misquoted speech which 
the General made at the American Union 
Club, they came to the conclusion that they 
had found their leader at last—a leader 
whom they could put on the track against 
Grant, or Colfax, or Fenton, or Boutwell, 
or any one else whom the Republicans 
could put in the field against him; but you 
can hardly imagine the length of their 
faces when the report of his speech at the 
complimentary dinner given him by the 
Union League Club appeared in the Tri­
bune.

I was very much amused at a conversa­
tion which I heard on a street ear to-day, 
between two leading Democrats. One said 
to the other, “Jim, tell me what you think 
of Sherman’s speech in New Orleans.” The 
reply was exactly this, “Well, at first I 
thought if the General meant what he was 
credited with having said, he was certainly 
our man for President, and that we could 
beat the Republicans with him as a leader, 
but when I saw the report of his speech at 
the l uion League Club, and when I found 
that lie had actually sat down to dinner 
with white Radicals and colored ones in New 
Orleans, I made up my mind to two things, 
first, that Sherman was not the man for us: 
and second, that he was crazy.” This reply 
seemed to suit the first speaker, and judging 
from two or three responses which I heard 
from other passengers who listened to what 
these two men were saying, I concluded 
that the reply conveyed the Democratic 
idea of General Sherman's fitness for the 
presidency.

The political outlook in the Empire State 
at present is full of interest. The Republic 
ans seem to be very much divided, but the 
tendency of reorganization seems decidedly 
in the interest of Senator Fenton, as against 
Conkling and the administration. Fenton 
evidently has the inside track, and all the 
ardor and honesty of the party, together 
with the greater part of the machinery; 
while Conkling is backed only by the office 
holders and bread and butter element 
created by federal patronage.

From present appearances I am decidedly 
of the opinion that in the next National 
Republican Convention the vote of New 
York State will be against Grant and in 
favor of some statesman who can be chosen 
regardless of merely military abilities, and 
Fenton seems to be the favorite here at this 
time.

The anti-administration Republicans are 
making effective use of the San Domingo 
question. They have a habit of saying that 
if the President had but devoted as much 
attention to the great question of building 
levees on the Mississippi as he has to the 
project of annexing a foreign country, he 
would be more statesmanlike, and more 
worthy the support of the men who elected 
him. It is hardly proper to allude to all 
the other points which they bring against 
him, lor some of them evince a personal 
spite which can only result from disap­
pointed expectation in the matter of office, 
except, perhaps, the common story as to 
the President's care of his very numerous 
relations; and even as to this there is very 
doubtless considerable exaggeration,

It would interest the Republicans of 
Louisiana to see some of the members of the 
“Second House" of their State Legislature 
on here for the purpose of “going abroad to 
spend the summer.” Something must have 
been very bad when men who, two years 
ago, could hardly pay ten dollars per week 
for board, are now not only able to drive 
fast horses when in New Orleans, and faster 
ones when here, but also to project a costly 
trip "to the Continent.” Some of these are 
Democrats, some are Republicans. Those 
who are of the former party denounce the 
Republicans for being so easily corrupted 
by Democratic money, while those profess­
ing the faith of the latter denounce their 
party friends in the Legislature because 
they were not able to steal on a larger 
scale. Both seem to be despised by all good 
men who meet them here.

Mr. Conway, State Superintendent of 
Education, is here projecting for the pub­
lication of liis new journal, which is, I h*ar, 
to be illustrated. He speaks very hopelully 
of affairs in our State, and claims that in 
school matters, if not in all other respects, 
Ismisiana is bound to lead every other State 
in the South. In an address delivered here 
a couple of nights ago, he stated that in 
Louisiana the men who were in the rebel 
armies were generally favorable to the edu­
cation of the colored people, and that, 
though he had opened every public school 
in the State to all children regardless of 
race or color, no disturbance had taken 
jilace, and none would; and that, at heart 
the mass of the old citizens of Louisiana 
were kindly disposed toward the blacks, 
and il divested of mere political significance, 
the negro question would no loDger be one 
of dispute down there.

Tnmpiro Still in S tate of Revolution— 
The Presidential Campaign—Organiz­
ing Troops In Anticipation of Election 
Riots.

C ity of Mexico, May 12.—Tampico con­
tinues in a state of revolution. The town 
is defended by four hundred men who had 
served in fights with the federal troops out­
side the walls.

General Rocha, Escobedo's right hand 
man has left Sau Louis Potosi for Tampico, 
professedly to suppress the revolution, but 
it is suspected ot an intention to organize a 
revolution in favor of Lerdo and obtain the 
command of the federals to aid in the effort 
now making to divide the army. It is be­
lieved there will be no presidential election 
by the people, and that the choice of presi­
dent will devolve upon congress which it is 
expected will be largely composed of parti- 
zans of Lerdo.

Juarez is using the public funds, and 
Lerdo his own private funds, to win the 
presidential campaign. Whoever may be 
elected, his opponent will inaugurate a 
revolution and assume the presidency by 
force of arms.

Tlie friends of Porfirio Diaz are power­
less. Seawasana is their leader, and he is 
handling the party in favor of Lerdo. A 
rupture of the Lerdo and Porfierio parties is 
imminent.

In Guerrero political disturbances con­
tinue, and there exists among the congres­
sional faction great hatred.

The Legislature of San Luis has author- 
ized Escobedo to organize a force of 4009 
men in anticipation of election riots.

In Guadalajara the troops impeded voting, 
and many persons were wounded. The 
general condition of the republic is as un­
settled as usual.

to United States war steamer Resaea, carry­
ing the mails from Chipagana to Panama, 
a distance of 120 miles, was capsized on the 
eighth instant, when off Chepella Island. 
One man and all the letters and official 
documents, together with $1000 in specie 
were lost.

An account of the disaster says that 
Lieutenant Commander Barclay felt tlie 
Itesaca on the sixth instant with four men. 
lhe weather was calm and pleasant until 
the boat cleared the gulf of San Miguel, on 
the Thursday following, when a storm arose. 
It was safely passed through, however, and 
Friday dawned fair, with the thermometer 
at eighty degrees. At four o’clock in the 
afternoon there was a sudden squal, which 
struck the boat, capsizing and emptying her 
ot her contents. The oars were promptly 
recovered, and it seemed as if there would 
be no fatal result to the accident; but in at­
tempting to save the mails a s< atnan, named 
Bradenhall, sank beneath tlie water, and, it 
is supposed, was seized by a shark.

After struggling in the waves for some 
four hours Lieutenant Commander Barclay 
and the three remaining seamen succeeded 
in righting tlie boat, all hands being in the 
water up to the nock. They rowed in tliis 
state some twenty-four hours, amid the 
most intense suffering, and gradually 
neared the shore.

After the wreck of the boat tlie party 
lashed themselves to the oars, and finding 
it was impossible to force the boat through 
the surf, they were forced to abandon it 
and plunge in. They nearly perished before 
they reached the shore, but on gaining land 
they found a man who occupied a hut on 
the beach, where they spent the night. 
Next morning not a vestige of the launch 
was to be seen.

The wrecked party were then thirty 
miles distant from Panama, anil no con­
veyances were to be had. They accord­
ingly walked through the woods, sufferin'' 
greatly from the intense heat, exhaustion 
and insects. Hall' way they stopped at the 
house of Senor Arosemana, who treated 
them very kindly. The party arrived
in Panama on the eleventh of
May. and were well eared for.

Lieutenant Commander Barclay’s cool­
ness and courage during the eventful scenes 
through which he and the others passed are 
highly praised by the seamen who accom­
panied him.

The operations of the expedition explor­
ing the isthmus were nearly finish d. The 
Resaea was awaiting the arrival of a party 
Irom Divide. She was to return to Panama 
in a tew days.

The t wo exploring parties met at the end 
ol April at the point selected for them ’lhe 
depression near Paya. after a thorough surs 
vey, the lowest elevation was founS to bo* 
seven hundred and sixteen feet. In Jan 
uary last Commander Selfridge, who merely
