In the ease of li. Piaggio vs. New Orleans 

Insurance Association, on motion of counsel 
for defendants, it was ordered that plaintiff 
show cause on the thirtieth instant, at 
eleven o'clock A. M., why the verdict of the 
jury should not be set aside and a new trial 
granted on the grounds tiled.

In the case of A. 15. Belknap, executor, 
vs. A. Pluche &. Co., the exception made by 
the defendants was sustained, and the 
plaintiffs suit dismissed with costs.

In the case of the city of New Orleans vs. 
the New York Mail Steamship Company 
and S. B. Packard, United States Marshal, 
the application for an injunction in this 
•ase wherein the city attempts to enjoin the 
marshal from collecting a judgment ob­
tained by said steamship Company against 
the city in a former suit instituted iu this 
court, was, for reasons orally assigned, de­
nied by the court.
Eighth District Court—Refusal o f Injunc­

tions Against the Slaughterhouse Com­
pany.

In the case of S. B. Pratt vs. the Crescent 
City Live Stock Landing and Slaughter­
house Company, Judge Dibble yesterday 
morning delivered an opinion refusing the 
writ of injunction prayed for. He sets out 
by stating that the plaintiff avers that he is 
the owner of five shares of the stock of this 
company. He complains of certain acts of 
administration which, he alleges, are calcu­
lated to work irreparable injury to -the cor­
poration and to him as a stockholder, and 
to render the company liable to the forfeit­
ure of its charter. ’ The defendant was 
ruled to show cause w’by a preliminary in­
junction should not be granted.

Without reviewing all of the averments 
of the petition, it is enough to state the 
issue: whether the Crescent City Live 
Stock Lauding and Slaughterhouse Com­
pany can erect and maintain more than one 
slaughterhouse under the provisions of the 
act approved March 8, 1869. or whether the 
company is hound to reipiire all slaughter­
ing and landing of stock to be done at the 
grand slaughterhouse, which was erected 

< before June 1, 1869, in accordance with the 
requirements of the third section of that 

* law.
The history of the organization and the 

purjtoses of the creation of the eorjmratiou 
now sued are fully stated in the ease of 
“State ex rel the Attorney General vs. 
Pagan et als.” For years tlie butchers ot 
New Orleans had detied public opinion and 
the express provisions of laws and or­
dinances relative to the locality of the 
slaughterhouses. They had persisted in 
butchering in the upper portion of the city 
and in throwing offal into the river, to be 
carried past the city, endangering the 
health and comfort of its inhabitants.

The Legislature, therefore, did a wise and 
practical thing: the corporation defendant 
was created; all persons were forbidden to 
slaughter above a certain point on the 
river, and the company was given the ex­
clusive privilege of erecting slaughter­
houses and stock landings below that point. 
Such a company, with such large interests 
involved, became powerful and strong 
enough to throttle the butchers. The 
company did what the officers ot the law 
had failed to do ; they forced all butchering 
and stock landing below the city, and insti­
tuted a thorough system of inspection in 
obedience to the provisions of the law afore­
said.

The third section of the act required the 
company to erect, at its own expense, stock 
yards and a grand slaughterhouse of suffi­
cient capacity to accommodate all butchers, 
and at some point below the city line desig­
nated on the river. These accommoda­
tions were to be completed on or before 
June 1, 1869.

The plaintiff now urges that the com­
pany, having chosen its site, and having 
erected its grand slaughterhouse to the 
satisfaction ot the State, as shown by tlie 
litigation above referred to, no other 
slaughterhouse can be erected by the com­
pany, and the present one can not here- 
moved.

He complains that the directors have, at 
great expense, purchased another propertv 
on the other bank of the river, where they 
propose to maintain another slaughterhouse 
and other stock landings: that this pur­
chase was unnecessary and injurious to the 
company, and that the establishment of an 
additional slaughterhouse or the removal 
ot the present ope will render the company 
liable to the forfeiture of its charter; 
wherefore as a stockholder he maintains 
this action, asking that the purchase of , 
the property aforesaid be declared null, 
and he prays for an injunction to prevent i 
the establishment of an additional 
slaughterhouse or the removal of the 
one first erected. If the act chartering 
the company enjoined it to establish and 
maintain but one grand slaughterhouse and 
stock Jandiug, and if the directors should 
attempt to violate this charter in that re­
spect, an individual stockholder would per­
haps have the right to obtain a writ of in­
junction against the act or acts. But in this 
law I find no such provision. It is true that 
the act required the erection of a grand 
slaughterhouse before a certain date, when 
the butchering was to cease above the city.

But the act nowhere savs that such 
slaughterhouse shall be maintained during 
the period of the charter and shall be the 
only place at which slaughtering shall be

Petitioner alleges 
that in consequence of neglect on the part 
of tljc. company to fulfill their duties, the 
levee at Bonnet Carre gave way, and the 
overflow which ensued resulted in the dam­
ages aforesaid.

On the contray, section four of the 
law provides : that the said company or

The law is sanctional hy its penalties for 
slaughtering above the points upon the 
river designated as the limit, and for 
slaughtering in other than slaughterhouses 
of the company below the limits.

It seems to me that when the corporation 
had forced those engaged in landing stock 
and in slaughtering animals to remove be­
low the city, and had instituted the system 
of inspection required by the law, that tlie 
law was complied with. The company 
should be and is reaping its reward. The 
requirement for the erection of a grand 
slaughterhouse before the first of June, 
18ti9, was an incident of the means and 
method for carrying out the more important 
features of the act.

I he law said to the company: “Build a 
grand slaughterhouse, suitable for the ac­
commodation of five hundred butchers, 
within ninety days. Compel these recal­
citrant butchers to remove from the upper 
part of the city, and you may then build as 
many slaughterhouses as you choose below 
the points designated, and have the exclu­
sive right to have all butchering done 
therein for the period of your charter.’’

The allegations of complaint disclose no 
violation of the charter. The writ of in­
junction will, therefore, be refused.

State of Louisiana vs. Charles Cavaroc et 
als.—In this case the Attorney General pro­
ceeds against the president and directors of 
the Crescent City Live Stock Landing and 
Slaughterhouse Company. He makes the 
same complaint set forth by the plaintiff' in 
the case of S. 15. l ’ratt vs. that corporation, 
yesterday decided. In his petition he con­
siders the said corporation as the agent of 
the State for the purpose of carrying out 
certain health measures; complains that the 
officers, made defendants, have violated the 
charter of the company, and prays for a 
judgment removing them.
