Emigration to the Mouth.

We publish on our first page to-day a sug­
gestive letter from au English traveler, who 
avers that lie was attracted to this country 
by a desire to test for himself the truth of 
the tales of extraordinary opportunities for 
the immigrant. In order to arrive at a cor­
rect conclusion, he has traveled East. West 
aud South, and the sum of his observations 
is that the South offers the best advantages 
for the new comer. In the East, he says, 
he found labor contending with opposition, 
and receiving relatively small returns for 
its products. At the West, the low priced 
lands appeared dear at any pric-e to the 
present generation, and the rudeness of the 
uew settlements suggested discomfort: but 
at the South, where emigration is ns yet 
almost unknown, unequable climate and 
the call tor help offer unusual inducements 
to the new coiner from Europe. Our corre­
spondent lias evidently given intelligent 
consideration to the subject in hand, and 
although his criticisms upon the conditions 
of life in the West are not altogether well 
founded, it is useful to hear them.

The rapid growth and continued pros­
perity of the newly settled regions of the 
West disprove the allegations concerning 
their unwnolesonieness and their lack of the 
advantages of civilization—but let that pass. 
The point of immediate interest is the open­
ing to immigration at the South, aud upon 
this depends the solution of one of the great 
problems of reconstruction. The chief need 
of the South is an abundance of skilled 
labor. Under tbe old order of its society, 
the intelligent white population had no 
practical knowledge of work of any kind, 
and very little appreciation of the wants of 
their section; while the wasteful system of 
slavery discouraged progress auiong the 
class ©f laborers. Under the new system, 
labor has become honorable; but there is a 
lamentable scarcity of skilled workmen in 
all the departments of industry. The field 
is wide, aud the best security for the con­
tinuance of peace and the revival ot pros
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Has the largest circulation of any Re­
publican paper in the South.

Whereas. The Declaration of Independ­

ence ef the United States of America was 
prepared, signed and promulgated in the 
year seventeen hundred and seventy-six, in 
the city of Philadelphia; and whereas, it 
behooves the people of the United States 
to celebrate, by appropriate ceremonies, 
tbe centennial anniversary of this memor­
able aud decisive event, which constituted 
the fourth day of July, anno Domini seven­
teen hundred and seventy-six, the birthilay 
of tbe nation; and whereas, it is deemed 
fitting that, the completion of the first 
century of our national existence shall be 
commemorated by an exhibition of 
the natural resources of the country and 
their development, and of its progress in 
those arts which benefit mankind, in com­
parison with those of older nations; and 
whereas no such place is so appropriate for 
such an exhibition as the city in which oc 
curred tl.e event it is designed to commem­
orate; and whereas, as the exhibition should 
be a national celebration, in which the peo­
ple of the whole country should partici­
pate, it should have the sanction of the 
Congress of the United States; therefore.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 
Representatives of the United States ot 
America in Congress assembled, That an 
exhibition of American and foreign arts, 
products and manufactures shall be held’ 
under the auspices of the government of 
the United States, in the city of Philadel­
phia, in the year eighteen hundred and 
seventy-six.
