Fme 1y CoMMRROIAL ALLEY.—About ten
o'clock last night, very black smoke was
noticed issuing from the upper portion of
No. 23 Commercial slley. The third- and
fourth story windows fronting the alley
were soon afterward filled with flames and
smoke, but the ever-prompt firemen lost no
time in sending up a good ynantity of water,
which article was not scarce. Apparently,
the fire commenced in the rear portion of
the building, next the rear of the Academy
of Music, and, for a short time, raged with

The lower tloor is occupied by Mr. J.

A i lon In Bossier Parish.

We copy the following from the Bossier
Banner:

Again has it become our duty to publish
the particulars of another brutal assassina-
tion. Just at sunset on the twenty-third
instant, in the neigbborhood of Fillmere in
this parish, James McClanahan and Jaumes
Wooley were hoeing cotton on McClanahan’s
premises. When they approached within
thirty steps of the fence of the tield, they
were fired upon by some one concealed by
the fence and a thicket. Both were shot
down ar the first discharge. MeClanaban
immediately arose, was shot down a second
time, arose again and was shot down the
third time. A freedman working with them
was then shot at and missed, After a few
minutes MeClanahan and Wooley arose and
went to the house where the latter imme-
diately expired. MeClanahan took down
his gun and went out of the house, but jm-
mediately fell from exhaustion. Wooley
waa killed by some fifteen buck shot in the
breast.  MeClanaban has one wound pene-
trating the hollow of the body near the
lungs. one in the arm and two in the legs,
and one in the hip. Three small shot also
took effect in the back.

Au inquest was held on the twenty-

fourth instant, and evidence of so strong
a character, though circumstantial, was ad-
duced that the jury were fully warranted
in finding the verdict that they did, which
was that D. Charles Mims was the mur-
derer. The wives of Mims and McClana-
han are sisters. Mims had removed from
this parish to Rush county, Texas, some
year ago. From some cause, a few months
ago, he brought his wife to her sister's
bere. In a short time after this he re-
turned for her with a wagon, bat she re-
fused 10 go with him because of the uni-
form bad treatment that he bad subjected
her to. He loaded the wagon, however,
with his wife's movables, and, when ready
to go, he seized her by force sud put Ler
in the wagon, and took his seat upon her
head. Her sister ran out and seized hold of
the horses” bridles, and the cries of the two
women soon brought MeClanahan and
Wooley to the rescue. They forced Mims
to release his wife—not by any rough treat-
ment, however. Mims then drove off, vow-
ing death against his wife, MeClanahan
and Wooley. On the morning of the day
of the murder he was at Frank Tuczer’s. a
freedman residing within a mile of Me-
Clacaban’s. He was armed with a double
barrel gun and two revolvers, and left, say-
ing that before he left the settlement he
would give his wife, McClanaban and
Wooley a picee of his mind,
The bad treatment that Mims was used to
give his wife was notorious in the settle-
ment. and no one has ever attached any
blame to McClanahan or Wooley in the af-
fair. MeClanahan was raised in this par-
ish, where his father yet resides, and we
have no young maun of fairer reputation
among us. Wooley was a poor young man,
who had just arrived in the parish at the
beginping of the planting season and hired
himself to MeClanahan as a laborer. No
badl traits had been discovered in hiw.

McClanahan's father has offered a re-
ward of one thousand dolh.:nl for the arrest
of Miwms. The Go\'lernor will doubtless also

A GREAT CAUSEWAY.

Completion nand Test of the Longest

Bridge on the American Continent.

§t. Lovis, Muy 20.—A dispateh from St.
Charles, Missouri, says the excursion party,
numbering nearly three hundred, which
left St. Louis this morning, has just passed
successfully over the most magnificent
bridge on this continent. The test of the
strength of this bridge was a severe one. It
was made with eight locomotives and nine-
teen curs crowded with people, all being on
the l-ri-l{o at once. e total weight in
estimated at nine hundred tons. The citi-
zens of St. Charles and the surrounding
country received ¢he party, and are cele-
bratiog the event with great enthusiasm.
The extreme length of this bridge and ap-
proaches is 6570 feet; of the bridge proper
279 feet. The number of spans is seven,
ranging from 305 to 322 feet in length. All
the piers rest on solid rock, and range in
Leight from 76 to 145 feet, according to the
depth of rock under the river. This bridge
was begun on September 14, 1368, under the
charge of Captain (. Shaler Smith, chief
engineer; Joseph Sherrard, chief assistant
engineer; C. C. Ucrenstell, general super-
intendent.

The bridge is owned by a eompany, and
is leased by the North Missouri Railroad
Company at an arnual rental of $150,000.
Its completion will enable the road ro
shorten the time three bours between here
and Ottumwa, lowa.
