TEACHERS?® INSTITUTE.
Third Day—Closing Session.

The weather was very inclement yester-
day. From halfpast nine o'clock in the
morning, throughout the whole day, the
rain poured incessantly with huardly a
minute’s intermission.

We expected that weather so very un-
favorable would lave had the effect of
greatly diminishing the number in sttend.
ance at the Teachers' Institute. But it was
gratifying to see that the interest taken hy
the mass of teachers in the exercises brought
out #o large an assembly, for the hall was
as full as it had been on the previous days
of fair weather, every seat being occupied.

It may be proper to vemark that the at-
tendance of the teachers at the Institute
is a matter of volountary choice, there being
ro compulsory requirement in the case.
The schools have been closed to give all
connected with them an opportunity to
attend, but that was all.

After the regular opening Ly Division
Superintendent Carter, the State Superin-
tendent, Mr. Conway. delivered an elab-
orate address, dwelling at considerable
length upon the immediate ohject of the
Institute, the educational interests in New
Orleans, and the obstacles that cirenm-
stances, unavoidable, perhaps, had placed
in the way of progress,

Miss Morris then gave sowe graphio il-
lustrations as to the best method of teach-
ing botany, illustrated by diagraws on the
blackboard.

An essay was then read by Professor J.
V. Calhoun, of the Central High School, on
“The Necessities of Schoel Government.”
One principal idea evolved in the essay was
the necessity on the part of parents acting
in the best interests of their children, to as-
sist by judicious supervisory discipline at
home the essential diacipline of the school-
room. The address also entered into many
minqgr details of teaching. particularly as
applied to the public schools in New Or-
leans.

Mr. J. J. Meylor, principal of St. Philip
school followed with a cogent essay on the
subject of “Teachers’ Institutes, their Im-
portance and Necessity.” Mr. Meylor's ad-
dress developed the plan of stated meetings
of teachers for mutual improvement by iu-
terchange of ideas and views on the various
subjects relating to the science of teaching,
The address also touched upon the benefits
to the schools that would result irom the
teachers’ feeling that their positions as such
were permanent, not depending upon an-
nual or periodical appointment, but upon
continued cefficiency and approved depert-
ment.

Judging from conversations and discus-
sions among the teachers after the closing
of the session, we can hardly think that
they subscribe to the idea of formai con-
tracts, because as more than one remarged,
the idea of a contract carries with it some
determinate time, whereas it is the wish of
the teachers (and it is is a very ressonable
wish, t00) to hold their appointments inde-
finitely as to time, 8o long as they may be
proved competent.

Mr. W. T. Houston, principal of the Live
Oak school, now proceeded to deliver an

address, the subject of which wuas not
very clearly defined. It embodied, how-
ever, several strictures and accusations

against the State Saperintendent of Educa-
tion. Without entering into the merits of
the questions mised by the essayist, or the
correctness of the views expressed, we can
not help remarking that the matter was in
exceeding bad taste as well as ill-timed.
We could not resist the impression that the
affair was gotten up in the interest of
those who oppose the public schools in this
city, not because there is anything radwcally
wrong in their organization or administra-
tion, containing a feature that even they
can honestly oppose, but because they are
in the hands of a party abhorrent to the
debris of secession and rebellion.

Mr. Houston followed the address written
by bLimself by reading a paper purporting
to have been preparel by one of the teach-
ers. This consisted to a considerable extent
in & series of sneers at the metbod of objec
teaching which had been propounded by
Miss Morris, accompanied with some not
too refined inuendoes. This paper was, if
possible, in worse taste thuan the preceding,
for the reason that the party subject to this
unwarranted attack was a stranger and a
lady, and in either character was entitled
to at least a tincture of that chivalry about
whish 80 much has been said and sung. It
would be unjust to the teachers of New Or-
leans not to suppose that numbers of them
are fully equal in information, professionally
or otherwise, to any corps of teachers in any
country. It might then be, perhaps, that a
portion of the exertises at the Institute
were a work of supererogation. Upon this
we do not pretend to promounce. But it
may be said ewphatically that a lady, espe-
cially an educated and retined lady, should
have been spared unworthy trestment.
Nothing can justify or excuse this. Even
were it proved that egregious mistakes bad
been made in the arrangements which
brought the stranger among us, we owe
something to our character for hospitality
and to our own sense of self-respect.

It was evident from the remarks made by
the Division Superintendent, Mr. Carter,
that he felt deep regret at the ill-timed pro-
duction of these two rather unbappy
scholastic efforts.

After a few judicious remarks from Miss
Morris in taking farewell of the assembly,
the Institute was adjourned finally by Mr,
Carter.

A number of the teachers afterward
ussembled to receive some hints and in-
structions from the division superintendent
relating to preparing for the examinations,
and then the company dispersed as fast as
the rain would allow.

We feel justified in saying this: the first
attempt in New Orleans at inaugurating a
proceeding which has been so beneficially
felt in other parts of the country has had &
decidedly good effect, opening the miuds of
the younger teachers to new ideas, stirring
up the minds of the more experienced to
the advantages of united efforts for mutnal
improvement.

It not 4 tribute to
we individually, but bedause you feel that
I am one of yourselves that yon come to do
me honor. And while L am fully aware of
this fact, do not imagine that I feel at all
mwortified at it, or that wy vanity is wound-
ed because you honor me only as the repre-
sentative of your cause. That cause is u[mr
to me—more precious even than life [ap-
plausc], and I glory in its remembrance.
HIS WORDS TORTURED AND MISCONSTRUED.

Just here let me say to you that I well
know bow every utterance of mine is seized
upon by the organs and members of 4 cer-
tain faction. 1 am well aware of the eager-
ness with which every word of mine is
canght up, and the ingeounity with which it
i« distorted and used in furtherance of de-
signs upon my people, and hence I dare not
speak to you ss 1 desire. My heart is full
to overflowing, God knows, bat I ¢an not
speak. Many memories of the past are
struggling in my brain, but I must be silent.

CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEE.

Though 1 must not speak, it is no fear for
myself which commands my lips to be
closed. No; I have been punished for my
crimes, and have experienced the worst
which could be imposed. In the cant lan-
guage of the day, punishment with me is
“played out 7 The worst that can be done
has been dooe. and I have no more to fear,
If Ispeak it is not wmyself, but yon, who
would be injured; for, unfortunatels, ad-
ditional wrongs can yet be heaped upon
you. Therefore, if I claim merit for any-
thing, it will be for keeping silent. My
simplest words muy work you harm. If 1
suy “Good night, my friends, go to your
homes,” and a congressional investigating
committee happened to bo within hearing,
ita members would swear that I directed
you to go off and joir the Ku-Klux. [Ap-
plause and Isaghter.] Filled with that
Jealousy which springs from "the knowl-
edge oi their inferiority, and of the justice
of wyour pretensions, and conscious of
broken covenants and a violated constitu-
tion, they mistrust every movement, and
tremble with fear when they think that
right may again prevail. [Applause.]

* WAIT AND HOPE"

But wrong ean not always be triumphant.
I will say nothing and you must donothing,
even though tyranny presses grievously
upon you. Forbear for « season, and a day
will come when all will yet be well. 1
may not, nor may some of yvou live to see
it, but it is surely coming. [Applause.] He
who reigns above and lives always will sce
that justice ix done. He will not allow the
wicked to always remuin in power, nor the
righteous to be oppre: We can wait
until that day comes, and in the meantime
be quiet. "Tis an old and wise saying, that
a good biting dog never barks much. If we
wait patiently a sense of justice will yet re-
turn to the people of the United States, or
an opportunity will come when our rights
can be gained, and not only our rights—the
rights of the South—but the rights of all
the people; the rights which were fought
for and obtained at the point of the sword
in the first revolution. [Applause.)

CONCLUSION.

But though I can not and should mnot
speak, I fear that where the mind and the
heart are both so full, that I will not be
able to restrain my words. 1 can not think
one thing and say another. and unless the
honest emotiong of wy soul can be ex-
pressed I do not care to speak. 1 thank
you, gentlewen, for your kindness, and feel
deeply touched at its exhibition. May God
foster and preserve you. If ever the day
comes when I can speak freely, I will be
among you, and say to you all that is in my
peart. Till then, farewell, and may the
great God be with youn always. [Applause.]

Visit of Engineers.

The St. Louis Republican saye:

The following party of Euglish engineers
made the trip from New Orleans on the
Dexter: Messrs. J. Robinson, A. 1. C. E.:
W. Hurst. A. L. C. E., and G. Shortside, 8.
I. C. E. These gentlemen sare making a
tour through the States to visit some of our
great engineering works, They have been
engaged for some time on the second see-
tion of the Honduras Interoceanic railway,
which portion comprises many heavy and
by fur the most difficult works on the whole
length of the line from ocean to ocean.
They stato that the greater part of the sur-
vey i3 complete. but owing to the disturbed
state of the country operations in the in-
terior are for the present suspended. The
course of the line 18 pearly due north and
south, commencing at Puerto Cortez, pass-
ing Comayaguas, and ending at Amapala.
The guuge is three feet mx inches. In the
interior of the country the engineers have
been compelled to follow the course of the
river Humerya, as being the only practical
course for the line to take, owing to the
mountiinous conformation of the country,
and have been obliged to adopt gradients
of one to forty, and curves of three hun
dred and fifty feet radins. The first see-
tion, a length of about fifty-five miles, is
fast approaching completion, and of which
a smnYl portion is open for traffic. A staff
of engineers has also been at work on the
third section, but owing to the war little

progress has been made.

WAsHINGTON, June 2.—The argument in
the Bowen case was not concluded to-day.

The strike continues among the colored
laborers who, in some cases, forcibly pre-
vented work. In other instances, the work-
ers, upon the approach of the strikers, guit-
ted their work and joined them. In one in-
stance, the strikers attempted to take the
tools from a gang of workmen, when u
squad of policemen appeared and ordered
them away. The strikers seemed deter-
mined, but the approach of a squad of
mounted police intimidated them. Luter in
the day the laborers, in some instances, re-
snwed work under Yromine of such wages as
the committee shall agree upon. A large
police force has been held in readiness all
day for emergencies,

The outrage committee has recalled Col-
lector Miller, of Mobile, who departed for
his bome last night, to give farther tes-
timony.

The Commissioner of Internal Revenue
has sent a circular to supervisors in the
Southern States, in which he says: “When-
ever yon tind the aid of troops necessary in
your distriet you will apply for the force
required directly to the commanding officer
of the depurtment in which the troops ave
to be used, reporting your action to this
office, and the circumstances upon which it
is based.”

Government expenditure for the month of
May, seventeen and three quarter millions,
exclusive of interest on the public debt.

Reports to the Internal Revenue Depart-
ment show that a great source of loss to the
government is occasioned by the re-use of
stamps on various articles. A case was re-
cently presented from the First Maine Dis-
trict, where a dealer in perfumery was fonnd
guilty of this practice. His goods were
seized and a criminal prosecution com-
menced. A proposition to compromise wus
made, but rejected; and the commissioner
instructs the collector to prosccute to the
full extent of the law.

Resolutions of the Democratic Stnte Cone
vention—New Departure of the Democ-
racy.

Coromses, 0., June 2.—The following re-
solutions were adopted by the Ohio Demo-
cratic State Convention:

Itesolved by the Democracy of Ohio—

First—That denouncing the extraordinary
means by which they were brought about,
we recognize as accomrplished facts the
three amendments to the constitution re-
cently declared adopted, and consider the
same as no longer political issues before the
country.

Second—We demand that the rule of

striet construction as proclaimed by the
Democratic fathers, accepted by statesmen
of all parties previous to tke war, and em-
bodied in the tenth amendment to the con-
stitution, be rigorously applied now to the
constitution a8 1t is, including the three re-
cent amendments above referred to, and in-
sist that those amendments shall not be held
to have in any respect altered or moditied
the original theory and character of the
federal government, but only to bave en-
larged the powers delegated to it, and to
that extent, und no more, to have abridged
the reserved rights of the States. And
thus construed, the Democratic party
pledges itself to a full, fuithfal and abso-
ute execution and enforcement of the con-
stitution as it now is 50 as to secure equal
rights to all persons under it without dis-
tinetion of race, evlor or condition.

Third—That the absolute cquality of each
and every State within the Union is a fun-
damental prineiple of the federal govern.
ment: that we shall always cherish and
uphold the American system of State and
Joeul government for State and local pur-
poses, and the general government for gen-
eral purposes only, and are unalterably op-
posed to all attempts at centralization or
consolidation of power in the hands of the
general govermment; and more especially
when such attempts are in the form of usarp-
ation by any department of that govern
went.

Fourth—That we adhere firmly to the
principle of maintaining perfeot indepen-
dence between the co»onfinute departments
of the government—the legislative, execu-

ments by the one upon the functions of the

ther,

Fifth— While the fthdamental law, s ex-
pressed in the constitution, is necessarily
paramount, until abrogated as prescribed
by that instrument, all legislation is, in its
nature and purposes, temporary and subject
to change, modification or repeal at the will
of the wajority of the people, as exp
through the Jaw making power, and that
the pretence that any act of Congress not
executed, or any legislative polioy of party
is an absolute finality, is mluﬁ; iucon-ment.
with the whole theory of government, and
that it is the unquestionuble right of the
people, of themselves and through their
representatives, at each successive election
und in each successive Congress, to judge
what legislation is necessary, proper or ap-
propriate to carry into execution or enforce
the central powers, rights and duties of the
federal government.

Sixth—That a8 an instance of the emi-
nently appropriate legislation under the
fourteenth amendwent, we demand now of
Congress universal amuesty.

Seventh—That while we denounce all
riotous combimatious and conspiracies
against law or to disturb peace, in the
South or elsewhere, and demand of all good
citizens their utmost influence to pat all
such down, we also denounce the act com-
moply called the bayounet bill recently
1 by Congress, and the more recent
act commonly called the Ku-Klux bill, ex-
tending by its terms to any State, and en-
acted for no other purpose than to com-

lete centralization of all power in the

ands of the general government, and to es-
tublish & military despotism, and thus to
perpetuate the present wdministration with-
out regard to the will of the people, and as
not only inconsistent with the whole theory
und character of the federal government,
and as revolutionury and dungerous in
their character, but are in direot coufliet
with the spirit and letter of the constitu-
tion, including the amendments which they
pretend to enforce.

Eighth—That holding still to the good
old Democretic doetrine of annexation or
the acquisition of territory, we are yet to-
tally opposed to the scheme of President
Grant to acquire San Domingo as a job, and
by the means and for the purposes evi-
dently intended.

Niuth—That we are in favor of a strictly
revenue tariff, conformed to the theory and

rinciples of all other just and wise tux

aws, und opposed to the protective theory
so-called.

Tenth—That protligate corruption and
wanton extravagance, which pervade every
aepartment of the federal government,
sacrifice the interests of lubor to aggrandize
a handful of aristocrats, are « wicked de-
rr‘wuliun of the people of their rightful

weritage in the publie lands, which have
been made gifts to railroads and other wo-
nopolists, ru_\‘ing more than twenty millions
premium during the administration of Presi-
dent Grant in government bonds, payable
at par; maintenance, st an annual cost to
the people of nearly thirty millions, of an
unconstitutional, oppressive and extortion-
ate system of banking, whereby money is
made scarce and interest high, are sbuses
which call for wise and thorough rewe-
dies.

Eleventh—That we are in favor of strict
ecconomy; of a large rednction of expendi-
tures in the federal and State governments;
of the collection of internal revenue by the
State anthorities, thereby returning to
honest lubor myriads of tax gatherers who
atlict our land, eat up its substunee; and of
the speedy trial, conviction and punish-
ment of the thieves who have stolen the
taxes paid by the people.

Twelfth—That whi&:s we reject repudia-
tion we equally reject the proposition to
pay the bondholders more than the contract
with them demands; that if bondholders
have rights so have taxpayers, and we in-
sist upon justice being done to both; that
the creditor is entitled to be paid in the
same currency he loaned to the government;
that where he loaned greenbacks he should
be paid in greenbacks, unless the contract
otherwise provides, and where he loaved
Id he should be paid in gold; that to
{:uurd against a great expansion, green-

yacks should be made convertible into
three per cent bonds at the option of note
holders, said bonds to be redeemed in
greenbacks on demand; that the true
method of returning to specie payments is
to make customs duties payable in legal ten-
der currency, whether paper money or
gold; that such policy would secure uni-
form currency, stop gambling in gold, and
thereby elevate the credit of the govern-
ment.

Thirteenth—That with the watchword of
retorm we confidently go to the country;
that we believe the iuterests of the great
body of the people are the same; that with-
ont regard to political associations they ure
the friends of free governwent; that they
are equally honest, brave and patriotie, and
we appeal to them, as to our brothers and
countrymen, to sid us to obtain relief from
grievous abuses, which wrong and oppress
