T reasury C lerks Sm oked Out.
(New York Herald Dispatch.]

The officials belonging to the cash and 
redemption divisions of the Treasury were 
put to no little discomfort upon arriving at 
their offices this morning at finding the 
different rooms of these bureaus completely 
tilled with smoke, the floors discolored from 
its effect, and the carpets, furniture, etc., 
completely disfigured thereby. It seems 
that the blast furnace of the department 
ugeil for burning mutilated currency, which, 
when in operation, generates a kind of gas, 
the smell of which has Irequentlv been the 
source of complaint, not only by tiie officials 
of the departments, but by persons residing 
in the neighborhood, was particularly active 
last night, and the result was that this 
morning the rooms above mentioned were 
saturated with a greasy kind of smoke, the 
smell of which was intensely disagreeable, 
so much so as to require a removal of car­
pets, and for a time prevented some of the 
clerks from attending to their duties. The 
smoke from the machine has often perme­
ated the building, to the intense disgust of 
oflicials and visitors. The beautiful marble 
tiling of the east room has been very much 
disfigured, the floor having been turned one 
uniform brownish color.

The last number of the Waco (Texas) 
Register says:

From heavy rains Thursday and Thurs­
day night, the Brazos river yesterday 
morning, at this point, was higher than it 
has been for several years before—higher 
than since the great freshet when the Clif­
ton mills were washed away. It is esti­
mated that the water was within a dozen or 
fourteen feet of the bridge yesterday morn­
ing, but no one felt any apprehensions for 
the safety of the bridge, should it rise much 
higher, on account of the chance of the 
water to overflow on the east side. It 
would hardly seem within the bounds of 
possibility for the water ever to reach the 
bridge.

Many people have visited the bridge to 
view the sweeping tide, bearing on its way 
a great quantity of timber, trunks of trees, 
and now and then some farming or house­
hold implement would be seen floating down 
the stream.

We have it on very good authority that a 
drowued man floated down the stream. The 
body lay across a log, with head and feet in 
tbe water, as if holding on to the log in a 
death grasp.

Neither the towers or anything about the 
bridge has sustained any damage.

The rise was not a "red rise,’’ but must 
have originated in the counties immediately 
above us. We await anxiously news from 
there, expecting to hear ot considerable 
damage having been done.

A bright and handsome little fellow, 
named Anthony Cannon, ran away from 
his “school inarm" in Westborough.

The New Aork Herald publishes an inter­
view between one of its Baris correspond­
ents and General Bergeret, one of the most 
prominent military leaders of the commune. 
Bergeret is as radical in speech as he is in 
action. Quiet and unreserved, open, aud if 
not elegant in speech, he is at least forcible. 
He does not believe in a God or a hereafter 
and even goes so far as to say that if there 
was such a place as heaven and such a 
being as God, and he found himself in 
heaven, the first thing he would undertake 
to do would he to conspire against God, 
erect bai ricades and hoist the red flag in 
Paradise.

The New York Times says: “ Vallandig- 
liaiu can only find new principles for his 
party by taking them from the work of 
their adversaries. A man that has emerged 
so lately lrom the rebel lines need not com­
plain it some little skepticism is manifested 
as to the sincerity of his conversion. At 
any rate, the party for whom he attempts 
to speak must produce something better 
than the husks of empty professions before 
they can expect to make any appreciable 
advance in public confidence.”

Sati kday Morning, June 3, 1871. J 
W eather, Business, etc.—It rained yes­

terday; that is, it poured. From early 
morn to late at night a Bteady, never ceas­
ing rain descended. Our experience of 
New Orleans is, that it can rain here at 
shorter notice, harder, more continuous, and 
more frequent, than in any other town of 
its size and weight on the continent. It is 
almost needless to say that business was 
utterly interrupted, there being no depart­
ures and but lew arrivals.

Among the steamers that did arrive were 
the Bannock City, with a fair trip; Olive 
Branch, from St. Louis, fully laden; Lessie 
Taylor, from Washington, with moderate 
trip; Lulu D., from Minden, with 500 hales 
of cotton. The boats announced to leave 
were the Yaeger for St. Louis, Potomac 
for Louisville, aud Mayflower for Ouachita 
river; but the rain compelled them to hold 
over until to-day. The river here continues 
to fall slowly, but surely. Rates ot Ireight 
remain unchanged. The upper rivers are 
rising. Dispatches from Louisville announce 
the Ohio river as swelling rapiijly. At 
Vicksburg the river is receding; at Mem­
phis ditto; at St. Louis it is rising, with 
warm, sultry weather prevailing.

Mr. William Marsh and Captain J. A.
