Eilghth Distriet Court—Judge Dibble De-
cides the Controversy About the Tssu.
suance of the Chattanocoga Railroad
Bonds—Impertant Decision Relative to
Land Titles, elc.

* In the case of C. H. Slocomb, et als vs

James Graham, Auditor, et als, praying for

an injunction to prevent the issuance of

bonds to the amount of $750,000 to the New

Orleans, Mobile and Texas Railroad Com-

pany, the preliminary injunction, for reasons

orally nssigued, wus refused by Judge Dib-
ble. “He said in bis decision that plaintifis
allege that the act of the Legislature appro-
rinting the $3,000,000 is unconstitutional,

}ur the following reasons:

1. Because the issuance of the bonds is an
increase of the State debt beyond its limita-
tion.

2. The act should be held unconstitu-
tional, becuuse it is u donation for a private
purpose.

e first plea has been disposed of by
the Supreme Court in the recent decision
in the case of the Smate ex rel. Salomon &
Simpson ve. James Grabam, Auditor, in
which the appropriation ef $3,000,000 was
held to be a part of the State debt. The
judgment in that cnse was based npon the
doctrine that neither the Legisiature nor
the constitution makers can impair a con-
tract mwade by the Legisluture. The grunt
of the bonds in question was a contract en-
tered into by the State in consideration of
labor to be expended and benefits to be
resped by the State.

Therefore, the tirst objection is of no ef-
fect, us even. if the appropriation of bonds
wus in excess of the State debt, the con-
tract ¢an not be impaired by constitutional
amendment.,

As to the second olijection, that the State
in grauting the aid ¢ eded its power,
in that the appropristion was a do-
nation to a private corporation, there have
been contrury doetyines beld by the courts
of twenty-sigzht different tes,

The notion that the States have no power
to grant such aid proceeds upon the idea
that a railroad company is a private corpo-
ration: that the appropiation of aid neces-
situting taxation 1s for private wlvautage.
But a railroad company is not a private cor-
poration. The fact that railrosd charters
authorize expropriation of the private lands
of eitizens for the construction of the road
is based upon the fact that such expro-
printion is for a public purpose, The Leg-
islature has no power to authorize expro-
priation for private purposes, o

There is no limitation upon the power of
the Legislature to levy a tax for public pur-
pokes, and a railroad company is u corpora-
tion erected for a public purpose, & zrant
for their mid implies & tax for public advant
tuge,

For these and other reasons, orally as
signed, the preliminary injunction was re-
fused,

Judge Dibble hus decided the case of
Thomus C. Payun vs. Hugl J. Campbeil,
Register of the State Laud Office.

e fucts of the case are these: Some
months ago the relator applied for a writ of
mandamus to compel the register to issue
Lis warrant upon the Auditor for 21302 70,
representing this: In November, 1861, he
purchased certain swamp lands from the
State; the State seceding shortly afl
his title was granted to him by the oilice
of the State under the Confederate gover
ment.

In 1865 the Governor instructed the regis-
ter to consider all sales of lands mude nuder
the above circumstunces null and void, and
in default of repayment by the original pur-
chuser, to rescll the same. The relator had
put important improvements upon his prop-
erty, and to not lose the same he muile the
second payment. He now seeks to recover
the sum of the lust payment.

The et of the Legislature of 1871, section
12, confirms the title of lund issued sub-
sequently to secession.
