Local Intelligence.
I mprovements in the Customhouse.— 

Tue improvements in the Customhouse are 
going ou steadily. The ceilings of the 
basement stories, wherever corroded by 
rains and damp, are undergoing repairs, and 
the interior is occupied by scaffolding and 
the usual accompaniments to works of this 
kind The roof having been thoroughly 
covered, oue great cause of decay in the 
brickwork is thereby removed, since there 
is no leakage in the new order of things. 
The rotunda resembles nothing at present 
so much as an old ruin, but will soon put 
on a new face.

The old passage way to the federal courts 
and offices has now been appropriated by 
the postoffice, and is used for the daily dis" 
tribution of exchanges. The rooms ad­
joining on the north side are both intended 
for the same department, and workmen are 
busy reconstructing the whole ceilings. 
The slabs designed for the completion are 
prepared and fitted into their positions 
surely and steadily, and ere long the whole 
will be ready for use. The old floors of the 
former Marshal’s store rooms are all taken 
up with the object of replacing them with 
newer material.

Charge of Murder.—The following per­
sons. accused of murder in the parish of St. 
James, arrived here yesterday in the cus­
tody of Sheriff Gourdain: James Parker and 
John Williams. They are charged with the 
murder of Mr. Menteith on the tenth of 
May last. The prisoners were taken by the 
sheriff and two officers of the harbor police 
to the Parish Prison until called lor by the 
authorities of the parish where the offense 
was committed.

All Sorts.—Amelia Bonds, a colored 
girl eight years old, was drowned at the 
draining machine on Canal avenue, in Car­
rollton, of which fact the coroner was noti­
fied.

While turning the wheel of the Galvez 
street bridge, a boy fifteen years old, by 
the name of George Crowne, was struck in 
the head by the crank and badly hurt.

The little son of P. Maloney, corner of 
Howard and Lafayette streets, aged two 
years and six months, was, it is supposed, 
stolen yesterday evening by a colored man.

A problem—Who took the earth from the 
banks of the New canal !

William Smith, Bill Eck, George Smith 
and Bill Smith, alias Kaiser, were charged 
with robbery by Peter Holtin, and also 
with breaking the peace of Bienville street. 
The two Smiths were transferred by Re­
corder Staes to Recorder Houghton.

It appears that Justice of the Peace Evans 
had sent John Crease, the man who recently 
mysteriously disappeared, to the Parish 
Prison for false imprisonment, and the men 
who followed him up handed him over to 
the constable.

Mrs. Lorie was thrown from the vegetable 
wagon which she was driving yesterday, 
near the Ninth Street Market, and severely 
injured.

Several eases in the Criminal Court were 
yesterday continued, because the witnesses 
were unable to get up on account of the 
overflow.

The firemen having made the offer to 
pump out the water from the submerged 
quarter, a vote of thanks was tendered, 
with the assurance on the part of the Mayor 
that as soon as it was settled such sert ice 
could be of any benefit, their offer would 
he accepted.

According to the opinion of Mr. A aa 
Sloaten. of the gas works, there is no dangei 
of the tires being put out by the seepage 
water. The extinction of all the gas lights 
in the citv, if even for a few days, would he 
the greatest of calamities.

The water in the New canal is certainly 
falling, if that is any comtort.

Two prisoners of the W orkhouse, Mary 
Riffet and Mary Jane Brooks, were released 
by writ from Judge Cooley’s Court.

The fire yesterday morning broke out in 
the upper part of a two-story frame house, 
corner of Hampton and Short streets, in 
Carrollton, owned and occupied by Robert 
Davenport. The house was considerably 
damaged.

St. Mary's College is now passing through 
the annual examination. Yesterday was 
the second day, and an interesting pro­
gramme was finished.

James Williams, a laborer on the steamer 
Ouachita Belle, broke his right arm by a 
hogshead of tobacco rolling over it.

most needed.

Vi e are pleased to leurn that Mr. Felix 
Pope has been appointed by Administrator 
Cockrem Superintendent of Streets for the 
bourth Ward. No one more capable or 
energetie could have been selected for that 
responsible position.

A false alarm of tire was sounded last 
night at a quarter past twelve o'clock, from 
the box corner of Henderson and Levee 
streets; and though the engines were 
promptly on the spot, there was no oc­
casion for their services.

Statement of Mr. D. F. K enner — 
At the request of the writer we publish 
the following card:

On my return to the city I was some­
what surprised to read in tile newspapers 
a published copy of a communication to 
my address, emanating from the Depart­
ment of Improvements of this city, dated 
August 20. 1870. The purport of this com­
munication was to call attention to the fact 
that certain levees required to be raised 
and strengthened.

Had my answer to this communication 
been also published, and the facts incident 
thereto explained, public opinion would 
probably have been more enlightened than 
it is on this subject.

Immediately on receipt of the communi­
cation of August 20, the necessary meas­
ures were adopted to strengthen the levees. 
In my answer, dated August 25, 1870,
written only five days after the receipt of 
that of the twentieth, I informed the Ad­
ministrator of Improvements what I had 
done, and took occasion to say in reply 
that these levees had always been under 
the control of the city authorities, and that 
I would facilitate the city authorities in any 
measures they might consider it necessary 
to adopt to strengthen these levees.

To correct another erroneous impression 
in connection with this matter I desire to 
state that not one spadeful of earth has 
been removed from the levee on the New 
canal, between the Metairie Ridge and the 
city, by the authority or consent of the 
lessee of the New canal, or any one in his 
employment On the contrary, tne most 
positive and repeated orders have been 
given to the person in charge of the work 
for deepening the canal to report to the po­
lice any one seen removing earth from the 
levee. Three or four times last summer re­
ports were made to the police that individ­
uals were pilfering earth from the levee, 
and thev were compelled to desist from so 
doing, fn deepening the canal, the mud lrom 
the bottom was thrown by the dredgeboat 
over the levee irto the street. The mud 
thus thrown into the street was allowed to 
be removed—particularly when complniued 
of by the adjoining proprietors aa a nui­
sance: but in every such case the earth to 
be removed was carefully staked oft and a 
person in my employment was directed to 
attend and see that no earth wa.s removed 
from the levee under the plea that it was 
being removed from the street.

The cause of the weakness in the levee at 
Hagan avenue arose, in my opinion, from 
the fact that a tailrace was dug (without 
consultation with, or the consent of the 
lessee} from the Hagan avenue canal through 
the levee to the New Canal, by Mr. Surgi. 
then City Surveyor, for the purpose of 
placing in the tailrace a sluice gate.

Mr. Surgi's theory was that a current of 
water sufficiently strong could be passed 
through the sluice to wash out Hagan 
avenue c-anai to the draining machine at 
the other end of it. Where this jtailraee 
was dug has always been the weakest point 
in the levee. I am told by an eye witness, 
who was standing on the levee when the 
break occurred, that it broke at or near this 
tail race, through a hole at the bottom of 
the levee.

The levees on the Npw and Old canals 
were originally built by the city, and have 
always been under its control.

I would request the enlightened press ot 
this city, while discussing this question ot 
the overflow, to direct their attentiiw to 
the following inquiries:

Was not the railroad running between 
the cemeteries and the Bayou St. John under 
water in several places on Friday morning, 
nearly twenty-four hours before the break 
at Hagan avenue occurred ! Was not the 
water as far up as Broad street on Friday ! 
And whence did the water which over­
flowed this railroad come ! Did it come up 
the Bayou Metairie ? or up the canals 
through the City Park to the Orleans street 
tailrace ’ or through breaks and gaps in 
the levees on the Bavou St. John and on 
the Old canal ? or did it come generally 
from all of them !

W as not the water still flowing rapidly 
into the rear of the city through the Or­
leans street tailrace as late as Monday, 
when the water ?n the overflowed district 
was at, its highest point, and the break at 
Hagan avenue closed f

I think that a correct answer to these in­
quiries will show that the water in the lake, 
from its excessive height, entered the city 
in many places deemed heretofore perfectly 
safe. For many successive days a strong 
southeast wind had prevented the escape ot 
the water thrown into the lake by the Bon­
net Carre crevasse: and a similar combina­
tion of unfortunate causes will again entail 
disaster on the citv, until a complete sys­
tem ot protection levees has been perfected 
under the control of the city authorities.

Secretary Boutwell's report for the month

The Vidalia H erald  of the second instant 
says:

The crop prospect throughout this Parl̂  
are very discouraging. The recent neavj 
rains together with the cool nights, have 
had their usual bad effects; and the stand 
of cotton, which was so favorable at the be­
ginning ot the season is now worse than it 
Eas been known for years, and together 
with the grass, make things look gloomy 
for a good crop this year. Should the fine 
weather continue, however, that we are at 
present having, the planters may be happily 
disappointed in their calculations of short 
crops.

The boys of Pelican Fire Company No. I 
of Algiers are proud of their new engine> 
and appear determined that its efficiency 
shall be shown to the utmost whenever 
that rare occurrence (a tire) takes place in 
Algiers: for they take every opportunity to 
practice the machine, and to place them­
selves on terms of the utmost intimacy 
with it.

VVe have been furnished by our thorough­
going friend, Thomas H. Jones, Chief En­
gineer of the Algiers Fire Department, with 
the following description of the engine:

It was built by William Jeffers, at Paw­
tucket, Rhode Island. It is the kind known 
as a third class double pump engine, with 
two steam cylinders six and a half inch 
in diameter and seven and a half inch 
stroke, with valves of J. G. Willholland’s 
patent (L869). The valves are covered with 
Princes' metal, as is also a globe throttle 
valve. The four oil cups, two to the valves 
and two to the cylinders, are each sur 
mounted with small statuettes of firemen.

The engine has two double acting pumps 
three and seven-eighth inches in diameter 
and seven and a half inch stroke, which re­
ceives the water both from back and front 
of the engine through suction pumps four 
inches in diameter. There are also two 
small force pumps to feed the boiler, inde­
pendent of the main stroke, each of these 
pumps being one inch in diameter and seven 
and a half inch stroke, with two relief valves 
to the main pump, so as to work inde­
pendently of each other if necessary. There 
are also* two discharge openings on the 
main pump, for the purpose of examining 
valves and attaching hose if necessary. 
Beside this there are two discharge 
openings from the front of the engine, 
with tlie necessary cut off gates, the 
handles being silver plated. There is 
also a fancy brass water tank on 
the front of the engine, on top of which is 
the driver’s seat. The air chamber is pol­
ished copper, with brass connections, sur­
mounted with a handsome silver plated 
signal lamp, the front glass blue, with the 
motto of the company cut thereon, “ready 
relief,” and a star in the centre; the side 
glasses red, with the name and number cut 
t hereon. "Pelican 1,” the rear glass being 
white, so as to throw the light on the 
machinery when working at night. On the 
top of the lamp is a pelican feeding her 
young, emblematic of the State. On each 
side of the air chamber are two brass dis­
charging pipes, with IMj and 1 *4 inch, also 
two spare nozzles, 7-fc inch, and two brass oil 
cans.

The whole machinery rests on two side 
rails independent from the boiler, giving 
ample room to work the engine. The 
pumps are braced together with six steel 
upright columns, twenty-six inches long and 
fastened to two iron bedplates.

She has an upright boiler, made of the 
best material, thirty-nine and one-half 
inches long, with 262 copper tubes one and 
one-eighth inch in diameter, and stands sev­
enteen inches from the ground. On top of 
the boiler is a steam drum, twelve inches 
high. Under the boiler is a half inch pipe 
to heat the water as it is received from the 
feed pumps previous to its being forced 
into the boiler, with a globe valve on the 
end to prevent sand remaining in the coil 
or choking it.

The outside of the boiler is covered with 
wood one inch thick and cased with Princes' 
metal, with the latest improved safety valve 
and the latest improved exhaust valve, by 
which the engine ean be run independent of 
the throttle valve, with two steam gauges 
and a water pressure gauge, silver plated. 
Also, a foam or surface gauge and a tool 
box for the engineer. The dome or chim­
ney being also eased with Princes’ metal.

1’here are three silver plates screwed on 
the boiler. Ou one is engraved in large 
letters “Pelican 1.’’ This plate is over the 
furnace door. The other two plates are 
in the shape of a shield. On one is en-
fraved "William Jeffers. Pawtucket, Rhode 
sland. No. 197: J. T. Condon, agent. New 

Orleans.” On the other side is engraved 
“Building Committee—Thomas H. Joues, 
chairman: W. H. Martin. J. Heyer, J. Lar- 
rieu, F. M. Wish. W. Meehan. A. F. Fox.' 
There are also hanging to the boiler two 
handsome nickel silver hand lamps. The 
engine and boiler rests on three steel 
ell lptie springs—one in front and one on 
each side—three feet one and one-half 
inches long and three inches wide, with ten 
leaves in each, with levers, so that when in 
service the engine can be lifted off the 
springs.

Attached to the rear of the engine is a 
coal bunker capable ot carrying fuel for 
lour hours' service. The suction hose is 
four inches in diameter, and twenty-one 
feet six inches long, and can he attached to 
the front or rear of the engine with a swivel, 
so as to use it in any desirable position. The 
front wheels are four feet ten inches in 
diameter, with three inch tire, and two and 
one-fourth inch felloes, with metal hubs and 
brass caps. The hind wheels are the same, 
except in diameter—they being five feet 
three inches—all Handsomely painted and 
striped. There is a polished steel parade 
tongue, when the engine is drawn by hand ; 
also a pole with the necessary chains, etc., 
for two horses.

In case any of the valves of the feed 
pumps get out of order at a tire, there is 
placed next to the boiler and between the 
check valves a stop cock, so that the valve 
out of order can be readily removed and re­
placed without disabling the engine or 
causing the engineer to blow the water out 
of the boiler, or in any way crippling the 
engine while in service.

In all, she is one of the most improved 
steam tire engines ever built in the United 
States, and has done better throwing than 
any engine of her dimensions on record. 
Many of the improvements on this engine 
were* made at the suggestion of the agent in 
this city, Mr. J. T. Condon, and the success 
which attended the trial of this engine is 
due to him. The engine works steadier 
than any other we have ever seen. A glass 
of water was placed ou top of one ot the 
hind wheels, and with 120 pounds steauf. 
threw a distance of 235 feet, through 100 
feet of hose and 1V* inch nozzle. Nothing 
touched the glass, and it remained on the 
wheel until after the engine was stopped, 
this being the best proof of bersteady work­
ing. She will keep up eighty to one hun­
dred pounds steam steady at a fire with 
only three inches of coal in the furnace, 
ami is less apt to burst the hose.

The builder claims to show less pres 
sure on the hose, and to throw fur­
ther with less steam than any 
other engine built. All the necessary 
wrenches to use around the engine, an extra 
set of valves and springs and two sets of 
link blocks are furnished by the builder, 
and the total cost of the engine at the 
manufactory in Pawtucket, Rhode Island, 
is $4600. The freight and insurance to this 
city was $171 25 by steamer via New York. 
The cost of a second class engine, same 
style aud build,is $4850, and the freight and 
insurance will be about $200.

We are not prepared to state anything 
about the durability of these engines in 
this city as this is the first one here, and if 
it proves as the builders say it will, equal 
to any in this citv, we will expect to see 
more of them in tliis department.

The New York World sa-vs of the Demo­
cratic candidate for Governor of Ohio:

General George W. McCook, one of the 
famous “lighting McCooks ” of Ohio, has re­
ceived the nomination of the Democracy 
for Governor of Ohio. He has long been 
known in connection with the party in the 
Buckeye State, and in the National Demo­
cratic Convention of late years has invaria­
bly headed the Ohio delegation. He was 
born in East Ohio ana educated at Steuben­
ville, where he distinguished himself among 
his fellow-students. Admitted to the bar at 
an early age, he speedily gained considera­
tion as *a lawyer. but he was called from 
practice by the breaking out of the Mexi­
can war. McCook went to Mexico as a sub­
altern and came back as lieutenant-colonel 
of his regiment. He covered himself with 
distinction during the war, as also did his 
three brothers, oue of whom was killed in 
the late civil war. The young soldier re­
sumed his profession in Ĵefferson county. 
Ohio, and a few years later was appointed 
attorney-general for the State. This, we 
believe* is the only office he has held. He 
is one of the ablest lawyers in the West, 
and a powerful stump speaker: and, with 
the exception perhaps of Mr. Pendleton, is 
the most popular Democratic statesman of 
Ohio.

3. A third prize of Twenty-five Dollars for the 
third best c ollection.

Each collection is to be accompanied by a des­
criptive essay of the insects exhibited, and must be 
subscribed with the name of the competitor.
