More Amsistnnpt Revenue Assessors Go
Out.

The Commissioner of Internal Revenue
has addressed a letter to assessors, calling
their attention to the necessity of farther
reducing the force of assistant assexsors.
The maximum number was, st the time
Congress repealed certain taxes, 2400, and
on the first of January last the forces bad
been reduced to 1800, As the business of
this class of officers has been materially de-
creased by the abolition of special taxes,
the force will be further reduced to 1400 by
the close of the present month, which also
ends the fiscal year. The revenne hereafter
will be mainly derived from the tax on
#pirits, tobacco, malt liquors, cigars and
proprietary ps, and the issioner
directs that assistant assessors shall exer-
cise a surveillance over all goods placed
upon the market, and see that the require-
mwents of the law are fully carried out,
