T w o Bakeries Consumed.—The alarm 
last night near twelve o’clock was oe' 
casioned by the breaking out of fire in the 
bakehouse owned and occupied by Mag- 
giore. on Liberty, between Josephine aud 
St. Andrew streets.

The 
house went off like tinder, and before the 
alarm was sounded was too far gone to he 
saved.

Co.'s drain pump, is putting up two pmnps 
on Hagan avenue which will throw 500.000 
gallous per hour, and will be ready to-mor­
row morning. Mr. Sanger only asks to be 
reimbursed tor actual expenditures.

The break at the Bayou St. John bridge 
was closed on Thursday night, and the 
levees all around are now believed to be per­
fectly secu r e . ________

The school teachers of New Orleans will 

find Mr. Chadwick ready for them to-day 
with funds to give them a month s pay. e 
learn from Mr. Carter, City Superintendent, 
that the male teachers were paid yesterday, 
while the ladies are invited to call at the 
office of the Administrator of Finance this 
morning at eight o'clock.

We believe the prospect is bright for the 
future. Mr. Conway, the State Superin­
tendent. has yet some tunds on hand, and 
the city will probably appropriate $135,000, 
which, with the aid expected from the State 
treasury, will carry the school* through va­
cation at least.

The Fete for St. M ark’s Church.
The managers ol this fete generously de­

voted the receipts of Thursday night to the 
relief fund of the sufferers by the overflow. 
Unfortunately, however, the dark and 
threatening clouds prevented many people 
from attending. But the few geutlemen who 
were present acted with some degree of 
liberality, and the net receipts footed up 
one hundred dollars. This was very well 
for the number of people who went to Car­
rollton, but there should have been a t least 
five thousand men to respond to the call for 
assistance.

The fete will be resumed to-night for the 
use of the church, when all the fair attend­
ants of the stands aud tables will be on 
hand with their attractive offerings. We 
notice that the dancing exercises at­
tract the attention of the young folks, 
aud the limited space set apart for 
the purpose is pretty well filled on each 
occasion. It would he, in our judgment, 
wise to raise the tariff slightly, and thus 
turn the terpsicliorean propensities of the 
young gents to a profitable account.

The ladies in charge of the fete are en­
titled to great credit for the patience they 
have displayed in the discharge of their 
fatiguing duties, especially so in the case of 
Mrs. J . W. Hillman, Mrs. E. T. Fellows, 
Mrs. Frye aud her two daughters. Mrs. 
Morrison, Mrs. Hodges, Miss Lizzie Hickok, 
Miss Sophie Foulke and a dozen or so more 
of the lady members of the church.

The Overflowed District.
One ot the attaches of the R epublican 

visited the relief station on Common street, 
opposite the stables of the Canal and Clai­
borne Street Railroad Company, yesterday, 
on the invitation of Colonel C. W. Lowell. 
The intention was to go out in Colonel 
Lowell's boat, which has a large carrying 
capacity aud small draft of water, with 
which he has been liberally supplying 
his Third Ward constituents in bread aud 
meat for the last three or four days.

The police had. however, taken possession 
of the boat, and we were conveyed ia a po­
lice vehicle that made the trip safely 
through the water from opposite the Clai. 
borne market. George F. Brott, Esq., also 
made oue of the party, humorously insist­
ing that the Ship Island Canal would have 
prevented this "waste of waters.”

Arriving at the relief depot we found 
there, hard at work, Administrators Bou- 
zauo and Lewis, while Administrator De- 
lassize was there, giving counsel and advice, 
and Recorder Houghton lent to the humane 
work the services of his presence. Colonel 
Roy, Superintendent of Streets, was at the 
relief depot, working vigorously and un. 
ceasingly in facilitating the distribution of 
supplies to the overfloWd sufferers.

Twenty police boats were supplying pro­
visions to about twelve hundred families, 
and to each boat was assigned a particular 
district, so that the work was thoroughly 
organized.

The evaporation of tbe water, the grad­
ual absorption of it by the ground and the 
pumping out by the steam eugines yester­
day has reduced the volume of the flood 
about fourteen inches, measuring by the 
water mark or stain on the buildings we 
passed. As all the privies are washed out, 
and there is decomposed animal and vege­
table matter out there, the odor was un­
mistakably offensive.

The overflowed district is by no means 
abandoned, and the occupants of houses 
along our route seemed neither to he dis­
couraged or uuhappy under their discom­
forts. Many of the occupants use impro­
vised rafts for boats, others employ private 
boats, while most are visited by the police 
boats.

The heavy rains yesterday afternoon and 
last night very slightly increased the water 
in the rear of the city.

In the execution of a deed by a man and 
wife, the wife was taken aside before the 
acknowledgment was made, by a commis­
sioner, who, in the usual form, asked, “Do 
you execute this deed freely, and without 
any fear or compulsion of your husband 
"Fear of my husband,” exclaimed the wife:

2. A second prize of Fifty Dollars for the second 
best collection; and

3. A third prize of Twenty-live Dollars for the 
third best collection.

Each collection is to be accompanied by a des­
criptive essay of the insects exhibited, and must be 
subscribed with the name of the competitor.

The collections and essays to be sent to tbe Re­
cording Secretary of the Academy, on or before the 
first day of June. A. D. 1372. to be transmitted by 
him to the Chairman of the Prize Committee, which 
shall consist of five fellows, all of whom shall be 
immediately appointed by the President.

The Academy shall be entitled to take from any 
of tbe collections and essays sent in, whether sue
cessful or not. any portion thereaf it may choose,at 
a price to be fixed by the Prize Committee.

The Prize Committee shall have power to decline 
awarding any prizes, should tlie collections seem not 
worthy.

AN ACT to release the damages fot the non-pay­

ment of taxes due previous to the year 1869, 
and to authorize warrants t .) he received in 
payment thereof.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate aud House 
of Representatives of the State of Louisiana in 
general assembly convened, That all the damages 
awarded by any law for the non-payment of any 
taxes and licenses due to the State previous to the 
year eighteen hundred and sixty-nine be, and are 
hereby remitted aud released; provided, said taxes 
and licenses shall be fully paid by the thirty-first 
day of December, 1871; otherwise the damages to 
stand uuremitted. ami to remain in full force.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That all the 
taxes and licenses referred to iu the first sectiou 
of this act, including taxes assessed for any of the 
special funds, shall, when collected, lie credited to 
the general fund, and may be paid in warrants of 
the Auditor of Public Accounts ou the State Treas­
urer.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That the col­
lectors of State taxes shall publish this act in the 
official journal iu each parish thirty days before 
they commence collecting.

Site. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That thi3 act 
shall take effect from and after its passage.
