Security of Life on Vessels.
The Secretary of the Treasury has di­

rected that circulars embodying the follow­
ing section of the act to provide lor the bet­
ter security of life on board of vessels 
should be immediately sent to all customs 
revenue officers where the provisions of the 
law are to be enforced: “It shall be the 
duty of all collectors or other chief officers 
of the customs to require all sailing ves­
sels to be furnished with proper signal 
lights as provided for by the act of April 
28, 1864, entitled an act fixing certain rules 
and regulations for preventing collisions on 
the water, and every such vessel shall, on 
the approach of any steamer during the 
night, show a lighted torch upon that point 
or quarter to which such steamer shall be 
approaching, and every such vessel that 
shall be navigated without complying with 
the terms of the said act of Aprif 29,1804, 
and the provisions of this section, shall for­
feit and pay the sum of two hundred dol­
lars, one-half to go to the informer, and for 
which sum the vessel so navigated shall be 
liable, and may be seized and proceeded 
against by way of libel in any district court 
of the United States having'jurisdiction of 
tbe offense.
