Sec. 2. That the sum of five hundred 
thousand dollars be. and berebv is. appro­
priated, out of any moneys in the treasury 
not otherwise appropriated,’ for the con­
struction, under the direction of the Secre­
tary of State, on the southerly portion of 
the premises now occupied by the War and 
Navy Departments, a building which will 
forni the south wing of a building that, 
when completed, will be similar in the 
ground (dan and dimensions to the Treas­
ury building, aud provide accommodations 
for the State, War and Navy Depart­
ments: the building to be of such
kind of stone as may be hereafter deter­
mined by the concurrent decision of the 
Committees of Public Buildings aud 
Grounds ot the Senate and House of Repre­
sentatives; three stories in iieight, with 
basement and attic, and of fire-proof con­
struction; the plans to be approved by the 
Secretary of State, the Secretary of War, 
afld the Secretary of the Navy, before any 
money is expended under the provisions of 
this act.

Sec. 3. That from and after the first day 
of July, eighteen hundred and seventy-one, 
the annual salary of the Chief Justice of the 
Supreme Court of the United States shall 
be eight thousand five hundred dollars, and 
the annual salary of each of the associate 
justices ot the Supreme Court shall be eight 
thousand dollars, and of each circuit judge 
six thousand dollars: and {all provisions of 
law providing for additional compensation 
or allowance to any judge for traveling ex­
penses are hereby* repealed. And it shall 
be the duty "of the circuit judge 
in each judicial circuit, whenever in 
liis judgment the public interest shall 
so requre, to designate and appoint, in the 
manner and with all the powers provided 
in an act to piovide for bolding the courts 
of the United States, in ease of the sick­
ness or other disability of the judges of the 
district courts, approved July twenty-nine, 
eighteen' hundred and fifty, the district 
judge of any judicial district within his 
circuit to hol'd a district or circuit court iD 
the (dace or aid of any other district judge 
within the same circuit; and it shall be the 
duty of such district judge as shall he tor 
that purpose designated and appointed to 
hold the district or circuit court as afore­
said without any other compensation than 
his regular salary as established by law.

Sec. 4. That the salaries provided for in 
the foregoing section of this act shall be 
payable in quarterly installments on the first 
days of April, July, October and January 
of "each year, and an amount sufficient to 
l>ay the same is hereby appropriated out of 
any money in the treasury not otherwise 
appropriated.

AN ACT to. amend an act entitled “An act 
to require the holding of additional dis­
trict and circuit courts of the United 
States in the district of Indiana, and for 
other purposes,”’ approved June thirty, 
eighteen hundred and seventy, and for 
other purposes.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House 

of Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled, That sec­
tion seven of the act aforesaid be, and the 
same is hereby, amended by adding thereto 
the following additional proviso: And pro­
vided further, That a deputy clerk tor each 
of said additional courts shall be appointed 
in the manner aforesaid as soon as practi­
cable after the passage of this act. and that 
such deputy clerks for the additional courts 
to be held at New Albany shall reside and 
keep an office at said ci'tv, and that such 
deputy clerks for the additional courts to 
be held at Evansville shall reside and keep 
an office at said city, and that they shall 
respectively keep at said places full records 
of all actions and proceedings in said addi­
tional courts respectively, and shall have 
the same power to issue all process from 
said additional courts that is now enjoyed 
by the clerks of other district and circuit 
courts of the United States in like eases.

Sec. 2. That all actions over which said 
district and circuit courts have jurisdiction 
respectively under existing laws may be in­
stituted in "said additional districts and cir­
cuit courts respectively in the first instance 
by filing the proper pleadings or other papers 
in the office of the deputy clerks performing 
the duties of clerks of said courts respec­
tively, and that all proper and lawful pro­
cess shall issue therefrom in the same man­
ner as from other district or circuit courts 
of the United States in like actions, eases 
or proceedings.
