A Trip From  New Orleans to Cuba.

Editor Republican :
On a determination to take a trip to ( uba 

various reasons conspired to suggest tbe 
propriety of taking the longest route, such 
as a desire to visit tbe ports on the coast of 
Florida; to remain as long as possible on 
tbe bracing and health invigorating sea, 
and that, too, along the shoal waters where 
violent storms and rough and tempestuous 
billaws are less frequent than by the direct 
route, and where, in consequence, we could 
hope for immunity from the horrors of sea 
sickness, and where, also, in case of an un­
usual storm, we could, if necessary, find, in 
a short time, a safe harbor.

To seenre these manifold advantages we 
took passage in the good ship Florida, run­
ning in the interest of the New Orleans, 
Florida and Havana Steamship Company.

Our ship is not a large one, but we have 
the advantage of having our cabin berths 
on deck, where we shall not suffer from 
confined and vitiated air, even should tlie 
weather prove unpropitious, and we have, 
moreover, in the commander, Captain Janies 
McBaker. in tlie purser. Mr. Evans, and in 
all the officers and seamen a set of tlie most 
agreeable and obliging gentlemen we ever 
encountered on a voyage. It did not take 
two hours to make this discovery, and all 
who have traveled by sea know how much 
such a discovery tends to brighten the 
prospects of the voyage.

Everything on board being settled to our 
entire satisfaction, we made the deck a 
post of observation, and as we intended to 
give the particulars of the whole trip, we 
do not propose to jump over seven hundred 
or one thousand miles before we begin, and 
thus neglect our own end of the route, with 
its world renowned liver, picturesque 
scenery and so many evidences ot thrift and 
enterprise. The season is desirable, weather 
pleasant, and starting, as we do, in the 
morning watch, everything conspires to in­
vite us to a feast of the soul, through the 
organs of vision and sense of smell.

How green are the fields, rich the foliage 
of the trees, beautiful the flowers that 
twine in the hedge rows or climb about the 
varied specimens of rural architecture, 
deck the grassy hanks of the river, or nod 
and bend before the breeze that softly 
trembles amid tbe beauties of the lawn, 
bringing thence to the very middle of the 
river the grateful perfumes of a hundred 
floral gems, and throwing them into our 
face as the oriental damsel would scatter 
perfume upon the person of a favorite 
suitor. How grand the distant forests that 
form a background to nearly all the planta­
tions that lie along our track The old 
monarehs of the woods that stood but a few 
weeks ago with naught but drooping fes­
toons of moss to deck tlieir brow like som­
bre emblems of the tomb, now burst forth 
in spring attire, and present tbe appearance 
of youth emerging from the hoary head of 
age. or virgin life springing from amid the j 
ruins of death. What wealth of fertility 
waves over those fields of cane. What re­
ward of rural industry hangs in the pro­
ductive bounties of those gardens, and 
what a promise of luxury hangs upon every 
limb of those fertile fruit trees, and how 
numerous arc the sweet songsters of the 
South that came forth to greet us with their 
matchless warhlings ! What new emotions 
stir the soul as we are now invited by gen­
tle lips to “listen to the mocking bird."

Verily it is pleasant to leave for awhile 
the confined city and to fill the lungs with 
the breath of heaven while the soul sits 
drinking in the manifold beauties of nature 
and taking anew the wings of faith to enter 
the poi tals of heaven and lay the heartfelt 
gratitude for such ecstatic enjoyment at 
the feet of nature's God. The very bosom 
of our noble river heaves with a throbbing 
pleasure and parts its liquid waves to af­
ford us a smooth and uninterrupted pas­
sage.

Thus eDjoying and reflecting, we spent the 
first few hours of our trip to Cuba, until 
awakened from our reverie and enjoyment 
of the ever-changing panorama by finding 
ourselves between the two formidable forts, 
Jackson and St. Philip. We now think for 
a moment of cruel, stern and desolating 
war. Cold, black iron and rifled steel sug­
gest thoughts of blacker deeds, colder hearts 
and rifled affections; hut happily we are 
still onward, and so speedliy leave the eruel 
god of war to gloat over his carnage or 
revel amid thoughts of his victories, while 
the banks of our noble Mississippi became 
to us an emblem of the history of our coun­
try, with its long, long seasons of peace, 
love and prosperity and only here and there 
a speck of war.

In passing we could but give a moment’s 
thought to the subject of a short and easy 
way to the sea, which a ship canal at this 
place would secure, and which must come 
in course of time; hut more of this in future. 
We are still onward and soon pass the last 
fertile field, and have little to attract atten­
tion but wild cane brake and marshy fen. 
Evening approaches, and with it we ap­
proach the gulf of Mexico. We are now on 
the bar, in Pass-a-l’Outre. Carefully we 
steer; the plumb and line are frequently 
thrown out and the seaman calls aloud for 
Mark Twain. Now come the numerous 
flocks of sea gulls with their graceful flight 
and unmusical croak. There stalk the white 
crane, and yonder fly or fish, the emblem of 
our State, the large pouched pelican; and 
now “ what is this that steals upon my 
frame I ” It is said there is but one step 
from the sublime to the ridiculous. That 
step must be across the bar of the Missis­
sippi. But one or two 6hort hours ago we 
were fairly reveling amid the sublime scenes 
of nature and drinking the very cream of 
mental nectar. Alas, how changed ! Now 
tlie head grows giddy and the eye confused; 
the diaphragm contracts an dthrobs; bedlam 
has broken loose in the alimentary canal: 
the limbs tremble and refuse to obey the 
volition of the mind; perspiration pours out 
from a million of pores; the blood in the 
capillaries ebbs and flows with unwonted 
rapidity; ten thousand devils dance in glee 
in the gastric region, each with a slow cut­
ting instrument and miniature stomach 
pump, bent on an exploring expedition after 
our dinner. Bright visions have vanished; 
poetry looks ridiculous; romance has lost 
its charms, flowers their perfume, and birds 
their songs.

We can not admire a landscape now, and 
would not dine with Governor Warmoth, 
Queen Victoria, Bismarck, or any other 
man. The fact is, the motion of this vessel 
has changed the aspect of everything. 
Newspaper articles have no claim on us. 
Wre can not stand it, or sit under it, any 
longer. We have lost our dignity. So, 
good night, and let us hope for better things 
on the morrow. This much for our first 
day’s trip toward Cuba. WORRAEL.

L E TTE R  FROM  TE X A S.

Marshall, Texas, June 9, 1871. 
E ditor Republican:

Supposing your goodly number of readers 
would appreciate and feel some interest in 
this place, the future terminus of the great 
Texas Pacific railroad, I have taken the 
liberty of soliciting room in your valuable 
colunis for this, which I ho*>e will be ac­
ceptable to yourself and entertaining to 
your readers.

The town proper is situated about one- 
half mile from the depot of the present 
Southern Pacific railroad. The first object 
seen on approaching it is the cupola of the 
courthouse, one of the finest in Eastern 
Texas. The next most conspicuous build­
ing is the Capital Hotel, J. N. Coleman 
proprietor; and a good house it is, as Mr. 
Coleman “knows how to keep a hotel,” for 
which the proprietors of hotels in Eastern 
Texas are not famous; hut this is a noble 
exception.

Visitors, after looking after their physi­
cal well being, can find ample means in the 
six churches for their spiritual well being.

Every denomination of the Christian 
brotherhood is here represented, except the 
Holy Roman Catholic Church.

In the way of manufactures we have 
three sawmills, two brick yards, two car­
riage factories, where is turned out some as 
fine work as we import from the East, one 
brewery, and it is extremely patronized, 
and there are many other minor industries 
well represented. We have here one of the 
finest nurseries iu the State, which is well 
patronized, as our planters are looking to 
the beautifying of their homes, as well as 
making provision for the necessaries of 
life. There will be a large demand for 
fruit trees this coming fall, and Messrs. 
Turner & Able, proprietors of the Harrison 
county nursery, will be able to meet it.

The population of our “burgh,” for it is 
hut such, ranges between 3500 and 4000, ac­
cording to various estimates.

Up to date there has been shipped 7000 
hales of cotton, while last year, owing to 
this having been the terminus of the rail­
road, and consequently all the cotton from 
a radius of three hundred miles came here, 
20,000 hales were shipped.

We believe that there is still some cotton 
yet to come forward, which has been kept 
on the farms, owing to the low price, and 
we opine the total amount shipped by tbe 
first of September next will reach 10.000 
hales.

We have three weekly papers here, the 
Reporter, East Texas Bulletin and the Mar­
shall Weekly, tlie two former Democratic, 
and now engaged in the bloody work of 
cutting each other’s throats, and now and 
then pitching into the Weekly, Republican, 
with their usual abusive personalities and 
blackguardism.
* One of them, the Reporter, seven by nine, 

will soon play out, as the county can not 
support three papers, and many good Dem- 
crats take the Weekly, though it be Repub­
lican, but the best of the three.

You will see hv the papers of this town 
that there have been some terrible, dastard 
ly outrages perpetrated at Hallville and 
Longview*, on the railroad west of here-

Notwithstanding the assertion of the 
East Texas Bulletin to the contrary, the 
colored citizens of both those places hunted 
the miscreants down, though they were col­
ored. and delivered them to the civil 
officers. Both were charged with attempts 
at rape on white ladies, one of which was 
successful. Both villains met with summa­
ry punishment at the hands of Judge 
Lynch by hanging.

The Bulletin says in one of these cases 
the colored citizens protected the negro at 
Hallville, but it is false, for they captured 
him and delivered him to the proper 
officers.

Washington, June 16.—The Monocacy, 
Palos and four steam launches, under com- 
maud ot Commodore Blake, were sent on 
the first of June to the river Sable, 
Corea. At a point called Difficult Passage, 
where navigation is most perilous, masked 
batteries manned by several thousand 
Coreans opened a heavy fire. A French 
vessel in advance fought gallantly. Tbe 
American vessel hearing up drove the 
enemy from the works, and the tide swept 
all the vessels past the batteries.

They then anchored and threw shells 
amoDg the retreating enemy.

The Monocacy was slightly injured by 
running on a suuken rock. The vessels re­
turning received no fire from the forts. 
Three Americans were hurt.

Pacific overtures are expected, otherwise 
the fleet will destroy the forts and take 
such other measures as the interests of civ­
ilization demand.

The Coreans are a treacherous and war­
like people who are entirely independent of 
China.

Secretary Boutwell decides that he can 
entertain an appeal from the Commissioner 
of Internal Revenue, hut neither the in­
terests of the government nor the Central 
road will he advanced by hearing an appeal 
in the case in question.

The ceremonies closed with the conferring 
of honors on tlie victorious generals; among 
them General veu Koon was made count of 
the empire, and General von Moltke field 
marshal of the imperial army.
