TO THE 3E8CUE.
The Times comes to the rescue of Mayor 

Flanders, but not without laying itself 
liable to be suspected of mercenary mo­
tives for so doing. It evidently considers 
him in danger of being badly used, in 
fact, a used-up man, and interposes its 
support to save him. Had the Times 
nobly performed a duty in doing this, 
had its greatness of soul prompted it to 
come to the rescue of injured innocence 
instead of a craving, as is justly suspected, 
to usurp, through the aid of the Mayor, 
the lawful rights of others, it might have 
elicited praise for disinterested conduct. 
But in failing to convince the public that 
the R epublican, in its efforts to correct 
wrong, has been governed by a selfish 
motive, the Times clearly establishes that 
it is “grossly and disgustingly selfish 
and egotistical” in supposing it 
can screen the Mayor or save him 
from the consequences that should 
follow official misconduct It is hard 
to believe the 7hnes has been cheaply 
bought over to the support of Mayor 
Flanders ; that the little patronage that 
has been unlawfully bestowed on it by the 
Mayor is all it expects in return for its de­
fense of him against what it is pleased to 
call the R epublican’s “ abuse and scur­
rility.” The Times knows too well the 
Mayor’s weak points. It flatters him for 
the purpose of inspiring him with a cour­
age to still further infringe on the rights 
of the R epublican, trusting, no doubt, to 
still further profit thereby.

The R epublican has deeply regretted 
the necessity for censuring the official 
conduct of the Mayor, but the fact of his 
being a Republican shall not ] revent it 
from speaking out in defense of right. 
We have deemed it right that the people 
of this city shall be protected against in­
undations, and consequently advocated 
the passage of a law authorizing an ef­
ficient system of drainage and protection 
levees. The law was passed by the Legis­
lature, and the city government clothed 
with power to enforce it. In the face of 
this law, and the great necessity for its 
immediate enforcement, the Mayor has 
steadily opposed the work, alleging as a 
reason that in his opinion it is unneces­
sary. In refusing to obey the law in this 
instance, we charged that the Mayor com­
mitted a grave offense. Is this abuse?
In the next place, the Mayor’s flagrant 
disregard of law in giving to 
the Times printing that should 
have been done by the R epublican, 
compelled us to protest against such con­
duct, and in order to enforce our lawful 
rights we were put to the expense and 
trouble of instituting a suit at law. Is it 
abuse of the Mayor to characterize his 
conduct in this instance as criminal? Is 
he so securely hedged in by power and 
patronage that it is wrong to tell him 
wherein he has been neglectful of duty? 
We think not, and we believe the popular 
voice will sustain us in our course. If 
the R epublican has had occasion to com­
plain of the Mayor’s want of respect for 
law where it conflicted with his notions of 
right, it has also had to find fault with 
his passion for law suits, when he can 
conduct them at the public expense. We 
have styled him the friend of the lawyers, 
and we have done so without meaning to 
be abusive.

In the case of Mrs. Gaines, referred to 
by the Times, we have said that the course 
taken by Mayor Flanders was ruinous and 
unjust. It is ruinous, because it is adding 
additional expense to the city without the 
prospect of reversing a jndgment that has 
been rendered in the United States Cir" 
cuit Court in this city, and it is unjust, 
because it is calculated to further injure 
a lady who has already suffered much 
from the law's delays. For over thirty 
years Mrs. Gaines has traveled through 
courts of justice in this country to prove 
herself the lawful heir of her father. She 
at last succeeded against her enemies in 
establishing, in the highest court in the 
land, her legitimacy. The United States 
Supreme Court decided that Mrs. Gaines 
is the legitimate heir of Daniel Clark, and 
entitled to his vast estate in this city. 
This gave Mrs. Gaines the right to recover 
all property that belonged to him, after 
his debts were paid. By a decision of 
Judge Bradley, Mrs. Gaines recently ob­
tained a judgment against the city of New 
Orleans for over one hundred thousand 
dollars, for the use of properly that has 
been decided to belong to her.

Lawyers have advised the Mayor to re­
sist this judgment of a United States 
judge, and the Mayor has employed them, 
at no small expense, it must be presumed, 
for lawyers of their kind do not work for 
small wages, to appeal the case to the 
United States Supreme Court. The Times 
says, in extenuation of the Mayor’s con­
duct in this case, that the gentlemen em­
ployed to attend to this case have special 
employment by the city to defend its in­
terests in all legal proceedings instituted 
by Mrs. Gaines. But does this signify 
that they are willing to do it without pay?
We think not. And if the lawyers are 
going to get the most of it by fight­
ing it iu the courts, or if it
is again decided in favor of Mrs. 
Gaines, and they are to come upon 
the city for a large fee, say twenty-five 
thousand dollars, without being able to 
show that they have saved anything to 
the city, who will be the loser? Why the 
city ; for in addition to the pay of the 
regular City Attorney and his assistants, 
the gentlemen who have advised an appeal 
in this case will have to be paid. Will 
this not be helping to eat out the sub­
stance of the city ? And in ease the deci­
sion of Judge Bradley is sustained, which 
is quite probable, the opinion of learned 
counsel to the contrary notwithstanding, 
will this not be a wanton waste of the 
public funds, and a barrassing and vexa­
tious suit to further delay justice to Mrs. 
Gaines? And who will be responsible for 
this public and private wrong but Mayor 
Flanders ? If it is abuse to tell the Mayor 
of these things, then the R epublican will 
plead guilty to all that has been said of it 
by the Times, in its attempt to bolster up 
the Mayor’s conduct But no one will de­
cide this to be abuse who respects law 
and justice. If Mayor Flanders ever be-

strictures of the Republican and avoiding 
the flattery of the Times. But he will do 
neither. He is too vain to receive good 
advice, and too weak to resist flattery.

OPENLY AVOWED TREACHERY.
If any evidence was wanting to prove 

the treachery intended by the Democracy, 
the Bulletin would be a competent witness 
in that point.

There is no beating the devil 
about the hush in this suggestion, but it 
is made iu just so many words, that an 
apparent acceptance is to be agreed upon*

to this country, the valuation of which 
was $11,111,560, and so great is now the 
demand of this article of commerce that 
the Chinese have resorted to adulteration 
of the willow leaf, which is mixed with 
the better qualities of good tea.

attention of the villages of that and other 
localities.”

How much we may have suffered by 
this species of fraud it is impossible to 
ascertain. It were better that the people

TEA CULTURE.
From the statistical reports of our coun­

try’s productions, the article of tea is now 
added, and is increasing slowly but stead­
ily. It is proved that the climate and soil 
of some of the States of this Union are 
adapted to the successful cultivation of 
thi3 very important article of national 
consumption. Successful experiments 
have been made in South Carolina, in 
Tennessee and in California, and the cli­
mate in other parts of the United States 
is w’ell adapted to the cultivation of the 
Chinese tea plant. The district of country 
in China where the tea is grown lies be­
tween the twentieth and fortieth degrees 
of north latitude. There is no impedi­
ment to the cultivation of tea in 
the United States, so far as depends 
upon adaptation of soil and cli­
mate. The only question in re­
gard to its cultivation upon a large 
scale would be, can it be made profitable? 
The advantages which have been in favor 
of the production of this article in China 
are those of labor. Now that the people 
of that country are flocking to the Pacific 
coast in such great numbers, a fair oppor 
tunity will be aflorded them to prosecute 
this business, and thus ascertain whether 
it can be made remunerative. California 
especially seems to be peculiarly adapted 
in every respect for the successful culti­
vation of the Chinese tea plant, and the 
culture has already commenced with the 
Chinese who have settled there, and with 
the most encouraging results. The prospect 
now is that there will hardly be a limit to 
the extent of the culture of this indispen­
sable article in use in every household in 
the land, so that in time the production 
may be equal to the wants of the wrhole 
nation.

In 1869 a California writer, in speaking 
of the introduction of tea plants into that 
State, says that ‘ ‘the location best adapted 
to their growth is found to be high, roll­
ing land, cold enough to have some win­
ter frost. Our foot hills are exactly suited 
to them. They are very hardy, and a 
sufficient number has been planted to give 
satisfactory evidence that they will thrive, 
and it is believed that their culture will 
eventually prove as successful here as on 
the foot hills of the snowy Himalayas of 
Northwestern India, where the plant has 
completely superseded all importations 
from China.”

Besides California, it is stated by a tea 
planter formerly of Cachar, India, that 
there is a large extent of land of this south­
ern country lying between the parallels of 
twenty-nine and thirty-five degrees north 
latitude, and embracing North and South 
Carolina, Georgia, Alabama and Missis­
sippi, which is well adapted to the culti­
vation of the tea plant. There is also 
the northern portion of this State which, 
without doubt, is equally as good as any 
of the other sections of country already 
mentioned for tea culture. An examina­
tion ot the importing of tea in the United 
States for the past eleven years shows 
that it has been rapidly increasing. In 
1868 there was 37,843,612 pounds brought

Marcli 15, 1855, entitled "An act to establish quar 
antine for the protection of the State," provides 
that the Governor of the State shall issue his proc 
tarnation upon the advice of the Board of Health, 
declaring aav place where there sha 1 be reason to 
believe a pestilent, coujagioua or infectious disease 
exists, to lie an infected place, and stating the num­
ber of days of quarantine to he performed by tbe 
vessels, their passengers, officers and crews com 
ing fiom such place or places.

Now. therefore, in pursuance of the provisions of 
the act aforesaid, tissue this, my proclamation, and 
declare the places hereafter named to be infected 
places, and that all vessels, together with officers, 
crews, passengers and cargoes arriving from such 
places, or having touched or stopped at any of them, 
Bhall be subject to a quarantine of not less than 
ten days, or for a longer period, as may be consid­
ered necessary by the Board of Health, to take 
effect from and after the FIRST DAY OF JUNE, 
1871. Any violation of the quarantine laws as here 
proclaimed will be severely punished.

Tlie places which are hereby declared infected 
as aforesaid are the following, to wit: Havana, 
Matauzas, Trinidad, tardenas. 8t. Jago, all on the 
Island of Cuba: Port Royal and Miutego Bay, on 
the Island of Jamaica: Jacmel and Port au Prince 
on the Island of San Domingo; the islands of St. 
Thomas, Martinique and Guadeloupe; Campeachy, 
in Yucatan: Belize, in Honduras: Vera Cruz, Alvar­
ado, Tampico, Maiamoras and Tux pan. in Mexico: 
San Juan, in Nicaragua: Chagres, Aspinwall and 
Parto Bello, in Central America; Maracaibo, in 
Venezuela; Lagnayra, Island of Trinidad: Rio 
Janeiro, Para Cayenne, Buenos Ayres, iu Soath 
America: and Nassau, New Providence.
