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Extinguishing National Debts.
[From the Kew Y ork C om m ercia l. 1 

Mr. Lowe has astonished the House of 
Commons by the announcement that Eng­
land is paying off her national debt more 
rapidly than is commonly believed. Since 
April, 1868.it has been reduced £10,408,728, 
leaving a total on the thirty-first of March 
last of £796,104,156, or about $3,980,000,000. 
The London Economist shows that the ac­
tual reduction is even more than this, for 
though the debt bus been increased £7,300,- 
000 since 1808, to pay lor the telegraphs, 
that outlay is counterbalanced by a pro­
perty which has already begun to yield a 
large income. The Economist justly argues 
that it is not fair to reckon a debt of this 
sort as if it was a part of the national debt, 
spent on old wars and for other purposes 
now yielding no income. Deducting this
j reductive asset, the present amount of the 
English debt remaining as a dead-weight is 
£788,804,155, or about $3,944,000,000. An
E
item of the three years’ reduction account 
is the transfer of "£5,800,000 of unclaimed 
balances ot boating casli from the courts of 
law to the treasury, all of which has been in­
vested in stock and turned into a book-debt, 
paying no interest. It is not really a reduc­
tion ol liabilities. Nevertheless the abso­
lute reduction of about dfty millions of dol­
lars in the debt within the space of three 
years, that being the real amount after 
making proper allowances and reductions, 
impels the Economist to congratulate the 
English people upou the “very satisfactory” 
result.

The American debt has been reduced 
$204,000,000 in two years—March, 1869, 
Marcb, 1871—and a further decrease of 
$21,500,000 has taken place since Mareli 
making a total redaction of $225,500,000 
within the very brief space of twenty 
seven months. Our total debt, less cash in 
the treasury, is now $2,299,134,184. These 
are Secretary Boutwell's returns in his 
June statement. He is still pushing his 
favorite scheme of reduction, and hugging 
his dual mania for wiping out the debt and 
for boarding coin—his latest report show­
ing a gold balance of nearly $90,000,000 in 
the treasury. The contrast between his in­
judicious haste and the moderate reduction 
of the English debt is singularly striking 
The imputation of England is about tin 
same as that of the United States; the 
debt of that country is $1,600,000,000 more 
than ours; England has had no recent war 
to retard her industry or to cripple her re 
sources—yet her people are very joyful 
over an expected reduction of tlieir obliga­
tions in the amount of $50,000,000 in three 
years, regarding the fact as an indication of 
careful management and growing pros­
perity. Mr. Boutweil, with an obstinate 
itersistence in carrying out his plan, per 
haps with the hope that he will be crowned 
with eternal bays as the great financier of 
his time, pays oft the principal of our 
debt at the rate of about $2,000,000 per 
week. He does not stop to consider three 
important points, but the people think of 
them, and the “future historians will note 
the folly ami vauity which have lost sight 
of them. The points are these: 1. That the 
country can not afford to bear the terrible 
imposts of taxes and tariff rates which are 
necessarily continued so long as this sense­
lessly rapid reduction is persisted in. 2. 
That four years of bloody and disastrous 
war withdrew from all the channels of in
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dustry the skilled labor and the capital 
which were formerly go abundant. 3. That 
if this generation bad not given its men 
and its means unreservedly to the work of 
conquering tlie rebellion and preserving the 
Union, its succession would have had no 
country to call their own. It was enough 
for us to save the nation. It would be only 
a fair share of responsibility lor the coming 
generation to nay the debt incurred in un­
dertaking anil successfully accomplishing 
that vital work. Mr. Houtwell desires a 
financial reputation. He is getting it—not 
precisely in the manner be desires. Let 
him take a lesson from the British chan­
cellor of the exchequer, and moderate his 
schemes accordingly. Our taxes are too 
onerous to enable the people to gratify the 
whims of the Secretary of the Treasury, 
and all our industries cry out for relief.

The Fruit Trade.
Tlie Mobile Register save:
The large crop of peaches in this section 

is giving rise to a very extensive trade 
with the cities of the Northwest. Mr. I. 
Donavan is now shipping from eighty to a 
hundred boxes of peaches dailv to Chicago, 
which sell at remunerative prices. He has 
also received an order from one fruit house 
in Cincinnati for thirty boxes daily, which 
he will fill. Mr. P. Powers, at" Beaver 
Meadow, is also shipping quito largely of 
peaches, with encouraging returns This 
trade the present season promises to be of 
great magnitude.

And while on the subject of the peach 
trade, we would remark that the finest 
peaches we have seen this season were 
brought to market on Wednesday last by 
Captain Graham, from the Eastern Shore. 
The variety is claimed to have originated 
with Captain Graham, and ie known as 
‘•Graham's Early,” and by that name 
propagated at the Langdon Nureeriefl in 
this county. The peach is of large sire, yel­
low skin and flesh, with a beautiful crimson 
cheek, and attractive in apjiearance bevond 
any peach of its season. It is certainly a 
great acquisition. But is it not the same 
as the “Yellow St. John,” the deservedly 
popular New Orleans peach, of which we 
have heard so much of late 1 We are in­
clined to think it is. At all events, it is a 
fruit of inestimable value.

The Loan in Europe.
[Special to the St. Louis Republican.]

N ew  Yo r k , June 12.—The report tele­
graphed from this city last week that not 
withstanding that numerous officers of the 
Treasury Department and others have been 
sent to Europe on business connected with 
the loan, and great efforts to sell the new 
bonds in the continental markets, not a dol­
lar’s worth of them have yet been sold, 
would naturally lead many to suppose that 
Mr. Boutweil has met with more difficulty 
iu this direction than he anticipated, anil 
that if the public debt is funded at all it 
must be done at home. The fact is some of 
the new bonds have already been sold 
abroad—a few millions—but the amount has 
been so small that no geueral report of it 
has been made. The Secretary, howerer, is 
not at all discouraged, and still expects' to 
dispose of a large portion of the new loan 
in European markets. He would not be 
surprised if it should prove that the pro­
posed new French loan of 100,000,000 of 
pounds sterling to pay for indemnity, will 
sell more readily than ours, for it is historic 
ot financial transactions that to a certain 
extent the greater the risk involved, it being 
necessary to increase inducements in the 
same ratio, the greater the eagerness with 
which speculators invest. The French 
minister of finance must sell his loan at a 
great discount and promise a high rate of 
interest.
