olive oll, castor oil, lard oil, cotton seed oil,
and other fats; dissolved by alkalies and
alkaline carbonates.

CHEMICAL COMPOSITION OF CUBA ASPHALT.

Consists chiefly of u mixture of aspbaltine
(carbon 74.2, hgjroéen 9.9 in 100 parts), and
petroline (carbon &/.2, hydrogen 12.1 in 100

arts.)

2 One hundred parts of Cuba asphalt con-
tains 65 parts capable of yielding tlluminat-
ing gas and volatile products, 15 parts of car-
bon, and 20 parts of ash. The greater part of
the volatile petroline may be volatized by
distilling the asphalt with water. Asphal-
tine may be volatized pure by heating
asphalt for forty-eight hours to 250° centi-
grade, whereby the petroline is comfle!ely
votalized. Asphalt yields by dry distilla-
tion a yellow oil, which, when treated with
nitrie acid, is transformed into a resin hav-
ing the odor of musk and the taste of bitter
almonds. When asphalt oil is subjected to
fractional distillation it yields a number of
oils gradually increasing in density.

VALUL OF CUBA ASPHALT AS A SOURCE OF

ILLUMINATING GAS

The valae of Cuba asphalt as a source of
illuminating gas was carefully investigated,
with the following results: In the first ex-
periment fifty jrdn: Eieldrd. upon dry dis-
tillation, at a dull red heat, two hundred
cubic centimetres of illuminating gas of
superior yuality and composed chiefly of
heavy carburetted hydrogen, which, as is
well known, is the most valuable of the two
gasses entering into the composition of illu-
minating gas. In asecond experiment, per-
formed with equal care, ten grains yielded
forty cubic centimetres of illuminating gas.
The two experiments, therefore, corre-
sponded exactly as to the amount of gas
yielded.

One pound avoirdupois of Cuba s
phalt 18 capable of yielding one thousand
seven hundred and four cubie inches of 1l-
luminating gas, and one ton is capuble of
vielding twenty-three thousand six hun-
dred cubic feet of illuminating gus of the
first quality. The gas generated from Caba
asphalt burns with & brightness at least two
degrees more intense thun that of ordinary
illuminating gas.

The following table, embodying results
obtained by several expeeiments, present
data for the calculation of the relative value
of Cuba asphalt for the generation of illu-
minating gas:

The operations of the Philadelphia Gas-
works, since they became the property of
the city, in March, 1841, show that the
bituminous coal of Pennsylvania yields to
the pound 3.74 cubic feet of gas, and to the
ton 8377 cubic feet, while resin yields 7
cubie feet of gas to the pound, or 14,000
cubio feet to the ton. The hard bitumen of
Cuba yields nearly three times as much gas
per ton as the bituminous coal of Pennsyl-
vania, and more than one-third more than
resin. Like (resin, the bitumen of Cuba
yields a rich gas, while the bituminous coal
yields com ively a poor gus. The gas

om the Cuba asphalt is comparatively
pure, reqm'ring but sittle urification.

The Pope's Jubilee.

To-day is the occasion of a celebration
that will extend to every portion of Christen-
dom. For to4ay the Roman Catholic
Chareh will wanifest its entire unity and
its consequent power and infiuence, by cel-
ebrating the twenty-fifth anniversary of the
day on which the present Pope, Pius IX,
assumed the pontificate, and became the
head of the Catholic Church thronghout
the world.

It is something to reflect upon and ad-
mire, that ull pervading fleeling in the
Catbolic communion which will lead its
members to unite with one accord, and at
the sawe point of relative time join in cele-
brating the termination of the quarter of a
century during which the reigning portiff
has filled his high position. And this cele-
bration will be made not only in the
gorgeous and well appointed churches in
cities and towns, but in the far off des-
olate countries where civilization bas

bardly planted ita foot. Wherever
the cross is reared or the lone
mission station established there the

devout priest and the devout communicant,
all who have been taught the tenets of the
Church, will celebrate the present anniver-
sary. Even those who in their lives have
drifted away from the strict observance the
Church enjoins will to-day remember-that
they are Catholics.

In the city of New Orleans most exten-
sive preparations have been made, and the
twenty-fifth anniversary of the present
poutiff's reign will undoubtedly be cele-
bruted with a solemn powp that will be
most impressive,

The procession will be most extensive
and complete in all its appointments. It
will start at balf-past three o'clock from
Canal street. The route will not be so
long as is usually followed by processions,
yet there will be ample opportunity for all
to see.

Among the ceremonies outhe immense
platform in front of St. Louis Cathedral
will be an address in German by Rev.
Father Giesen, in French* by Hon. P.
Theard, and in English by Judge T. W.
Collens.

Altogether this manifestation of the
Catholic Church will be one of the most
elaborate, extensive and expreasive ever
known in the history of the country.

We notice among other preparations and
siguifications, the Catholic churches have
been elaborately adorned. Several em-
blematic flags were to be seen waving from
the top of St. Patrick’s tower last evening.

It is sad
that ten thousand persons have thus been
executed, but I trust that this is & gross ex-
aggeration.
