The celebration of the twenty-fifth anni­
versary of the election of the reigning 
pope, Pius IX., as the supreme earthly heatl 
of the Catholic Church, took place in New 
Orleans on Sunday. It was undoubtedly 
the most magnificent manifestation of any 
kind, for any occasion, that ever occurred 
in the country.

To the Catholic Church it was a time of 
unalloyed triumph, for it showed forth that 
the revered Church, powerful as it is from 
its unity of doctrine and formula through­
out the world, has by no means reached its 
acme of religious influence over the hearts 
of men; but that it is, notwithstanding all 
that has been brought against it, as 
powerful, religiously considered, as ever it 
was when the mighty kings of the earth 
were weak to contend with it, or to offer it 
wrong or violence. Those who will look 
back at the progress of the Catholic Church 
on this continent during the last forty years 
must acknowledge that this mighty hier­
archy is not overrated by Macauley:

The Catholic Church is still seudiug forth 
to the further ends of the world missionaries 
as zealous as those who landed in Kent with 
Augustin. * * * The number of her
children is greater than in any former age.
* * * Her spiritual ascendency extends 
over the vast countries which lie between 
the plains of the Missouri and Cape Horn- 
countries which, a century hence, may not 
improbably contain a population as large as 
that which inhabits Europe. * * * She 
saw the commencement of all the govern­
ments, and of all the ecclesiastical estab­
lishments that now exist in the world, and 
we feel no assurance that she is not des­
tined to see the end of them all. She was 
great and respected before the Saxon had 
set foot in Great Britain, before the Frank 
had passed the Rhine. * * * She may 
still exist in undiminished vigor when some 
traveler from New Zealand shall, in the 
midst of a vast solitude, take his stand 
upon a broken arch ot London bridge to 
sketch the ruins of St. Paul's.

This was written more than thirty years 
ag°> by one who was from education and 
surrounding influences opposed to the 
Catholic Church, which he elsewhere char­
acterizes as a “gorgeous superstition:’’yet 
such is his tribute to her strength, her 
greatness, and her durability.

In fact, among a large number of Pro. 
testants, who have not given the matter 
deserved consideration, a very superficial 
idea obtains in regard to what Catholicism 
and the papacy really is. Among these the 
only notion of the Catholic Church 
is an edifice always respectable, but 
more frequently combining ecclesiastical 
gravity of effect with splendor of archi­
tecture. Combined with this are the deep, 
holy sounds of the solemn organ, the uprais­
ing of the soul thrilling chant, the superb 
priestly vesture, the tapers dimly showing 
the crucifix that surmounts the altar, the 
incense diffusing its odor through every 
fretted aisle, the elevation of the Host, 
when, at the sound of the bell, every true 
son or daughter of the Church bends in 
meek and earnest devotion. • This, and 
nothing more, constitutes iu the minds of 
a large number the idea of the Catholic 
Church. And yet, imposing as is the Catho­
lic ritual, great as is its effect upon the 
mind or the imagination, but a small part 
of the Catholic power and influence lies 
there. The true secret of the extended in­
fluence of the Catholic Church is its im­
mense missionary system pervading every 
portion of the civilized world, nay, almost 
invariably a step at least* in advance of 
civilization itself. And tbe efficiency of 
this system, and the protound wisdom that 
shapes and guides it, has everywhere pro­
duced, is now producing, and will continue 
to produce an effect which calculates not to 
stop short of catholicizing the whole civil­
ized world.

We write in no disparagement of the 
missionary efforts of other 6ects, but can­
dor compels the admission that in perfect 
adaptability to the purpose intended the 
missionary system of the Catholic Church 
transcends. Whenever a certain object is 1 

to be attained, whenever the cross is to be 
planted in a certain spot, whatever pecu­
liar ability the undertaking requires is se­
lected. the right man is selected and goes 
not nnrepiningly but joyfully to do the 
work for which the Church has destined 
him, nor does he delay a moment for any 
earthly consideration. He has vowed him­
self t-o the Church, he is hers body 
and soul; he is part and parcel 
of her wherever his station on earth may 
be, and whether amid arctic ice or snow or 
whether encountering the fever or miasma 
of the tropics, the promotion and growth of 
the Church is the one object. To this he 
bends himself with all his might and with 
all his soul and strength, for he is freed 
from all family ties, and the Church sup­
plies to him the place of father, mother and 
all earthly kin. Hence, it is difficult to find 
a spot in Europe or America that does not 
give some evidence that the missionary 
priest of the Catholic Church has labored 
there. Nor, in the desire to extend its do­
minions by missions, does the Church 
neglect whatever lies at the threshold, the 
work required at home. Hence, travel in 
what direction yfou will, you are greeted 
with a sight of the cross surmounting some 
building, however humble the building may 
be, in evidence that the missionary priest of 
the Catholic Church has found'his work 
there.

To show the antiquity of the Catholic 
Church, no researches into the dimness of 
the far past are necessary. An acute

j  jiui jruriuri iu v u u i uiiu iirazii.
He was subsequently named Archbishop of 
Spoleto. and in 1840 was created cardinal by 
Pope Gregory XVI. On the death of 
that pontiff Cardinal Ferretti was elevated 
by acclamation to tbe pontificate by the 
Sacred College. His election took place in 
1846; since which time the vicissitudes he 
has undergone, and the assaults upon his 
temporal possessions, as well as upon the 
spiritual prerogatives ascribed by the 
Church to its supreme earthly head, have 
showed beyond cavil how strong the Catho­
lic Church is, and how far it is removed 
from the decadence that great age brings 
on, and to show that it is as full of vigorous 
life as it was when Ferdinand of Arragon 
risked kingdom and life rather than 
abandon the defense of its doctrines.

T h e  C e le b r a t io n .
Sunday was somewhat cloudy in the 

morning, but there were no indications of 
stormv weather. We may as well say here, 
that a"bout three o’clock in the afternoon a 
slight rain began to fall, which continued 
more or less for nearly two hours, when it 
ceased altogether. It was at no time suf­
ficient to interrupt the proceedings of the 
day, and was certainly far preferable to a 
clear sky and consequent hot summer sun.

The various Catholic churches throughout 
the city were, as we stated in Saturday’s 
R epublican , profusely and tastefully deco­
rated with flags and significant emblems, 
and everything gave token that the Catho­
lic residents of New Orleans were stirred 
to their depths, and that on this day no 
true sou of the Church would hold back bis 
becoming tribute of respect to the head of 
the Church on this the twenty-fifth anni­
versary of his accession to the papal 
throne.

Immense care and labor bad been be­
stowed by the managing committee upon 
every detail calculated to insure success to 
the celebration, and tlie consequence was 
that every detail was perfectly carried out.

writer, whom we have already quoted, says 
that the proudest royal houses are but of 
yesterday compared with the supreme 
pontiffs, and that far beyond the time of 
Pepin the august dynasty'extends till it is 
lost in the twilight of fable. We except to 
this last statement. There is evidence 
abundantly satisfactory that the first bishop 
of Rome' was St. Peter, and we be­
lieve that more modern scholars, 
Protestant as well as Catholic, agree in this, 
fixing the date of the foundation of his 
See at Rome, in the forty-second year after 
the birth of Christ. Indeed, however much 
Protestants may differ from Catholics iu 
certain doctrinal points, the reformers 
could gain little by contending against tbe 
received tradition, strengthened as it is by 
collateral proofs. And this point once 
proved, it would not, we apprehend, mili­
tate against the papal chronology or apos­
tolical succession, were it found that the 
chronicles ot some of the earliest popes 
were obscured.

The present head of the Catholic Church 
Giovanni Maria Mastar Ferretti, was born 
at Sinigaglia, in May, 1792, and is conse­
quently at the present time seventy-nine 
years of age. He was destined for the mili­
tary profession, but was induced by his 
turn of mind to devote himself to the ser­
vice of the Church. Having received holy 
orders, he was employed in the exercise of 
the ministry, connected with the supervi­
sion of se v e r a l charitable institutions at 
Rome. He afterward spent several years

procession was arranged and began to move. 
We remark here with pleasure that, al­
though every Catholic not prevented by 
sickness or infirmity was on the ground, a 
large number of our uon-Catbolic citizens 
also took part in the procession and subse­
quent ceremonies, actuated by a spirit of 
liberal sympathy with the occasion. The 
signal for starting was a salute of artillery.

The procession marched up Canal to 
Rampart, to Esplanade, thence to Royal 
street, up which to the archiepiscopal resi­
dence, where it was joined by the arch­
bishop and clergy, after which it moved on 
in the prescribed route, finally approach­
ing the cathedral from Chartres street.

The order of procession having been pre­
viously published we do not repeat it.

The orators of the day. Rev. Father 
Giesen. Jud«;e T. W. Collens aud Judge P. 
E. Theard, followed, together with various 
official personages aud invited guests.

Not the least pleasing and affecting sight 
on the ground was that ot various compa­
nies of orphan children, fostered and cared 
for by tbe different Catholic charitable asso­
ciations. They were all clad in some spe­
cies of uniform dress; always extremely 
neat, and exhibiting a happy eouibination of 
frugality and good taste. Among others, 
we noticed the children of the female asy­
lum on Camp street (St. Theresa), one hun­
dred and sixty-five in number: the orphans 
under the care of the Society of the Holy 
Cross, located atf tbe corner of Elmira and 
Rampart streets, one hundred in number. 
Thre was also the inmates of the St. Mary's 
Asylum for boys, located in the Third l)is- 
trict; one portion of these consisted of 
“ nursery’’ children—little toddling ones, 
who evidently looked up to the kind sisters 
who had charge of them with ail the affec­
tion that tender care begets.

We noticed, too, the orphans of St. Mary’s 
Asylum, numbering fifty-eight. There were 
also on the ground the Sisters of the Poor, 
located on Laharpe street. These have 
charge of a number of aged and decrepit 
men and women; also the Sisters of Provi­
dence, having under their care some sixty 
young girls.

To our mind not the least Interesting 
portion of the display was the various 
religious colored societies, all in charge of 
colored orphan children. For the Catholic 
Church does rot. nor did it ever make any 
distinction of race or color in its reception 
of members, or in its ministrations to its 
children.

We noticed tbe orphans of Providence 
under charge of a religious order of colored 
women—the Sisters of Providence, located 
at the corner of Laharpe and Tonti streets. 
There was, also, the Society of the Holy 
Family, located on Chartres, between 
Esplanade and Moreau streets; this so­
ciety has charge of about fifty girls.

About six o’clock the head oi the proces­
sion arrived at the comer of Chartres and 
St. Peter streets. Here the splendid mili­
tary escort formed partly iu front of the 
cathedral, while a portion filed off up St. 
Peter street. Then the carriages containing 
the clergy drew up and they alighted, 
eighty-five in number, Archbishop Perche 
aud the most Rev. Bishop Martin, of Natchi­
toches, coming last.

Amidst the peal of the bells and the 
crash of military music they ascended the 
beautiful platform and took their places, 
the Archbishop in front of the temporary 
altar erected in the centre of the highest 
stage.

We noticed also a large number of our 
prominent citizens among tbe invited guests. 
General Longstreet, General Hugh J. Camp­
bell, Colonel Graham, Colonel Sauvinet, 
Colonel Robinson, Colonel Raynal, Major 
Rev and Major Vigers, Colonel Squires and 
Colonel Lewis.

Among tbe invited guests wore Lieutenant 
Governor Dunn, Mayor Flanders and Ad­
ministrator Delassize, Mr. P. Markey, 
George Burke and others.

As soon as the company were assembled 
Judge Collens came forward and made an 
impressive address. He spoke of the Church, 
her persecutions and her sufferings; of the 
reiguing pontiff, Pius IX., who seemed to 
have been raised up at this crisis to meet 
the exigencies consequent upon the efforts 
ot infidelity to overthrow the venerable 
structure. The speaker dwelt somewhat iu 
detail of the various trials of the Church 
since the accession of the present pontiff 
and concluded with the following eloquent 
peroratiou:

We know full well that, like her divine 
founder, she will be ever persecuted and 
suffering till He comes to judge the world; 
but we also irrefragably know that she ean 
not perish, and will ever rise above the fu­
rious waves that lash her prow arid which 
continually, but in vaiu, threaten to sub­
merge her. She will ever rejoice, for God 
imlwelleth and will save. \Ve know that, 
guided by the star of Grace, moved onward 
by tlie wafting sails of Hope, steered by the 
helm of Obedience, and laden witli the 
truits of Sacrifice, the mighty ship will 
withstand all storms and enemies, till 
she shall cast anchor forever in the haven 
of universal Peace.

Judge Theard was the next speaker, and 
his address was delivered in French. He 
spoke of the rule of the Catholic Church as 
entirety compatible with the largest exer­
cise of rational liberty. He maintained 
equality is exemplified by Catholicism, 
not the equality that perverts societv, hut 
the religion which teaches that we all are 
equal in the sight of God; that impartial 
justice shall be done on earth as it is in 
heaven; that law and order bring their 
rewards, and that all men are entitled to 
rise by their intelligence. The speaker con­
cluded by an invocation to the misguided 
to ceas- their’ persecutions against the 
earthly head of the Church that has through 
so many ages been the conservator of all 
that is good, the refuge in the dark ages of 
art and science, and the one power which 
in those dark times resisted the headlong 
tide of violence and evil.

Rev. Father Giesson followed Judge 
Theard with a speech in German. It was 
very short, but very impressive. He spoke 
of the presentpersecutions of the Church as 
having the effect of all persecutions, and 
binding her children closer together, thus 
adding strength to her strength.

The addresses concluded by a few words 
first in French, and then in English by the 
Archbishop, in which he spoke of his last 
visit to Rome, and how it seemed as if the

Pontiff was sustained by a power from on 
high in all his trials and conflicts.

Now came the “Benedietion of the Holy 
Sacrament.’ The Archbishop stood in front 
of the altar,, where the lighted tapers 
showed the portrait of Pope Pius IX. sus­
pended above, while high over the canopy 
was displayed iu letters of fire the name 
“Pio Nono,” surmounted by a cross, also 
depicted in fire. The effect was beautiful, 
and it. deepened into the sublime as the 
holy rite proceeded and there arose in the 
air, sung by scores of masculine voices, the 
hymn “O salutaris hostia, quie cteli pandis 
ostium.” ibis was was followed by an­
other hymn, “Tanturn ergo sacramentum 
veneremur cernui.”

The religious ceremonies closed with the 
papal benediction, “ Benedicat vos omni- 
potens Deus.”

At half past seven o'clock the ceremonies 
had closed, the clergy retired, followed by 
the multitude that thronged every ap­
proach; filling every portion of Jackson 
square. For it was estimated bv those well 
able to judge that not less than twenty 
thousand people crowded the neighborhood 
during the imposing ceremonies.

S h ip m e n ts  in  B o n d .
We invite the attention of our readers, 

especially such as are interested m the com­
mercial prosperity of New Orleans, to the 
subjoined petition to Secretary Boutwell in 
reference to the practical operation of the 
recent regulations of the Treasury Depart­
ment as to transportation in bond.

It has come to pass that the Secretary of 
the Treasury must either modify his regu. 
lations, so as not to discriminate against 
New Orleans, or the Crescent City will lose 
a large portion of its importations. Already 
St. Louis merchants have begun to order 
shipments by way of Baltimore instead of 
by New Orleans, in consequence of the dis­
criminations agaiust their merchandise 
shipped from New Orleans.

It is hoped that Mr. Boutwell will give 
the subject of this petition his early atten­
tion, and suspend the operation of the act 
of March 2, 1831:
To the Honorable the Secretary of the Treasury;

The undersigned owners and agents of 
steamboats, duly licensed and enrolled, en­
gaged in trade between the ports of New 
Orleans, Louisiana, and St. Louis. Missouri, 
and other ports on the Western rivers, re­
spectfully present the following facts for 
your consideration and such action as you 
may he pleased to take:

Under the regulations ot May 9, 1871, 
merchandise forwarded under transporta­
tion bond to interior ports is required to be 
laden on board of steamboats under the su­
pervision of an inspector of customs, who 
is required by sectious sixteen aud nineteen 
of said regulations td provide duplicate 
manifests of the merchandise laden under 
his supervision, which the master, together 
with himself, are required to sign. We are 
still required to furnish the manifests and 
obtain clearance required by sections two 
and three of the act of March 2,1831, thus 
making four manifests, instead ot two as 
heretofore.

We have been in tbe habit of finding out 
what merchandise was to be shipped iu 
bond on board of our steamboats previous 
to the close of Customhouse office hours on 
day of shipment, making out manifests and 
obtaining clearances, although the goods 
might not at the time be laden on board ; 
indeed, a large proportion of merchandize 
shipped “in bond’’ is taken on board after 
the steamboat leaves her landing, either 
from the bonded warehouse at Gretna, or 
tlie elevator, distant from three to live 
miles up the river.

Our steamboats are often detained until 
late in the night taking on bonded goods. 
Now, if we are obliged to remain until 9 A. 
M. of the following day to tile our manifests, 
required by the act of 1831, and obtain de­
parture permits, you can readily see that it 
works greatly to our disadvantage, and 
will compel us to decline receiving bonded 
goods as freight.

The Collector of Customs holds that he 
c-aunot. clear the steamboats until he re­
ceives the inspector’s manifest, required by 
the sixteenth and uineteentli sections of the 
regulations of May 9, 1871, so that the 
manifest produced by the master, under 
the requirements of sections two and three 
of the act of 1831, agree therewith. We 
admit the correctness of this decision, 
for the reason that if clearance is granted 
us previous to the receipt of the in­
spector’s returns, there may be discrepan­
cies between the manifests, arising thus: A 
steamboat might be expected to take on, 
say 800 boxes of sugar at the elevator, but 
after reaching there, find that she can take 
only 600 boxes, there would then be a dis­
crepancy of 200 boxes between our clear­
ance manifests and the manifests prepared 
by the inspector, under the regulations of 
May 9, 1871.

YVe claim that a compliance with the 
regulations last named is a virtual compli­
ance with the requirements of the act of 
1831, and that it affords ample protection to 
the revenues, irrespective of the act of 1831. 
We therefore petition to be relieved of the 
act above named.

It will be seen that by compliance with 
tlie act of 1831, and also the regulations of 
May 9, 1871, that common carriers are sub­
jected to the duplicated requirements that 
are not enforced at any other port in this 
country, the act of 1831 referring to mer­
chandise shipped in bond from the port of 
New Orleans only.

This is a matter of the utmost interest 
not*uly to ourselves, but also to the entire 
commercial community of this and other 
cities.

We earnestly hope you will give it your 
early and favorable attention.

General Claxton was before the Ku-Klux 
committee five hours to-day, He fully cor- 
raborates Governor Lindsay’s evidence re­
garding that State.

The claims commission have appointed the 
following commissioners: John Minor, ot 
Fayetteville; J. N. Foote, of Plymouth; 
Joseph Dixon, of Newbern; Dr. Pritchard, 
of Charlotte. North Carolina, and Jeremiah 
Xi. Frazier, of Nashville.

General James H. Claxton, of Alabama, 
was examined by the congressional Ku- 
Klux committee to-day for five hours. He 
testified he had lived in that State thirty- 
seven years, and in Montgomery twenty- 
one years ot that time. YV’as a Union 
Whig before tlie late war, and the Bell 
presidential election in 1860. He raised 
sixty-four companies for the confederate 
army; has been the only chairman of the 
Democratic Executive Committee of that 
State since the war. He did not believe 
any regular Ku-Klux organization ever 
existed in Alabama: had heard of outrages 
in a few localities by disguised bands, hut 
Alabama was as peaceable and quiet as be­
fore the war.

No more violations had occurred there 
since the war than in any of the Northern 
States. The greater part of the crimes in 
Alabama had been committed by members 
of the radical partv. Tbe Democratic party 
in that State were in favor of the education 
ot the negro. He had advocated it five 
vears ago in a speech in reply to YY'ilsou, of 
Massachusetts, and was already advertised 
to deliver a speech on the nineteenth of 
July next, at a State educational conven­
tion in favor of the education of the col­
ored race.

The only intimidation he knew of at the 
last election was by the radical colored 
voters against those of their own color who 
wanted to vote the Democratic ticket. The 
cause of the troubles was not the brave 
men who fought one another in the late 
war, but the politicians, suttlers and horse 
holders who followed the two armies. The 
true men of each army respected one an­
other and were willing to meet, forgive and 
lorget.

Tlie leaders of the radical party in Ala­
bama, with a few exceptions, were destitute 
of moral character and were regular 
spoilsmen. Most of the colored people had 
behaved well. A generous policy on the 
part of the government would best sub­
serve the interests of both races in the 
South and soonest restore the fraternal 
feeling and affection which once existed for 
the Union. The South loved our form of 
government, but abhorred its maladminis­
tration. He had always counseled sub­
mission to law and order, and believed it 
could and \Yould be preserved in his State 
without any outside influence.

St . Louis , June 19.—T. D. Griffin, agent 
for the Choctaw and Chickasaw Indians, 
arrived here to-day from a council in the 
Indian Territory. ’ He states that Santak 
Chico, chief of one of the three chiefs cap­
tured near Fort Sill during the recent visit 
of General Sherman at that post, was killed 
while being sent to Texas, lie slipped one 
of his handcuff's, and seizing a knife, stab­
bed the sergeant in charge, who immedi­
ately tired, killing him. The shot also 
killed the wagon driver.

G alveston , June 19.—The following is 
from the Weatherford (Texas) Times of 
June 10: T. L. Coats, messenger, just
from Fort Sill, on his wav to Austin, has 
put the following mass of information at 
our disposal. Every word can be relied on. 
The following is L. S. Friend's letter:

Fort Sill, Indian Tkkritory, > 
Office of the Kiowa Agency, May 26, 1871. )

To His Excellency Governor K, J. Davis:
Since my arrival here I have been care­

ful to cull information in reference to tlie 
movements of the Indians of these reserves,, 
and would state to your excellency that it 
is evident that during the coming summer 
there wiil be witnessed most extensive rav­
ages on the frontier of Texas of any preced­
ing. Almost all the Indians of this agency 
and the Cheyennes of another have left anu 
are now on the war path.

\\ e learn from Indians that are coming 
in frequently that other bands of Co- 
mauches that do not belong here are alsô  
active, and that the plains are black with 
Apaches. Upon interrogation as to num­
bers they pointed to a large valley near by 
of more than a thousand acres anil say that 
would not hold them. The Anaches have 
been coming down the waters Colorado and 
further South during the winter, aud it is
most likely depredations committed at the
tar South were by them. YY'e learn also 
there is a rendevons west of the reservation 
in what is called Pon Island of Texas.

These traders from New Mexico meet the 
Indians anil furnish them arms and ammu­
nition in exchange for horses. There are 
twenty-four hundred braves and warriors, 
inclusive of all between fifteen years and 
the eldest fighting men.

General Sherman, who is now here, has 
ordered additional forces along the north­
ern line. The following is an enumera­
tion of the Indians in the reservations of 
Fort Sill: C’omanches 2742; Kiowaa 1896; 
Apaches 300; Quatadoes 1000: Conchas 484; 
Wichitas 299; Delawares 71; Keechies 126; 
Waclias 124; Towancanes 126; Ilawames 
85. Total 7254.

Kicking Bird, second chief of the Kiowas, 
spoke thus: “I like the talk of yesterday, 
but can not say I will fully agree with all 
parts of it. You have often heard the 
Kiowas are bad people. I will tell you the 
reason. We are not permitted to buy arms 
and ammunition, and having had our lam’s 
taken from us, we are foolish enough to be 
bad. If you want us to be good you must 
have Washington supply us with arms and 
ammunition. Then we will think of it.”

Extracts from an extra official letter from 
Fort Sill state that at an interview had 
with General Sherman, General Morey, 
General Grierson and Tatum, it was shown 
indisputably that the Indians along that 
reservation were hostile, and are now on 
the war path against the people.

General Sherman said that inasmuch 
as the Indians had so frequently brokeu 
their treaty, they should be declared out­
laws, and the government should cease to 
feed and care for them, sequester their 
lands and punish them as their enormities 
deserve, and that he should so recommend.

Whereas, The death of a citizen distin­
guished for courage and intelligence is al­
ways a public calamity, but when this loss 
occurs under such circumstances, the sym­
pathies of the whole people are aroused; 
therefore, be it

Itesolred. That the city of Cincinnati 
unites in deep sorrow, felt by all ranks and. 
parties in Ohio, at the sudden death of Hon. 
C. L. Vailandigham. and in earnestly appre­
ciating his noble qualities.

The officers oi the meeting appointed a 
committee to escort the remains, and a spe­
cial committee to complete the arrange­
ments for the funeral.

The funeral of Hon. C. L. Vailandigham,. 
which takes place to morrow afternoon at 
one o'clock, will, from present ind ica tions, 
be the largest ever seen in Dayton. Special 
and half-fare trains will run over a number 
of roads.
