PUBLIC SCHOOLS EXHIBITIONS.

The schools of the Second and part of 
the Third District exhibited yesterday, the 
girls schools, however, being the best 
patronized. Probably these displays are 
organized with more taste and spirit in this 
than any other part of the city.

Bienville.
In this school there has been an interrup­

tion on account of the overflow, and a thm 
attendance from this and other causes was 
to be observed in the “beggarly account of 
tue empty” benches. A few questions 
testing history of the United States were 
written out on a board. The examination 
J*”.®? d®* concluded, and there was no ex­
hibition at all in this school, the general 
gloomy appearance of which was painful, 
considering its old and former prosperous 
days. A glance at a few papers of the ex- 
aminatiou shows the advancement of the 
pupils to be the same as that of other 
grammar schools. The number of rooms in 
the building, clean kept as they were, con­
tained only a few pupils, and the ten de­
partments were but poorly filled.

The Bienville is a school for boys, tlie one 
adjoining, for girls, does not seem to have 
lost its old prestige.

“The Vacant Chair” was 
then sung by the whole school in a manner 
reflecting the good sentiments of the words, 
though the time of the chorus was not quite 
so well kept as it should have been. The 
roll of honor was then read, the leading 
scholars being gratified.

Customhouse.

This school, situated on the corner of 
Customhouse and Robertson streets, in a 
rented building, for which fifteen hundred 
dollars a year rent is paid, has a large 
number of pupils, whose general conduct is 
good, and whose recitations yesterday 
showed the pains and care that the corps 
of teachers had taken in their duties. The 
buildiDg is well ventilated. The dialogues 
spoken in the exercises were well deliv­
ered, and if there was a little too much 
rote in the other exercise*, still the 
fault is one which is common to schools, 
and seems unavoidable.

The building is about three stories in 
height, and long galleries extend out to­
ward the rear. But in all of these spaces 
there were but few of the numbers which 
many bad been taught to believe were here. 
Only in the second story front were there, 
any of the usual signs by which schools are 
surrounded. A good deal of repairs, a 
thorough cleansing, a placing of new joists 
and planks where they are wanted, would 
make the building school tenantable. There 
were but few signs of exhibition or any ex­
amination to speak of.
