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THK COURTS.

Eighth l>iHtrict Court-Tbe Chattanooga 
Railroad Bond Controverity.

In the cast; of the State on the relation of 
the New Orleans, Mobile and Texas Rail 
road Company vs. Auditor Graham et als 
a petition has been filed by Cuthbert H 
Sloeomb. praying for a devolutive appeal 
which was granted, returnable to the Su­
preme Court of Louisiana on the first Mon 
'•day of November next 
Fourth District Court—Sait Against the 

Ames .Methodist Episcopal Clinrch, etc 
A Mrs. E. F. Noble, of Brooklyn. New 

York, has instituted suit against the Ames 
Methodist Episcopal Church, of New Or­
leans, to recover the sum of $.V.t 1 K8. She 
represents that she is the holder and owner 
of a certain promissory note, dated New 
Orleans, July 15, 1870, made by the board 
of trustees of the said church, signed by 
Henry C. Dibble as secretary of the board, 
■and duly authorized, payable six months 
after date to the order of and indorsed by 
F. J. Euiley, anil subsequently made pay­
able to the order of and indorsed by peti­
tioner. The note, upon being presented for 
payment, was protested.

Judge Theard was yesterday engaged in 
hearing rules, exceptions and motions for 
new trials in several eases in which judg­
ment had lieen rendered.

The case of Barnes vs. Thompson, involv­
ing the liquidation of some partnership 
affairs, is still going on before a special jury 
of merchants.

Kllili District Court.
The suit of A. Marchaud vs. the Loan and 

Pledge Association came up. and was taken 
under advisement by Judge Leaumont. 
Tae plaintiff in this suit claims $4000 for 
services rendered to the association. He 
represents that at the instigation of the 
stockholders and members of the Loan and 
Pledge Association, he visited the cities of 
New York. Philadelphia and Boston for the 
purpose of acquainting himself with the 
projier formation, efficient management and 
juactical operation ot similar institutions 
in said cities. For this and for other ser­
vices the plaintiff' claims the amount men­
tioned. In the case of O'Hara vs. Ready 
et als. which, about a week ago, was 
decided in favor ot the defendants, a rule 
for a new trial was heard by Judge Leau­
mont yesterday morning.

Second District Court.
The last culling of cases in this court, for 

the present term, will take place on Satur- 
•day, twent.v fourth instant. After that day 
until the first of November, all cases will 
■be fixed by the court, on motion of counsel.

United States Circuit Court.
Francis A. Wolfley, appointed clerk of 

the United States Circuit Court, to take 
effect on the first of July. 1871, having pre­
sented to the court Mr. F. B. Viuot as his 
lawful deputy, to take effect on the same
day. the nomination was accepted by the 
court, and the deputy, Mr. Viuot. duly
authorized upon taking the oath of office 
before the United States Commissioner.

In the case of Margaret K. Pqas vs. 
Louisa Minor et al, for reasons orally 
.assigned, ft was ordered that a venditioni 
ejvjxmas for the resale of the property in liti­
gation, so levied by the United Stutes Mar­
shal. and described in his return upon the 
same, according to the law regulating sales 
on execution.

In the case of Margaret II. Deas vs. Mrs. 
L. D. Minor et al, or Mrs. Moncure et al, 
heirs of Henry Duval, on showing by coun­
sel for plaintiff to the court that John Burn­
side. a subject of the Queen of Great 
Britain, had purchased from plaintiff for 
the sum of five thousand four hundred dol­
lars, the judgment rendered in this court 
ou the twenty-seventh day of April, 1866, 
against Mrs. L. D. Minor, with all rights, 
privileges, etc., it is ordered by the court 
that said judgment be transferred and de­
livered to John Burnside, with all the heirs’ 
rights, claims and privileges, etc., against 
.Mrs. Minor, etc.

Iu the case of George Ganthiem vs. Mrs. 
IS. Shipp et al, it was ordered that plaintiffs 
Lave leave to umeud their bill in regard to 
certain mortgages which they claim to have 
ou a certain plantation involved iu this 
suit.

In the case of L. L. Conrad vs. Rufus 
Waples, a commission was ordered to he 
uasued directed to any judge or justice in 
the parish of St. Tammany, to take the evi­
dence of A. Baudouin, a witness in the ease.

The court then adjourned sine die.

Attem pted E scape of S ing S ing C onvicts.
S isti Sing. June 30.—Three convicts, 

named John Wilson. James Cox and James 
Ward, made a desperate and almost suc­
cessful attempt to escape from prison here 
this morning. They commenced operations 
about eleven o’clock, by seizing a grocer’s 
wagon, which happened* to be left standing 
unattended in the prison vard. Jumping 
into the wagon, they lashed the horse furi­
ously, and dashed past the guard at a rapid 
rate, defying any attempts to obstruct their 
passage. The guards were taken completely 
by surprise at the suddeuness of the move­
ment, and before they could recover from 
their astonishment, the wagon and its occu­
pants were fairly out of the gate, and driven 
quickly off'. Twenty shots were fired after 
them without effect. A number of prison 
officials instantly rode after them in hot pur­
suit, and after an exciting chase of twenty 
minutes, during which the officers continued 
firing on the fugitives as they pursued them, 
they succeeded iu overtaking them about a 
mile from the prison, on the high road lead­
ing to Tarrytown. The prisoners quietly 
succumbed and allowed themselves to be 
taken hack without resistance. Wilson was 
found to be shot iu the thigh, but not dan­
gerously. They were returned to prison and 
placed in irons. Wilson, however, was re­
moved to the hospital, where he had his 
-wound dressed.

A suit of citizen's elothes was found in 
the wagon, which some of the prisoners, 
doubtless, intended to substitute for the 
prison garb as soon as they were fairly be­
yond pursuit. Wilson was undergoing sen 
tence of two years and six months, Cox two 
years, and Ward ten years, at the time they 
attempted to escape.

The Itapides (!a:ette of the seventeenth 
instant has the following about the recent 
•storm there:

IVe have no good reports to make of the 
condition of the weather, crops and river 
since our last. On Friday last we had the 
most incessant and trciuendons rain ever 
known in this section of country. On Sat­
urday the wind blew almost, if not entirely 
to the point of a tornado, hurricanes, ail 
thrown in, leveling to the ground almost 
the entire crop of corn; orchards were 
almost entirely stripped of their fruit ; 
peach, apple, pear and all other kind pf 
trees were torn up by the roots aud gen-, 
eral destruction seemed to prevail: iu fact,' 
tlie losses by the storm in our parish are im­
mense.

We never, during our twenty-six years 
residence in Itapides, saw' the river oppo­
site Alexandria so rough, it being impos­
sible at times to cross iu Captain Graham's 
skiff, which is the lurgest and best that 
could be built. One of the ferrymen, in 
attempting to cross, came very uear lieing 
swamped, the surf being so high that it 
threw him over backwards, losing his oar, 
and he had to get out the best way he 
could.

The river at this place we believe is 
rising at tlie rate of about two inches in 
twenty-four hours, aud if it continues at 
the same rate two or three days longer, we 
are bound to go under for a time.
