PUBLIC SCHOOL EXHIBITIONS.
A review of the interesting exercises 

w rich concluded the scholastic year of the 
various intermediate schools shows that in 
point of numbers in attendance they are as 
prosperous as ever, in point of scholarship 
etter, in discipline good as at any other 

time. The efforts of narrow tujtads 
to destroy the system have been un­
successful, ahd every true lover of 
his country and of his people should feel a 
piide that the system, from the many at­
tacks it has withstood, and assailants that 
have been humbled in the dust before it, 
still rears its head proudly and defiantly: 
still continues the great work of elevating 
the masses.

I o enter into details may be impossible, 
hut the fact that the system still defies its 
enemies is indisputable. The schools of 
the late City of Jefferson, now the Sixth 
District, are thronged with children. Here 
no dissensions reach. But the buildings in 
which education is earned on, not being 
the exclusive property of the system, are, 
even when in good condition, subjected to 
certain troubles and annoyances which the 
friends ot the school would like to see re­
moved. \\ here a school is held in a church 
there are many losses of books and school 
furniture, which of course is presumed to 
happen where each can lay blame on the 
other. Then the unsatisfactory buildings 
rented for school purposes in all of the 
districts, the leaky condition of the old 
roots, the rotten and decaying floors, the 
shaky perpendicular of the stairs, the damp 
and moldy walls, the miserable accommo­
dations for beasts, not to mention human 
beings. We do not suppose there is one 
building rented tor school purposes that is 
fit and proper, unless it be the Beauregard 
school. Where the structure is good it is too 
small; where it is large enough it is t4>o bad: 
and any one who has visited the many in­
stitutions under pay must be satisfied of the 
truth of these statements. What is wanted 
before a dollar is sjient for the luxuries of 
education are good school buildings, on the 
basis of one for each thousand of educable 
children, statistics showing that one-half of 
the educable children are in actual atten­
dance, and five hundred pupils being full as 
many as a school building should contain. 
The miserable shanties and barns now in 
use should lie discontinued as fast as pre­
vious engagements will admit. Thirty thou­
sand dollars or more being paid foj rent of 
these buildings on leases covenanted by the 
predecessors of the present school manage- 
ment, it will be seen that three good school- 
houses could he built each year with this 
amount, or else temporary buildings might 
be built to satisfy educational demands. 
The crying sin of the system is the inade­
quate accommodations for at least one-half 
of the attendant pupils in the city division. 
In the reports from the various schools 
during the past week many interesting de­
tails were omitted owing to peculiar inter 
ruptions in the course of publication. It is 
with great pleasure that the omissions are 
now supplied.

A PLENTY OF WINE AND .MORE 

AMUSEMENTS.”

Editor Republican :
Some days since your columns enunciated 

the idea that to reform New Orleans there 
should be more wine and amusements. We 
always supposed New Orleans people drank 
all the wine they could get, and delighted 
in the delusion that a great deal of the “so- 
called,” which never saw a grape, was 
wine. Besides, there certainly can not be 
found a people more prone to spend on a 
Sunday all the earnings of a week in “wine 
and amusements.” You published a very 
good discourse by Mr. Hartzell on temper­
ance, and I hoped more good of that ser 
mon than the enunciation of such a senti­
ment as the above. Still, it can not be sup­
posed that a more popular sentiment coulil 
have been promulgated in New Orleanŝ  
though with many it would be deemed 
that one of the “w’s” which usually is 
counted with wine, was, by, mistake, 
omitted or left to the imagination.

This “abundance of wine,” it seems to 
me, in the very apple of Eden, which, 
plucked, was the very cause of all our woe. 
Why do you like wine ! Remove from it 
all alcohol, and who would thereafter touch 
wine—a dead, flat, insipid draught ! The 
little alcohol in wine as surely plants the 
seed of that morbid craving for alcoholic 
stimulus, as if it were plain whisky itself. 
The little seed once planted germinates, 
grows, calls for more and stronger nutri­
ment, until to wine comes brandy, to 
brandy whisky, and the total man over­
powered by the growing love of alcohol, 
falls a victim to intemperance. Here and 
there is a man or woman so much stronger 
than alcohol that he rules the craving mon­
ster, but until we are tested none know if 
that one is himself, so the only safety is to 
keep fast the door of our mouths lest, ere 
we are aware, our souls and bodies are 
bound captives to love of intoxicating 
liquors.

You say to the drunkard, you must prac­
tice total abstinence or you are lost. Say 
to yourself, for fear l.might become as he 
is I will take no more wine, and see how 
hard the resolution will seem. Yet you ask 
of him self-control when his whole frame is 
diseased with a morbid craving for more, 
and more, and more. If to deny yourself 
now seems so hard, what will it be then l 
and how can you ask of him such great sell- 
denial when a little self-denial is to you so 
onerous ?

This “wine” business in New Orleans is 
the parent of mischief. One Sunday, iu 
church, an eminent New Orleans divine 
said he regarded the drinking saloons of St. 
Charles street as “the very gates ol hell.’’ 
On Monday a prominent member of that 
church urged upon the ladies of the con­
gregation to hold a fair, and that they 
should have in the fuir “champagne and 
claret punch,” “because,” said he, “by doing 
so you trill make more money. For there 
will be men at that fair who will go 
straight across the street and buy liquor 
(at one of those "gates of hell,” of course), 
and you might as well have the money as 
they.” The vote was taken, and a majority 
carried the wiue punch question, for the 
benefit ot the patrons of those “gates of 
hell,” of course, and also to build up the 
Ix/rd’s cause by catering to the interests of 
the devil—the Lord being, by implication, 
too weak to take care of his own affairs 
unless his satanic miyesty gracionsly 
assisted. At the fair one of the 
proprietors of those “gates of hell” seeing a 
pretty opening for an advertisement of his 
house, or appreciating the companionship 
in calling, sent into the fair a liberal dona­
tion of wine punch, which, through the pub­
lic prints, was most graciously and grate­
fully acknowledged by the ladies of the 
fair. The money was made as was antici­
pated, but many hearts in that church were 
pained by the wine punch assistance. Some 
of those ladies were grieving and praying 
over wine-loving and impenitent husbands. 
One of them went to Carrollton with hers, 
and had the intense sorrow of seeing him 
made tipsy by a prominent member of the 
same church, with whom he drank a bottle- 
of wine, and the church member made him 
self merry with bacchanal tales, while the 
husband gleelully told his wife, “you see 
how it is, they are no better in the church 
than out, all are alike !” and there certainly 
did seem to be a terrible affinity.

Since this incident, fair after fair has suc­
ceeded in New Orleans, and 1 do not think 
there has been oue in which the public 
prints have not acknowledged the receipt 
of wiue punch from the fair tables. Yet, 
only last winter your columns contained an 
article, begging that on the first of January 
there should be no wine placed on the 
ladies’ refreshment tables, and from my 
heart 1 thanked you for the request, and 
hoped it would be heeded.

The wine and amusements of New Or­
leans corrupt even the Church of God, and 
how can you ask for more as a reformatory 
move 1 When drunkenness invades the 
sanctuary, and church members advocate 
its sale to inebriates as a laudable means 
for building up the house of the Lord; when 
ladies can be induced to stand as sales­
women to the very men who have just come 
from the attentions of “pretty waiter girls’’ 
to feast their eyes in turn upon them, and 
for the same purpose of feeding a depraved 
apjietite, it is time that even the worlding 
should become alarmed, and in horror 
shrink from the abyss toward which the 
community seems rushing.

Frivolity never did much for a people. A 
good hearty laugh is no doubt refreshing; 
but one wearies ot a constant strain for 
something funny. Yet Americans seem to 
think he who makes them laugh is more 
worthy of adulation than he whose states­
manship saves his country; and a terrible 
man is he who aims to make them laugh 
and does not succeed; but it seems to me 
we do not so much need the funny as the 
serious. We need to be more thoughtful as 
individuals and as a people. Yet we pre­
fer, doubtless, to have more wine and be 
tickled with laughter. But Paris excelled 
in wine and amusements, and to-day she is 
at the opposite extreme. Thoughtfulness 
and industry could hardly ever put a peo­
ple where France is to-day, and America 
may be if she follows in the footsteps 0 / 
“more wine and more amusements.”
