Local Intelligence.

T he Co r o n er 's A f f id a v it  o f  Mu rd er  
IIo a isst  P e t e r  L e w is .—Yesterday after- 
tiioon the Coroner made a formal affidavit of 
murder against Peter Lewis, Frederick 
Meyer, according to the verdict of the coro­
ner's jury, having come to his death from 
congestion of the brain, brought alxmt by 
blows on the face and head with a brick 
and a butter firkin in the bands of Peter 
Lewis. A number of witnesses were exam­
ined by the Coroner, all of whom lived near 
the corner of Melpomene and White streets, 
where the deceased met his death a t the 
hands of his assailant, whose object, how­
ever. for the dreadful deed, did not become 
apparent. In his own defense the murderer 
says that the deceased threatened to shoot 
and hang him several times; that on the 
evening he beat him to death, Meyers bad 
again threatened and provoked him.

The deceased bore an excellent reputa­
tion for peace and quiet, and was not 
known to be of a quarrelsome disposition. 
He was buried yesterday, attended to his 
grave by the Jefferson Fire Company and 
the society of Druids. The circumstances 
of the murder, as made out by the Coroner’s 
investigation, are: That Lewis approached 

V Meyers, who was standing in the door of 
the grocery on the corner, and struck him 
in the face with a brick, when Mfeyers fell 
out on to the street on his face and insen­
sible. Lewis then seized a butter firkin in 
front of the grocery, and struck the insen­
sible man on the bead with all bis strength, 
every blow bringing out the blood in tor­
rents. He then went off, but seemed to 
change liis mind and came back to the 
prostrate body, struck it again and then 
jumped upon it. The blow from the brick 
would alone have caused death.

T h ie v e s , W ise  and  O t h e r w is e .—In the 
present warm weather, the universal efforts 
of can't-get-aways to keep their houses 
cool during the night offers a temptation 
which thieves can not resist. Discharged 
servants, who know where valuables are 
kept, and the class of sneak thieves who 
are on the lookout for clothing and things 
laying around loose, frequently make a 
felonious entering, and make oft'with booty, 
especially where they are not subject to in­
terruption by the noise of opening doors 
and windows, usually left invitingly open 
Vo let in air. Your regular in the police 
6 usiness knows the track of a professional 
thief, and often arrives at an immediate 
conclusion as to the identity of the perpe­
trator of a robbery.

If unprofessional inquiries made as to the 
servants recently discharged, loafers who 
prowl about the neighboring corners, or in­
dividuals who have sworn vengeance will 
soon point logically to the perpetrator, 
whose arrest, however, is often defeated 
either from lack of proof (the strictest evi­
dence being required) or else from the kind 
heart of the accuser, who would not see the 
party prosecuted to the bitter end. None 
of these inquiries are made about the pro­
fessional, whose habits, likes, dislikes, 
tastes, places of residence and disposition 
arc all known. Upon the thief the officer 
lays the arm of tlie law, under the vagrant 
act, but being well connected, so to sj>eak* 
the thief raises money, fees a member of 
the bar and gets out on habeas corpus.

Instances are on record where the thief 
goes to the same house and robs it again, 
or where he meets the person robbed in the 
street and tells him to do his prettiest; he 
can get out by habeas corpus, if he has 
money, and the way in which it is done is 
passed around until it is regular business. 
Have any robberies ot consequence been 
reported witkin the past few days? any 
record of houses being feloniously entered ? 
any news of burglaries ? The reason of 
this is tha t nearly all of the well known 
gang are locked up in the Workhouse. 
There is the reason why there is no record 
of robberies of late. Against these pro" 
fessionals several charges of robbery have 
been brought, from which they have es­
caped by the ingenuity of counsel.

In one case a thief accused of a big rob­
bery forfeited his bonds, but eame back 
about six months ago. In another case the 
prosecution failed to identify the robber. 
In another case the thief was arrested as a 
vagrant, and is found with a raw wound, 
having been peppered a short time ago 
when a house was robbed in the overliowed 
districts. All the professional gang ot 
desperadoes who are constantly engaged in 
their nefarious pursuit have been confined 
under the legitimate interpretation of the 
vagrant act, but have been released on ju ­
dicial interpretation of its informality; re­
leased only to go to work again and boast • 
in tlie sunlight of their achievements under 
the dark lantern.

The following list of professional thieyes 
are now confined in the \V orkhouse: Mat 
Hogan, Pete Munday, Molloy, Jose Hernan­
dez, Perez, Zimmerman, alias Guite; Wil­
liam Cane, alias Lottie; Jew Jake, W illiam 
Brother. Muuday is accused of the robbery 
of the cash box at Belden’s store in April, 
1870. Molloy is accused of the robbery ot 
Morgan's warehouse of $1150—money used 
to pay off bands. Jake and Brother are 
both identified as having robbed Mr. 
Schmidt, the jeweler on Royal street, the 
property being recovered. These, with sev­
eral others whose names we can not recol­
lect, have been arrested by the police within 
the last two weeks. No robberies have 
been reported now for several days. Cer­
tainly, if these men are again turned loose 
the police ought not to be held accountable.

Matt Hogan was released yesterday, hav­
ing applied for release via habeas corpus. 
The peculiar friends of the others now in 
cn8tody are casting about to obtain the same 
relief. I t does not require the gift of pro­
phecy to foretell that in case these men are 
permitted to walk tlie streets again there 
will be nightly and successful robberies, 
unless, as in several instances, the residents 
of the house mount guard with loaded pis­
tols during “ the silent watches of the

Oscar Bellville met with a serious injury. 
He leaped into the water of the lake, which 
was only three feet deep, from the bathing, 
wharf.

John Rogers fell through the hatchway 
of the steamship Liberty.

Bernard Bertrand, alias Estanabe Rig- 
anting, on being found with a gold watch 
he wanted very much to sell, under sus­
picious circumstances, was arrested.

A batch of five feminine,vagrants were 
arrested on Dryades street and sent down 
yesterday; and a pair of males and females, 
also arrested and accused of using obscene 
language, were sent down.
