SYNOPSIS OK THE PAST TWENTY-FOUR HOURS.
The barometer lias risen somewhat, with­

out material change in the weather, on the 
California coast. Threatening and cloudy 
weather is reported from Nebraska, where 
rain fell last night. The barometer has 
fallen somewhat in the Mississippi valiey, 
and still more so on the lakes. A u area of 
low pressure has sjowly advanced south­
eastward, and is now central near Lakes On­
tario and Huron. The area of cloudy 
weather, with occasional light rains, which 
was Monday evening in North Carolina and 
Florida, is now confined to the latter State. 
Partially cloudy' weather is now reported 
from (ieorgia to'Virginia, and clear weather 
generally prevails in the Middle and East­
ern States.

H u  the Bed of the River Risen ?—Letter 
from (General Humphreys.

[Prom the Hew York World.)
S ir—In your paper of May 13, of this 

year, there'is a letter from Mr. Albert Stein, 
of Mobile, Alabama, the subject of wbich is 
“The false idea with regard to the Missis­
sippi levee system inculcated in the report 
of Humphreys and Abbott.” Mr. Stein says 
that it is absurd to assert that the alluvial 
lands of the Mississippi can be rendered 
nerpetually cultivable by the levee system 
proposed in that report, wbich. he asserts, 
takes no note of the general elevation of 
the bed of the river by the deposit of de 
tritua, nor the elevation of the bed caused 
by the elongation of the river at its mouth 
in the gulL which elongation, he states, is 
estimated in the report alluded to at seven 
hundred feet per annum. From these two 
sources, he adds, the Hoods go on constantly 
increasing iu height, and the levees become 
insufficient for protection.

Now there is not a single fact going to 
show that the bed of the Mississippi river 
has risen nt all from detritus brought down 
by the river and its tributaries. The evi 
deuce as to that matter is conclusive that it 
has not risen, is not rising, and will Hot rise. 
I do not doubt that Mr. Stein will reply that 
the bed of the Po and the bed of the Rhine 
have risen from this cause; and therefore I
anticipate liiin by stating that long series 
of measurements upon those rivers show
conclusively that their beds have not risen 
for centuries, and I refer those who wish to 
know more of this to those pages of the 
report of Humphreys and Abbott where 
tins subject is treated. As to the elevation 
of the bed of the river by the prolongation 
of its course into the gulf, I beg to refer Mr. 
Stein to pages 435 and 43ti of the report he 
criticises, where it is shown that it will re­
quire an extension of the mouth ot 
the river twenty-live miles into the 
gulf to raise the surface of the river one 
toot at Fort St. Philip and above, and that, 
according to the present rate of progress, 
live centuries will elapse before the river ae- 
cotnplisbes that extension. Further, it is
stated iu that report that, from the best 
data to be obtained, the river extends into

Successful Transfusion.
A singular operation to save a man's life— 

that of the transfusion ot blood from a lamb 
to liis body—is reported to have been per­
formed in Wilmington, Delaware, recently, 
by Drs. King and Winants. Tbe subject 
was a colored man, an inmate of tbe city 
hospital, who bad lieen suffering for some 
time, and who bad lately seemed in danger 
of death from mere exhaustion. When laid 
upon the table he was too weak to talk, and 
appeared to have but a few hours of life in 
him. When his vein was opened but one 
drop of blood fell from it. The carotid 
artery of the lamb was opened, and the 
blood was forced from thence by tbe palpi­
tation of tbe animal’s heart, through a small 
glass tube, into the patient's cephalic vein. 
In this way about eight ounces of blood 
were conveyed from the lamb to the man.

Steam boat and l a r g o  Sunk.

Brief mention has already been made ot 
the loss of the Ida Rees, but additional 
particulars are given in the subjoined dis­
patch to the St. Louis Republimn:

Sioux City', Iow-a, June 24.—The steamer 
Ida Rees No. 2. one of the Northwestern 
Transportation Company's line, struck a 
sand bar and sunk near the mouth of White 
river, about twelve o'clock on the night of 
the twentieth instant. She sparred off. and 
in backing out struck her stern against an­
other bar, unshipping her rudder, when she 
became unmanageable, and in a few mo­
ments broke in two and went down in eight 
feet of water. She had on board 208 tons of 
government and private freight, and fifty- 
five passengers. The boat and cargo were 
a total loss. Tbe E. H. Durfee arrived at 
the scene of the disaster at ten o’clock next 
day, and took away tbe passengers. No 
lives were lost. The boat was originally a 
small craft plying on the Alleghany river, 
but had been rebuilt, and was one'of tbe 
best and fastest boats on the upper Mis­
souri. She was valued at $20,001), and in­
sured for $12,000. The value of her cargo 
is estimated at $100,000; full amount of in­
surance not known.
