The reeess having expired, the Council 

ceacuued it* session at noon.
Mayor Benj. F. Flanders, presided and 

there were present Administrators John 
Cockrein(Improvements), Allred Shaw (Ac 
•counts), L. T. Delassize (Waterworks and 
Public Buildings), F. C. Remick (Coni 
merce), James Lewis (Police), John S. Wal 
ton (Finance), and H. Bonzauo (Assess 
JTients).
P ro tec tio n  from Overflow—The M ayor' 

Veto.
Mr. Shaw introduced the following reso 

lotion:
ttrjnlred, That the Committee on Drain 

ttge immediately lay out, and the Aduunis 
trator of Improvements and City Surveyoi 
proceed to erect all the works necessary to 
strengthen the line of the Metairie ridge 
including flood gates or locks iu both canals 
so as to effectually protect all lauds within 
the line of the ridge from inundation.

The yeas and nays were called and the 
resolution unanimously adopted.

Mr. Shaw then moved that the following 
resolution pass, the veto of the Mayor not 
withstanding, and upon that question called 
the yeas and nays:

Hr ml red, That the Mississippi and Mcx 
iean Uulf Ship Canal Company be and they 
are hereby authorized to commence work 
immediately ou the lake shore protection 
levee, under the direction of the Adminis­
t ra to r  of Improvements and City Surveyor, 
according to plans aud speeitieations ou file 
in the office of the City Surveyor.

Mr. Bonzauo: There is a matter of plans 
and speeitieations on file iu the office of the 

; Surveyor which we know nothing about.
I don't know of any except a certain favor­
ite plan of the Surveyor for railroad ears 
and a horse track on the lake, which I am 
opimsed to. I am iu favor of a protection 
levee three or four hundred yards inside 
the margin of the lake, but of no other, b<- 
cause. from the best information I can get, 
any levee constantly exposed to the waves 
will be a constant expense to keep in repair, 
no matter whether flanked by iron revet­
ments or not. There is no material to he 
lud here strong enough to withstand the 
action of the waves and the water.

Mr. Delassize: My views are exactly those 
<of the Administrator of Assessments. I 
want a protection levee, hut I don't see the 
necessity of it iu the lake.

J9r. Cockrem said this jdan had been be- 
' fore the public two or three months; he 
called for the question.

Mr. Lewis: I am not as yet decided how 
to vote on this question. I do not under­
stand, Mr. President, whether you veto the 
whole ordinance or that portion of it as to 
the levee being in the lake. Is that the 
part of the ordinance you veto. Mr. Presi­
dent, or do you veto the w hole ordinance ’? 

Mr. Cockrem: It is vetoed as a whole.
The Mayor called for the reading of the 

following paragraph of the veto:
The present resolution, iguoriug the stand­

ing committee previously appointed, sets 
the company immediately to work, at the 
exorbitant prices provided iu the bill, ou 
an extensive levee, not required even by 
the act of the Legislature to be entered 
upon immediately, namely: a lake shore 
protection levee; and if I rightly understand 
the plans aud speeitieations of the Surveyor 
therein alluded to, this levee is to be located 
either in the lake or near the shore. I 
think this question of location lias not been 
thoroughly considered by the Council.

Mr. Cockrem: The resolution as a whole 
has been vetoed.

Mr. Lewis: That is what I am asking for.
1 am not prepared to sustain the Mayor's 
veto as a whole, but I am prepared to sus 
tain it if the levee is in the lake.

Mr. Shaw: As far as I am concerned the 
Mayor is mistaken in saying we have not 
sufficiently considered this matter. I think 
! understand the plan of Mr. Bell. It has 
been before us some weeks, and a similar 
plan lias been before the public for years 
past- aud was reported ou favorably by a 
board of engineers in 1S6.*. I understand it 
to be a protection levee outside of the 
,,.resent lake shore, and I vote for it on that 
ground. I have maturely considered the 
subject. If we are going into a work of 
■great magnitude ou the lake shore I propose 
to reclaim the whole lake front, not leaving 
a ragged edge in front of the levee. The 
vratar where we propose to locate the levee 
may be twelve or eighteen inches deep, but 
anywhere where we could put a levee it 
would be washed by the high tide. I pro­
pose to build a levee that will staud. Do 
you mean to tell me that a levee put out in 
the water will not withstand the action of 
the waves ! Then we must buiid a break­
water to protect it.

Mr. Bonzauo: I believe some years ago 
there was a sort of protection barrier built 
by the government at Lake Pontchartrain.
I think they spent some hundred and fifty 
thousand dollars without accomplishing 
anything iu the way of protection. I have 
not said that a levee could not be con­
structed iu the water of sufficient strength 
to withstand any action of the waves, but 
1 say the material to construct such a levee 
is not to be luid here. It requires stone or 
rock that the waves can not move. As far 
as the iron revetment is concerned, that is 
entirely experimental. With the immense 
force of the waves I have seen on the lake 
shore the tilling will always be carried 
away. Iu voting to sustain the Mayor's 
•veto I, nevertheless, stand committed to a 
protection levee onor near the lake shore, 
though not out iu the lake to please the 
fancy of one or two individuals who think 
they have got a good thing.

Mr. Cockrem: Not one or two individu­
als; a whole corps of engineers reported ou 
this thing iu 180.1.

Mr. Walton: We have passed a resolu­
tion to-day that provides for the immediate 
firotectiou of the city from overflow, and I 
understand that this work will be entered 
upon at once. It seems to me. with regard 

protection levee, that we all agree 
■ssary aud very desirable that the 
mid be done on the plan laid out 
.legislature; but I do not see the 
te necessity of undertaking this at 

'esent time, while there is such a 
ye of opinion as to where the levee 

traced. It seems to me no more

Mr. Cockrem: Tho ordinance as a whole 
has been vetoed.

The Mayor: I understand the Adminis­
trator’s vote to be nay.

Mr. Kemiek voted yea.
Mr. Lewis: I understand the Mayor does 

not veto only that part of the ordinance 
locating the levee in the lake.

Mr. Shaw: You can not divide your vote. 
The Mayor: The plan of thaCity Surveyor 

is to locate this levee in the lake. So soys 
the Ad ministrator of Accounts. So says the 
Administrator of Improvements. I veto 
that.

Mr. Cockrem called for the reading of 
the paragraph from the Mayor's message 
already read.

Mr. Shaw : I think there is no doubt on 
this subject. It is a levee along or near the 
line of the shore, and as the shore slopes, 
good deal of laud at high water is sub 
merged, and at low water is dry. It is 
question of where you shall locate this 
levee. My proposition is to locate it outside 
the ordinary shore, on the slope of land 
where the water is of very slight depth.

The Mayor: That is the way I under 
stand the proposition.

Mr. Shaw: In high tides the waves will 
strike the levee if we put it half a mile 
from the shore, just as they will inside the 
shore. I think this is not a subject fora divi 
sion of votes. The ordinance has been ftn 
ally discussed. There were plenty of chances 
to amend it; plenty of ohanecs to vote on 
the question of separating it into para 
graphs, but now it comes before us ou a 
veto, and I vote yea to carry it over the 
veto of the Mayor, and I think every mem 
her of the Council should vote yea or nay.

The Mayor: I understand the Adminis 
trator of Waterworks to have voted no, un 
less he tells mo to the contrary.

Mr. IJeuiiek inquired if the Administrator 
voted an unqualified no.

Mr. Lewis voted nay.
Mr. Walton: I vote nay, not because I am 

not in favor of a protection levee, but be­
cause I want further information.

Mr. Lewis: I vote nay for the same 
reason.

Mr. Bonzauo voted nay.
The vote stood:
Yeas: Cockrem. Shaw and Remick—3. 
Nays: Delassize, Lewis, YValtou and Bon­

zauo—4.
The Mayor's veto was accordingly sus­

tained.
Mr. Bonzauo: I now move that the drain 

ige committee prepare plans, and give the 
Surveyor instructions, instead of the Sur­
veyor giving us instructions.

Mr. Remick: 1 should object to that, be­
cause some members of the drainage com­
mittee acknowledge they do not know any­
thing about it.

Mr. Bonzauo: There are plenty of men 
besides the Surveyor who can be called 
upon.

Mr. Cockrem: Does tbe gentleman pro­
pose to do without the aid of the Surveyor?

The Mayor requested the Administrator 
ot Assessment* to put his resolution in 
writing.

Mr. Bonzano did so, as follows:
Resulted, That the drainage committee 

prepare a plan for the construction of a 
protection levee near the lake shore, which, 
alter being approved by the Council, sliall 
be the guide for the contractor and Survey­
or, under the direction of the Administra­
tor of Improvements, iu the execution of 
the work.

The resolution was amended to read, “on 
or near the lake shore.”

Mr. Remick moved that the resolution be 
laid over.

Mr. Shaw said he thought the Council 
were ready to pass it.

The resolution was then carried.

Be it ordained by the City Council of 

rew Orleans, That no fish shall be sold in 
any market in this city after the. hour of 
ten o'clock A. M , under penalty of not less 
than five dollars or more than twenty-five 
dollars for each offense.
