D ealer* in J a il.

|Froin theClevelaud Herald of June 27.J 
In April last United States Marshal Has­

tings, of the northern district of Ohio, re­
ceived information that a considerable 
amount of counterfeit greenbacks, na­
tional bank notes and fractional currency 
was being circulated in northern Ohio and 
eastern Indiana, and that a large gang o f  
ojierators were engaged in the nefarious 
business. He immediately addressed a let­
ter upon the subject to the Solicitor of tin* 
Treasury, who took prompt action. One el 
the most skillful detectives in the sorvi»e 
was detailed and sent to this city, followed 
soon after by another, to assist him. Afler 
conversation with Marshal Hastings they 
commenced operations. During the past 
two months they have been working up 
the case, and have at last succeeded, tlere 
is good reason to believe, in breaking up the 
entire gang. Arrests have been made from 
time to time, until at last several cf the 
ringleaders, some of the most desperate 
characters in this part, of the country, have 
been taken into custody.

James Monroe Bisseil was first arrested 
in Alliance, on the sixteenth of April, on the 
charge of passing and offering for sale 
counterfeit national bank notes of the de- 
n m m foils of ten i n 1 twenty. How he 
came to fall into the hands of tie Philis­
tines, as narrated by the detective, was*in 
thiswise: He took a little trip downdo L< e- 
touia, and while there “shoved," in a siugle 
evening, ninety dollars in spurisus tens on 
the Poughkeepsie, New York.

The 
letectives were on hand to receive them at 
the Union depot, with a reserve force of 
two officers of the Cleveland police. Both 
were captured after a hard struggle. 
Rivers attempted to do a little shooting 
with his revolver, but was overpowered 
and taken into custody. Homer threw 
away, when he saw there was no escape, 
four counterfeit ten-dollar bills, hut they 
were secured. With these gang-leaders 
two others were also arrested—Joe Warren 
and a man who goes by the soubriquet of 
‘•Jim the Dutchman,” both members of the 
Fort Wayne party.

Saturday evening the detectives visited 
Alliance, and rearrested J. M. Bisseil, upou 
the charge of dealing and Having in his 
possession counterfeit money—tens on the 
Poughkeepsie National Bank, and twenties 
on the Market National Bank, of New York. 
They also arrested, at Alliance, M. A. Boyd, 
upon a similar charge. The officers say he 
has been in the business for twenty-five 
years, and was the agent for supplyiug the 
(eastern part of Ohio. When arrested he was 
detected in the act of throwing away some 
of the stuff. These cases will come up for 
preliminary examination before Commis­
sioner White on Friday. In connection with 
the arrest of these men was confiscated 
some interesting and spicy correspondence 
from a couple of Cleveland lawyers.

The 
latter are very poorly executed, and would 
deceive no peison with careful eyes, hut 
many ol the bills are excellent imitations, 
requiring close scrutiny to detect tbeir spur­
ious character.

T ragedy in S h revep ort—A M nrder or  a 
Suicide.

We copy the following report from the 
Shreveport Southirentem :

On the night of Sunday, the twenty-fifth 
instant, a man named Theodore Wal/, a 
German, met his death in a mysterious 
manner. He came to town on the Saturday 
previous, and put up at a boardinghouse 
on Market street, in the rear of the market- 
house. On Monday morning, blood was dis­
covered on the walls of the building, under 
and upon the window-sill of the room which 
the deceased occupied, and attention there­
to wus immediately directed. The room 
was entered and one man found in bed, 
who was a partner of the deceased, but 
Walz wus missing. This man was asleep, 
and, upon being aroused, disclaimed any 
knowledge of the whereabouts of Walz. 
Blood was found upon the bedding and 
upon the door and w indow-sill, and a razor 
covered with blood was also found lying on 
the floor. Blood stains were likewise tracked 
from the boardinghouse to the bayou, near 
Jobes’ sawmill, and on a pole and up6n 
some logs on the edge of the water were 
also seen blood. This evidruce led to the 
inference that the body bad been thrown in 
the bayou, aud it was soon thereafter 
dragged and the body' of the dead man 
found.

Upon the body being brought to the 
bank, it was found that the deceased had 
been cut across both wrists and both arms. 
Some arteries had been severed, and the 
wounds in uiemselves would have produced, 
death. A coroner’s inquest decided that 
the man .came to his death by violence, 
with an instrument in the hands of some 
person or persons unknown.

There are doubts in the minds of the peo­
ple of the community as to whether he com­
mitted suicide or was murdered. He and 
Iris partner came here some months ago 
from Memphis, and located above Shreve- 
port on Cross Lake, with the purpose of 
market gardening, etc. He was advised by 
some of his countrymen here against the 
move, as they thought his health would not 
stand the climate. He went, however, and, 
as already stated, returned company 
with his partner on Saturday, and com­
plained of being sick. He was despondent 
in speaking of his affairs, and intimated that 
he did not care whether he got well or not. 
This was on Sunday. On that night the 
aff air happened, ami one theory was that he 
had tried to bleed himself to death, but not 
succeeding, he bad gone to the bayou and 
drowned himself. If it was a murder, it 
was buuglingly managed. Yet the loss of 
blood that ensued from bis wounds would 
almost preclude the possibility of he him­
self being able to walk there, uud spoils the 
theory of suicide.

Four*persons are under arrest upon sus­
picion of being implicated in the affair. A 
watch, sworn to iiy the negro man who 
hroughPdown Walz and bis partner from 
their pllce on the lake as the property of 
Walz, was found in the possession of a man 
calling himself 1‘atsy Oliver, and he is in 
jail awaiting examination. The partner of 
Walz is also in jail, and two other men 
whose names we did not learn. A little 
negio girl testified before the coroner's in­
quest that she saw a murdered man lying 
in the alley as she returned from market in 
the morning, with three men standing near 
by. and when she went back to tbf spot the 
body was gone. Altogether it is <» most 
mysterious affair, and we shall await the 
development ol testimony through examina­
tion with jnueh interest.

K nilrond E lection  in s>bre\epori.

member that the question ha-( resolved 
itself into cne of necessity, and not of 
choice.

Shreveport is in a most critical condition, 
and a few months will decide whether or 
not we are to become a railroad centre.

We repeat an assertion we have fre­
quently made, that the Baton Rouge branch 
road is the key to the position. If we ratify 
the contract it will come to Shreveport in 
the next three years; if we reject it the 
company will be prepared to receive propo­
sitions frotrf Marshall and Jefferson lor a 
more direct road to the Indian Territory. 
We believe, our people are prepared for the 
question, and will vote for the ratification.

By the ratification of this contract the 
completion of connection by rail with New 
Orleans will lie hastened, for whoever the 
parties may he who build they can avail 
themselves of the offer and be induced to 
coininf nee the gradiug in this parish to se­
cure. on the completion of the grading, 
$-*00,000.

We tye aqt over sanguine with reference 
to the building of railroads, and fear that 
the present generation will pass away be­
fore the plans now set on foot will be. con­
summated.

If the Shreveport branch of the Mobile, 
New Orleans and Texas railroad should 
pun-hash the rights and franchises attached 
to the proposed branch from Baton Rouge, 
uuder the clause that the Mississippi river 
could be crossed at any point helow the 
inoutlrof Red river, as some suppose it will 
do, we care not. We want a railroad to 
New Orleans, and it matters not under 
what-name it is built.

Professor Rudolph Sipp, the talented 
pianist, leaves the city to-day for an ex­
tended tour through Europe. Professor 
Sipp will visit not only the principal cities 
of Europe, hut will probably extend his 
tour as far as Japan or China. In his last 
tour Professor Sipp performed before the 
highest dignitaries of the Flowery Kingdom 
and the land of hari-kari. One object of 
the Professor's tour is to pick up musical 
novelties. We wish him success.

A Michigan storekeeper offered bis ap­
prentice fifty cents if be would drive away 
the bootblacks from the front of the estab­
lishment. The youth succeeded by pour­
ing kerosene on the bead of one of them and 
setting fire to it; but he now finds that the 
fifty cents is hardly enough to bail him out 
of jail.

General Joseph E. Johnston delighted 
his old friends in Montgomery, Alabama, 
by a visit last week, looking in better 
health and younger by ten years than be 
did seven years ago. Living under a 
‘ tyrannical government” apparently has 
not greatly harmed him.

We propped in, last evening, to the room 
of the vice president of the police board 
and found them in consultation with their 
attorney, J. R. Beckwith. The nature of 
the business under discussion we did not 
learn, but considering the recent action of 
Judge Cooley, wc were satisfied it was a 
council of war.

Itavaaes  o f  the P estilen ce  in Bnenoa  
A yres—In terestin g  D eta ils .

The Indianapolis Journal publishes the 
following private letter from Professor II. 
G. Jackson, formerly a resident of that 
State, hut now a resident of Buenos Ayres: 

Buenos Ayres, S. A., May 1(5, 1871.
1 shall send you a letter by to-dav's mail, 

if for no other reason than to inform you 
that we are alive; for doubtless you will 
soon begin to hear reports of the ravages of 
yellow fever in Buenos Ayres—in tact, I 
suppose you must have heard of it before 
now. At any rate I am happy to inform 
you that my family and myself are still 
alive aud well, notwithstanding there has 
been a fearful mortality in the city during 
the past three months.

In the month of February there, appeared 
in one of the districts of Buenos Ayres a few 
eases of what the physicians called yellow 
fever, though tliqre was much dischssion as 
to whether it was really yellow fever or not. 
However, as these cases were few in num­
ber, and not particularly fatal, and, besides, 
were confined to one neighborhood, nobody 
paid much attention to it, or seemed to 
think it worth while to take any precau­
tions against its spreading. In the mean­
time the disease was increasing quite 
rapidly, and the newspapers began to dis­
cuss the subject earnestly; some claiming 
we had genuine yellow fever among us, 
others asserting with equal confidence that 
it was not that dreaded destroyer of human 
life. The number of deaths rose from five 
or ten up to twenfy or thirty daily, and 
were published separately, with street and 
number, name, age, etc.

The people became alarmed and began to 
leave the city by thousands. It was esti­
mated that not less than 10,000 people left 
the city jn a single day. As the epidemic 
progressed the people became so much 
afraid of it that they deserted, in many in­
stances, their nearest friends aud relatives, 
and many persons died from neglect, who, 
if properly cared for, would have recoveted. 
The number of deaths rose rapidly until it 
fiually leached the appalling number of 780 
daily j and it is generally believed that the 
fuH'nuuiber was not reported. It must be 
remembered that at tne time when the 
deaths were reported at from 400 to 000 
daily, the population of the city had been 
reduced by previous deaths and removals to 
about 35.000 or 40,000 souls. (Buenos Ayres 
ordinarily has a population of over 200,000.) 
Hearses were to be seen in all directions 
and at all ho.irs of the day and night. In­
deed, there were not hearses enough in the 
city to carry off the dead, so that furniture 
wagons and other vehicles had to be brought 
into requisiton. Coffins could with great 
difficulty be procured, and it is said that in 
some instances the same coffin was made to 
serve a second time, its first occupant hav­
ing lieeu removed upon arriving at the 
grave.

At the cemetery the scene was still more 
striking, for there was the gathering of the 
dead. It reminded one of a mass meeting 
such as we see in the States during a polit­
ical campaign; only instead of gayly colored 
banners and flags there waved only the 
black plumes of the hearses, and instead of 
the shouts and cheers of excited partisans, 
there was only the silence of the dead, and 
the subdued sobbing of the mourners. 
Twenty or thirty hearses were constantly 
awaiting their turn at the gate of the ceme­
tery to unload their lifeless passengers, and 
soon as they were discharged hastened 
track to the city for others that were await­
ing them. Within the cemetery walls there 
were always to be seen scores of coffins 
waiting for the graves to be prepared to re- 
caive them, for the men employed were not 
sufficient to keep pace in tlieir doleful work 
with the rapidly accumulating corpses. 
The municipality employed still more, until 
at one time there was said to be more than 
a thousand grave diggers at work in the 
cemetery, though I believe this statement to 
be au exaggeration.

The appearance of the country was like 
that, of a freshly plowed field. The graves 
were made as close together as possible, in 
rows of fifty and one hundred. At one 
side of the cemetery several large pits were 
dug, about fifty by twenty-five feet in 
length and breadth, and about twenty feet 
deep, in which the poor were buried. A 
layer of coffins was put in, then a little 
lime, and then more coffins, until the pit 
was nearly full, after which the earth was 
thrown in. and one large mound was made 
to mark the grave of hundreds. Poor fel­
lows, they have been crowdod and hud­
dled together in unhealthy tenements while 
living, and, being dead,, were denied soli­
tude even in the grave. Business was com­
pletely paralyzed. The banks, and nearly 
all the stores, were closed: and but one 
subject occupied the attention of all, viz.: 
the (lestilence. The authorities urged every 
one that could do so to leave tlie city, and 
sent out thousands of the poor at the pub­
lic expense. Lumber was sent out to the 
country, and houses constructed, and even 
the box cars of the railroad were converted 
into houses for the poor: and still villages 
of these wooden tenements are to be seen 
along the line of the railroads, occupied by 
fugitives from the pestilence-stricken city.

Fortunately my family were in tlie coun­
try when the fever broke out, having gone 
on account of Charley's health, who had 
had a protracted spell of typhoid fever (you 
know he is notv six years old.) When the 
pestilence became alarming, I, of course, 
did not bring them back to the city. I was 
not so fortunate myself, for rnauy of my 
congregation being sick I could not leave 
them, and from continued exposure to the 
fever 1 was attacked also, and had a pretty 
severe time of it, but am now as well as 
ever. My wile came in to take care of me 
and was herself the subject of a slight at­
tack.

The loss of life by the pestilence is 
variously estimated from 15,000 to 25,000. I 
presume' the latter figure more nearly cor­
rect, though to the public the truth will 
never be known.
