mwarked that, although we ecajoved the
uctual blessings of peuce, we atill had onr
ewn troubles und trinls—thus showing that
there wus yet work to be dose by all to
restore the country to its eriginal condition
of prospenty and bquim-nu: that while the
battles of blood und carnage were being
waged in Europe we had the battle of labor
to tight, and that it bebooved all of us to
prepare for it.

e speaker then showed how the Uni- |

versity of Louisisna was preparing the
youth of the State for' tbat battle. He
then welcomed the new graduating class to
the ranks of the Society of Alumni as new
recruits in the great battleof life, and atter
thanking the professors md officers of the
University for the advantages he Lad en-
joyved under their instruction. closed with
4 few appropriate remarks of love and ad
miration of his alma muter.

OUR ANCESTORS.

“ Nos Ancetres ” (Our Ancestors), an ora-
tion in French, was fincly delivered by
Cudet J, L. Deslattes. This young man is
deacended from the old French population
of St. James parish and was a most fitting
suthor for such a subject. He reviewed the
early Listory of the sertlement of Lounisiana
by Bienville, Iberville and their followers,
picturing the dangers and obstacles they
| had to overcome, their courage and forti-
tude, their firmness and geueresity, their
sutfering and humanity, as distinguished
from the cruelty, avarice and vice of the
Spuniards. The progress of Louisiana was
then traced from the early days to the
present times, when the speaker closed with
# feeling peroration, imagining what the
feelings of Bienyille and Iberville would be
nt this day could they wake from their long
slnmber and open their eyes upon the result
of their labors.

BATTLE OF LIFE.

This was an essay by Cadet G. W. Hol-
lingsworth.

He then urged upon them the importance
of moral and religious culture, as nothing
could take the place of religion in this life,
and that if exhibited in its true colors, it
would be lovely, and would be embraced by
thousands from whom it was now kept by the
reflection of the false light in which it was
presented.  He exhorted them to be truly
patriotic. that their whols country was one
to be proud of, that it was a country to
love, especially that section in which their
lot in life was cast. The address closed
with the assertion that they were the agents
in the bands of God for adding to the glory
and greatness of America, and the speaker
hoped that each and every one would
worthy of Him and their country.

Annunl Address.

Hon. William M. Burwell, of New Or-
leans, then delivered the annuasl address.
He commenced by stating that be had lis-
tened with deep interest to the exercises of
the ocoasion, representing, as they did, a
uew departure in the educational system of
the South. To the threshold of business
life, the graduating class bad been accom-
panied by their teachers. They came with
approved certiticates of charncter and schol-
arship. On behalf of that society in which
they were to become active wembers, he
might eive and welcome them. They
were charged with a high responsibility, and
were eminently well fitted by instruction
and experience for the impertant duties
they were to assume. They were qualified
because they had no antecedent opinions
to obstruct their onward progress, and
had mnothing to ferget or recant.
They could so shape their action
as toadopt & policy adequate to the change
in the social and industrial condition of the
South. He bhad intended to address the
cadets on the application of the abstraet to
the actual, but he found that he bad been
anticipated in the sabject chosen by him by
the topics employed by oue of the speakers
of the graduating cluss, who had chosen for
his theme, the application of the abstract
to the nctual. The speaker then stated he
was in favor of adding a scientific depart-
ment to the course of Southern education.
He was there to show that while the ab-
stract princivles of Southern statesmen had
been correct there had been always wanting
that education which qualified every mem-
ber of the State for the service of the State in
some moral, political or industrial eapacity;
which utiliz. d the vaied talent that God
had given the people in all the arts, sciences
and industries of civilization, as wss done
elsewhere thronghout the civilized world.
It wae this application of the abstract to
the actual he proposed to advocate. One
address, to which he had just listened, was
entitled * Soil and Triumph.,” It taoght
the great truth that there could be no
honorable achievewenut without labor,
Another was called ©* The Battle of Life.”
It was a thoughtful and prophetie view of
the campaign in which the class had en-
listed. Then there was * Our Daty”
murked by the sawe thoughtful perceptions
of the responsibilities. *Our Aucestors”
was a proud and aftectionate appeal
to the memories of the past as an iucen-
tive never to prove unworthy of them.
* Liberty " was apostropbised as ** the
of Genius,” though it should
be forgotten that labor was
the Mother of Liberty, The last theme was
“Social Evolution.” Upon this oration the
speaker dwelt at considerable length, and
spoke in the highest terms of the orator as
# yvoung wman of sterling ability and won-
derful talent. He theu appealed to the
voung gentlemen to accept and improve
the situation—to maiutaiu the Union—it
was useful; it was indispensable to the
restoration of the South. He recommended
to them the bigh duty of reconciling “eap-
ital with labor;” reminded them that the
colored population produced by its labor
{-er)mpi au annual value of £200,000,000,
wesides performing infinite and invaluable
wenial services, with neither of which
could society dispense. They shonld assist
in couvincing the people that there was
neither interest nor inelination in the South
to deprive them of uny legal or politi-
eal right, but rather to defend and
and maiutain those rights.  The wental and
moral education of this cluss of our people
belonged also to them as a part of their
duty to sustain and advovate. This shonld
be accomplished by the fulles: and most
comprebensive system of education.

Valuable Additions to the University.

It is u source of pleasure and satisfagtion
to learn that, notwithstanding the pecuniary
ditficulties under which the institution has
been laboring, the library bas been inereased
(since your representative’s report of last
year) several thousand volumes, chiefly from
the library of Sir John McNeil, of England,
the most valuable and important ef which
are the works on civil engineering and the
ap’l-lied seiences,

'he chemical and philosophical depart-
ments have also been greatly improved.
Suites of mineral specimens from California
and the Rocky Mountains, and from the
coul measures of Hlinois, a large eollection
of geological speci from Loui .
Awong other interesting tossil remains is
about thirty feet of Tongladon, discovered
at Montgomery, in Grant parish, a few
months ago. by Dr. Hopkins, professor of
ﬁeology in the institution. To illustrate

ow much scienee is, ocoasionally, in-
debted for some of its greatest discoveries
by the smallest and sometimes the most
ladicrous circumsrances, we have only to
state that Dr. Hopkine’' accidental in-
quiry of an old man near Montgomery,
whether or not there were any curiosities to
be found in that neighborhood, elcited the
1eply that his own steps were propped up
by & number of large and cnriously shaped
stones that closely reserbled each other,
actually divulged the fact that these same
stones were the vertebrie of a former sea
monster, upward of one hundred and
twenty feet in length; yet, notwithstandin
the size of the fish, it is not such a fis
story, nor better authenticated than the one
from Claiborne county, Alabama, where the
farmers make fences of the petrified bones
of the longladon, so plentiful are fossil re-
mains in that neighborhood.

There are also added to the University a
very large counchological cabinet, and
several th d speci of Louisi
slants, collected, arranged and labeled by

rofessor Featherman, of the institution.

The discipline of the University is im-
proving wonderfully, and nothing is needed
to make it a perfect military ﬁmiuﬂun
except the much and long desi: musket.

Itis evident that the institution has not
sufficient room. and the recent law of the
Legislature transferring the entire building
for the use of the University will no doubt
be signed by the Governor as soon as he is
able to proceed to Baton Rouge and ar-
range the status of this and the other insti-
tutions there. During the past year the
University has lost many cadets from in-
sutliciency of room, and it is feared that un-
less this {s provided for the institution will
lose many more.

Absentees—Blind and Deaf and Domb
Asylumns,

In consequence of the unavoidable ab-
sence of William M: Sanford, Esq.. and
the vencrable General Grabam, the father
of the University, on account of the threat-
ened overflow of Red 1iver, there was no
annual meeting of the bourd of directors on
commencement day, but the necessary busi-
uess of the bourd was transacted by the
executive committee ut Alexandria,

Ex-Senator J. C. Egan, of Bienville par-
ish, und State Senator R. W. Futeh, of
Union, were also expected to be present,
but circumstances prevented their attend-
ance.

Since last session the blind pupils have
been removed to the Orphans’ Asylum at
Baton Rouge. They nunmber at present
twenty-five pupils and are under the joint
charge of Prof. 8. Wrotnoski, and the Rev.
P. Lane.

About forty inmates are at present in the
Deaf and Mumb Asylum, and occupy a por-
tion of the University building. They are
under the able charge of Professor J. Me-
Whorter, who deserves the itude and
remombrance of the people of this State for
his untiring efforta to educate and elevate
this unfortunate class of our citizens.

Your representative learned with feelings
of regret that the late business agentand
librarian of the University, S. B. Robinson,
Esq., hus been stricken down with sickness,
and it is feared that a considerable
xlmxc must elapse before he can resume his
duties.
