A Curious Kentucky Case,
The Washington correspondent of the
Cineinnati Gasetle telegraphed Friday :
There was a curious question at the close
of offico hours at the Treasury to<lay, in-
volving the claim of the State of Kentucky
to over half @ million dollars. The law of
Congress, limited in its action to this fiscal
vear, provided for reimbursing the States
for war expenditures for t‘qulppln;r' volun-
a

teers. Kentucky presented a ¢ im _of
$325,000 for arming bLome guards. This

class of troops bas not heretofore been
recoguized in settling such accounts, but in
this case, when the wmatter was referred to
General Sherman, he approved the claim,
on the ground that the services rendered
were, to his personal knowledge, of the
greatest value, and fully equal at the time
To the same nipmber of volunteers.
