T h e  C revasse  and  t h e  J ackson  Ra il ­
roa d .—The Picayune of last evening ways:

The water is fast receding from the Jack 
son railroad, and there is only about one 
mile this side ol' the trembling prairie sub­
merged. The earthwork over Frenier Ridge 
was pretty badly washed out by the ere-' 
vasse, but is being rapidly filled up with 
gravel. About one mile and a half of crib­
bing, which was broken, will have to be 
taken to pieces ami readjusted. The strong 
westerly winds which have prevailed have 
materially aided the company, as the water 
has been falling at the rate of one inch per 
day. By next week work will commence in 
good earnest, and it is confidently expected 
that by the first week in August trains will 
be running over the entire road.

In 1859 it was not until No v e mb e r  that 
the damages caused by the great crevasse

of that year were entirely repaired, a fact*
that by comparison reflects credit upon the 
present management of the road.

The crevasse itself is now about 2200 feet 
wide; but the water in the river is falling 
rapidly, and in thirty days the great Bonnet 
Carre crevasse will be altogether a thing of 
the past—a warning for the future, for the 
railroad company, the city of New Orleans 
and the State.

P u b lic  S choo l E x h ib itio n .

The Third Ward (parish of Jefferson, 
right bank) school was organized under the 
ward board system iu July, 1870, in the 
midst of a strong opposition, and at first 
was not well attended; but its patronage 
has gradually increased, until at the close 
of the school term it has become a very 
popular and interesting school.

It is certainly encouraging to the friends 
of public education to see those who, one 
year ago, opposed public schools, now 
warmly supporting them.

The sehoolhouse, which is a large two- 
story building (formerly a church), well 
supplied with school accommodations, well 
ventilated, etc., was crowded with the 
parents of the children and other visitors? 
all of whom appreciated the excellent en­
tertainment of the exhibition, many of 
whom turned a cold shoulder to the cause 
of public education one year ago.

F ree to w n  Pub lic  S ch oo l.

Freetown is a growing village on the right 
bank of the river, about a quarter of a mile 
above the line which divides the parish of 
Jefferson, right bank, from what is now the 
Fifth District of the city of New Orleans. 
Freetown is not of recent origin, having 
been settled more than two generations 
ago, principally by free people of color, 
hence its name. Some of these people pos­
sessed considerable means, as may he judged 
from the style of many of the older houses, 
which exhibit considerable architectural 
taste and, surrounded by fruit trees and 
shrubbery, are desirable residences, most, if 
not all, having iteen erected as homesteaj.1

Of late years, however, the characterful' 
the population has changed anti Freetown 
is now, to a great extent, peopled by Ger­
mans, who live by fishing, gathering moss 
in the woods and catching drift wood, and 
as a whole they are a thriving race.

For many years the people of Freetown 
had no other means of education for their 
children than to send them to the school at 
Gretna, about two and a half miles distant. 
But last year, in the month of August, a 
public school was organized in the town, 
under the charge of Professor Wright, with 
ninety-six pupils, which number has since 
been considerably increased, making it ne­
cessary to employ au additional teacher 
(Mr. E. A. Hubeau.)

The first annual examination of the school 
was quite an important event in the annals 
of Freetown, and drew together a large 
assembly of the residents. The result of the 
examination was extremely creditable both 
to teachers and children, and stamps the 
Freetown school as equal to those ot New 
Orleans.

The following “Roll of Honor" comprises 
the names of those among the pupils who 
stood highest in deportment, regular at­
tendance and scholarship: Paul Blackwell, 
Abby Brandon. Ernestine Hubeau, Edgar 
Lombard. Mary Clayton, Louisa Lombard, 
Charles Evans, Arthur Camus, Joseph 
Lamothe, Gratius Lamothe.

There seems to be a growing tendency of 
passengers to resist and of courts to check 
arbitrary railwav exactions. The latest in­
stance is the recovery, by Mr. Coleman, of 
near $4000 damages from the New York 
and New Haven railroad, in consequence 
of the conductor first refusing to take the 
ticket and then putting him oft the train. 
Another case, identical in principle, has 
arisen on a Southern railroad. gentleman, 
having a through ticket from New \ork to 
Savannah, stopped over one tram at Colum­
bia. On resuming his journey the conduc­
tor rejected the check given by the conduc­
tor on the previous part of the route and 
demanded full fare. The passenger, on de­
clining to pay this, was put on the train, 
with his baggage, in an almost impassable 
swamp and iu a drenching rain, and, as m 
the former case, many miles from the near­
est town. He has brought suit against the 
company, laying his damages at $20,000.

The Opelousas Journal says:
The weather this week has been dry and 

exceedingly hot here, though ̂ we hear of 
rains in some parts of the parish where it 
was needed. The cotton crop, as far as our 
observation goes, is improving and doing 
well since the rains have abated. The corn 
crop, though materially injured, and in 
some places more than others, has not been 
damaged to the extent at first supposed.
