Cost of the Metropolitan Police.

The fiscal year of the police department
commences on the first of October
Since the first of October, 1870, the
treasurer of the Police Board has re
ceived in cash from the State Treasurer, on
account of the city of New Orleans, the
enormous sum of four dollars and thirty-
three cents, and in Metropolitan warrants,
$402,743 52,

The Picagune savs that in the month of
June the city expended $166,000 for the
Metropolitan police. This amount repre-
sents, probably, Metropolitan warrauts re-
deemed by the city during that month, and
the cancellation of so mueh of the Tabili-
ties of the city.

At the rate stated by the Pieaywne the
police would cost the city $1,992,000, when
the fact is that the yearly police expendi-
tures on actount of the city will not amount
to more than $725,000. This is the Pica-
yune's arithmetie, on which it estimates
the annual municipal expenditure at over
ten nnllion-.
