AN ACT making appropriations for the re­
pair, preservation and completion of cer­
tain public works on rivers and harbors, 
aud for other purposes.
Be it enacted by the Senate amj House of 

Representatives of the United States of 
America in Congress assembled. That the 
following sums of money be, and are hereby 
appropriated, to be paid out of any money 
in tlie treasury not otherwise appropriated, 
to he expended under the direction of the 
Secretary of War, for the repair, preserva­
tion and completion of the following public 
works hereinafter named:
