Crry InpROVENENTS—Abowt the Corner of
Baronne amd Gravier Streets.—A hasty
glance on the corner of Baromne and
Gravier streets wonld not show any more
than ordinary buildings for commercial
purposes, but, in retrospection, proof is
found that the uses of higher commerce—
brokerage and factorage — require more
room than what is seen on Carondelet
street, and trade isgradually pushing out.
First comes the new building that rises on
the site of Liner's stables, burned down in
,the same fire that consumed the Varieties
Theatre. Here are three stores, the first

otk and showing
story of betuempwl i e

(Opens on the right into a vestibule, through
which, at all hours of the day, the sunlight
will flood—a great advantage in business
houses. These are already reated.

The northwest corner of Baromue and

is appropristely fililed by a twostery brick
store, iron and staced front, and done up in
solid style. Up Bavonne stréet, toward the
south, passing the solid fourstery struc-
ture also recently erected, instead of the ol
family dwelling on the southwest corner;
passing on the right buildings that have
within two years been so thoroughly rene”
vated, their old shape even is lost, one
comes to the foundations that are rising on
the site of a peculigr locking brick house
which once stood with a bow front. These
foundations and part of the firet story,
already solid, show the commercial use for
whioh this is intended.

Further on up Baronne, leaving this im-
proving northwest corner of Baronne and
Union, one sees remewed evidemce of im-
pro t and renovati The recently
built stores ris-a-vis the National Theatre,
the principal one being occupied by Kern &
Fellman, are already old; and still further
up one getsinto a region where livery stables
are thick and horse traders plenty. But
the well lined street laid with two tracks of
cars has, in the. new and solid structures
that have risen within five years, given
more evidenoe of rapid improvement than
any other thorouglfare in the city in pro-
portion to the length. At present there
seems to be mo room for improvement on
Carondelet street, between old Hevia or
new Lafayette and Canul s reets, but the
time 15 not by any means tur back whea
this distance of the broad commercial mart
was lined with rickety shanties, cotton
yards and cotton presses. In a city like
Paris, twenty years would be considered re-
cent; here it is old. A retrospective glance
down this street to Cansl, from the corner
of Hevia, and the tall, stately structures
that now wall in the street from where Dav-
jdson’s Court modestly opens to the one-time
private residence that rises on the corner of
Canal; all these melt away, and in their
stend a number of low-browed wooden
shanties give it the appearance of a “Main
street” in some little village in the interior
of Louisians. Baronne is in & rising con-
dition, and improving at the same rate as
Carondelet street, years since, showing the
go-shead-itive disposition of things in this
direction.

The recent improvements in the vicinity
of the Pilie Market, the National Hall, the
handsome stores, are already old, as far as
news is concerned. But in place of the
small store burned a short time ago on Poy-
dras, near Carondelet street, a pretty
structure, neat and substantial, with a
double front, has already risen, and it is
believed rented. There is no lack of proof,
if one were disposed to find it, that the
city's commercial quarter has widened and
deepened every year since the close of the
war; that new warehouses, covering in some
instances an area of several acres, have gone
up; that the trades are “breaking out inanew
place;” that Bourbon street in the Second:
Baronne street in the First, both present
evidence of the steady increase of eur busi,
ness, which is swallowing up small dwell-
ings and insignificant streets in every
direction.

Grear CrY Axp Lirrre Woor.—There
was quite an excitement near the gas-
works yesterday afternoon, whieh, though
“wmall potatoes and few in a hill,”” deserves
mention. Two white boys, by some means
or other unknown to this reporter. got into
a fight with a colored man, who cried out
80 lustily that a score or more of his friends
ran at first to see what was the matter.
Seeing the number which appreached from
all directions, the two boys proceeded to “‘get
up and git,” in a lively style, which the
crowd seeing, soon turned themselvesinto
pursuers, and ran after the thoroughly
scared youngsters.

At this point some indiscreet personage
halloed out ‘“‘riot,” which terrible word
caused all the mothers of families there-
abouts to gather their young, as a hen her
chickens, “under her wings,” and the
fathers to protect their households by run-
ning away from them after the, by this
time, prodigious number of pursuers, not
one of whom knew what Le was running
after. The two boys rushed into the Gas
works for protection,the police came and car-
ried them away on a charge of assault and
battery, the fathers went home to theis
households, each with a sense of having
dome his whole duty, the mothers breathed
freer, the crowd melted away, and the two
boys are now “‘out on bonds.”

FLue CoLLArsep.—A steam boiler ex-
plosion oceurred yesterday afternoon in
the cotton seed oil factory of A, A. Magin-
nis, corner of Commerce and Julla streets,
The explosion was accompanied with a loud
report, and the following persons were
found to be badly scalded : M. J. Slattery,
Joln Forsythe and Alexander Phillips.
The two last named were employed in the
factory as draymen, The damage to the
machinery aud building is estimated at
about three thousand dellars, covered by
insurance.

The hot oils in the vats of the factory
was set loose by the explosion and the
scalding was done with this, with what
amount of danger to the parties, the re-
porter has been unable to uscertain.
