Quite unexpectedly finding myself here
for the night, the pen”falls invitingly into
my fingers dictating nn account of my ad-
ventures kince leaving the Pass Christian
House this morning on the 7410 train for the
city. ' Lintay
We got along splendidly at' first. The
loug bridge over Bay St. Loais was erossed
in safety. The Bay St. Louis stations
added to our passenger list both gentle-
men and ladies in seores. Then we touched
at Nicholson avenue station, and took in
several others. Bo by the time that we
had passed Toulme's station we were
packed in the two cars, which comprised
the entire ‘ac lation train, hiat
after the fashion of sardines in a barrel.
But everybody appeared to be in
humor, and when ene gentleman told the
conductor that he could not find a place in
the cars, and wus answered by that official
with great facetionsness that he had plenty
of standing room, every one present laughed
asif it was really a good joke.

At last we arrived at ‘Grund Plains sta-
tion; this was exactly $:12 A. M., and the
train stopped somewhat longer than usual
The curious man, who s always looking
out of the window, at the immense risk of
losing bis hat, to say nothing of his head,
looked eut tosee what was the matter. He
saw nothing: so he said. The testy gentle-
man, who aiways objects to the door being
loft open, then arose and went to the plat-
form and held a conversation with his part-
uer of the other ear. Still nothing defi-
nite. The fellow who is always eating
closed his haversack amd left the car to
fornge. The sleepy man awoke with a
snort und asked what the h—I1l's the mat-
ter: why don't they goon ! Still no answer
could be obtained. At last Bob Vidette
hurriedly entered the car (he always has
the latest information fro:m the front, and
would immortalize himsclf as a reporter),
and announced that & freight train had run
off the track just a couple of miles akead,
at East Pearl river bridge, and that our
train would be detained a couple of hours
before damages could be repaired. This
news was not received with demoustrations
of joy.

‘Well we waited the two hours, and as the
breeze which blew over the great prairie,
which surrounded us, was quite cool, and
not over laden with mosquitoes, our patience
was not much strained. After that, however,
affairs took another turn. A violent mutidy
was discovered to be hatching among those
who had got on the train without their
breakfast, which only the utmost vigilance
could possibly keep under. Another hour.
Anxious inquiries then broke out for whisky
and “cold decks.” These ended in the in-
quirers disappearing into the depths of their
seats in hopeless miser_\". Another hour.
Our fankers, who had forceid themselves
into the premises of the station master, re-
ported that dinner for at least fifty men was
then being placed on table in one of the
sheds.  Right here, almost a cheer was
heard, and the eyes of the fatigued and al-
most exhausted ladies were seén tobrighten.
But Bob Vidette brought us the sad tidings
that the grub was for the hands at work on
the bridge, and that even a mouthful of
bread was refused him by those at the sta-
tion on the plea that “Mr. Brown, the boss,"”
was not present, but absent superintending
the workmen.

An interview was then had with the con-
ductor, when the pussengers were informed
that the accident had occurred at four
o'clock—two hours before our train had
started from Ocean Springs; that there had
undoubtedly been dispatches sent all over
the road about it, but he had not béen in-
formed. When asked to back his train to
Bay St. Louis or some other civilized settle-
ment, where the ladies could get off the
train and hounse themselves, he persistently
refused, as it was contrary to orders,. When
told to ask for orders, his answer was. that
the nearest telegraph station was eight and
& half miles off. and he could not go there,
“But, gentlemen,” said he, “the bridge will
be finished in a couple of howrs.”

Halt-past two o'clock. A little boy re_
portsthata lady at the next honse had
something to eat, which news creates an
intense excitement among those who sat
under the shed trying to appease their now
furious appetites by smelling the fumes of
the dinner laid out for the workmen. In a
few winutes this lately popular locality was
deserted, and the “npext house” invaded by
a cloud of men ready for any emergency,
from a ragout to a dish of peas, Alas!
they arrived only to beliold the last egg and
the last piece of bread disappear down the
throats of the Ajax of bank presidents and
the Hercules of canal lessecs. The comely
Alsatian lass and her mother—the sole
occupants of the shanty—charitably allowed
the invaders, however, to lick the plates,
divide the ham-bone and coffee grounds,
and devour everything else devourable on
the premises. One heavy grocer was even
accommodated with a bottle of snake root
bitters, which disappeared under his belt
like greased lightning, and then all strag-
gled back to the cars.

Other efforts were now made to induce
the condunctor to return to Bay St. Louis.
but Lie was as firm as a rock. The question
whether he should be hung or not was then
debated nmong those who had not eaten
breakfast, bat they were too weak to make
the demonstratien with a hope of success.

Half-past four o'clock, and the Mobile
train hove in sight. We had the funof tell-
ing the news to the passengers. The con-
ductor of that train sent his engine down to
learn particulars. “Onlya small amount
of repairs to be yet done.” *In lwo howrs
everything wonld be ready.” Our conductor
at last agreed to return. Joyful news! We
start. We arrive at the first station—
Nicholson’s avenue. 1 seize my bag and
rush off. for 1 was hungry, and I knew that
they fed well at the Seaside Hotel.

I have just had dinner amd am calm.
That there has been outrageeus negligence
on the part of those in authosity in the New
Orleans and Mobile railroad, in allowing
the nccommodation train to carry these
people away from their homes and keeping
them ull day in the swamps, can not be de-
nied. They must have known of the acci-
dent to the freight train, and should have
detained the passengers until the damage
could be repaired. This read will grow
unpopular under such mansgement.

Atulr.eiul meeting of the sssociation,
Leld at 12 M., June 6 to take into consid-

eration the saffering eal by the over-
fow, and devise some means whereby the
mmnﬁmm on benevolence and employment
could in some measure alleviste the dis-
tress, & committes of three, viz: Robert
Gribble, ¥. A. Hodge and Jasper Powlis,
was uppointed to wait on his Honor, B. F.
Flanders, and tender the' assistance of the
association in relieving the distress of the
inundated,

The offer heing gratefully accepted, your
committee prepured for the task. Having
had onr nuwbers ineréased ' by the follow-
ing nssistants appointed by the bhoard of
managers, at a meeting bold on the evening
of June 6, viz: Jasper Powlis, T, E. Suter,
F. A. Hodge, J. M. Harding. J. P. Mellen,
W. L. Shopard, P. Werlein and J. B. Oable.
Furthier assistance was also rendered by the
following volunteers, viz: A.J. Tardy, Jr.,
F. A. Sumner, B. 5. Twitchcl, John A.
MeConndll and others.

Hon. H. Bonzano sud associates, compris-
ing the relief commitiee of the City Coun-
vil, placed eight boats at the disposal of
your committec. and together with Messrs,

Javaroce, Fortier and Slocomb kept them
supplied with provisions for distribution
during the continuance of the bigh water.
During that time we visited (st o low esti-
mate) 1800 fuilies of five persons each, or
# grand total of 9000 persons were provided
with the necessaries of life. The subsiding ;
ol the water did not end the distress, und it
became necessary to investizate the numer-
ous applications for monetary relief.

Messrs, Cavaroe, Fortier and Slocomb
baving given ws assurance that all the
funds necessary would be provided us, we
made no special effort th procure subserip-
tions for this purpose. The small swount
that was handed in, was, ju obedience to
the instructions of the board of managers,
waid over to the general relief fund. Up to
-lluue 27, we received instructions from the
general committee, and muude daily reports
to thew. After which time the mansge-
ment of the whole matter was intrusted to
us, and the funds rémaining on hand placed
at our disposal. Since the decline of the
water we Liave visited 330 fawmilies, and pro-
vided for the necessities of the sick and
destitute so far as our means would permit.

We have expended in this manner
$2316 40; having received from the com-
wittee $2370, leaving on hand £33 60,

The chairman of this ecomwmittee begs
leave to tender his sincere thanks to those
gentlemen, who, though not members of
the committes, have n 80 untinog in
their efforts to assist in the perlormance of
our duties,
