FROM TH E PASS.

A Few  of the Discomforts o f T raveling—A 
H int lo the R ailroad  Company—A P leas­
an t H op—“ Billy 8 .”  Goes Out for a  
S ilver F ish—A Good Story Spoiled.

P ass Christian H ouse , July 17,1871. 
E ditor  R e pu b lic a n :

It is really astonishing to note the great 
number of people who leave the city every 
Saturday aud Sunday for the different 
watering-places on this coast. Every train 
and steamer leaving on those days are 
crowded—nay, packed full; and each of 
the towns on the lake shore from Bay St. 
Louis to Pascagoula, receives its hundreds 
of visitors.

I took the 2:30 train on Saturday, which 
tirst consisted of two cars, but these being 
soon tilled to overflowing, another was 
added, and still the crowd was too great for 
anything like comfort, dozens of gentlemen 
being unable to find seats, yet preferring to 
stand up until they reached Bay St. Louis 
to being left behind. We got along briskly, 
and if there had been a reasonable supply 
of water for the passengers to drink, I 
would have said delightfully. As it was. 
considerable discontent was exhibited, and 
the ladies and children, to say nothing of 
the gentlemen, suffered severely from thirst 
before the boy that passes the water around 
deigned to show himself: and when he did, 
his conduct was- quite exasperating. His 
impertinence finally nearly cost him a trip 
headforemost into the Rigolets, a fate from 
which Mr. Bailey, the very polite and gen­
tlemanly conductor, with difficulty saved 
him.

At 5:26 precisely I debarked from the 
cars at Pass Christian station, and, leaving 
all my cares behind me, followed the por­
ter to this delightful establishment, where 
the warmest of welcome is always ex­
tended to the pleasure-seeker from the 
Crescent City. I found a goodly company 
already assembled there, and what, with 
those who came over on the cars, and the 
additions made by the steamer, which ar­
rived an hour or so later, the house soon 
appeared crowded with gay young folks, 
who came to attend the weekly hop. The 
appearance of a foreign-looking gentleman 
with a bundle of music under his arm gave 
the signal for the dance, and ere many 
minutes had flown, dozens of couple were 
on the floor whirling in the mazy waltz.

1 am not much given to telling tales out 
of school: but to forget the names of the 
owners of some of the bright eyes I saw 
that evening, and not to place upon record 
the fact that they elicited my admiration 
would be criminal. Tlrerewas the bewitch­
ing and graceful Miss D.. sister of the bride 
whose nuptials was so lately the chief 
theme of conversation among the fashion­
ables at the Pass, and of which the sprightly 
correspondent of the Bay St. Louis Gazelle 
says:

The startled and interested observer, daz­
zled by the vision of flowers, light and ele­
gant attire of the bride aud hermaids. might 
have marked a close similarity to the late 
marriage in the royal family of England. 
Indeed, bad tlie Priueess Louise, who a 
short time ago united her destiny to that of 
the Marquis of Lome, by some magical 
transition, been present, she would have 
been struck with the remarkable likeness to 
her own marriage celebration.

I did not see the bride, but if she is as 
lovely as her charming sister, no wonder 
that she carried into captivity the heart of 
the Reich man of Pass Christian. Then
there was that stately beauty Miss R--- ,
in whom nature has united so many charms 
in both mind and person that one is lost in 
the choice which to most admire—the 
sprightly sallies of her wit or the glances of 
her dark and flashing eyes. And the ac­
complished and elegant lady of the mansion 
herself was no mean rival for her more 
youthful guests, and more than one of the 
most distinguished of the gentlemen were 
seen te hover with pertinacity around that 
part of the room where she held court, and 
eagerly vied with each other in rivalry as 
to who should be honored with her hand 
for the next dance. Ah ! but 1 can not pro. 
ceed. It is easier to love than to tell of it. 
It was only after having had my morning 
dip in the lake that I recovered from the in­
toxication of that hop.

Speaking of my morning dip, 1 will add 
en passant, that the bathing here is now 
very fine, as the tides come in full and the 
water as salt as in midocean. It is truly a 
delightful thing to swim out far into the 
lake and allow yourself to float lazily with 
tlie tide while breathing the pure air from 
the sea and listening to the murmurs of the 
great deep, f If I could remember the words 
I would here repeat Byron’s celebrated lines 
about the ocean: but as I do not, they may 
pass. Perhaps I will have better luck some 
other time, when it will be easy enough to 
ring them in.)

Will you have a fish story? Well here 
goes. Billy S. bad long sworn to catch a 
silver fish. He had laid over the whole 
deck of fishermen around here and Missis­
sippi City for several years. Catching green 
trout, speckled trout, Spanish mackerel, 
pompano and other small fry, afforded him 
no more pleasure. He wanted to crown his 
piscatorial efforts by taking a siver fish, a 
feat which had never yet been performed 
on this coast with hook and line. One day 
after preparing tackle of amazing strength, 
expressly for the purpose, he stepped into 
his pirogue and sallied forth upon the lakei 
alone, but fearing nothing. He would con­
quer or die. His craft was staunch, his 
tackle strong, his whisky keg full and his 
matches dry. The rest he left to fate, 
trusting that St. Izaak would protect him.

For six days his friends mourned his ab­
sence. Where could he be ! they asked, for 
he was last seen quietly angling in Back 
bay. At last he again appeared among 
men, but evidently had a tale to tell which 
was replete with hairbreadth, ’scapes. On 
being questioned, he stated that on the day 
he started out, while fishing along leisurely 
toward a favorite spot in the bay, the line 
which he always had hung out baited for 
silver fish suddenly gave evidence of having 
been seized by something of extraordinary 
power, for the boat was drawn through the 
water as if propelled by steam. Thinking 
that he had at last hooked the much de­
sired silver fish, he determined to watch the 
result, and, provided the line was strong 
enough, tire the fish out and at last capture

fish was either to be mine or I his’n ; one or 
t'other.” So on they went like a streak of 
lightning, and kept up the rate of speed 
until the line, having chafed in spite of all 
Billy's efforts, parted on the third day, with 
a report like a cannon. So he turned back, 
and after an ‘ infernal hard pull,” to use 
his words, got home again.

For some time Billy's adventure was 
the theme of general conversation all along 
the coast, and he was quite a hero, such 
grit and pluck had he exhibited in thus 
daring the dangers of the ocean all alone. 
And that these dangers and fatigues had 
not been slight, was abundantly attested 
by his blistered and scarred face and half 
crazed' appearance generally. But alas, 
his glory was to lie short lived. One after­
noon while standing amid a crowd, repeat­
ing his adventures for the nine hundred and 
ninety-ninth time, up walked an old darkey 
and accosted hitn thus, perfectly regardless 
of his winks and blinks: ‘ How d’ye do. Mars 
William ; you’se got home all safe, is yog ! 
Now, gentleman,” said he, to the crowd, 
“Mars Williams come mighty nigh starvin 
hisself to death in his boat last week. You 
see, be took a leetle too much sperits, and 
got lost in the marsh hack yonder, and if I 
had not come through tliar by accident, he’d 
a died afore this.” The cat was out. Billy 
lives in town now. If you meet him, never 
mention silver fish.

MAYORS OF NEW ORLEANS.

The following is. we believe, a correct 
list of the names of those who have filled 
the office ot Mayor of New Orleans since 
the acquisition of Louisiana by the United 
States on December 20, 1803. Previously 
the office corresponding to that of Mayor 
was held by several gentlemen, under ap­
pointment by the Freneh government; and 
it was by the first legislature that met in 
1804, that the office of Mayor, as it now 
exists, was created.

The first Mayor under United States au­
thority was John Watkins, who resigned in 
a very short time, and was succeeded by J. 
D. Degoutin Bellechasse, who professed to 
assume the office without requiring any sal­
ary. Some months afterward, however, a 
bill for some misdemeanor was found against 
him by the Grand Jury. He was succeeded 
as follows: In 1807, Joseph Mather; 1812, 
Nicholas Girod, the donor of the well- 
known legacy to the city for the benefit of 
a certain class of orphans: 1815, Auguste 
Macarty; 1820, J. Roffiguae; 1828, Denis 
Prieur; 1838, C. Genois: 1840, William Fre- 
ret, who, with his brothers, was the pro­
prietor of extensive brick kilns where Bro­
kers’ Row, on Carondelet street, now stands; 
1843, Denis Prieur, who, after his retire- 
ffient, fought a duel with George A. Wagga- 
man. formerly United States Senator, and 
at the time a member of the State Senate 
In this conflict Mr. Waggaman received a 
wound, from the effects of which he died 
some days afterward. 1844, E. Montegut; 
1846. A. D. Crossman, one of the most popu­
lar and able men that ever filled the posi­
tion. There was an amusing popular fal­
lacy respecting Mr. Crossman and another 
able public man, Samuel J. Peters, that 
they were Englishmen. They were, how­
ever, full-blooded Yankees, both being na­
tives of Connecticut. 1854. John L. Lewis, 
who was as popular as Mayor as he was in 
all the public positions he ever held. 1856, 
Charles M- Waterman. The unaccount­
able disappearance' of Mr. W aterman. to 
which no clue has ever been had, 
will be remembered by many pres­
ent residents of New Orleans. 
In 1858, Gerard Stitb was elected, 
having previously served a term as Recorder 
ot the First District, and in both positions 
he fully justified the choice of those who 
elected him as a high toned gentleman, of 
unimpeached honor and remarkable admin­
istrative talents. During Mr. Stith's ad­
ministration he had tlye nleasing duty of 
welcoming General Scott on the part of the 
authorities of New Orleans. In 1860. John 
T. Monroe succeeded Colonel Stith, and 
during this mayoralty the Confederacy was 
born and died, at least as far as New Or­
leans is concerned. At the approach of 
Farragut’s fleet, when the capture of the 
oity became a certainty, Mr. Monroe issued 
a number of official bulletins or pronuncia- 
mientos, very Napoleonic in their style, 
but very much like dampened powder-in 
their effects.

Then followed a series of military ap­
pointments, as follows: May, 1862, G. F. 
Shepley, military commandant: July, 1862, 
G. Weitzel; August, 1862, Jonas H. French, 
prevost marshal aud acting mayor; Septem" 
ber, 1862, General Weitzel resumed; in 
October, 1862. Henry C. Deming, colonel 
United States volunteers, was acting mayor; 
1863, Captain James F. Miller. In the 
month of September, 1863, Judge E. H. 
Durell filled the office, Captain Miller re­
suming in November. In 1864, Captain 
Stephen Hoyt, United States army, was 
Mayor. In March of the same year Hugh 
Kennedy, who was superseded in May by 
Colonel S. M. Quincy, and in June 
by G. Burke. In JulyJ Mr. Ken. 
nedy was reinstated by orders from 
Washington. In 1866, John T. Monroe was 
elected at an election held by military author­
ity, but there being some difficulty about his 
status as an ex-confederate, he went to 
Washington to adjust the matter, J. Ad. 
Rozier, and afterward George Clarke, act. 
ing in his place. Monroe returned, having 
been whitewashed by Andrew Johnson, 
and resumed the office of Mayor, which he 
held until dismissed by General Sheridan, 
who appointed E. Heath in his place. Mr. 
Heath held the position until the election of 
John R. Conway under the reconstruction. 
Mr. Conway was superseded by the action 
of the present city charter, and B. F. Flan­
ders succeeded him by gubernatorial ap­
pointment, holding the office until his elec 
tion in November,' 1870. Altogether New 
Orleans has had as many mayors during the 
last nine years as ought to serve any well 
ordered city for a century.

SFPREM E COURT.

The R ailroad  Bond# Case—The Court De­
cide* tha t the A uditor Ha* the R igh t to 
Appeal.

The following is a transcript of the judg­
ment of the Supreme Court in the case be­
low stated:

Supreme Court, State of Louisiana, Mon­
roe, Louisiana, Ouachita parish, July 12, 
1871. The court met pursuant to adjourn­
ment; present, their honors John T. Lude- 
ling. Chief Justice, James G. Taliaferro, R. 
B. Howell, W. G. Wyly and W. W, Howe, 
associate justices.

State of Louisiana ex rel. James Graham, 
Auditor, and A. Dubuclet, Treasurer, vs. 
the Stale of Louisiana, Eighth District Court 
for the parish of Orleans—Application for 
a writ of mandamus. In this ease, Mr. 
Chief Justice Ludeling this day delivered 
the following opinion and decree:

The New Orleans, Mobile and Texas Rail­
road Company instituted proceedings 
against the Auditor and Treasurer of the 
State of Louisiana, to compel them to regis­
ter bonds of the State m favor of said 
company to the amount of $750,000, in ac­
cordance with the provisions of the act No. 
31 of the General Assembly of 1870.

After hearing, the judge made the man­
damus peremptory, commanding the said 
officers to perform the acts required o f  
them. They prayed for an appeal, which 
was refused by the .judge: thereupon a writ 
of mandamus was applied for to compel the 
judge to grant the appeal.

In his answer the judge assigns two rea­
sons for his refusal:

First—Because the relators failed and re­
fused to make proof in the lower court that 
they have an appealable interest.

Second—Because the Auditor and Treas­
urer have no interest which would author­
ize them to prosecute an appeal before this 
honorable court, aud they have no constitu­
tional or legal right to prosecute such an 
appeal in the name of the State.

1. The object of the proceeding against 
the Auditor and Treasurer is to make them 
register bonds of the State of Louisiana in 
favor of the New Orleans, Mobile and Texas 
Railroad Company for $750,000, so that said 
bonds might be delivered to them.

If judgment bad been rendered against 
the railroad company, would it have had the 
right of appeal under the allegations in the 
petition ?

We can not conceive that there could 
be a doubt of this; the matter in dispute 
is the issuing of bonds to the amount of 
$750,000; the registration thereof by the 
Auditor and the Treasurer, being acts which, 
under the law of 1870, should precede their 
delivery to the railroad company.

2. The Auditor and Treasurer are the de­
fendants in the suit. It would be most 
strange if they could not appeal from a 
judgment against them when the matter in 
dispute exceeds five hundred dollars.

The cases relied on by the judge a quo, 
reported in 9 A., 400, anil 12 An., 498, are 
totally inapplicable to this case. Article 
564, C. P . declares that “an appeal is the 
act by which one of the parties to a suit has 
recourse to a superior tribunal, in order to ’ 
have a judgment of an inferior court cor­
rected.” This right is secured not only to 
all who are parties to the suit, but to third 
persons, when tbty are aggrieved by the 
judgment. Art. 571, C. P

We consider the answer of the judge 
a quo insufficient to justify his refusal of 
the appeal.

It is therefore ordered that the judge of 
of the Eighth District Court for the parish 
of Orleans, do grant a suspensive appeal as 
prayed for, according to law.
