The Vidalia Herald of the fourteenth in­

stant says:
We are informed by a gentleman just 

1'rom the parish of Catahoula, of the bil­
lowing particulars of a terrible murder 
which happened near the town of Centre- 
ville, in that parish, on Friday last.

A mechanic by the name of Strickland, a

peaceable, unoffending man, was mtermed 

oy a person by the name of flayer that a 
gentleman a few miles irom the town re­
quired the services ot a mechanic, request­
ing him to inform Strickland ot the fact. 
In compliance with the request to visit the 
gentleman, Strickland on this hriday morn­
ing started between the hours ot eight and 
nine o’clock alone from his home along the 
public road toward his destination, and was 
never again seen alive by his friends. 
About the same time Mayer, under pre­
tense of shooting deer, which he alleged lie 
had seen the day before, borrowed irom a 
neighbor a double-barreled shotgun, and 
Started oft in the direction where the bodv 
of Strickland was subsequently fohnd. 
Soon after several pet sons heard two eliots 
proceeding from this spot, and remarked to 
one another that there was a considerable 
difference in their sound, one discharge be­
ing full, loud and distinct, the other a dull 
and smothered thud, and al**o that Mayer 
had shot a deer.

On Mayer's return, in answer to inquiries 
as to what he had killed, he said he had not 
shot his gun off at all. After conversing 
with several persons he borrowed a spade 
from a friend and returned, as is supposed, 
to the spot where the tragedy occurred. 
Strickland was missed, and his wife was in­
terviewed by the citizens. It soon tran 
spired that no one had sent for Strickland: 
that Mayer, his informant, had deluded him 
from home on this pretense. Strong sus­
picion attached itself to Mayer. The town 
was alarmed, and Mayer, who had until 
now quietly and coolly been at work, took 
alarm and sought safety in flight. An in­
vestigation was at once made of the spot 
where the singular double discharge was 
heard. Blood and other evidences of crime 
and foul play were discovered, the grass 
and bushes showing signs of a heavy body 
being recently dragged through them. 
These were followed, and the searching 
party soon came to the spade borrowed by 
Mayer. A mound of freshly collected 
earth was close by, through the clods of 
which protruded a bloody hand, which, in 
the murderer’s haste, was left uncovered, 
its stiffened fingers marking with sure pre­
cision the last act of the diabolical tragedy. 
The earth was removed, and the body of 
Strickland, horribly mutilated, was quickly 
brought to the view of the bon ified specta­
tors. After an examination it was sup­
posed that two loads of buckshot had been 
lodged in the body of the unfortunate man; 
one evidently discharged at some distance 
from the victim, and the other after he had 
fallen, with the muzzle close to the breast. 
This will account for the difference in the 
sound of the discharges.

This fiend, not yet content with the shoot­
ing, or his victim displaying some signs of 
life, applied the butt ol the gun to the face 
of Strickland with so much violence as to 
mash it into an unrecognizable mass, a per­
fect jelly of Wood and tiesh. The body was 
so mangled thartit could not be handled by 
human beings, and was put in a box pre­
vious to tinafintermeut with tlie aid ot miles.

The person loaning the gun to Slayer, 
found near the tragic spot the paper he had 
used to load the gun previous to Mayer's 
obtaining it.

Immediate hut fruitless search was made 
for the bloody villain, Mayer. It is sup­
posed he started in this direction, and may 
now be near this town or in Natchez. He 
is described as being about five feet eight 
inches high, of ordinary build, dark hair 
and eyes, and had, when last seen, a mous­
tache; tbe forefinger of his right hand is 
much shriveled, leaving nothing but skin 
and bone twisted around in such a peculiar 
manner as would naturally attract atten­
tion. ________

A L iv in g  F o r tu n e .
The Opelousas Journal has this article;
It is said that Mr. Lastie Dupre, of this 

parish, owns about twenty thousand head 
of cattle, ranging over the greater part of 
southwestern Louisiana, from Bayou Teche 
on the east to the Sabine river on the west, 
and from Bayou Chicot on the north to the 
gulf on the south. His principal vachcrie 
£ on the Bayou Nezpique, about thirty or 
more miles west of Opelousas, on the line 
between this parish and Calcasieu. His 
agent or stock-keeper, resaling at this vaehe- 
rie, is a colored man. who has been in his 
employ for many years, and in whose hon- 
estv and ability he' has implicit confidence. 
This colored man is said to be worth about 
fifteen thousand dollars, made in Mr. Du­
pre's service.

From this stock of cattle between two 
and three thousand calves are branded 
every year.. The stock-keeper is compen­
sated for hi» services at tbe rate ot fifty 
cents in silver for each calf branded; and 
this is the greatest or only expense incur; ed 
in raising the cattle. The entire stock are 
not worth less than two hundred thousand 
dollars. The annual revenue derived from 
the yearly increase can not be less than fif­
teen thousand dollars, dear of all expenses; 
it is probably much more.

Mr. Dupre, like many others, lost a large 
fortune by the war in other property, but 
this stock of cattle has kept him rich. And 
no man better deserves his good fortune, 
which is simply the result ol his industry 
and good management, than be: for no man 
is more honest, and few as kind-hearted, 
charitable, and willing to relieve the suffer­
ing as Mr. Lastie Dupre.

The Terrebonne Banner says:
Our old friend Mr. Dodge, one of the con­

tractors on the railroad now in progress be­
tween here and Terrebonne station, paid a 
visit to our town on Tuesday last. He in­
formed us that our railroad will be com­
pleted and ready for the locomotive and 
cars by the first of October, and that we 
will have two trains leaving and arriving 
everyday. The train will lay over here at 
night, and start in the morning in time to 
meet the up train from the city, returning 
here with passengers from New Orleans ami 
intermediate points. The traiu will then 
return and bring the passengers from above 
from the down traiu from Brashear, and 
also bring the freight from New Orleans.

The running t ime from here to Terrebonne 
station will be inside of half an hour. Just 
think of it! What a gain it will be to our 
citizens in comfort and dispatch. Instead 
of being confined in a stage for two hours, 
and then having to wait perhaps one hour 
at the station, will be run up in half an 
hour, and get there just in time to catch the 
cars and go along on our way rejoicing. So 
mote it be.

Says the New York Standard:
Many a member of theatrical and news­

paper circles will learn, with great sadness, 
of the death of Mr. Henry C. Page, the 
business agent of the Grand Opera ilouse. 
Besides transacting his professional duties, 
Mr. Page was a member of the Ninth Regi­
ment, and was killed while yesterday per­
forming his duties iu endeavoring to repress 
the rioters. His head was crushed in by a 
brick. The loss is particularly deplorable, 
inasmuch as Mr. Page was in every respect 
an admirable business man, uniting the ad­
vantages of a liberal education (which in­
cluded the knowledge of several languages) 
to a close attention to the drudgery and 
practical details of his profession, and an 
urbanity of manner that few men so full of 
his kind of work are characterized by. He 
had been in Mr. Fisk’s employment for sev­
eral years, and invariably controlled the 
financial matters connected with the ap­
pearance of the Grand Opera House Com­
panies in distant cities. New York, how­
ever, was his home, and the Grand Opera 
House the locality iu which lie bad made 
most friends. _

An Ohio legislator, in a recent burst of 
eloquence, caused an indescribable scene.

The Council met in regular session at 
noon.

Mayor Benj. F. Flanders, presided and 
there were present Administrators John 
Cockrem (Improvements), Alfred Shaw (Ac­
counts), L. T. Delassize (Waterworks and 
Public Builditfgs), F. C. Remick (Com­
merce), James Lewis (Police), John S. 
Walton (Finance), and H. Bonzano (Assese-
ments). . ,

M o rg a n  B  tan rf ,

Mr. Walton moved for a reconsideration 
of the ordinance passed. by the Council at 
the last meeting leasing Picayune tier to 
Mr. Charles Morgan for a term of ten years, 
stating that the City Attorney had given 
his opinion that the ordinance was illegal. 
He therefore asked that the matter be laid 
over lor another week, so that they might 
examine into the matter.

Mr. Remick suggested that the Council 
should take a recess till to-morrow, and 
should then discuss this question.

Mr. Walton assented.
T b e  M e tr o p o lita n  P o l ic e .

Mr. Shaw said he had an ordinance which, 
on account of its importance, he desired to 
be read, though its passage was not asked 
for at this meeting. It was an ordinance 
proposing a settlement of the questions be­
tween the city and the Metropolitan Police 
Commissioners by the Police Commissioners 
issuing no further warrants receivable for 
taxes, and it amounted practically to paying 
the police in their turn the same as any 
other creditors. He offered the ordinance 
for first and second reading, with the un­
derstanding that if, by next Tuesday, the 
Board of Police Commissioners would agree 
to issue no more warrants payable for taxes, 
the Council would adopt it. This would ex­
plain the fact that the trial did not take 
place in the Eighth District Court yester­
day. He considered it a practical concession 
on both sides.

I have under consideration the petition of 

many captains and owners of steamboats, 
complaining that they have not sufficient 
wharf room for the discharge of their car­
goes duriug the business season, and asking 
that additional facilities be granted them 
preparatory to the business of tbe coming 
season.

1 recognize the justice of their complaints 
and the merits of their claims.

Additional facilities should be granted to 
steamboat interests, but the present condi­
tion of the levee front, embarrassed by 
various causes, and in view of the present 
condition of tbe city finances, tbe problem 
for the relief of the steamboat as well as 
other commercial interests upon the levee, 
is not easy of solution.

In view of the imperative necessity of 
putting the levee in a better condition for 
the fall business by repairing the wharves 
and landings, and locating various steam­
boat and other interests upon the levee, I 
respectfully ask that a committee of three 
be appointed to take into consideration the 
present condition of the levees, and report 
at an early day the best method of meeting 
the demands of the business public.

The petition ot Jules A. Blanc, President 

of the Sugar Shed Company, asks the Coun­
cil to grant permission to said company to 
take possession of a certain, space of the 
levee front (originally intended, according 
to a contract between the city and F. B. 
Fleitas, the predecessor of said company 
in the ownership of the sugar sheds, to be 
covered by a shed), and to erect thereon a 
platiorm for the reception and protection of 
the sugar and molasses of such parties as 
may choose to patronize it, and to cover the 
same with tarpaulins, under the same regu­
lations as those governing the sugar sheds.

Inasmuch as there is now before the 
Council a protest against the exactions of 
the Sugar Shed Company, made by a great 
number of the principal brokers and deal­
ers; and as the proposed platform is not 
contemplated in the original grant of privi­
leges by the city to said Fleitas, I deem it 
inadvisable to further embarrass tbe tree 
use of the levee by extending more facili­
ties to the Sugar Shed Company.

I therefore recommend that the petition 
be not granted.

ordinance, redrafted by tbe City Attorney, 
as a substitute for a similar ordinance of­
fered last week.
An ordinance granting tbe right of way for 

a street railroad from the junction of 
Camp and Prytania streets, in the First 
District of New Orleans, to the Missis­
sippi river, on the lower line of the Fou- 
cher property, in the Sixth District.
Be it ordained by the Council of the 

city of New Orleans, That the right of way 
anu privilege is hereby granted to Shelby 
Seymour and his associates of construct­
ing, laying out and working a street rail­
road, with the necessary turnouts, switches, 
turntables, etc., through the following 
named streets, to wit: Commencing at the 
junction of Camp and Prytania streets, 
and passing thence, a single track, along 
the west side of Camp street to Coliseum 
street, along Coliseum street to Felicity 
street, along Felicity street to Chestnut 
street, along Chestnut street to Nashville 
avenue, along Nashville avenue, a double 
track, to Magazine street, along Magazine 
street to the street Minting the dividing line 
between the Foucher and Burthe properties, 
along saiu street to the Mississippi river; 
and returning, a single track along Camp 
street, from Nashville avenue to the point 
of starting, at the junction of Camp and 
Prytania streets, and that the said right of 
way and privilege is granted upon the fol­
lowing terms and conditions:

ARTICLE I.

That the rails used shall be of a pattern 
similar to those now in use by other city 
railroads. The timber used shall be of tbe 
best quality of swamp cypress or upland 
yellow pine, free from sap, and ot such di­
mensions as may be designated by the City 
Surveyor.

a r t ic l e  n .

That the cars shall be of like construction 
with first class cars used upon other city 
railroads.

a r t ic l e  in,
That the lines and levels for the roads 

shall be fixed by the City Surveyor, and its 
material aud construetiou shall be subject 
to the approval of the City Surveyor and 
Administrator of Improvements.

article iv .
That the rate of fare for the whole dis­

tance shall not exceed five cents for each 
passenger, and the ears shall not be run at 
a speed exceeding six miles per hour.

ARTICLE V.

That the railroad, cars, mules, machinery, 
fixtures and the property of the company 
shall be subject to assessment and taxation 
in manner and form as other taxable prop­
erty in the city is assessed.

a r t ic l e  vs.

That at 'the expiration of said grant of 
right of way, the road, rolling stock, equip­
ments, machinery, depots, fixtures, and the 
property and effects appertaining to the 
company shall be subject to be taken by the 
city at a valuation to be fixed by two dis­
interested persons, one to be appointed bv 
the Mayor of the city and the other by said 
grantees or their assigns. In the event 
that said two appraisers shall not agree, 
then another shall be selected by them, 
whose decision as umpire shall be final, and 
in the event of a failure thus to appoint an 
umpire, the valuation shall be determined 
by one of the district courts of New Or­
leans having jurisdiction over the matter, 
with right of appeal to the Supreme Court 
of the State.

a r t ic l e  v ii .

That the said railroad shall be completed 
and opened ior public use by the first, day 
of January, 1874, and the right of way 
and privilege granted herein shall continue 
for twenty years from and after the open­
ing and completion of said road..

ARTICLE VHJ.

That the streets through which said grant 
extends, as well as the bridges thereon, 
shall be kept in good order during the term 
of this privilege by the company.

ARTICLE IX.

That in order tp pro\ ide for an accom­
modation of the people of the Sixth Dis­
trict not heretofore eDjoyed, it shall be the 
duty of the said grantees, upon the com­
pletion of said railroad, to run at short in­
tervals from five o’clock A. M. until twelve 
o’clock at night, and after that hour at in­
tervals ot not less than one hour each way, 
until five o’clock A. M., when short inter­
vals must be resumed.

ARTICLE X.

That whenever the Administrator of Im­
provements may become aware that said 
grantees have failed to keep any street in 
repair according to the provisions of the 
foregoing articles, the said Administrator 
may issue a written notice to them at their 
domicile requiring said repairs to be done, 
and if the said work is not begun within 
forty-eight hours from the service of said 
notioe and completed within a reasonable 
time, then said Administrator may cause 
said work to be done at the charge and 
risk of said grantees, who shall be liable 
for all costs and expenses which may be 
incurred in executing said repairs, and 
shall reimburse the same to the city on de­
mand.

ARTICLE XI.

The said Shelby Seymour, his associates 
aud assigns, and their successors, shall have 
the right of employing and using, in the 
running of their cars, any other motive 
power, instead of horses and mules, which 
may be adopted or found practicable for the 
purpose, subject however to the police 
power of the city relative thereto.

ARTICLE XII.

That the said grantees shall agree to all 
the provisions of this ordinance within sixty 
days after its passage, by act before any 
competent notary public, or, failing therein, 
this ordinance to be null and void ; but 
nothing in the provisions of this ordiuance 
shall be construed into an obligation on the 
part of said grantees to repair said streets 
until the completion of said railroad.

ARTICLE X III.

That the city of New Orleans reserves the 
right to lay gas aud water pipes iu the 
streets named as the route of this railroad, 
and the said city, in executing said work, 
•hall use as much of said streets as may be 
necessary without becoming liable for dam­
ages or otherwise to said grantees.

ARTICLE XIV.

This ordinance is not to be construed as 
granting to the said company any more

than the right of wav,, and to that extent 
only is the city to be oound; and if compen­
sation for the use of any of the streets is 
set up by private individuals, or owners ol 
property, the city is in no way or manner to 
be made liable therefor, to the company, or 
any person or persons whomsoever.

point «t or near Marshall, county of Har­
rison, State of Texas; thence by the most 
direct and eligible route, to be determined 
by said company, near the thirty-second 
parallel of north latitude, to a point at or 
near El Paso; thence by the most direct 
and eligible route, to be selected by said 
company, through New Mexico and Ari­
zona. to a point, on the Rio Colorado, at or 
near the southeastern boundary of the 
State .of California; thence by the most 
direct and eligible route to San Diego, Cali­
fornia, to ship’s channel, in the bay of San 
Diego, in the State of California, pursuing 
in the location thereof, as near us may be. 
.the thirty-second parallel of north latitude, 
and is hereby vested with all the powers, 
privileges and' immunities necessary to carry 
into effect the p'ur fpo] ses of this act.

Sec. 2. That the persons named in the 
first section of this act shall constitute a 
board of commissioners (twenty of whom 
shall constitute a quorum for the transac­
tion of business), to be known-as the Texas 
Paoific Railroad Commissioners, who shall 
meet in the city of New York within ninety 
days after the passage of this act, at a time 
to be designated iu a notice to signed 
by the person first named in the list of 
corporators and six of his associates, and to 
be published for two weeks in, at least, one 
daily paper in New York, New Orleans and 
Washington; and, when so met, thev may 
cause books to be opened for the subscrip­
tion of the capital stock of said company, 
and when twenty thousand shares, amount­
ing to two millions of dollars, shall have 
been subscribed, and ten per centum 
actually paid thereon, in money, .to the 
treasurer, to he elected by said" commis­
sioners, who shall give bond for its safe 
keeping aud payment to the treasurer of 
the compauv when organized, then it shall 
be lawful for such subscribers or stock­
holders, or a majority thereof, to organize 
said company in accordance with the pro­
visions of this act, and to elect not less 
than seven, nor more than seventeen direc­
tors, a majority of whom shall be necessary 
to the transaction of business, and who 
shall hold their offices for one year and 
until their successors shall be elected and 
qualfied; and the said directors shall imme­
diately proceed to elect a president, vice 
president, secretary and treasurer: the pres­
ident and vice president shall be directors. 
At all elections for directors each share of 
stock shall be entitled to one vote, which 
may be given by the holders in person, or by 
proxy, who shall also lie a shareholder. 
The directors shall hold their offices for any 
term not exceeding three years, as may be 
provided iu the by-laws: and the annual 
meetings of stockholders shall take place as 
provided for in said by-laws.

Sec. 3. That the capital stock of the Texas 
Pacific Railroad Company shall be fixed by 
the board of directors at a sum not exceed­
ing fifty millions ot dollars, in shares 
of oue hundred dollars; aud when the 
amount is so fixed, it shall never be in­
creased except by consent of Congress. As­
sessments upon said stock shall only be 
made by a majority vote of the whole num­
ber of directors at a regular meeting, which 
said assessments shall be paid at the expira­
tion of thirty days after a notice given in 
one newspaper in each of the cities of Wash­
ington. Philadelphia, New York and New 
Orleans.

Sec. 4. That the said Texas Pacific Rail­
road Company shall have power aud lawful 
authority to purchase the stock, land 
grants, franchises aud appurtenances of, 
and consolidate on such terms as may be 
agreed upon between the parties, with any 
railroad company or companies heretotofor'e 
chartered by congressional. State or terri­
torial authority, ou the route prescribed in 
the first section of this act; but no such con­
solidation shall be with any competing 
through line of railroads to the Pacific 
Ocean.

Sec. 5. That the said company shall have 
power and authority to make running ar­
rangements with any railroad company or 
companies heretofore chartered, or that may 
hereafter be chartered by congressional, 
State or territorial authority: also to pur­
chase lands, or to accept donations, or 
grunts of lands, or other property, from 
State or individuals, for the purjiose of aid­
ing in carrying out the object of this com­
pany.

Sec. 6. That the rights, land, land grants, 
franchises, privileges and appurtenances 
and property of every description belong­
ing to each of the consolidated or purchased 
railroad company or companies, as herein 
provided, shall vest in aud become abso­
lutely the property of tlie Texas Pacific 
Railroad Company; provided, that in all 
contracts made and entered into bv said 
company with any and all other railroad 
company or companies, to perfect such 
aforesaid consolidation or purchase, the in­
debtedness of other legal obligations ot said 
company or companies shall be assumed by 
the said Texas Pacific Railroad Company as 
may be agreed upon, and no such consolida­
tion or purchase shall impair auv lien 
which may exist 6n any of the railroads so 
consolidated or* purchased; but said com­
pany shall not assume the debts or obliga­
tions of any company with which it may 
consolidate or purchase as aforesaid, to an 
amount greater than the cash value of the 
assets received from the same.

Sec. 7. That the said Texas Pacific Railroad 
Company shall have power to make and 
enforce rules and by-laws lor the election of 
its officers aud the government anil manage­
ment of the business of the company, and to 
do aud perform all needhil and proper things 
to be done and performed to promote 
the objects of tbe company hereby incor­
porated, not inconsistent with the laws of 
the United States and the provisions of this 
charter.

Sec. 8. That the right of wav through the 
public lands be, and the saiue is hereby, 
granted to the said company for the con­
struction of the said railroad aud telegraph 
line, and the right, power and authority is 
hereby given to said company to take, from 
tlie public lands adjacent to the line of said 
road, earth, stone, timber and other mate­
rials lor the construction thereof. Said 
right ol way is granted to said company to 
the extent of two hundred feet in width on 
each side of said railroad where it may pass 
over the public lands; and there is also 
hereby granted to said company grounds 
for stations, buildings, workshops', wharves, 
switches, side-tracks, turn-tables, water 
stations, and such other structures as mav 
be necessary for said railroad, not exceed­
ing forty acres of laud at any one point.

Sec. 9. That for the purpose of aiding in 
the construction of the railroad and tele­
graph line herein provided for, there is 
hereby granted to the said Texas Pacific 
Railroad Company, its successors and 
assigns, every alternate section of public 
land, not mineral, designated by odd 
numbers, to the amount of twenty 
alternate sections per mile, on each 
side ot said railroad fine, as such line may 
be adopted by said company, through the 
Territories of the United States, aud ten 
•alternate sections of laud per mile on each 
side of said railroad in California, where 
the same shall not have not have been sold,, 
reserved, or otherwise disposed of by the 
United States, and to which a pre-emption 
or homestead claim may not have attached 
at the time the lino of said road is definite1 v 
fixed. In ease any of said lands shall have 
beeu sold, reserved, occupied, or pre­
empted, or otherwise disposed of. other 
lauds shall be selected in lieu thereof bv 
said company, under the direction of the 
Secretary ot the Interior, in alternate sec­
tions, aud designated by odd numbers, not 
more than ten miles beyond the limits ot 
said alternate sections first above named, 
??. 'Deluding tho reserved numbers. 
It, ip the too near approach of the said rail­
road line to the boundary of Mexico, the 
number of sections ot land to which the 
company is entitled can not be selected im­
mediately on the line of said railroad, or in

,U * mineral lands excluded from this 
grant, a like quantity of unoccupied and 
unappropriated agricultural lauds, in odd 
numbered sections nearest the line of said 
railroad may be selected as above provided; 
and the word “mineral,” where it occurs in 
this act, shall not be held to include iron or 
coal: Provided, however, That no publio
