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TREATIES AND PROCLAMATIONS,

A PROCLAMATION by the President of
the United of America. Treaty between
the United States and Great Britain—
Claims, fisheries, navigation of the St
Lawrence, ete., American lumber on the
river St. Jolm, boundary—Concluded
May 8, 1871; ratifications exchanged June
17, 1871; proclnimed July 4, 1871,
Whereas, a treaty between the United

States of Americs and Her Msiutm

Queen of the United Kingdom of

Britain and Ireland, concerning the settle-

ment of all causes of difference between the

two countries, was concluded and signed at

Washington by the bhigh commissioners and

plenipotentiaries of the respective govern-

wents on the eight day of May last; which
treaty is, word for word, as follows:

The United States of America and Her
Britannic Majesty, being desirous to pro-
vide for an amicable settlement of all
causes of difference between the two coun-
tries, have for that purpose appointed their
respective  plenipotentiaries, that is to

say: the President of the United
States has  appointed, on the part
of the United States, as cowmission-
ers in a joint high commission
and plenipotentinries, Hamilton Fish,
Secretary of State; Robert Cum-
ming  Schenck, envoy extraordinary

and winister plenipotentiary to Great Brit-
ain; Samuel Nelson, an Associate Justice of
the Supreme Court of the United States;
Ebenezer Rockwood Hoar, of Massachnsetts;
and George Henry Williame, of Oregon;
and Her Britanic Majesty, on her part, has
appomnted as her lugh commissioners aud

enipotentiaries, the Right Honorable
jeorge Frederick Samuel, Earl de Grey and
Earl of Ripon, Viscount Goderich, Baron
Grantham, & Baronet, a peer of the United
Kingdem, Lord President of Her Majesty’s
Most Honorable Privy Council, Knight of
the Most Noble Order of the Garter, ete.,
ete.; the Right Honorable Sir Statford Henry
Northeote, Baronet, one of Her Majesty’'s
Most Honorable Privy Council, a member of
Parliament, & Companion of the Most Hon-
orable Order of the Bath, ete., ete.; Sir Ed-
ward Thornton, Knight Commander of the
Most Honorable Order of the Bath, Her
Majesty’s envoy extraordinary and minis-
ter plenipotentiary to the United States of
Awmerica: Sir John Alexander Maedonald,
Knight Commander of the Most Honorable
Order of the Bath, a member of Her Majes-
ty's Privy Conncil for Canada, and Minister
of Justice and Attorney General of Her
Majesty's Dominion of Canada; and Moun-
tague Bernard, Esquire, Chichele Professor
of international law in the University of
Oxford.

And the said plmi}mu-nturien. after hav-
ing exchanged their full powers, which were
found to be in doe and proper form, have
agreed to and concluded the following ar-
ticles:

ARTICLE 1.

Waergas, Differences bave arisen be-
tween the government of the United States
and the government of Her Britannic Ma-

Jesty, and still exist, growing out of the acts
committed by the several vessels which have
given rise to the claims generically known
as the “Alabama claims;

And whereas, Her Britannic Majesty has
authorized her high commissioners and
plenipotentiaries to express, in a friendly
spirit, the regret felt by Her Majesty’s gov-
ernment for the escape, under whatever cir-
cumstances, of the Alabawa and other ves-
sels from British ports, and for the depreda-
tions committed by those vessels:

Now, in order 10 remove and adjust all
complaints and claims on the part of the
United States, and to provide for the speedy
settlement of such elaims, which are not ad-
mitted by Her Britannic Majesty’s govern-
ment, the high contracting parties agree
that all the said claims, growing out of acts
committed by the aforesaid vessels and
generically known as the * Alabama
claims,” shall be referred to a tribunal of
arbiwration to be com d of five arbitra-
tors, to be appointed in the following man-
ner, that js to say: One shall be named by
the President of the United States: ome
shall be named by Her Britannic Majesty;
His Majesty the King of Italy shall be re-
quested to name one; the Presideut of the
Swiss Confederation shall be requested to
name one; and His Majesty the Emperor of
Brazil shall be requested to name one,

In case of the death, absence, or incapa-
city to secve of avy or either of the said ar-
bitrators, or, in the event of either of the
said arbitrators owitting or declining or
ceasing to act as such, the President of the
United States, or Her Britannic Majesty, or
His Majesty the King of Italy, or the Presi-
dent of the Swiss Confederation, or His
Majesty the Emperor of Brazil, as the case
may be, may forthwith name another per-
son to act as arbitrator in the place and
stead of the arbitrator originally named by
such bead of a State. -

And in the event of the refusal or omis-
sion for two months after receipt of the re-
quest from either of the high contracting
parties of His Majesty the King of Italy, or
the President of the Swiss Confederstion,
or His Majesty the Emperor of Brazl, to
name an arbitrator either to fill the original
appointwent or in the place of one who may
have died, be absent, or incapacitated, or
who may omit, decline, or from any cause
cease to act as sugh arbitrator, His Majesty
the King of Sweden and Norway shall be
N‘l]\ll‘l(?d 1o nawe onue or more persons, as
the case may be, to act as such arbitrator
or arbitrators.

ARTICLE II
The arbitrators shall meet at Geneva,
Switzerland, at the earliest couvenient day
after they shall bave been named, and shall

be laid before them on the part of the gov-
ernments of the United States and flrr
Britannic Majesty, respectively.

Each of the high centracting parties shall
also name one person to attend the tribunal
is its arent to r-<im:m~m it generally in all
watters connected with the arbitration.

ARTICLE 111,

The written or printed case of each of the
two parties, accompanied by the documents,
the official correspondence, and other evi-
dence on which each relies, shall be de-
livered in duplicate to each of the arbitra-
tors and to the agent of the other party as
%001 28 may be after the organization of the
tribunal, but within a period not exceeding
«ix months from the date of the exchange
of the ratifications of this treaty.

ARTICLE IV.

Within four months after the delivery on
both sides of the written or printed case,
either party may, in like manner, deliver
in duplicate to each of said arbitrators,
and to the agent of the other party, a coun-
ter case and additional documents, ecor-
respondence and evidence in reply to the
case, documents, correspondence and evi-
dence so presented by the other party.

The arbitrators may, however, extend the
time for delivering such counter case, doe-
uments, correspondence and  evidence,
when, in their judgment, it becomes neces-
sary, in consequence of the distance of the
place from which the evidence to be pre-
sented is to be procured.

1Ifin the case submitted to the arbitrators
either party shall have specified or alluded
to any report or document in its own ex-
clusive possession without annexing a copy,
such party shall be bound, if the other
party thinks proper to apply for it, to fur-
nish that party with a copy thereof; and
either party may call upon the other,
through the arbitrators, to produce the
originals or certified copies of any papers
adduced as evidence, giving in each in-
stance such reasonable notice as the arbi-
trators may require.

- ARTICLE V.

It shall be the daty of the agent of each
party, within two months after the expira-
tion of the time limited for the delivery of
the counter case on both sides, to deliver in
duplicate to each of the said arbitrators and
to the agent of the other party a written or
printed argument showing the points and
referring to the evidenes upon which his
government relies; and the arbitrators
may, if they desire further elucidation with
regard to any point, require a written or
printed statement or argument, or oral
argument by counsel upon it; but in such
case the other ty shall be entitled to re-
ply either orally or in writing, as the case
may be, .

ARTICLE VL

In d the matters submitted to the

arbitrators, they shatl be govermed by the
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M\i g:aom rules, which are
upon contracting parties as
rules to’be hken‘: icable to the case,
and by such principles of ‘international law
not inconsistent therewith as the arbitrators
xhall determine to have been applicable to
the case.

A neatral governwent is bound—

First, to use due diligence to preven?, the

out, arming, or nquipgmﬁ. ‘within its
J jetion, of any vessel which it has rea-
sonable ground to believe is intended to
cruise or carry on war against a power with
which it is at peace; and also to use like
diligence to prevent the departure from its
jurisdiotion of any veasel intended to cruise
or carry on war as above, such vessel hav-
ing been specially adapted, in whole or in
part, within such jurisdietion, to warlike
use.

Secondly, not to permit or suffer either
belligerent to make use of its ports or
waters as the base of maval operations
against the other. or for the purpose of the
renewal or augmentation of military sup-
plies or arms, or the recruitinent of men.

Thirdly, to exercise due diligence in its
own ports and waters, and, as to all per-
sons within its jurisdiction, to prevent any
vivlation of the foregoing obligutions and
duties,

Her Britannic Majesty has commanded
her high commissioners and plenipotentin-
ries to declare that Her Majesty’s govern-
ment can not assent to the foregoing rules
as a statement of principles of international
law which were in force atthe time when the
claims mentioned in Article 1 arose, but
that Her Majesty’s government, in order
to evince its desire of strengthening the
friendly relations between the two coun-
tries and of making satisfactory provision
for the future, agrees that in deciding the
yuestions between the two countries arising
out of those claims, the arbitrators should
assume that Her Majesty’s government had
undertaken to et upon the pminciples set
forth in shese rules.

And tke high contracting parties agree to
observe these rules as between themselves
in future, and to bring them to the knowl
edge of other waritime powers, and to in-
vite them to accede to them.

ARTICLE V1L,

The decision of the tribunal shall, if’ pos-
sible, be made within three wonths from
the close of the argument on both sides.

It shull be made in writing and dated,
and shall be signed by the arbitrators who
may assent to it,

The said tribunal shall first determine as
to each vessel separately whether Great
Britain has, by any act or omission, failed
to fulfill any of the duties set forthin the
foregoing three rules, or recognized by the
principlex of intervational luw not inconsist-
ent with such rules, and shall certify sach
fact as to each of the said vessels, In case
the tribunal find that Great Britain has
failed to fulfill any duty or duties a8 afi
said, it may, if it think proper, proc
award asum in gross to be paid l?-
Britain to the United States for all claims
referred toit; and in such case the gross
sum so awarded shall be paid in coin by the
govermuent of Great Britain to the govern-
ment of the United States at Washington,
within twelve months after the dute ot the
award.

The award sball be in duplicate, one copy
whereof shall be delivered to tae agent of
the United States for his government, and
the other copy shall be delivered to the

agent of Great Britain for his govern-
ment.

ARTICLE VIIL
Each government shall pay its own
agent, and provide for the proper
remuneration  of  the  counsel  em-
ployed by it and of the arbitrator

appointed by it, and for the expense of pre-
paring and submitting its case to the tribu-
nal.  All other expenses connected with
the abitration shall be defrayed by the two
governments in equal moieties,

ARTICLE IX.

The arbitrators shall keep an accurate
record of their proceedings, and may ap-
point and employ the necessary officers to
assist them,

ARTICLE X.
In case the tribunul finds that Grea:

Britain bas failed to fulfil any duty or |

duties as aforesaid, aud does not award a
sum in gross, the high contracting parties
agree that o board of assessors shall be ap-
pointed to ascertain and determine what
claimns are valid, and what amoont or
amounts shall be paid by Great Britain to
the United States on account of the lability
arising from such failure, as to each vessel,
according to the extent of such liability as
decided by the arbitratora,

The board of assessors shall consti-
tuted as follows: One mewmber thercot shall
be pamed by the President of the United
States, one wmember thereof shall be
named by Her Brittannic Majesty:
member thercof shall be nam by the
representative ut Washington of His Majesty
the King of Italy; and in case of a vacancy
happening from any cause, it shall be filled
in the same manner in which the original
appointment was made.

As soon as possible after such nomina-
tions the board of asseszors shall be organ-
ized in Washington, with power to hold
their sittings there, or in New York. or in
Boston. I'he members thereof shall sever-
ally subseribe a solemn declaration that
they will impartially and carefully examine
and decide, to the beat of their judgment
and aceording to justice and equity, all mat-
ters submitted to them, and shall forth-
with proceed, under such rules and regula-
tions as they may prescribe, to the ipvesti-
gation of the claims which shall be présented
to them by the governwent of the United
States, and «hall examine and decide
upon them in such order and manner as
they may think proper, but upon smch evi-
denee or information only as shall be fur-
nished by or on belnlf of the governments
of the United States and of Great Britaio,
respectively. They shall be bound to hear
ou each separate claim, if required, one per
son on behalf of \
sel or agent. A majority of the assessors in
cach case shall be suflicient for a decision,

The decision of each assessor shull be
given upon each claim in writing, and shall
be signed by them respectively and dated.

Eacl: claim shall be presented to the as
sessors within six months from the day of
their first meeting, but they may, for good
canse shown, extend the time for the pre-
sentation of uny claim to u further period,
not execeding three months,

The assessors shall report to each govern-
ment at or hefore the expiration of one year
from the date of their first meeting the
amount of claims deciged by them up to the
date of such report; if further claims then
remain undecided, they shall make a further
report at or before the expiration of two
years from the date of suc{x first meeting;
and n case any claims remain undetermined
at that time, they shall make a tinal report
within a further period of six months.

The report or reports shall be made in
duplicate, and one copy thereof shall be de-
livered to the Secretury of State of the
United States, and one copy thereof to the
representative of Her Brituuniec Majesty at
Washington. g

All suts of money which may be awarded
under this article shall be puyable at Wash-
ington, in coin, within twelve wmonths after
the delivery of each report.

The board of assessors may employ such
clerks as they shall think necessary.”

The expenses of the board of assessors
shall be borne equally by the two govern-
ments, and paid from time to time, as may
be found expedient, on the production of
accounts certified by thelmaml{ The
ueration of the assessors shall also be paid
vy lllg- two governments in equal moicties
n & similar manner.

. ARTICLE X1.

The high contracting parties engage to
consider the result of the proceedings of
the tribunal of yrbitration and of the board
of assessors, should such board be ap-
pointed, as a full, perfect and final settle-
ment of all the claims hereinbefors referred
to; and further engage that every such
claim, whether the same may or may not
have been presented 1o the notice of, made,

referred, or laid bhefore the tribunal or
oard, shall, from and after the conclu-
sion of the proceedings of the tribunal
or bourd, be considered and treated as
finally settled, barred, and thenceforth in-
admissible.

ARTICLE XXI.

It is agreed that, for the term of years
wentioned in article xxxiii of this treaty,
fish oil and fish of all kinds (except tish of
the inland lakes, and of the rivers falling
into them, and except fish preserved in oil),
being the produce of the fisheries of the
United States, or of the Dominion of Can-
ada, or of Prince Edward’s Islund, shall be
admitted into ecach country, respectively,
free of duty,

ARTICLE XXIL

Inasmuch as it is asserted by the govern-
ment of Her Britannie Majesty that the
wrivileges accorded to the citizens of the
i'ni(n-l States under article xviii of this
treaty are of greater value than those
accorded by articles xix and xxi of this
treaty to the subjects of Her Britannic
Majesty, and this assertion is not admitted
by the government of the United States,
it is further agreed that commisioners shall
be appointed to determine, having regard
to the privileges accorded by the United

pancy for the sume purpose.

It 18 understood that the above-mentioned
liberty applies solely to the sea fishery, and
that the salmon and shad fisheries, and all
other tisheries in rivers and the mouths of
rivers, are hereby reserved exclusively for
British fishermen. 5

ARTICLE XIX.

It js agreed by the lugh contracting
parties that British subjects shall have, in
common with the citizens of the Upited
States, tue liberty, for the term of vears
mentioned in articls xxxiii of this treaty,
take fish of every kind, except shell fish,
on the eastern scacossts and shores of the
United States, north of the thirty-ninth

The navigation of the rivers Yukon, Por-
cupine and Stikine, ascending and descend-
ing, from, to, and into the sea, shall forever
remain free oud open for the purposes of
commerce to the subjects of her Britannic
Maiesty and to the citizens of the United
States, subject to any laws and regulations
of either country within its own territory,
not inconsistent with such privilege of free
navigation.

ARTICLE XXVII.

The government of Her Britannic Ma-
Jesty engages to urge upon the government
of the Dominion of Canada to secure to the
citizens of the United States the use of the
Welland, St. Lawrence, and other canals in
the Dominion on terms of equality with the
inhabitants of the Dominion; and the gov-
ernment of the United States engages that
the subjects of Her Britannic Majesty
shall enjoy the use of the St. Clair Flats
canal on terms of equality with the inhabit-
ants of the United States, and further en-
gages to urge upon the Stave governments

Her Britannic Majesty and the government
of the United States,

Citizens of the United States may for the
like period carry in United States vessels,
without payment of duty, goods, wares, or

by land carriage and in bond, under such
rules and regulations as may be agreed
upon between the government of the United
States and the government of Her Britan-
nic Mujesty.

ort duty, or other duty, shall be levied on

amber or timber of any kind eut on that
portion of the American territory in the
State of Maine watered by the river St
John and its tributaries, and floated down
that river to the sea, when the same is
shipped to the United States from
the Province of New Brunswick. And. in
case any such export or other duty con-
tinues to be levied after the expiration of
one year from the date of the exchange of
the rutifications of this treaty, it s agreed
that the government of the United States
may suspend the right of earrying herein-
before granted under article xxx of this
treaty for such period as such export or
other duty may belevied.

ARTIOLE XXXII.

It is further agreed that the provisions
and stipulations of articles xviii to xxv of
this treaty, inclosive, shall extend to the
colony of Newfoundland, so far as they are
applicable. But it the Imperial Parlia-
ment, the Legislature of Newtfoundland, or
the d‘onxreu of the United States, shall
not embrace the colony of Newfounland in
their laws enacted for carrying the forego-
ing articles into effeer, then this article
shnll be of no effect: but the omission to
make provision by law to give it effect, by
either of the legislative bodies aforesaid,
shall not in any way impair avy other ar-
ticles of this treaty.

ARTICLE XXXIIT.

The foregoing articles xviii to xxv, in-

by the Legislature of Prince Edward's
Island on the oné hand, and by the Con-
gress of the United States on the other.

ment of Her Britannic Majesty claims that
such boundary line should, under the terms
of the treaty above recited, be run through
the Rosario Straits, and the government of
the United States claims that it should be
run through the Canal de Haro, it is agreed
that the respective claims of the govern-
ment of the United States and of the gov-
ernment of Her Britannic Majesty shall be
submitted to the arbitration and award of
His Majesty the Emperor of Germany, who,
baving regard to the above mentioned ar-
ticle of the said treaty, shall decide there-
upon, finally and without appeal, whick
of those claims is most in accordance with
the true interpretation of the treaty of
June 15, 1846, 4

ARTICLE XXXV,

The award of His Majesty the Emperor o1
Germany shall be considered as absolutely
final and conclusive; and full effect shail
be given to such award without any objec-
tion, evasion, or delay whatsoever. Such
decision shall be given in writing and dated;
it shall be in whatsoever form ﬁis Mujest
may choose to adopt; it shall be clc-liwreﬁ
to the representatives or other public agents
of the United Stutes and of Great Britain,
respectively, who may be actually at Ber-
lin, and shall be considered as operative
from the day of the date of the delivery
thereof.

written diseussion or otherwise.

ARTICLE XL.

The arbitrator may, if he think iit, ap-
point a secretary, or clerk, for the purposes
of the proposed arbitration, at such rate of
remuneration as he shall think proper.
This, and all other expenses of and con-
nected witn the said arbitration, sball be
provided fur as hereinafter stipulated.

ARTICLE XLIL

The arbitrator shall be requested to de-

ARTICLE XLIL

The arbitrator shall be requested to give
his award in writing as early as couvenient
ufter the whole case on each side shall have
been Jaid before him, and to deliver one
copy thereof to each of the said agents.

ARTICLE XLIIL

The present treaty shall be duly ratified
by the President of the United States of
America, by and with the advice and con-
sent of the Senate thereof, and by Her
Britannic Majesty; and the ratifications shall
be exchanged either at Washington or at
London within six months from the date
hereof, or eaclier, if possible.

A PROCLAMATION by the President of
the United States of America.

WiEneas, On the twenty-second s
August, 1870, my proclamation was lssued,
enjoining neutrulity in the present war be
tween France and the North German Con-
federation and ita allies, and declaring, so
far as then seemwed to be necessary, the re-
spective rights and obligations of the belig-
erent parties and of the citizens of the
the United States:

And whereas, Subsequent information
gives reason to apprehiend that armed
cruisers of the belligerents may be tempted
to abuse the hmpiu’]ity accorded to them
in the ports, harbors, roadsteads, and other
waters of the United States, by waking
such waters subservient to the purposes ot
war:

. _Now, therefore, I, Ulysses S. Grant, Pres-
ident of the United States of America, do
hereby proclaim and declare that any fre-
quenting and use of the waters within the
territorial jurisdiction of the United States
by the armed vessels of either bel-
ligerent, whether public ships or pri-
viteers, for the purpose of preparing
for hostile operations, or as posts of
observation upon the ships of war or
rivateers or werchant vessels of the other

lligerent, lying within or being about 1o
enter the jurisdiction of the United States,
must be regarded as unfriendly and offen-
sive, and in violation of that neutvality
which it is the determination of this gov-
ernment to observe; and to the end that the
hazard and inconvenience of such appre-
hended practices may be avoided, I forther
proclaim and declare that from and after
the twelfth day of October instant, and
during the continnance of the present hos-
tilities between France and the North Ger-
man Confederation and its allies, no ship of
war or privateer of either belligerent shall
be permitted to make use of any port, har-
bor, roadstead, or other waters within the
juriidictiog of the United States as a station
or place of resort for any warlike purpose,
