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Saccessful Musical Invention—New Siyle
of Pinnow.

We copy the following from tke Cincin-

nati Times :

Omne of the latest and most snceessful in-
ventions of the day is a piano-forte with-
out strings or reeds. The patent bears the
date of July. 1871, and the patentees are
Cincinnatians, Messrs, Atkins and Drewer,
the former a dealer in pianos, gud the latter
an ingenious German musician and artisan.
The invention has been' in progress of de-
velopment for many wonths, but only
within a few days has a perfect instrument
been completed and tested satisfactorily,

The action of the new instroment is the
saiue a8 in other pianos: it has the nsual
nomber of octaves aud pedals, The tone
can be varied from soft to loud, and is far
superior in richness and deptls, and is clear
and sweet as can be imagined.  The peculiar
feature of the invention is that, instead of
strings stretehed aeross a sounding-board,
small steel tongues, each with a hook, or
arm, on either side, are attached to the
sounding board, and struck by hammers
similar to those of the ordinary instrument,
only the tongue and bammer are worked
perpendieniarly. i

One hook of each tongue being balf the
length of the other, yields a tone an octave
higher; thns each stroke of the hammer
produces two notes. anoctave apart. The
vibration produced is full as continuous #s
that obtained from strings, and the tone is
readily nlurped by the application of u
check” or damper. Of sourse, such an in-
strument can never get out of tune, and
may be moved with much less danger of in-
jury than stringed instruments. It will be
more durable, also, from the fact thatthe
hammers strike the topgues in such & wan-
ner as to wear less than those striking
strings.

It is entirely practicable to manufacture
instruments of this pew pattern much
cheaper than those of the ordinary style,
but it will require some time to bring many
of them into market, or meet the demand
for them, at any pricc.
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A Washington special of Tuesday says:

The Ku-Klux in\'ntiﬁ-tiuu vommittee to-
duy examined Joshua L. Norrig, Attorney
General of Mississippi, a native of Tenuces-
see, for ten years a resident of Mississippi,
and a confederate judge during the war.

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TREATIES AND PROCLAMATIONS.

A PROCLAMATION by the President of
the United of America, Treaty between
the United States and Greas
Claims, fisheries, navigation of the St.
Lawrence, eto., American lumber on the
river St. Jobn, boundary—Concladed

May 8, 1871; ratifications June

17, 1871; proclaimed July 4, lﬂl-. -

Wh , o treaty k nited
States of America yln(! Her Majesty the

ueen of the United Kingdom of Great

ritain and Ireland, concerning the settle-
mwent of all causes of dffference tween the
two countries, was concloded and signed at
Washington by the bigh commissioners and
plenipotentiaries of the rasﬁe.ctivo govern-
ments on the eight day of May last; which
treaty is, word for word, as follows:

The United States of Awmerica and Her
Britannic Majesty, being desirous to pro-
vide for an amicable settlement of all
causes of difference between the two coun-
tries, have for that p appointed their

respective  plenipotentiarics, that is to
u,\":w the President of the United
States  has  appointed, on the part
of the United States, as coumission-
ers in a joint  high commission
and  plenipotentiaries, Hamilton Fish,
Secretary of = State; Cum-
wing  Schenck, envoy

enuordi?r_v
and minister l»lenipo(enﬂ.ry to Great Brit-
ain: Samuoel Nelson, an Associate Justice of
the Supreme Court of the United States;
Ebenezer Rockwood Hoar, of Massachusetts;
and George Henry Williams, of Oregon;
and Her Hritanie Majesty, on her part, has
appointed as her high commissioners and

epipotentiaries, the Right Honorable
Yw.mo Frederick Samuel, Earl de Grey and
Earl of Ripon, Viscount Goderich, Baron
Granthum, a Baronet, a peer of the United
Kingdom, Lord President ot Her Majesty's
Most Honorable Privy Council, Knight of
the Most Noble Order of the Garter, ete.,
ete.; the Right Honorable Sir Stafford Henry
Northeote, Baronet, one of Her Majesty's
Most Honorable Privy Council, a member of
Parliawent, a Companion of the Most Hon-
orable Order of the Bath, ete,, ete.; Sir Ed-
ward Thornton, Knight Communder of the
Most Honorable Order of the Bath, Her
Majesty’s envoy extraordinary and minis-
ter plenipotentiary to the United States of
Awerica; Sir Jobn Alexander Macdonald,
Kuight Commander of the Most Honorable
Order of the Bath, & member of Her Majes-
ty's Privy Council for Canada, aud Minister
of Justice and Attorney General of Her
Majesty's Dominion of (f,x-mmlu: and Moun-
tague Bernard, Exquire, Chichele Professor
of international law in the University of
Oxford.

And the said plenipotentiaries, after hav-
ing exchanged their full powers, which were
found to be in due and proper form, have
agreed to and concluded the following ar-
ticlex

ARTICLE 1.

Waeneas, Differences have arisen be
tween the government of the United States
and the government of Her Britannic Ma-
Jjesty, and still exist, growing out of the acts
committed by the several vessels which bave
given rise to'the claims generically known
us the “Alabamwa olaims:

And whereas, Her Britannie Majesty has
authorized her high commissioners and
plemipotentinries to express, in a friendly
spirit, the regret felt by Her Majesty’s gov-
ernment for the escape, under whatever eir-
cumstances, of the Alabama and other ves-
sc¢ls from British ports, and for the depreda-
tions committed by those vesscls:

Now, in order 1o remove and adjnst ull
ecomplaints and claimg on the part of the
United States, and to provide for the.speed
settlement of such claims, which are not av{
mitted by Her Britannic Mujesty’s govern-
ment, the high contracting parties agree
that all the said claims, growing out of acts
committed by the aforesaid vessels and
generieally known as the “Alabama
claims,” shall be referred to a tribunal of
arbitration to be composed of five arbitra-
tors, to be appointed in the following wan-
ner, that {& to say: One shall be named by
the President of the United States; one
shall be named by Her Britannie Majesty;
His Majesty the King of Italy shall be re-
quested to name one; the President of the

wiss Confederation sball be requested to
name one; and His Majesty the Emperor of
Brazil shall be requested to name one.

In case of the death, absence, or incapa-
vity to secve of any or either of the said ar-
bitrators, or, in the event of either of the
said arbitrators omitting or declining or
cepsing 1o act as such, the President of the
United States, or Her Britannic Majesty, or
His Majesty the King of Italy, or the Presi-
dent of the Swiss Confederation, or His
Majesty the Emperor of Brazil, as the case
mway be, may forthwith pame another per-
son to act as arbitrator in the place and
stead of the arbitrator originally named by
such head of a State.

And in the even® of the refusal or omis-
sion for two months after receipt of the re-
quest from either of the high contraeting
parties of His Majesty the King of Italy, or
the President of the Swiss Confederation,
or His Majesty the Emperor of Brazl, to
name an arbitrator eitherto fill the original
appointment or in the place of one who may
have died, be alwent, or ineapucitated, or
who may omit, decline, or from any cause
cease to aet as such arbitrator, His Mujesty
the King of Sweden and Norway shall be
requested to name one OF Wore persons, as
the case may be, to act as such arbitrator
or arbitrators,

ARTICLE 1L

The arbitrators shall meet at Geneva,
Switzerland, at the earliest convenient day
after they shall have been named, and shall
proceed mmpartially and carefuily to exam-
e and decide all questions t shaull
ba laid before them ou the purt of
ernments of the
Britanuic Majesty, respectively. All gues
tions considered by the tribunal, including
the final award. shall be decided by a ma

Jjority of all the arbitrators,

Each of the high contracting parties shall
also name one person to attend the tribunal
a8 its agant to rrsurv—m-n( it generally in all
mwatters connected with the arbitration,

ARTICLE 111,

The written or printed ease of sach of the
two partiss, acoompanied by the documents,
the official correspondence, and other evi-
dence on which each relies, shall be de-
livered in duplieats to each of the arbitra
tors and to the agent of the other party as
soon 88 may be after the organization of the
tribumal. but within o period not exceeding
six months from the date of the exchange
of the ratifications of this treaty.

ARTICLE IV,

Within four months after the delivery on
both sides of the written or printed case,
either Yarlv may, in like manner, deliver
in duplicate to each of said arbitrators,
and to the agent of the other party, a coun-
ter case and additional documents, ecor-
respondence and evidence in reply to the
case, documents, correspondence wnd evi-
dence so presented by the other party,

The arbitrators may, however, extend the
time for delivering such counter case, doe-
uments, correspondence and  evidence,
when, in their judgment, it becomes neces-
sary, in consequence of the distance of the
place from which the evidence to be pre-
sented is to be procured.

If in the case submitted to the arbitrators
either party shall bhave specitied or allnded
to any report or document in its own ex-
clusive possession without annexing a copy,
such party shall be bound, if the other
party thinks proper to apply for it, to fur-
nish that party with a copy thereof; and
either party way cull upon the other,
through the arbitrators, to produce the
oriRinuls or certified copies of any papers
adduced as eévidenee, giving in each in-
stance such reasonable potice as the arbi-
trators way require,

ARTICLE V.

It shall be the duty of the agent of each
party, within two months after the expira-
tion of the time limited for the delivery of
the counter ease on both sides, to deliver in
duplicate to ench of the said arbitrators and
to the agent of the other party a written or
printed argument showing the points and
referring to the evidence upon which his
government relies; and the arbitrators
may, if they desire further elucidation with
re, to_any point, require a written or

Thirdly, to exercise due diligence in its
own ports and waters, and, as to all per-
sons within its jorisdiction, to prevent any
violation of the foregoing obligations and
duties,

Her Britaunie Majesty has commanded
her high commissioners and plenipotentin-
ries to declare that Her Majesty's govern-
ment can not assent to the foregoing rules
a8 o statement of principles of international
law which were in force at the time when the
claims mentioned in Article 1 arose, but
that Her Majesty’s government, in order
to evince its desire of strengthening the
friendly relations between the two coun-
tries and of making satisfactory provision
for the fature, agrees that in deciding the
questions between the two countries arising
out of those claims, the arbitrators should
assume that Her Majesty's government hadd
undertaken to act upou the principles set
forth in these rules.

And the high contracting parties agrée to
observe thesze rules a8 between themselves
in futare, and to bring tbem to the kuow!
edge of other maritime powers, and to in-
vite them to accede to them.

ARTICLE VIL

awounts shall be paid by Great Brit
the United States on aecount of the
arising from such failure, as to each
according to the extent of such !
decided by the arbitrators.

The board of assessors shall be
tuted as follows: One mewmber thercof <hal
be nawed by the President of the United
States, one member thereof shall be
named by Her Brittannic Majesty: and one
wember thervof shall be named by the
representative at Washington of His Majesty
the King of Italy; and in case of a vacancy
happening from any canse, it shall be filled
in the same manner in which the original
appointment was made.

As soon as possible after such nomina-
tions the board of assessors shall be organ-
ized in Washington, with power to hold
their sittings there, or in New York, or in
Boston. I'he members thereof shall sever-
ally subseribe a solemn declaration that
they will impartially and carefully examine
and decide, to the best of their judgment
and according to justice and equity, all mat-
ters submitted to them, and shall forth-
h proceed, under such rules and regula-
tions as they may prescribe, to the investi
gation of the claims which shall be presented
1o them by the government of the United
States, and shall examine and decide
upon them in such order and manner as
they may think proper, but npon such evi-
dence or information only as shall be fur-
nished by or on behalf of the zovernments
of the United States und of Great Britain,
respectively.  They shall be bound to bhear
on each separatg claim, if required, one per.
som on behalt of ench g nment, a8 coun-
8¢l or agent. A mujority of the assessors in
ecach case shall be safficient for a decision.

The decision of each assessor shall be
given npon ench claim in writing, and shall
be signed by thew respectively and dated.

Each claim shall be presented to the as-
sessors within six months from the day of
their first meeting, but they may, for good
cause shown, extend the time for the pre-
sentation of any claim to & further period,
not exceeding three months,

e assessors shall report to each govern-
ment at or before the expiration of one year
from the date of their first meeting the
nmount of cluims decided by them up to the
date of such report: if further claims then
remain undecided, they shall make a further
report at or before the expiration of two
years from the date of such first meeting;
and in case any claims remain undetermined
at that time, they shall make a fiual report
within a further period of six months.

The report or reports shall be made in
duplicate, and one copy thereof shall be de-
livered to the Secretary of State of the
United States, and one copy thereof to the
representative of Her Britaunic Mujesty at
Washington.

All sums of money which may be awarded
unaer this article shall be paguble at Wash-
ington, in coin, within twelve months after
the delivery of each report.

The board of assessors may employ such
clerks as they shall think necessary.

The expenses of the buard of assessors
shall be borne equally by the two govern.
ments, and paid from time to time, as may
be found expedient, on the production of
accounts certified by the board. The remu-
neration of the assessors shall also be paid
by the two governments in equal moictics
10 & similay manner.

ARTICLE XL

Th}-'- high contracting parties engage to
consider the resuitof the procecdings of
the tribunal of yrhitration and of the board
of assessors, should such board be ap
pointed, as a full, perfect and final settle-
ment of all the claims hereinbefore referred
w; aud further engage that every such
claim, whether the sume may or may not
have been presented to the notice of, made,

Every claim shall be presented to the
cowmissioners within six months from tie
day of their first meeting, unless in any
case where reasons for delay shall be estub-
lished to the satisfaction of the commission
ers, and then, and in any such « the pe-
riod for presenting the claim may he .
ed by them to any time not exceeding th
wonths longer.

The commissioners shall be bonnd to ex-
suine and decide wpon every claim within
two years from the day of their tirst mest-
ing. It shall be comnpetent for the comuis-
| siopers to decide in each case whether any

Wirreas, On the twenty-second dav of
August, 1870, my proclamation was issued
enjoining neutrality in the present war be-
tween France aud the North German Con-
federation and its allies, and declaring, o
far ag then seemed to he necessary, the
spective rights and obligations of the be
erent parties and of the citizens
the United States:

And whereas, Subsequent inforwation
gives reason to apprehend that armed
cruisers of the belligerents may he tempted
1o abuse the hospitality aceorded to them
in the ports, barbors, roadsteads, and other
waters of the United States, by making
such waters subservient to the purposes of
war:

Now, therefore, I, Ulysses S. Grant, Pres-
ident of the United States of America, do
hereby proelaim and declare that any fre-
quenting and use of the waters within the
territorial jurisdiction of the United States
by the armed vessels  of either bel-
ligerent, whether public ships or pri-
vateers, for the purpose of preparing
for hostile operations, or as posts of
observation upon the ships of war er
t»rn'.mc-ers or merchant vessels of the other

relligerent, lying within or beipg about to
enter the jurisdiction of the United States,
must be regarded as unfriendly and offen-
sive, and in vielation of that neutrality
which it is the determination of this gov-
ernment to observe: and to the end that the
hazard and inconvenience of such appre-
hended practices may be avoided, I further
proclaim and declare that from and after
the twelfth day of October instant, and
during the continnance of the present hos-
