Levee Sinking — Threatened Disaster 
Near French Market.—The levee between 
Dumaine and St. Philip streets looked 
shaky yesterday morning, showing signs 
that an undermining had occurred. Two 
railroad tracks are near the levee at this 
point, and trains were run slowly after the 
discovery, as there was a palpable settling 
of the ground close the roadbeds. Work­
men were at once employed to watch and 
strengthen the roads, and trains made the 
usual trips during the day.

A Bold B urglary—Gophers at Work.— 
During Sunday night, between twelve and 
one o’clock, some of the fraternity termed 
gophers in thieves’ parlance, went for the 
pawn shop and jewelry store of Mr. Destez, 
No. 15 St. Charles street, an attractive 
point for burglars. Applying their efforts 
to a rear window they successfully removed 
a bar of iron which had prevented an 

..entrance. Entering, they proceeded to dis­
place an iron door, when the way was clear 
for active operations. A large safe in the 
main room usually contains considerable 
wealth, in money and line jewelry, and had 
the burglars succeeded in ravishing this 
they would have suddenly grown rich.

A R E P L Y  TO T H E  CITIZEN S’ ASSO­
CIATION.

Oppicb Misassippi and Mkxicas Grip Ship) 
Canal CAmpanj’, New Orleans, July 22,1871. 5

After the mysterious interviews between 
Mayor Flanders and the self-appointed 
managers of the so-cayed Citizens’ Asso­
ciation, and the sharpening of spears and 
tinkering of armor heard in the recesses of 
the Mayor's parlor, it was evident that a 
terrible onslaught was about to be made. 
Some people imagned that the blow would 
fall ou the Chattanooga Railroad Company, 
whose grants of State aid are as ten to one 
compared with those of the Lake Borgne 
Canal Company, but these innocent per­
sons forgot that Mayor Flanders was the 
confidential agent of the said company in 
obtaiuining State aid, and that two of the 
self-appointed managers of the Citizens’ 
Association are ex-drainage commissioners, 
who, notwithstanding the abuse of their 
former trust, are exceedingly anxious for 
another job—being members of the “Dredg­
ing Company.”

The blow fell upon the Lake Borgne 
Canal Company, but as the illustrious Web­
ster said, “We still live.”

This is doubtless the first instance in the 
history of New Orleans wherein the man­
agers of a Citizens’ Association has de­
liberately and wantonly assailed a company 
engaged" in tbe prosecution of a public 
work, the great value and urgent necessity 
for which are admitted by all business 
men, tbe object of the attack being to break 
down, if possible, the Canal Company, in 
order to defeat another equally important 
work, viz: the efficient drainage of New Or­
leans. The manly way to do a thing of 
this kind is over one's own proper name, 
and not over the signature “Citizens.” 
Whether the managers withheld their signa­
tures to avoid arraignment for legal dam­
ages for libelous statements, or to escape 
the shame of fathering so weak and vapid 
an article—one that fell as dead upon the 
public as a stillborn child—I leave to others 
to determine. It was certainly a brilliant 
stroke of genius to attempt to stave off the 
protection levee by publishing the biography 
of one of the humble directors of the Lake 
Borgne Canal Company. Hereafter, let it 
be understood, the proper way to break 
down a great public improvement in Louis­
iana is, not to discuss its merits, but pitch 
into the private character of its originator, 
or what is perhaps easier, to use a trick I 
learned among the Turks (who are great 
conservatives in the matter of drainage), 
assail the character of his mother.

The office of the "Citizens' Association ” 
must have been visited by every enemy of 
the Lake Borgne canal, from Auditor Wick- 
lifle down to thi editor of the weekly Blath­
erskite, including the heirs of Phillipon and 
the heroes of the Ship Island Canal scheme. 
We have in their article merely a rehash of 
the slanders and falsehoods uttered against 
the canal, all of which have been exploded 
half a dozen times, and are but empty 
sounds to the public ear.

The legal points must have been furnished 
by the Thersites of the New Orleans bench, 
who airs his dirty linen in the aforesaid 
paper and cackles over addled eggs—over 
fruit that is rotten before it gets ripe. One 
would suppose that the managers of a Citi­
zens' Association would be the very last 
men to fall in with the rabble of political 
bowling dervishes, who have attempted 
to persecute the Lake Borgne Canal 
Company, who live mainly on “ penny 
grabs ’’ from the Customhouse, and have 
about as much interest in the commerce of 
New Orleans as Balaam's ass had in the 
five books of Moses.

The Citizens’ Association, what is it!
No oue has greater regard than myself 

and the gentlemen who manage the affairs 
of the Lake Borgne Canal Company for an 
enlightened public opinion, or is more de­
sirous of the good will of the citizens of 
New Orleans. But I need not say that the 
self-appointed managers of this so-called 
association do not represent the public. A 
couple of friends of mine, one of them a 
bank president, attended one or two of 
their meetings, and finding the association 
to consist of three four men formed into a 
mutual admiration, anti-drainage society, 
retired, as they say, with disgust. Its 
originators and real managers are Mayor 
Flanders and Messrs. Davidson and Bailey, 
disaffected ex-drainage commissioners of 
the First District, who for years had the 
management of this important trust, and 
are to-day mainly responsible for the 
wretched condition of New Orleans in this 
respect. They belong to that small class of 
citizens who refuse to pay their drainage 
tax. are systematically opposed to improve­
ments. and who are doing all in their power 
to retard the execution of the drainage law, 
confessedly one of the best laws ever 
enacted in Louisiana. These gentlemen, to 
further their own private selfish ends, have 
induced their associates, worthy gentlemen, 
all. but terribly conservative, to enter upon 
a crusade against the Lake Borgne canal: 
and Mr. Slocomb, a very excellent gentle­
man. but ambitious of au office at the City 
H.tll- "anything. Milord !a—(see his adver­
tisement as a candidate a year or two ago) 
has been ind uced to act as presiding officer.

Mr. Slocomb says that, personally, he be 
lieves in the Lake Borgne canal, and in the 
thorough drainage of New Orleans. Then 
why dues he assume the vain and thankless 
task of leading the opposition against our 
company ! He knows that we wish to fasten 
no job upon the city: that we are willing to 
make the building of the whole protection 
levee dependent upon the success of a small 
piece of it, put up for trial.

Are you sure, gentlemen of the Citizens’ 
Association, that none of your managers 
“are on the make that none of them will 
presently turn up as prospective canal dig­
gers !

While the publishing fit is on, however, 
let us have from the Citizens' Association 
(what has repeatedlv been asked for) a com­
plete history of the First District Drainage 
Commission (to which Messrs. Bailey and 
Davidson belonged), its nice family arrange­
ments, the work done, the moneys paid for 
office rent, tableaux, plans, etc.; in tine, a 
complete historv of that famous commission, 
which was a splendid arrangement—"How 
not to do it." Throw in, also, by way of 
illustration, short sketches of the Nashville 
railroad scheme and other institutions no 
longer in existence, but whose “bonds” still 
survive to vex the pockets of taxpaying 
citizens.

Nearly three-fourths of the rambling and 
incoherent article published by the Citizens' 
Association is devoted to the manner in 
which the writer hereof obtained possession 
of the Philippon plantation—a matter in 
which not ten persons of sound mind in 
New Orleans have the slightest interest. I 
bought for $80(10 cash, and $5000 in canal 
stock. Dr. Merritt's interest in the plantation, 
which placed me in possession, the estate 
having already been in court several years. 
Does anybody object to that? I was com­
pelled to make this purchase by the Fliilip- 
pon heirs "dwelling in their chateau at 
Montmorencv, near Baris," and their repre­
sentative in Xew Orleans, wtio stubbornly 
set their faces against tiie canal, and woulll 
listen to no proposition for purchase on our 
side, except at Sbylock rates. Raise the 
$100,000 mortgage, said they virtually, and 
yon can have the plantation—to-day not 
worth $25,000: otherwise, you shall not dig 
the canal. Even the managers of the 
Citizens' Association are progressive men 
compared to those with whom I had 
to do. No Dutchman in the Mohawk Val­
ley ever opposed the Erie canal more vio­
lently than did these men the Lake Borgne 
project. Nothing short of a surgical opera­
tion could get the idea into their heads that 
the land would be benefited and enhanced 
in value by the canal. "It would ruin the 
plantations!" "There was no need of a 
canal F

"Alas! there goes another old citizen," 
said a gentleman, referring to the demise of 
a wealthv conservative. “Thank God,” 
whispered a sly wag, "for the removal of 
one more obstacle to the progress of New 
Orleans !” I have never yet prayed that 
such men might be struck by lightning.

What. I ask, was to be done ? Lot such 
men have their way and no canal or railroad 
ever could be built. I had to "expropriate” 
them out of the way, and in order to do this 
effectually, was obliged to purchase the con­
testing interest in the plantation at a heavy 
expense. The proceedings were had in 
exact conformity with the provisions of the 
law of expropriation of this State. No one's 
rights were invaded, and the land was as­
sessed at an extremely high rate. Mr. 
John Davidson himself testified on oath at 
the trial that the place was worth less than 
thirty thousand dollars. The Philippon heirs 
refused the fifty thousand dollars for a de­
serted plantation now not worth half the 
money, and the expropriation was rescinded 
by act of the court. New proceedings were

instituted, whereby we expropriated simply 
a narrow strip of land, barely enough tor 
the canal. The Philippon heirs can sell the
rest of the plantation whenever they choose 
to foreclose their mortgage, hut their failure 
to realize $100,009 out of the Lake Borgne 
Canal Company seems to have torn with 
anguish the tender bosoms of the association 
managers.

A fair, honest statement of this transac­
tion would have said that I had no interest 
whatever in the $50,000 paid into court, 
and that this whole business was transacted 
in strict accordance with law and equity. 
Did or did not Mr. Davidson, about that 
time, desire to become a director of the 
Lake Borgne Canal Company ? Did he or 
did he not offer swamp land in the rear of 
New Orleans for some of our bonds and 
stock ?

Every reader of the article in question 
must have finished with the conviction that 
I had a hard battle to fight even before a 
stroke of work was done on the canal, and 
the public know that Wickliffe, the Ship 
Island people and Mayor Flanders, have 
kept up a vain but constant warfare against 
us ever since. The first two of these are 
hors du combat, and Mayor Flanders, in 
attempting to break down the canal com­
pany, has undertaken a job vastly beyond 
his capacity, notwithstanding his recourse 
to such falsehoods (in his official capacity), 
as that the State bonds issued in aid of the 
work are given to the company, that they 
have abandoned the work, and that the 
writer hereof, with others, has purchased 
65,000 acres of land in the rear of the city. 
(O, ye men in buckram !) whereas the whole 
area to be drained by the protection levee 
comprises but 26,000 acres.

Now, as to the State bonds issued in aid 
of the canal. Do tbe Citizens’ Association 
managers pretend that the amount is un­
proportioned to the magnitude of the work; 
that the proceeds of these bonds have not 
been judiciously and economically expended 
lor the sole purpose far which they were is­
sued! Has not the work been carried on dili­
gently and energetically ? They dare 
make no assertions to the contrary. Is 
not the first mortgage held by the 
State upon the franchise, upon the 
canal itself, land and machinery—ample 
security—better, in fact, than the State pos­
sesses in any other instance where aid has 
been granted ?

The company still hold the bonds, and 
next winter will ask the Legislature to can­
cel them, this course having been recom­
mended by the New York bankers inter­
ested in the canal. Everybody knows that 
the $290,000 realized from the hypothecation 
of these bonds would scarcely pay half the 
cost of creating the machinery owned by 
the company and of the work performed by 
them during the last two years. The balance 
of the money has come from the pockets of 
those interested in the work.

I j resume to say that I have furnished the 
canal out of my own means, during the last 
six months, more money than is invested by 
any one of the managers of the Citizens' 
Association, if not all of them together, in 
public irnnrocements, exclusive perhaps of 
of city railroads and Mr. Slocomb's Sunday 
race course. The other directors, including 
some of the wealthiest men in New Orleans, 
and men, too, of the highest character for 
houestv and ability, have given the canal 
not only faithful service, but have also con­
tributed largely of their means. They are 
not ashamed of it.

The Citizens' Association makes no direct 
charge of fraud or wrong on my part, or the 
part of the company. But supposing its 
innuendos, its insinuations, its half truths, 
(which are often worse than downright lies), 
were all true, would that justify them in 
attempting to injure the credit of a com­
pany carrying on. with its own means, a 
great public work which is nearly com­
pleted! a work in which the State is 
largely interested, and the completion of 
which is essential, of course, to secure the 
State against loss ! This whole procedure 
on the part of the Citizens’ Association is as 
impolitic as it is unjust, uncalled for. and 
cruel to ourselves. The Lake Borgue Canal 
has multitudes of friends in the Mississippi 
Valley who believe in it. who are anxious to 
see it opened, who know how diligentlv we 
have prosecuted the work, and some of 
whom, unlike the managers of the Citizens' 
Association, have traveled a thousand miles 
to see the work itself. What will these 
large-hearted, enterprising men think of 
this milk and water manifesto against the 
canal in the household of those who should 
he its supporters ? Of this stab in the back 
from the citizens of New Orleans ?

"But," say these self-appointed managers, 
in substance, the canal will never be fin­
ished ! ” Have any of them visited the 
work to examine for themselves! Not 
oue. The fact of the matter is. less than 
$100,000 will open the canal for naviga­
tion. and on its completion the company is 
entitled to $120,000 in bonds from the State. 
It is being carried to completion as fast as 
possible. The value of the opinion of 
these self-appointed regulators of things in 
general may be learneil from their own as­
sertion that a thoroagh system of drainage 
and protection levees for New Orleans can 
immediately be had at a cost of $100,000. 
Why attempt to deceive the people with 
such statements!

The gentlemen ask why we do not con­
fine ourselves to the canal. Do they pre­
tend to dictate where we shall use our ma­
chinery or employ our means ! If so, let it 
he understood at once. The objective point 
of the article in question is the defeat of 
the protection levee required to be built by 
act No. 30. and. if possible, to stop the canal 
excavation now going on. Millions of ex­
penditure are mentioned in connection with 
the projected protection levee, whereas our 
work in building and grading the same 
ready for use would cost only about $100,000 
per mile. The entire drainage system con­
templated by act No. 30. and embracing 
some twenty-five miles of large canals and 
levees, with interior reservoirs, etc., will 
cost for excavations only about $2,000,000— 
less, in fact, than was lost by the recent 
overflow, and a mere trifle compared with 
the enhanced value given to the lands re­
claimed, to say nothing of the health, 
beauty, comfort and prosperity thereby 
secured to New Orleans. And for this out­
lay the drainage tax assessed upon the 
swamp lands to be benefited by the work, 
and not upon the business capital of the 
city, is amply sufficient. Only—and here's 
the rub—some of these self-appointed cen­
sors have refused to pay their tax. and 
therefore labor to defeat the whole thing !

I wish the public to understand that our 
canal company raised this whole drainage 
matter out of the luire into which it had 
been dragged by the Ship Island Company 
and men like Messrs. Dav’dson and Bailey, 
and placed it voluntarily in the hands of 
the city administrators, where it properly 
belongs. It procured the repeal of the Ship 
Island Canal scheme, a company to which 
Mr. Flanders wished to give $250,000 for no 
services whatever, and to which Messrs. 
Hill and Davidson, it is reported and gen­
erally believed, offered to deliver the books 
of tlie First Drainage District, if they 
would cancel certain outstanding notes for 
drainage tax to a very large amount, say 
$10,000. The name of Mr. Cuthbert H. 
Slocomb appeared on the original petition 
to the Legislature tor transferring the 
drainage of New Orleans to the Ship Island 
Canal schemers. Rare appreciation, that!

Work is now being done by our six ma­
chines in the rear of New Orleans cheaper 
than the same kind of work has ever been 
done in this city; cheaper in fact than works 
of equal magnitude are now being carried 
on in any of the Northern cities. Fortun­
ately the majority of the city administra­
tors, and the public, are not unmindful of 
our services to the city, and insist that the 
work shall be carried on rapidly to comple­
tion.

The self-appointed managers of the asso­
ciated citizens complain that while other 
cities are prosperous New Orleans does not 
flourish; that capitalists will not come*, that 
commerce is leaving our port. Shall I give 
you. gentlemen, some of the reasons for this 
condition of things ? Other cities are not 
blest with a Citizens’ Association which 
uses its influence to stop such obvious im­
provements as the Lake Borgne canal and 
the thorough drainage of New Orleans, 
which contends that it is even possi­
ble for a great city to exist and flourish 
in the midst ot impenetrable cypress 
swamps, the undisturbed home of the 
alligator and gar-pike. Other cities do 
not voluntarily invite periodical inunda­
tions, and what is worse, periodical visita­
tions of yellow fever, both the results of the 
want of drainage and protection from storm 
tides. Other cities are not blessed with a 
class of men who set their faces rigidly 
against all improvements—all attempts to 
make their home beautiful, attractive and 
healthy. Other cities are, perhaps, not

blessed with a Mayor who, mentally in­
capable of originating or appreciating pub­
lic improvements, and without organizing
faculty and the stability ot character 
requisite to carry measures to successful 
completion, descends from a position that 
should be dignified, to defeat the obvious 
wishes of the people, and make war upon a 
corporation whose works he should be the 
first to defend. A judicious and economical 
Mayor, is he? Mention any one thing in which 
this overrated man has been of any service to 
New Orleans or to Louisiana ? What about 
that $19,000 or thereabouts, just audited, ur 
pay to Mr. Roselius, the attorney of the old 
drainage commissioners, and an incorpora­
tor of the new dredging company, for tbe 
single, unimportant service of obtaining a 
judgment against New Orleans ? What 
about that $80,000 suit against New Orleans 
for tearing down the old Pontchartrain 
railroad depot, of which, it is said, Mayor 
Flanders assumed the responsibility ?

I believe, gentlemen, that my humble 
services in opening the Lake Borgne canal, 
and procuring the complete and efficient 
drainage of New Orleans, will be grate­
fully remembered by the people long after 
the brilliant administration of Mayor 
Flanders shall have been forgotten, and 
the Citizens’ Association numbered among 
the things that were.

Im portant Opinion.

Washington dispatches of the twenty- 
third to the Associated Press transmit the 
following opinion:

The Solicitor of the Treasury, in a long 
opinion, holds that where parties act under 
a decision of the Commissioner of Revenue 
thev are not liable should tlie judiciary de­
partment subsequently overrule tlie com­
missioner’s decision. This defeats the claim 
of the government for a tax on bonds, cou­
pons and dividends for five mouths, be­
tween September. 1870, and January, 1871, 
where officers of corporation, under the 
commissioner's decision, failed to withhold 
the tax.

The opinion holds that in withholding tax 
the officers of corporations act as agents of 
the government, and are equitably respon­
sible for the legality of the commissioner’s 
opinions and instructions.

A Washington special to the Cincinnati 
Gazette says:

The report of tbe expenses of the colored 
schools in the District of Columbia, for the 
year ending June 30, shows that $128,594 
was collected and $125,866 expended. The 
schools are in a promising condition. Tlie 
report shows that in proportion to the num­
ber of the colored population, the District 
of Columbia has adopted the most liberal 
course toward the colored schools of any 
State or Territory.
