In
1856, the Hudson Bay Company called Ar-
rowsmith to acconut for his first map, when
he elnimed that he had never indicated any
boundary by it until after seeing Fremont's
map of 1834, when be printed an edition
with the titled boundary to conform with
that gentleman's,

The Arizonn Indinn Massacre.

The Cincinnati Gazette of Monday pub-
lishes the subjoined synopsis:

Wasnixaron, July 2.—The following is
an extract from the officinl report of the
massacre at Camp Grant, Arizona, by
Lientenant Royal E Whitman, just re-
ceived here by the Board of Indian Cowm-
missioners. It is dated Camp Grant, May
17, and addressed to Colonel J. G. C. Lee,
Tucson. Lieutenant Whitman, after de-
sceribing the settlement of the Indians near
the camp. and praising them for their peace-
ableness and good behavior, proceeds as
follows:

“On the morning of April 30 | was at
breakfast at 7:30 A. M., when a dispatch
was brought to me by a sergeant of com-
‘mny D, Twenty-first Infantry, from Captain
Ylum, commanding Camp Lowell, inform-
ing me that a large party had left Tucson
on the twenty-eighth, with the avowed pur-
pose of killing all the Indiaus at this post.
I immediately sent the two interpreters,
mounted, to the Indian camp, with orders
to tell the chiefs the exact state of things
and for themn to bring the entire party in-
side the post,  As I bad no cavalry and but
about fifty infantry, nearly all recruits, snd
no other officer, I could not leave the post
to go to their defense. My messengers re-
turned in about an hour with the intelli-
gence that they eould find no living Indian—
their comp was burning, and the ground
strewn with mutilated wowmen aud children.

“T immediately mounted & party of about
twenty soldiers and citizens, und sent them
with the post surgeon, with a wagon, to
bring in the wounded, if any could be
found. The party returned late in the eve-
ning, having found no wounded, and with-
out being able to communicate with any of
the survivors. Early next morning I took
a similar party, with spades and shovels,
and went out und buried all the dead in and
immedintely around the camp. I had the
day before offered the interpreter, or any
one who could do so, one hundred dollars to
go to the mountaing and communicate with
them, and convince them that no officer or
soldier of the United States government
bad been concerned in the vile transaction,
and, failing in this, I thought an act of
curing for their dead would b: an evidence
to them of our sympathy at least, and the
conjecture proved correct: for while at the
work many ot them came to the spot
and indulged in  their expressions of
grief, too wild and terrible to be de-
scribed. That evening they came in from
all directions, singly und in small parties,
k0 changed in forty-eight hours as to be
hardly recognizable, during which time
they had peither eaten nor siept. Many of
the men whose fawilles had been killed
when I spoke to them and expressed sym-
puthy for tnem were obliged to turn away
unable to speak, and too proud to show
their grief. The wowen, whose children
had been killed or stolen, were convulsed
with grief, and looked to me appealingly,
as though I was their last hope on earth.
Children, who butg few days before had
been full of fun and frolic, kept at a dis-
tance, expressing wonderful horror. 1 did
what I could. fed them and talked to
them, and listened patiently to their ac-
counts. I sent horses into the mountains to
bring in two badly wounded women—one
shot through the left lung, and one with an
arm shattered. These were attended to,
and ure doing well, and will recover.

“Theircamp was surroanded and attacked
at daybreak. Sosudden and unexpected
wius it, that no one was awake to give the
alarm, and I found quite a pumber of
women shot while asleep beside their
bundle of hay they had collected to bring
in on that morning, The wounded who

| not

were unable to get away bad their brains
beaten out with clubs or stones, while sowe
were shot full of arrows after having been
mortally wounded by gunshot. Of the
whole number buried, one was an old man
and ove a well grown boy.  All the resy
were women and children. Of the whole
pumber killed and wissing—abont one bun-
dredl  and  twenty-five—eight only were
men, It has been said that the men were
not there. They were all there, On the
twenty-vighth we connted one hundred and
twenty-eight men, a small number being
absent for mescal, all of whom have since
cen in. I have spent a good deul of time
with them since the affwir, and have been
astonished  at their continned unshaken
faith in me, and their perfectly clear under-
stending of their misfortune.

They say: ‘We know there are o great
many white men and Mexicans who do not
want us to live at rv-unr. We know that
the Papagres would not bave come out
sfter us at this time if they had not
been persnaded to do so.' What they do
not understand is, while they are at peace
and conscions of no wrong intent, that they
should be murdered by government arms in
the hands of Papagoes and Mexicans, One
of the chiefs min‘l: ‘I no longer want to live;
vy women and children bave been killed
before wy funce, and I have been unable to
defend them. Most Indians in my place
would take u knife and cut his throat: but 1
will live to show these people that all they
have done and «ll they can do shall not
make me break my faith with you, so long
as yon will stand by us, and defend us in a
language we know nothing of to a great
governey, we never have nor never shall
soe,”

‘About their captives they say: ‘Get them
back for us, Our little boys will grow up
slaves, and our girls, as soon as they are
large enough, will be diseased prostitutes
to get money for whoever owns them. Our
women work hard and are good women,
and they and our children have no *.. ases,
Our dead you can not bring to hife, but
those that are living we gave to you, und
we look to you that can write and talk and
have soldiers, to get them Lack.” 1 will as-
sure you it is no ensy task to convinee them

of my zeal, when they sce so little being
doue. T have pledged my word to them

that T never would rest ea-ily, night or day,
until they should have justice, and just now
I would as soon leave the army as to be or-
dered away from them, or to be obliged to
order them away from bere. But you will
know the difficulties in the way. You
know that parties who would engage in
murders like this, could and would (and
already have) muke stutements and multi-
ply aflidavits without end in their justifica-

tion. 1 kunow you will use your in-
tluence on  the right side, I  be-
lieve, with them, this may be made
cither the weans of making good

them, and their children, or
ve them into a helpless war of exter-
mination. They ask to be allowed to live
here, in their ofd bomes, where nature sup-
plies nearly all their wants. They ask for
a fair and impartial trial of their faith; and
they ask that all their captive children
living may be returned to :hvm. Is their
demand upreasonable ! Unless some action
i# taken to convince them that our govern-
ment means kindness and justioe, and they
are driven away, desperate and disap-
pointed, blinded "by ignorance, rage and
superstition, 1 assure you I could hardly
conmund men to fire upon them; and if' |
fail to do for them now everything in my
power, I shonld expect it to be remembered
against me when I am called to account as
my gravest offense and my gravest life re-
spousibility.

While these
triuls were progressing, twelve whites of
Washington couuty were carried one hun-
dred and thirty miles to answer before a
federal commission for an assanlt on colored
men, and after imprisomment sod much ex-
pense, acquitted.

General Wright had no reason to believ »
that there was an orgamzed band of KnKiux
in Georgia for polinieal purposes. He knew
of a bund of marauders like Murrell’s gong
extending through a portion of the counties
of his district. Men were convicted in
Washington county, suspected of belonging
to this gang. A man named Ruse, con-
victed of killing a colored man, by a mili-
tary cowmmission, was pardoned by Presi-
dent Jobnson. He was again convicted of
killing another man and sentenced to be
, but reprieved by Governor Bul-
lock. His ultimate fate, Ruse’s friends say,
depends upon his raising a certain amount
of money.

The witneas explained fully the organiza-
tion of the Georgia Legislature. If the dis-
abilities imposed by the fourteenth amend-
ment were removed and the people allowed
to select the best wen for office there would
be no complaint against the government,
The negroes buve neither been cheated nor
swindled out of their wages.
