Early Sunday afternoon a large crowd of 

people'begau to gather at the Horticultural 
Garden to witness the haloon ascension an­
nounced to he made by T. II. Williams, of 
Edgetield, or, as he is professionally known. 
Professor Webster, under which title, dim­
ing the fairs of last year, he made some 
seventeen aerial voyages, all of which, save 
one at Union City, proved successful. At 
that place the top of the balloon was 
burned, and its place was supplied by a 
new piece of unvarnished canvas. When 
the ascent had been made, anil the balloon 
was sinking toward the earth, he saw that 
was about to strike a hickory tree, anil to 
avoid being dragged or hurt lie leaped from 
the basket into the limbs, falling through 
the branches some tive or six leet before he 
tinally succeeded in making a lodgment. 
This balloon, which is but a mere piece ot 
patchwork, weighing 6Gfi pounds, and meas­
uring 116 leet in height and 126 leet in cir­
cumference, was used Sunday afternoon.

By live o’clock in the afternoon, the Hor­
ticultural Garden was tilled by a large as­
semblage. numbering from a thousand to 
fifteen hundred, with probably about five 
hundred outside the inclosure. As prepara­
tions to fill the balloon with heated air 
commenced, the crowd became considerably 
excited, and awaited the ascension with no 
little impatience. Meanwhile the mouth of 
the balloon was put over a kind of chimney 
to a furnace, and a lire kindled. As the 
heated air began to inflate the balloon, little 
streams of smoke issued out of the unvar­
nished piece of canvas, and jets spurted 
from divers little holes in the middle por­
tion. Mr. Williams, before entering the 
basket, a rather weak and dangerous look­
ing concern, attached to the hoop of the 
balloon a number of small cords about the 
size of one's little finger, trimmed down the 
upper portion, the top rim appearing to he 
Somewhat insesure. A false start was made 
at half-past tive o'clock, amid enthusiastic 
applause of the spectators. The balloon 
was pulled down, and again subjected to 
the heated air process of inflation." Shortly 
after six o'clock the huge air ship was re­
leased from its moorings and shot up into 
the air a distance of one hundred feet. It 
was driven westward, rising probably to 
the altitude of one hundred anu fifty to one 
hundred and seventy-five feet. Just before 
reaching the cotton manufactory, about 
three hundred yards from the starting 
point, it began rapidly to descend toward 
the smokestack of the manufactory, which 
is one hundred and tweuty-five feet in 
height. As the spectators, rushing pell- 
mell across the common and shouting to the 
■extent of their seemingly exhaustiess lungs, 
saw the impending catastrophe, they started 
back horror-struck at the sight. The bal­
loon had struck the stack and had turned 
over on the other side.

But we give the story of Mr. Williams' 
narrow escape from death in his twn words: 

On approaching the stack I knew that the 
balloon was bound to strike it, and at once 
made preparations to receive the shock by 
pushing the basket toward the stack anil 
leaping outward on the opposite side. When 
the basket, which was about seventeen feet 
below the balloon, did strike, it bounded 
outwardly and then careened to one side.
I at once saw that if I did not ascend to the 
top of the stack before all of the heated air 
leit the balloon 1 would be pulled over the 
stack and dashed to pieces on the ground, a 
distance of one hundred and twenty-five 
feet. You can understand what chance I 
would have had for life. The weight of the 
balloon was then pulling me up the stack.
I seized one of the cords leading to the hoop 
of the balloon, and, determining to risk my 
life upon it pulled myself up to the top of 
the stack, using my feet at the same time 
•on the iron cap, which is about seven feet 
in height. As I reached the summit the 
weight of the balloon commenced pulling 
down heavily against my own. which is 
about one hundred and" forty pouuds. 
Catching hold of the rim of the stack with 
a firm grasp with one hand. I wrapped one 
ot the small cords around one of the nuts, 
of which there were a good many, when the 
swinging of the balloon broke it. I, how­
ever, succeeded in tying another,which held 
fast, and then climbed to the top.

The feat was a very difficult one. If I 
had not been a tolerable gymnast, and hail 
cot had on mv professional tights and slip-
iiers, I could never have attained the top.

wus enabled to use my limbs with more 
ease and advantage than would have been 
the case had I been dressed in the ordinary 
style. I was assisted in gaining the top by 
matching the cord between my toes and 
bolding it tightly. There is an outer and 
inner rim to the cap. both having a surface 
■of about fifteen or eighteen inches, upon 
which I could easily walk without danger 
of falling. I here discovered that the hoop 
•of the balloon had caught upon the light­
ning rod, by which means my life was 
saved. While yet on top I cut ail the ropes, 
with the intention of allowing the balloon 
to fall to the ground, but the hoop hung 
fast. In attempting to kick it off I missed 
it. and came near loosing my balance and 
going headlong to the ground. I saw there 
was a ladder, made of iron bars about two 
feet apart, leading down through the chim­
ney, by which means I began to descend, 
after cutting loose tho balloon, through 
more soot and dirt than I ever care to en­
counter again. It seemed that it required 
ten miuutes for me to get to the bottom. 
After I had gotten over half way down I 
was occasionally threatened with" suffoca­
tion, and was fearful that I had not yet es­
caped the perils of the journey. When I 
reached the bottom I was covered with 
layers of soot, and could hardly have been 
recognized by my most intimate friends.

No sooner had Mr. Williams reached the 
open air than the excited crowd pushed 
forward upon him. hustling him about, 
asking him a thousand questions and other­
wise making it very disagreeable for a man 
who had just made so narrow an escape 
from death. One over-curious spectator 
happened to tread upon the aeronaut's 
corns and got knocked down therefor, with 
the consolatory remark, “ I'll show you 
that I aiu't dead yet."

Once free of the crowd Mr. Williams re­
turned to the garden, washed himself, and 
felt equal to half a dozen more trips 
through space. Before the soot was re­
moved he certainly presented a most ex­
traordinary spectacle—black as midnight 
from head to foot; eyes, ears. hair, nose, 
mouth, aud tights caked with soot; not a 
white spot as big as a nickel to relieve his 
blackness. But he did not receive a scratch 
during the whole perilous episode.

His danger of suffocation arose from the 
thoughtlessness of the crowd, who crowded 
mound the entrance and prevented the 
passage of air up the chimney.

We uuderstaml that the Hercules will la- 
used no more, but that another voyage in a 
new balloon will soon be taken by Mr. Wil­
liams. He deserves a liberal share of the 
proceeds of the day in thus risking his life 
upon such a hazardous undertaking.

The view lrorn the north terrace of the 
capitol was very fine. About a hundred 
spectators had collected there, including 
■quite a number of ladies and little children. 
Alter patiently watching the cluster of trees 
which maVkeil the location of the Horti­
cultural Garden in the [.lain below, lor 
about two hours with telescopes aud field 
glasses, the Hercules was seen to swell up 
above the green tree tops like a great white 
blister, swaying about by the current ot 
wind while being inflated. After showing 
itself above the trees aud then subsiding 
out of sight alternately, it rose high enough 
to reveal the full outlines of the heated air­
ship quite distinctly, but was immediately 
drawn down again." to the disappointment 
of the spectators, many of whom" indulged 
suggestions indicative of their skepticism 
about the departure, and pronouncing it in 
advance another failure.

It was now sis o'clock, and the sun was 
gradually sinking behind tfie Ilarpeth hills, 
when the balloon was at last observed to 
rise slowly above the trees, aud attached to 
it a rope* apparently ten feet in length, 
which held the basket containing the aero­
naut, which seemed a mere thread, while 
the man and basket dangling at the end 
looked no bigger than a house spider sus­
pended by its own delicate web. The bal­
loon rose three or four hundred feet, sailing 
xapidl/ westward under the influence of a

pretty stiff easterly breeze, and in a few 
seconds appeared directly above the roof ot 
the Tennessee cotton factory building. At 
this point it seemed to be descending, and 
while it was evident that the balloon useit 
would dear the building, the possibility 
that the a-ronaut might not be so success­
ful—being much nearer the root occa­
sioned a general sympathetic outcry from 
the spectators. Just then the ropes caught 
on the lightning rod of the great smoke­
stack. The balloon fell over on the west 
side, bottom upward, and the man and the 
basket were lett dangling on the east side, 
near the summit, lor some moments it 
was hard to tell at this distance whether ho 
had fallen out of the basket or not. Field 
-dassea were immediately called into requi­
sition and the adventurous aerouant was 
seen climbliug up the rope from the basket 
to the cap of the chimney. The excitement 
among the spectators was intense: the 
movements of the climber were watched 
with breathless solicitude, and when h« 
reached the top and was seen to have se­
cured a lodgment on the rim. there were 
general expressions of relief. The great 
crowd from the Horticultural Garden were 
seen swarming like ants across the plain to­
ward the factory building.

lish. and do hereby establish a corporation or body 
eorpoiate. <or the objects and purposes, and under 
the tifle, obligations, stipulations aud regulations 
following, to wit:

ARTICLE L
The name and title of the company shall be THE 

HIBERNIA INSURANCE COMPANY OF NEW OR­
LEANS, aud its domicile i9 hereby established in 
the city of New Orleans. It shall continue and exist 
for twenty-five years from the date of organization. 
It shall commence operations immediately on or­
ganization. It shall have a corporate seal having 
for a device an Irish harp encircled by a suamrock 
and the name of this company and the date of this 
act.

ARTICLE II.
Rkotio.v I. The objects and purposes of the com­

To make insurance upon shirs and sea­
going vessels, steamboats, and all other vessels, 
freights, goods, bills of exchange ami other evi­
dences of debt, commissions, profits, bullion or 
money, and against all maritime and inland trans­
portation risks, 1 ottomry aud respondentia inter­
ests; in other w ords, to effect fire, marine, river and 
inland insurance of any kind whatsoever, with privi­
lege of exercising all or either of saul purposes.

The company mav cause itself to be reinsured 
against any risk upon w hich it shall have made in­
surances.

Skc. 2. The company shall sue and Ik* sued in its 
corporate name, and ah  citations ami o th er legal 
process shall be served on th e  p iesideut of tlio 
company.

Skc. 3. The Board of Directors shall have power 
to invest Jrom time to time the money and capital 
of the company iu bonds and mortgages on unin­
cumbered aud improved real estate, which, in every 
case, shall be deemed worth at least double tfae 
amount loaned thereon.
