Local Intelligence.

A R ich Man B uried  as a P a u pe r . 
The Ohio Statesman of the nineteenth has 
an account of the proceedings before the 
Probate Court of Franklin county, on an 
application to admit to probate the will of 
Joseph Caldwell, who was an eccentric 
bachelor. He owned a large amount of 
real estate in Franklin and Belmont coun­
ties. besides other property, the whole 
valued at $150,000 or more. He was one of 
four brothers, one of whom, Dr. Samuel 
Caldwell, resides in Illinois. Between these 
two there was a close alliance of friend" 
ship, and the other brothers appear to have 
paired off iu like manner. Two years ago 
he received a sunstroke, which affected his 
mind, and application was made to the 
court to appoint a guardian for him, but the 
physicians refused to make the necessary 
■certificate. He afterward went to Missouri 
on business, aud thence wandered to New 
Orleans, where he was without means. It 
appears that while in New Orleans he made 
efforts to procure funds from Columbus with 
which to return home, but from some unac­
countable reason failed. He was arrested 
in New Orleans as a vagrant on the twenty- 
sixth of October, 1870, and taken before 
Recorder Houghton, who ordered him to 
be sent to a hospital. The hospital au­
thorities refused to admit him because he 
was deranged, and he was removed to an in­
sane asylum, where he died on the second 
of December following. On the fifth ot De­
cember he was buried at the expense ot the 
city of New Orleans.

According to the police reports Mr. 
Caldwell was arrested on the txventy-fitth 
of October, 1870. on Common street, on the 
charge of insanity, and sent by Recorder 
Houghton to the Charity Hospital. Captain 
Cain, of the detective police, has lately 
furnished the relatives of the late Mr. 
Caldwell with all the information relating 
to his arrival here, his arrest, decease and 
burial at the expense of the city.

Civil R igh ts ,
The Madison Journal, in an article on the 

subject of civil rights, says :
Sometime since Senator Pinchback, of 

New Orleans, desired to send his wife and 
children North for the benefit of their health. 
As they were to have no male companion, 
he was naturally anxious to provide for 
their comfort by saving the delicate wife 
and mother all care aud trouble that could 
be avoided. He consequently purchased 
tickets for one of the Pullman cars attached 
to tbe Jackson railroad, which run through 
to Louisville without change. When the 
time of departure came, she and her chil­
dren were refused admittance, on the 
ground that she had a stain ot negro blood 
in her veins. Senator Pinchback has sued 
tbe Jackson Railroad Company for damages, 
and we hope there is virtue aud honesty 
enough left in the courts of the country to 
teach the Yankee president of that company 
a lesson which shall be instructive to him 
and all other public carriers.

If there had been any pretence that Mrs. 
Pinchback was not a respectable woman; 
if there had been anything in her dress or 
manners, or that of her children, to exclude 
her from the cosmopolitan society of a rail­
road car, then it was an insult to the pas­
sengers in the ordinary cars to place her 
and them in their midst. But there was 
nothing of this kind. It was a pure and 
wanton insult to the accident of blood; and 
as such let the company atone for it. If 
Mrs. Pinchback had been a slave and the 
servant of a white Senator's wife, in charge 
of her children, she would have had a berth 
in that Pullman car. or there would have 
been a mutiny among the female passen­
gers. We remember once when traveling 
m the North, the conductor of a ladies’ ear 
attempted to exclude the uegro servant of 
a female acquaintance of ours. The superb 
dignity with which that female ordered 
that servant to precede her iuto the car; 
the scornful, defiant glance cast at that 
conductor, and the nervous gathering of 
those ample skirts to accommodate the 
person of that Southern lady to a seat be­
side her negro slave, was a picture worthy 
tbe pencil of the most gifted artist of that 
school of painters who are so fearful of 
social equality.

We travel on steamboats and sn railroad 
cars with gamblers, thieves aud adven­
turers ot every description. What warrant 
have we, and how often do we know it, that 
the very next room on the steamboat or iu 
tbe hotel is occupied by persons who could 
no more gain admittance to our families 
than the vilest pariah that ever walked the 
face of the earth. Do we consider our­
selves degraded by this contact which the 
habits and interests of society have made 
unavoidable l It is time for Southern men 
and women to get rid of this nonsense 
about colored people on steamboats, rail­
road cars, aud iu hotels. All the days of 
our lives we have met people in these 
places that we despised more than the 
meanest negro ot our acquaintance. 
There is not a man or woman born in tbe 
State of Louisiana but what is indebted to 
the negro for the kindest offices that 
are given to humanity to perform, and 
there is not one but what would be willing 
to concede as a privilege, if they were 
slaves, what is uow justly demanded as a 
right.

S lid e ll’s A pprentice, A . OaUey H a ll.

A. Oakey Hall, the present Mayor of New 
York city, was born in that city iu 1828, 
aud is therefore fortv-three years old. He 
is of good tamilv. ami is descended in a di­
rect line from the brave soldier who sacri­
ficed his life to slay a tyrant. His grand­
father five times removed was the liberty 
loving Colonel Oney, who killed Charles I., 
and tor which the regicide was executed at 
Tyburn iu 1663. A sharp, black-headed 
young man, quick, ready and always iu the 
foreground, Mr. Hall graduated at the New 
York University, where he showed great 
facility iu learning the classics, and proved 
himseif a Latin scholar of the first degree. 
From the university he went to the Harvard 
Law School.

After studying the rudiments ot law. he 
proceeded to New Orleans, and engaged 
himself to one of the papers of the Crescent 
City as a reporter. lie soon relinquished 
this position, and entered the great law 
office of the once famous Slidell. After 
studying law for some time with Mr. Slidell. 
Mr. Hall returned to New York aud set 
himself down to authorship. He wrote a 
book entitled “The Manhattaner in New 
Orleans." which the press was delighted 
with, aud everywhere praised it for its in­
teresting method and its vigor and raciness 
of style. Whether his literary subjects 
were exhausted, or whether he was afraid a 
second venture might injure his first, we 
know uot.

We only have it that he bade farewell to 
literature, and resolved to return to law. 
after remaining undecided for a few days 
as to whether he would accept tbe place of 
city editor on the Commercial Adeertiser or 
not. He made the firm of Brown, Hall Sc 
Yanderpoel, and entered upon hard work.

Horace Greeley was always that way. 
When he was but six years old he used to 
dam the little streams that ran by his 
father's house.
