‘otton Exchange nyuurduy. The weight
of the bale was 44 unds, which, in the
aggregate, reaiized the respectable sum of
Q:i.n- 20—an average of §/ 48 per ponnd.
The cotton was raised by W. B. McShaw,
Lee county, Mississippi, was picked by
himself, wife and daughter in their parlor,
and took the first premium of $500 for the
best bale of short sample cotton oftered at
the St. Louis fair last October, Again, it
took the sweepstakes prize of $1000 offered
for the best balo of either long or short
staple. After this Mr. MeShaw donated the
cotton to the Southern Educational Society,
which offered it on the St. Louis Corn Ex-
change, and sold it to Mr. D. G. Tutt at
thirty cents per pound. Mr. Tuty, in tarn,
presented it to the same society, when it
was again sold at twenty-five cents per
pound. Agnin it was presented to the so-
ciety, when it realized thirty-cight ceats

r pound, the buyer in this case presentin
it as formerly. After this it was not otfere
for sale by the society, but was rattled for
$1000, and afterward sold and resold, to be
finally purchased by Messrs, Shyrock &
Rowland, of St. Louis, who shipped it to
Messrs. Norton, Slaughter & Co,, of this
city, for the purpose of getting it so far
away as to prevent it being entered for the
$1000 prewium to be oftered at the fair in
October next, as well as to test the appre-
ciation of Northern factors and manufact-
urers of the industry of Mrs. MeShaw and
daugliter, whose fair hands have prepared
for exhibition, beyond doubt, the finest
bale of cotton ever grown in any country.
Mesars, Norton, Slaughter & Co. report the
sale of this cotton at fifty cents per pound,
through Messrs, 8.

Jeesoleed, That the citizens of the incor-
poration of the town of Koscinsko will
vote, as soon a8 the opportunity is pre-
sented, a tax of $20,000 as stock 1w the New
Orleans, Jackson und Great Northern Rail-
road Company, to be paid in five annual
installments—the first when the said road
shall be completed and the cars runniug to
Kosciusko, and the others to be paid an-
nually thereatter. This tax to be levied
upon the ad valorem system, the sum thus
raised to be applied to the construction of
the road north of Kosciusko, according to
the terms of the charter of said road, and
to be understood and treated as the pro rata
share of the incorporation of the town ot
Koscinsko of the proposed to be
raised in Attala eounty to aid in the con-
struction of said road.

Tho new line of railroad that is to con-

serious drawback to the development of
rat portions of those States, thut although
ertile, had no outlet for their products,
which were consequently almost valueless,
Twenty miles of the railroad northward
from Little Rock have also been receutly
rom‘ﬂ‘l:lswl. and eighty miles more have been
E: and are now ready for the ties, This
will meet the St, is und Iron Moun-
tain railroad, and it will thus connect Little
Rock with the Mississippi river at or near
St. Louis. Ina few years hence, the State of
Arkasusas, which before the war had searcely
five miles of railroad in operation, will range
as one of the most important States in ruil-
rosd matters, and Little Rock will be the
centre of vast lines, connecting not only the
Atlantio and Pacitic Southern States, but
the Northern and Southern lines of trans-
continental railway.

TREATIES AND PROCLAMATIONS.

A PROCLAMATION by the President of
the United of America. Treaty between
the United States and Great Britain—
Claims, fisheries, nuvigation of the St
Lawrence, éto., American Iumber on the
river St. John, boundary—Concluded
May 8, 1871; ratifications exchunged June
17, 1871; proclaimed July 4, 1871
Whereas, & treaty between the United

States of Americs sand_ Her Majesty the

(fuewn of the United Kingdom of Great

Britain and Irelund, concerning the settle-

went of all causes of difference between the

two countries, was concluded and signed at

Washington by the bigh commissioners and

plenipotentiaries of the respeetive govern-

wents on the eight day of May last; which
treaty is, word for word, as follows:

The United States of America and Her
Britannic Majesty, being desirous to pro-
vide for an amicable settlement of all
canses of difference between the two coun-
tries, have for that purpose appointed their

respective  plenipotentiaries, that is to
say: the President of the United
States  has  appointed, on the part
of the United States, as coumission-
ers  in & joint high commission
and  plenipotentiaries, Hamilton Fish,
Secretury  of  State;  Robert Cum-
ming  Schenck, envoy extraordinary

and minister plenipotentiary to Great Brit-
ain; Sawuel Nelson, an Associate Justice of
the Supreme Court of the United States;
Ebenezer Rockwood Hoar, of Massachusetts;
amd George Henry Williamg, of Oregon;
amd Her Britanic Majesty, on her part, has
appomted us her high commissioners and
}n enipotentiaries, the Right Honorable
yeorge Frederick Samuel, Earl de Grey and
Zarl of Ripon, Viscount Goderich, Baron
Granthum, a Baronet, a peer of the United
Kingdonr, Lord President of Her Majesty's
Most Honorable Privy Council, Knight of
the Most Noble Order of the Garter, ete.,
et the Right Honorable Sir Statford Henry
Northeote, Baronet, one of Her Majesty’s
Most Honorable Privy Council, a member of
Parlinment, a Companion of the Most Hon-
orable Ovder of the Bath, ete., ete.; Sir Ed-
ward Thornton, Knight Commander of the
Most Honorable Order of the Bath, Her
Majesty's envoy extraordinary and minis-
ter plenipotentiary to the United States of
Amweriea: Sir John Alexander Macdonald,
Knight Commander of the Most Honorsble
Order of the Bath, a member of Her Majes-
ty's Privy Council for Canada, nnd Minister
of Justice and Attorney General of Her
Majesty's Dominion of Canada; and Mounn-
tague Bernard, Esquire, Chichele Professor
of international law in the University of
Oxford.

And the said plenipotentiaries, after Ray-
ing exchanged their full powers, which were
found to be in due and proper form, have
agreed to and concladed the following ar-
ticles:

ARTICLE L

Whaereas, Differences have arisen be-
tween the government of the United States
and the government of Her Britaunic Ma-
Jesty, and still exist, growing ont of the acts
committed by the several vessels which have
given rise to the cluims generically known
as the “Alabama elaims;”

And whereas, Her Britannic Majesty has
authorized her high commissioners™ and
plenipotentiaries to express, in a friendly
spirit, the regret felt by Her Majesty's gov-
ernment for the escape, under whatever cir-
cuwstances, of the Alabama and other ves.
sels from British ports, and for the depreda-
tions committed by those vessels:

Now, in order to remove and adjust all
complaints and claims on the part of the
United States, and to provide for the speedy
sottlement of such claims, which are not ad-
witted by Her Britannic Majesty’s gove
ment, the high eontracting parties agree
that all the said claims, growing out of acts
committed by the aforesaid vessels and
generically known as  the  “ Alabama
claims,” shall be referred to s tribunal of
arbitration to be com d of five arbitra-
tors, to be appointed in the following man-
ner, that is to say: One shall be named by
the President of the United States; one
shall be named by Her Britannic Majesty;
His Majesty the King of Italy shall be re-
quested to name one; the President of the
Swiss Confederation shull be requested to
name one; and His Majosty the Emperor of
Brazil shall be requested to name one.

In case of the death, absence, or incapa-
oity to secve of any or either of the said ar-
bitrators, or, in the event of either of the
said arbitrators omitting or declining or
oeasing to act as such, the President of the
United States, or Her Britannie Majesty, or
His Majesty the King of Italy, or the Presi-
dent of the Swiss Confederation, or His
Majesty the Emperor of Brazil, as the case
may be, may forthwith name another per-
son to act s arbitrator in the place and
stead of the arbitrator originally named by
such head of a State.

And in the event of the refusal or omis-
#ion for two months after receipt of the re-
quest from either of the hgh contracting
parties of His Majesty the King of Italy, or
the President of the Swiss Confederation,
or His Mujesty the Emperor of Branl, to
name an arbitrator either to fill the original
appointment or in the place of one who may
have died, be absent, or incapacitated, or
who may omit, deeline, or from any canse
cease to act us such arbitrator, His Majesty
the King of Sweden and Norway shall be
requested to name one or more persons, as
the case may be, to wct a8 such arbitrator
or arbitrators.

ARTICLE IT1.

The arbitrators shall meet at Geneva,
Switzerland, at the earliest convenient day
after they shall have been named. and shall
procesd impartially and earefully to exam-
me and decide all questions that shall
be laid before them on the part of the gov-
ernments of the United States and Her
Britannic Majesty, respectively, Al ques-
tions considered by the tribunal, including
the final award, shall be decided by u ma-
Jority of all the arbitrators. ;

Ench of the high contracting parties shall
also nuwe one person to attend the tribunal
a8 its agent to n-‘m-m-ul it generally in all
matters connected with the arbitration.

ARTICLE 1L

The written or printed case of each of the
two parties, accompanied by the documents,
the official corresponden and other evi-
dence on which each relies, shall be de-
livered in duplicate to each of the arbitra-
tors and to the agent of the other party as
Soon as may be witer the organization of the
tribunal, but within a period not excesling
six months from the date of the exchange
of the ratitications of this treaty.

ARTICLE IV,

\\'uhvin four months after the delivery on
both sides of the written or printed case,
either ‘{INF may, in like manner, deliver
in duplicate 10 ench of said arbitrators,
and to the agent of the other party, a coun-
ter case and additional documents, cor-
respondence and evidence in reply to the
cuse, documents, correspondence and evi-
dence g0 presented by the other party.

The arbitrators may, however, extend the
time for delivering such counter case. doe-
uwents,  correspondence  and  evidence
when, in their judgment, it becomes m-q-m:
sary, in consequence of the distance of the
place from which the evidence to bepn.:
sented is to be procured.

: If in the case submitted to the arbitrators
either party shall have specified or alluded
to any report or document in its own ex-
clusive possession withont annexing a copy,
such party shall be bound, if the other
party thinks proper to apply for it, to fur-
nish that party with a copy thereof; and
either party may ocall upon the other,
through the wrbitrators, to produce the
originals or certitied copies of any papers
adduced as evidence. giving in each in-
stance such reasonable notice as the arbi-
trators may require,

x ARTICLE v,

It shall be the duty of the agent of each
party, withiu two months after the expira-
tion of the time limited for the delivery of
the counter case on both sides, to deliver in
duplicate to each of the said arbitrators and
to the agent of the other party & written or
printed argument showing the points gnd
referring to the evidence upon which his
government relies; and the arbitrators
way, if they desire further elucidation with
regard to any point, require & written or
printed statement or argument, or oral
argument by counsel upon it; but in such
ceae the other party shall be entitled to re-
ply either orally or in writing, as the case
may be.

ARTICLE VL
In deciding the matters submitted to the

arbitrators, they chell be governed by the

following three rules, which are
upon by the high contracting s a8
rules to be taken as applicable to the case,
and by sucu principles of international law
not inconsistent therewith as the arbitrators
shall determine to have been applicable to
the case,

A neutral government is bound—

First, to use due diligence to prevent the
fitting out, arming, or oquipixinﬁ. within its
Jurisdiction, of any vessel which it bas rea-
sonable ground to believe is intended to
Cruise or carry on war against a power with
which it is at peace: and also 1o use like
diligence to prevent the departure from its
Jjurisdiction of any vessel intended to cruise
or carry on war as above, such vessel hav-
ing been specially adapted, in whale or'in
part, within such jurisdiction, to warlike
use.

Secondly, not to permit or sufler either
belligerent to wake use of its ports or
waters as the base of naval operations
against the other, or for the »ur'ume of the
renewal or apgmentation of military sup-
plies or arms, or the recruitisent of men.

Thirdly, to exercise due diligence in its
own ports and waters, and, as to all per-
sons within its jurisdiction, to prevent any
violation of the foregoing obligations and
duties.

Her Britannie Majesty has commanded
her high commissioners and plenipotentin-
ries to deeclare that Her Majesty's govern-
ment can not assent to the foregoing rules
#8 o statement of principles of international
Inw which were in foree at the time when the
claims mentioned in Article 1 arose, bat
that Her Majesty’s government, in order
to evince its desire of strengthening the
friendly relations between the two coun-
tries and of making satisfuctory provision
for the future, agrees that in deciding the
yuestions between the two countries arising
ont of those claims, the arbitrators should
assume that Her Majesty's government had
undertaken to act npon the principles set
forth in these rules.

And the high contracting parties agree to
observe these rules as hetween themselves
in future, and to bring them to the knowl
edge of other maritime powers, and to in-
vite them to accede to them.

ARTICLE VII.

The decision of the tribunal shall, i pos.
sible, be made within three months from
the close of the argument on both sides,

It shall be mwade in writing and duted,
and shall be signed by the arvitrators who
way assent to ir,

The said tribunal shall first determine as
to each vessel separately whether Great
Britain has, by any aet or omission, failed
to fulfill any of the duties set forth in the
foregoing three rules, or recognized by the
principles of international law not inconsist-
ent with such roles, and shall certify such
fact as to cach of the said vessels. In case
the tribunal find that Great Britain bas
failed to falfill any duty or duties «
said, it may, if it think proper, proce
award asumin gross to be paid by Great
Britain to the United States for all claims
referred to it; and in such case the gross
sum so awirded shall be paid in coin by the
government of Great Brituin to the govern-
ment of the United States at Washington,
within twelve months ufter the date of the
award.

The award sball be in duplicate, one copy
whereof shall be delivered to toe agent of
the United States for his government, and
the other copy shall be delivered to the

agent of Great Britain for lis govern-
ment.
ARTICLE VIIL
Each government shall pay its own
agent, and provide for the proper
rewaneration  of  the  counsel  em-
ployed by it and of the arbitrator

appointed by it, and for the expense of
paring and subuitting its case to the tribn-

nal. Al other expenses connected with
the abitration shall be defraved by the two
governwents i equal moieties,

ARTICLE 1IX.

The arbitrators shall keep an accurate
record of their proceedings, and may ap-
point and cuploy the necessary otficers to
assist thew.

ARTICLE X.

In case the tribunal finds that G
Britain bas failed to fulfil any duty or
duties as aforesaid, and does uot award a
sum in gross, the high contracting parties

pointed to ascertain and determine what
cluims are valid, and what amount or
rmwounts shall be paid by Great Britain to
the United States on account of the linbility
arising from such failare, as to caol vessel,
according to the extent of such liability as
decided by the arbitrators.

The board of assessors shall be consti-
tuted as follows: One member thereot shull
be named by the President of the United
Stutes, one member thereof shall be
nawed by Her Brittannic Majesty: und one
member thercof shall be named by the
representative at Washington of His Majesty
the King of Italy; and in case of a vacancy
happening from any cause, it shall be tilled
in the same wanper in which the original
appointment was made,

As soon as possible after such nomina-
tions the board of assessors shall be organ.
ized in Washington, with power to hold
their sittings there, or in New York. or in
Boston.  [he members thereot shall sever-
ally subseribe a solemn declaration that
they will impurtially and carefully examine
and decide, to the t of their judgment
and according to justice and equity, all mat-
ters submitted to them, and shall forth-
with proceed, under such rules and regula-
tions as they may prescribe, to the investi
gation of the claims which shall be presented
to them by the government of the United
States, and shall examive and decide
upon them in such order and wunner as
they may think proper, but upon such
denee or information only us shall be tur
nished by or on belnlf of the guvernnents
of the United States und of Great Brituin,
respectiy They shall be bound to bear
on each separate claim, if required, one per-

son on bebalf of cacl government, as coun-
sel or agent. A mujority of the asses<ors in
each case shall be sufticient for a decision.

The decision of each assessor shall be
given upon each elaim in writing, and shall
be signed by them respectively und dated.

Each claim shall be presented 1
sessors within six mwonths from
their firss meeting, but they may
cause shown, extend the time for the pre-
sentation of any claim to a further period,
not exceeding three wonths,

The nssessors shall report to each govern-
ment at or hefore the expiration of one yeur
from the date of their first meeting the
umount of claims decided by them up to the
date of such report; if further elaims then
remain undecided, they shall make a further
report at or before the expiration of two
years from the date of such first meeting;
and in case any claims remain undetermined
ut that time, they shall make a tinal report
within & further period of xix months.

The report or reports shall be made in
duplicate, and one copy thereof shall be de-
livered to the Secretary of State of the
United Statex, and one copy thereol to the
representative of Her Britunnic Majesty at
Washington. §

All sums of money which may be awarded
under this article shall be payable at Wash-
ington, in coin, within twelve months after
the delivery of each report.

¢ board of assessors may employ such
clerks as they shall think necessary.

The expenses of the board of ussessors
shall be borne equally by the two govern.
ments, and paid from time to time, as may
be found expedient, on the production of
accounts certified by Lhulm..r-l‘.

The bigh contracting parties engage to
consider the resnlt of the proceedings of
the tribunal of arbitration and of the board
of assessors, should such board be ap.

clnim, whetlier the same may or may not
Lave been presented to the fotioe of, made,
rrexerrml. or luid before the tribunal or
ward, shall, from and after the concla-
sion of the proceedings of the tribunal
or board, be considered and treated as
finally settled, barred, ang thenceforth in-
admissible.

In case
of the death, absence, or ineapacity of any
commissioner, or in the event of any com-
wissoner omitting or ceasing to act, the
viacaney shall be filled in the manner here-
inbefore provided for making the original
appointment; the period of thres months in
case of such substitution being caleulated
from the date of the bappening of the
vacaney. .

The commissioners so named shall meet at
Washington at the earliest convenient period
after they have been respectively numed;
and shall, before proceeding to any busi.
uess, make and subseribe a solemn declara-
tion that they will impartially and care-
fully examine and decide, to the best of
their judgment, and according to justice and
equity, all such claims as shall be laid be-
fore them on the part of the governments
of the United States and of Her Britanic
Majesty, respectively; and such declaration
shall be entered on ‘the record of their pro-
ceedings,

ARTICLE XIIL

The commissioner sball then forthwith
proceed to the investigation of the claims
which shall be presented to them. They
shall investigate and decide such elaims in
such order and such manner as they way
think proper, but upon such evidence or in-
formation only as shall be furnished by or
on behalf of the respective governments,
They shall be bound to receive and consider
all written documents or statemwents which
may be presented to them by or on behalf
of the respe governments in support
of, or in answer to, auy claim, and to hear,
if required, one person on each side, on
behalf of ench government, on each and
every soparate claim. A majarity of the
commissioners  shull be sufficient for
an award in  each case. The award
shall be given upon each elaim in
writing, and shull be signed by the com-
missioners assenting to it. It shall be
competent for each government to name one
person to attend the cowmissioners as its
agent, to present and support claims on its
behalf, and to answer claims made upon it,
and to represent it generally in all matters
connected with the investigation and de-
cision thereof.

The navigation of the rivers Yukon, Por-
cupine and Stikine, ascending and descend-
ing, from, to, and into the sea, shall forever
remain free ond open for the purposes of
commerce to the subjects of her Britannic
Maiesty and to the citizens of the United
States, subject to any laws and regulations
of either country within its own territory,
not inconsistent with such privilege of free
navigation.

ARTICLE XXVII.

The government of Her Britannic Ma-
Jesty engages to urge upon the government
of the Dominion of Canada to secure to the
citizens of the United States the use of the
Wellaud, St. Lawrence, and other canals in
the Dominion on terms of equality with the
inhabitants of the Dowminion; and the gov-
ernment of the United States engages that
the subjects of Her Britanuic Majesty
shall enjoy the use of the St. Clair Flats
canal on terms of equality with the inhabit-
ants of the United States, and further en-
goges to urge upon the Stare governments
to secure to the subjects of Her Britannie
Majesty the use of the several State cannls
copnected with the navigation of the lakes
or rivers traversed by or contiguous to the
boundary line hetwéen the possessions of
the high contracting parties, on terms of
equality with the mhakitants of the United
States,

ARTICLE XXV,

The navigation of Lake Michigan shall
also, for the term of years, mentioned
in article xxxiii of this treaty, be free and
open for the purposes of commerce to the
subjects of Her Britannio Majesty, subject
to any laws and regulations of the United
States or of the States bordering thereon
not inconsistent with such privilege of free
navigation.

IARTICLE XXIX.

Itia agreed that, for the term of years
mentioned in article xxxiii of this treaty,
goods, wares or merchandise arriving at the
ports of New York, Boston and Portland,
and any other portsin the United States

which have been or may, from time to time,
be specially designated by the President of
the Unitas and destined for Her
Britannic Maujesty’s &sions in North
America, may be entered at the proper
custombouse and oonv:d:'d in tranpsit, with-
out the payment of du through the ter-
ritory of the United States, under such

ARTICLE XLIIL

The present treaty shall be duly ratified
by the President of the United States of
Awerica, by and with the advice and con-
sent of the Senate thereof, and by Her
Britannic Majesty: and the ratifications shall
be exchanged either ut Washington or at
London within six months from the date
Lereof, or earlier, if possible.
