Narrow Gauge Passenger Railways.

A writer in an engineer journal advocates
the construction of narrow gnuge ronds, to
accommodate persons who reside not more
than twenty miles from the city, on the
score of cheapness of construction and op-
erating, as well as safety. He says: “The
cars proposed are to be a compromise be-
tween the horse and rail cars, ey are to
carry the passengers seated as now in the
long cars, on seats for two at the side of the
car, with a middle passage and end doors.
With seats two and a half feet apart a car
will carry forty passengers, if made twenty-
five feet long. ~ These cars are to be set on
axles with ax wide a base as the curvature
of the road will pernfit, with but little over-
hang at the ends, and should be fastened
together by spring couplers, so a8 to have
the train move as one mass. Ju other
respects they would be modeled like the
horse cars. These weigh abont two tons,
and carry safely more than twice the num-
ber they can seat. By allowing a ton addi-
tional for the traming and bracing of the
proposed car. it would then weigh three
tons for forty persons.

Assuming now that three hundred per-
sons are to be carried, five cars and their
Jload will weigh thirty tons. The engine for
such a weight may be lilgblened, and not
exceed ten tons. 1t should be made to run
either end foremost, so as to mako nu
delay at either end of the route by going
on a turntable, but merely switeh oﬁé,’ and
bank to its place—at the head of the train
in the direction of the next run. Requir-
ing but littlke fuel and water for its light
load, the tank can be put on the engine
frame near the ground. A train made up
in this manner will have great stability,
the water and the passengers bemg about
two feet nearer to the ground than at
present, The total weight will be forty
tons, with power and ucnmainn sufficient to
stop and start quickly, and it will move
steadilr, since the ears are bonnd tightly
together, and they aiso have a low centre
of gravity. Starting from the city with
two hundred persons, and leaving part of
the load at every station, will give that
vumber as the average through twenty
miles, The actual cost of carrving one
